GERMANS HAVE A
LINE OF FORTRESSES.

London, Sept. 22—The correspondent
of the Times in Paris, discussing the big
baltle says:—

“The battle of the ‘Aisne continues,
having lasted a week with the allies
making slow progress against extraor-
dinary diffieulties.

“It is no longer properly speaking, a
battle, but a siege, the Germans having
constructed along their hundred-mile
front a series of small fortresses from
Oise to-the Meuse, made of old forts
and disused gmnarries.

“Bomb-proof shelters, formed of bags
of cement, and subterranean passages
connect the casements on the heights of
Pommiefrs .with the open country, by

" means of which the enemy secures vic-
tuals and is supplied with ammunition.

These elaborate works were” prepared
by the Germans before the march on
Paris, thus indicating that they had some
doubt of success.

MAIN ATTACK OF
THE TWO FORCES

London, Sept. 22—A Paris despatch
to the Express says:—

“Military experts here believe that the
Germans intend to raze the entire city
of Rheims. While the city itself is im-
material from a military standpoint, it
is the centre of a district of the highest
strategic value. The German forces, in
great strength, are close to the city on
the north side while the French batter-
ies occupy the heights to the south.

“While the German main atlack is
developing at Rheims, the French at-
ack s centering toward Noyon. The
plateau of Craonne is held by 100,000
Germans, while the village is occupied
by the French. Blucher, who was de-
feated by Napoleon on this same ground,
declared that 25,000 troops could hold
this plateau against any odds.”

Paris, Sept. 22—The battle of Char-
leroj lasted three days, and the battle of
Marne covered six days, the retirement
of the Germans commenced on the third
day. Today is the seventh day of the
battle of the Aisne, the most violent of

A wounded British of-
ficer, who has returned to Paris from the front, has supplemented the official
news with the declaration that the allies, on their left, have advanced seven
miles.

The devoted city of Rheims may be razed to the ground, it is felt in Lon-
don, not because in itself it has any stragetic importance, but because it hap-
pens to be in the way of the operations directed against the plateau above the
city, where the allies undoubtedly will endeavor again to disprove, as did Na-
poleon, the theory of Blucher, that these heights are impregnable, even if de-
fended by only 25,000 men,

Nowhere else along the battle line, is any great effort being made to carry
a frontal attack, and unless one side or the other executes an otstflanking move-
ment, Rheims may witness the most decisive battle of the war.

 GAN BE RESTORED

Priceless Decorations at Rhe-
ims, However, Ruined

 WONDERFUL WINDOWS SUFFERED

German Bombardment Killled Seme
of Their Own Wounded —
Crippled Beggar of the War
of 1870 Stll Stands at Door

I.ondon, Sept. 22—The correspondent
of the Daily Telegraph at Rheims sends
this story of the situation at that point.
“To the visitor Rheims wreathed in
smoke and echoing with the boom of
cannonading, presents a forlorn and
desolate sight. Everywhere there is evi-
dence of damage done by the shells of
the big howitzers. Whole houses are
seen with their interiors smashed into
a shapeless mass of bricks, mortar and
woods. 2

“Around the Cathedral hardly a house
escaped damage. In front of the facade
of the Cathedral stands a statue of Joan
of Arc. The figure is unscathed, but
the horse and pedestal are chipped and
seared by shells and the flames.

“At the first sight the exterior of the
Cathedral does not appear to be much
damaged, although the masonry is chip-
ped, scarred and whitened by countless
shrapnel bullets, while many carved fig-
ures and gargoyles have been broken off.
“In the doorway still stands the crip-
pled beggar, who has sought alms there
for many years. He maintained his
position throughout t{he bombardment
and, like a statue, he stands covered with
dust and glass. The man was unharm-
ed. He was crippled in the war of
1870.

“An examination of the interior of the
Cathedral shows that nearly fifty shells
had found lodgement, but luckily, the
range being very great, the solid stone-
work of the building had resisted the
successive shots. It was the ancient and
priceless glass of the windows which
suffered the most. In the centre of the
vault, the great candlebraum which
hung from the roof lies broken in the
centre of the floor amid a great mass
of debris.

“The general impression is that the
Cathedral can be restored, although
moest of its priceless decorations are
ruined.

Killed Some of Their Own

“Some of the German wounded are
still in the Catheral. Several of them
were killed by shrapnel bullets during
the bombardment,

“German aeroplanes hovered over

Rheims while the bombardment was
in progress, doubtless to report the suc-
cess of the cannonading. They flew
very high and the French soldiers did
not trouble to fire at them.”
Rome, Sept. 22—The
Arctic Club, the Academy of St. Luke,
and many other organizations have sent
protests to the German authorities
against the destruction of the Rheim’s
Cathedral.

Many matters of interest to labor organizations and the public in general
were discussed at this morning’s session of the Trades and Labor. Congress of
Canada in convention in St. Andrew’s rink. J. C. Watters, presided and the
attendance was large. A visitor today was Hon. Mr. Crothers, minister of la-
bor, Ottawa, whose arrival had been anticipated and for whose consideration
certain matters are pending in connection with labor problems.

Reports on organization were submitted, showing an encouraging state of
unionism in Canada and boding well for its future. Important resolutions were
passed after due consideration. 3

Particular interest attached to a consideration of a resolution from the Car-
penters’ and Joiners’ Union Local 713, protesting against the action of the
minister of labor in omitting from contract stipulations on the Toronto harbor
works, a provision for the payment of union rates in wages, and requesting him
to reconsider his position. The matter was ably expounded by Delegate Moore
and keen attention was paid to the discussion. It was adjourned until this af-
ternoon.

A schahing denunciation of existing conditions in connection with labor re-
lations with the government was given by Delegate Bruce of Toronto, who
seemed to have the approval of the congress, judging from the hearty applause
given his remarks. “It’s enough to pre-vent a union man seeking government
work,” he said, “when we consider the politieal partizans being appointed to
office without any sympathetic feeling to labor.”

Much interest was evinced also in a discussion on technical education when
some profitable information was given the congress.

New Brunswick

Provincial matters were referred to in
the report of James L. Sugrue, organizer
in New Brunswick, speaking of condi-
tions in the various centres of this prov-
ince. The suggestion was made that or-
ganizers be sent through the province, as
he thought the time was ripe for the
growth of unionism to a better develop-

Several resolutions, prepared for con-
sideration, were discussed. ,The first
taken up was that of Local 378 Boiler-
makers’ Union of Moncton, N. B., intro-
duced by Delegate S. Powell, favoring
technical education for their trade ap-
prentices, and suggesting that legislation
for their promotion in this respect bet
sought. The committee recommended
that the resolution be carried in regard
to all trade apprentices, cmending the
enacting clause was to this end, the un-
derstanding being that the empleyers
must arrange for the instruction being
given.

Delegate Simpson, of Toronto, thought
the resolution not sufficiently far-reach-
ing. He approved of a stronger insist-
ence on boys having technical education,
helped by the employer who was to re-
ceive the benefit of the labor of the
apprentice. Employers should be re-
quired to send their apprentices to con-
tinuation classes, not at night, but by
day, paying their wages while they were
there. The speaker instanced the suc-
cess of the apprentice system in Ger-
many.

Delegate Armstrong, of Winnipeg, dis-
approved of copying from the German
system, saying that it gave the state too
much power and placed the boys to too
great an extent in its grasp.

On a motion by the chairman of the -

committee, the resolution was referred
back for reconsideration. The resolution
was:

LABOR MINISTER PRESENT

against the slaughter of human beings
as a means of settling cconomic quar-
rels between different sections of the
capitalist class; resolved, that we calt
upon all organized workers to use all
their power to effect a speedy termina-
tion of the war.” :

A resolution against the bonus system
in connection with immigration was re-
ferred to the immigration committee.

A resolution was introduced from the
Vancouver Brotherhood of Railway Car-
men, Lodge 58, that the congress seek

‘| dominion legislation making it compul-

sory for railway companies to send at
least two men to put wheels under cars
or do similar work, and that unskilled
labor be mot allowed to help, the bill to
provide a penalty for non-compliance.
This resolution was carried as was an-
other from the same body asking that
the dominion government ordain by law
that no train shall be allowed to leave a
terminal without proper inspection' as to
gear.

A resolution for the establishment of
a federation of labor in Saskatchewan
and other western provinces was carried
as was one introduced by Delegate Arm-
strong of Winnipeg in behalf of the Car-
penters’ and Joiners’ Union that the fed-
eral government be requested to render
it impossible counterfeiting or infring-
i)ng unregistered labels of organized la-

or.

Private Detectives

An interesting resolution was thatl

brought in by Edwin Thomas of
the New Brunswick Federation that
the dominion government introduce
a bill providing for federal con-
trol of all private detective agencies
in Canada. It was explained

that this matter had already been con-
sidered by the congress, tending to the
abolishment of private detective agen-
cies. It was pointed out that the pro-
vincial governments were the factors to
deal with the matter and an amendment
was made to cover this feature, 'The
question was sent back for re-committal.

Consideration was given a resolution
from the Telegraphers’ Unjon of Am-
erica introduced by D. McNaughton,
Division No. 1, demanding the amend-
ment of the Lemieux ‘Act, with regard
to removing restrictions against proper
organization of labor unions caused by
repression by certain corporations and
employers. It was said that because of
this the act was rendered practically
useless in some cases in respect to
hours of labor and general working con-
ditions. This resolution was moved for
consideration: along with others dealing
with the Lemieux Act.

From the same source as the last reso-
lution came three succeeding ones, the
first providing for the semi-monthly
payment of salaries to telegraphers in
the employ of railways and subsidiary
companies. The resolution was carried
while the second, which made reference
to the war, was referred to the commit-
tee on officers’ reports. The third was
also referred to the same committee.

Waiting for Mr, Crothers,

: A resolution from the Brotherhood of
(qrpenters and Joiners demanding the
fair wage clause in all government works
was discussed. It was complained that
the minister of labor had stated person-
ally that he did not intend to include
such a clause in future contracts and it
was embodied in the resolution that
Hon. Mr. Crothers reconsider his position
and recommend union hours and thd
payment of the union rate in future
contracts where organizations exist.

Doubt was expressed that the minister
of labor would come if it was known
that any such matters were to be laid
over until he arrived so the resolution
was passed, to be taken up on the ar-
rival of Mr. Crothers.

THE RIGHT SPIRIT

Sir Algernon Firth, president Associat-
ed Chambers of Commerce, said, at
Bradford, Yorkshire:

What our responsiblities entailed we
did not know, but we would carry
through the issues to the finish, so that
men might see that the English race was
as virile as ever, and that we were pre-
pared for every sacrifice to maintain our
rights, whatever the cost might be. War
meant sacrifice and suffering and loss,
but we would face these things. If we
faced them like men, they would be
minimized, but if we faced them like
cowards, each man trying to save him-
self and not the community, disaster
would be upon us, and we would lose
in the issue.

He had been asked his opinion as to
the formation of distress committees.
Spesking for his locality and Yorkshire,
he said they did not want distress com-
mittess at present. What was wanted
was continued employment for the peo-
ple. Fuil employment could not be ex-
pected, but if partial employment for
three or four days a week could be pro-
vided, there was no need for starvation.
As employers, they could not expect to
come out without loss, but they had got
to suffer their loss like men, and
stand their corner. The position at the
present time was that the governmﬂ}t
had agreed to extend the national credit
and responsibility, to support the bank-
ers, who in their turn would support the
business men in finding employment for
the nopulation. .

Business men could, if they desired,
stop their works, remove themselves to
a safe haven, and leave their people to
their own devices, but that was not what
they in Yorkshire were going to do.
They were going to stand by the work-
people and continue the industry.

TWENTY-TWO DROWNED

Trobizond, Asia Minor, Sept. 22— Via
London—Twenty-twn persons lost their
lives by drowning, as a result of the
sinking of the British steamer Belgian
King near Cape Kureli yesterday.

The Belgian King carried passengers
and crew to the number of 120. Ninety
eight of them were saved by a Russian
steamer. It is surmised this accident was
due to a mine.

The German armies in France as an
aggressive force are a diminishing quan-
tity. Tl}e much vaunted war machine,
terrible though it has proved itself, has
met its master. Failure to take Paris,
after the marvellous advance almost to
the gates of that city, and failure dur-
ing the last two weeks to shake off or dg-
feat the French and British armies,
shows that hereafter the German fight-
ing, whatever partial success here or
there may be won by a forward move-
ment, will really be on the defensive.
There are still great German armies.
They occupy strong positions, and have
positions even more strong upon which
to fall back. They may be able greatly
to prolong the war, and the chief ground
for hope that they will not be able to do
s0 does not lie in the ability of the al-
lied forces in the west to overrun them
quickly; but upon what these armies
will be able to do in holding them in
that quarter while the Russian hosts are
marching through Germany from the
east.

The forces battling in France along
the extended line from Noyon to Ver-
dun appear to be so nearly equal in
strength that day after day has passed
without a decisive result. Neither has
been able to break through the lines of
the other, nor has a flanking movement
been successful. Such small gains as
have been made, however, are credited
to the allies; and, while they may not
be able for some time to come to dis-
lodge the enemy, there is no reason to
fear that they themselves will be over-
come.

‘Today’s news from France is to the ef-
fect that French forces have appeared
around Peronne, seventeen miles north-
west of St. Quentin, attacking the ex-
treme German right. 1'nhis indicates that
the enveloping movement in that quarter
has been’making steady progress. St.
Quentin is much nearer to the Belgian
border than the allied armies have been
able to get since they were forced back-
ward by the great German march to-
ward Paris. If the Krench are able to
bring up strong enough reinforcements
in that quarter, without weakening their
main line between Noyon and Verdun,
the position of General Von Kluck’s
army will be made untenable, and the
retreat through Belgium an extremely
hazardous if not impossible undertaking.
It would seem that we may look for im-
portant developments along a line from
Peronne through St. Quentin to Laon,
and if the French succeed in this move-
ment the German retreat along the
whole line will be hastened.

In the eastern field the Russians have
not yet entirely disposed of the Austrian
armies in Galicia; but they are making
steady progress, and Austria is also fac-
ing internal troubles which are likely to
grow more and more serious as the days
pass.

THE CANADIAN CONTINGENT

The announcement that the Canadian
contingent will number nearly 10,000
more 1pen than was asked for by the
British war office, means that practically
all the men now at Valeartier will go-
The exact number is 81,500 officers and
men with 7,700 horses. The plan is to
place an army division in the field, and
to have another 9,000 men held in reserve
within easy reach. Properly equipped the
Canadian contingent, even with the short
period of drill at Valcartier, will be a
most effective fighting force.

The only statement ma'de regarding a
second contingent is that it can be quick-
ly mobilized if necessary, and since re-
cruiting is going on steadily throughout
the country the statement is doubtless
true. The feeling is universal that a
second contingent will be required as
soon as it can be got in readiness for
service. The cry of Lord Kitchener and
Sir John French is still for men and
more men, and Canada stands ready to
contribute her share.

The Rt. Hon. Winston Churchil] stat-
ed the issue clearly in an address in Liv-
erpool last night when he sald: “Peace
with the German people might be ar-
ranged in good time; but there would
be no peace with Prussian militarism
short of the grave.”” Canada is as much
concerned as the Mother Country in the
overthrow of Prussian militarism, and
what it’s triumph would mean to the
British Empire.

DEVASTATION BY WAR

It requires a vivid imagination to get
even a faint conception of the effect of
the war in Europe upon the people in
the districts through which the armies
move and where aclual fighting takes
place. Not only are crops destroyed
and houses either destroyed or looted;
but the people are compelled to abandon
their homes for the time being and
suffer the greatest hardship, even if the
very worst does not befall them. Com-
munication between different places is
interrupted, bridges are blown up, the
postal and other services interfered with,
and after the hurricane of war has
passed it will take years for the people
to recover from their losses. The hor-
rors of war are by no means confined
to the suffering endured by the soldiers
in the ranks. Territory is laid waste,
property destroyed, homes desolated,
towns and cities reduced to ruins or left
with many a dreadful scar, and the
whole aspect of the country so changed

as to be hardly recognizable. That
which France and Belgium have been
compelled to suffer must soon be the
lot of the German people,—with this
difference, that the atrocities committed
by the German armies will not be re-
peated by the British and the French.
In territory occupled by them there will
be no outrages upon non-combatants,
however much the latter may suffer as
a result of the invasion of their hitherto
peaceful valleys. The movement that
is on foot in Canada to send relief to

the sorely stricken Belgian people
should appeal very strongly to Cana-
dians, who are far from the field of
war and can only dimly realize its
awful effects upon the people of that
stricken country, whose only crime was
their refusal to join the German war-
lord in his shameful violation of a
solemn treaty.

THE WAR LORD

There is a good deal of controversy
as to the real attitude of the Kaiser in
relation to this war. It is even sug-
gested by some that if he had refused
to take the fateful step he would have
been over-ruled by the war party. It
is fair to assume, since he never loses
an opportunity to say that he is God’s
vice-regent, that he was really the
leader, and that if he for a moment
hesitated to declare war it was because
he had not quite made up his mind
that the psychological moment had ar
rived. It was only the other day the
Kreuz Zeitzung in a leading article said:
“No hour is more ardently desired by
us than that of reckoning with England.
We must have satisfaction, and if ever
a war should be regarded as a judgment
of God it is this one.” Now that the
was is in progress a mew significance is
found in many statements of the Kaiser
and his advisors in the recent past, and
in passages from :books by German
authors dealing with relations between
Germany and the rest of Europe. That
the German people have thus far en-
dorsed the Bismarckian policy is easily
accounted for by the fact that the Ger-
man press is only permitted to give ex-
pression to the official view, and that
it has for years been busy creating
prejudice against other countries and
representing the Germans as being, to

‘use the Kaiser's phrase, “the salt of

the earth,” and destined to achieve uni-
versal dominion. The world has had
enough of the Prussian idea and will
have no more of it. The Kreuz Zeit-
zung is right. It is the judgment of
God that is now being pronounced.
—

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One of the very newest models of the
season for a tailored coat, carried out
in Tricotine, s silk-finished cloth, and
trimmed with moire revers and braid.

Closely resembling the redingote of
popular memory is the new Directoire
jacket. The model pictured here is
carried out in Tricotine, & new weave
in satin-finished cloth. It is beautiful
quality and makes handsome tailored
suits. Four and one-half yards of ma-
terial are required for the model pic-
tured here.

To preserve the lines of the coat the
greatest care should be used in cut-
ting. All of the parts of the pattam,4
with the exception of the collar, are
placed on a lengthwise thread of the
cloth, Make notches carefully and be
sure that they correspond perfectly be-
fors they are put together. It is worth
what it will cost to have a tailor press
the seams.

In cutting place pleces with edge
marked’ by triple “TTT” perforations
on a lengthwise fold and remaining
pleces with line of large “O” perfora-
tions on a lengthwise thread of ma-'
terial. For shorter length jacket cut’
off lower edges of side front, side back’
and back on small “o” perforations. !

In making, first adjust the vest to
position underneath front and tack at
corresponding double “00% perforations.
Join front to side fromt, and back to
side back as motched. Pleat, creasing
on slot perforations in side back, bring
folded edge to small “0” perforations in
back and press. Close under-arm
seams as notched. Close center-back
seam from neck edge to extension; .
lap extension in back as fillustrated
and tack. Close shoulder seam. Sew
collar to meck edge as notched Roll
revers as {llustrated.

Close sleeve seams as notched, leav-
ing back seam free below small “o"
perforation. Sew in armhole, inside |
seam at notch in front, easing in any |
fullness. Upper edge of the pocket lap
is indicated by small “o” perforation:
adjust on jacket upper edge along
crossline of small “o” perforations in
side front and side back.

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FINANCE MINISTER SAYS
CANADA 1S FOLLOWING
A WISE MIDDLE COURSE

Gananoque, Ont.,, Sept. 22 _Hon. W.
T. White, federal minister of finance,
addressing the board of trade yesterday,
spoke of the effects of the war on Can-
ada in an almost complete cessation of
the money flow. 'The instinctive Cana-
dian caution, which could always be
depended upon in times of ecrisis, had
met the situation by prompt contraction
and panic had been averted. He had
talked with representatives of provinces,
of municipalities, of railway and other
corporations, and they were all of the
same sound view, not on the one hand to
close down construction nor on the other
to attempt to carry out the full pro-
gramme they had planned.

LOCAL CELEBRATION
IN HONOR OF HOME

RULE FOR IRELAND

Irish men and women of St. John last
evening celebrated, in a fitting manner,
the signing of the Irish Home Rule bill.
In the rooms of the Ancient Order of

Hibernians, Union street, many people
gathered to hear addresses by prominent
speakers of the city.

The meeting was called hurriedly and
with the view of celebrating at the time
of world-wide jubilation among the
Irish descendants in all parts of the
earth; and for the greater part the
speeches were ex tempore. Thomas
Kickham, president of Division No. 1,
A. O. H,, presided. Following his open-
ing address, Rev. M. O’Brien, represent-
ing Bishop Le Blanc, regretted that his
lordship could not possibly attend. Dr.
O’Reily, the speaker of the evening, then
took the platform and delivered to the
gathering a masterpiece of oratory. In
eloquent language he reviewed the Irish
situation for 200 years back, relating the
trials of the Irish people from time im-
memorial. He spoke of the great states-
men that have fostered Ireland’s great
cause and paid glowing tributes to the
many notable Irishmen who have figured
in the struggle for emancipation. His
last and most forceful tribute was to
John 'E. Redmond, who has been suc-
cessful in realizing the glorious result for
which Emmett, O’Connell, Parnell, Glad-
stone and numerous others had labori-
ously struggled.

No Lip Loyalty.

Diverting to the politics at the present
day, he said he wished to call to mind
%everal questions. One of the great
questions was,. “Are the Irish Catholic
Nationalists loyal?” If it is loyalty to
the British flag, then the Nationalists
have often demonstrated their loyalty
with service, and it was not lip loyalty,
cither. The Irish were not accustomed
Yo sing of loyalty in the newspapers nor
*rom the pulpits, but rather wrote of
their loyalty in the blood of the empire’s
enemies on the battle field.

The Irish Catholic Nationalists did not
talk of their loyalty in an Orange lodge
but on the battle fields of the continent.
When he heard secular preachers talking
of loyalty and Orange societies claiming
loyalty for themselves, he thought they
protested too much.

At the present time the Irish Catholic
Nationalist was standing shoulder to
shoulder with the other subjects to up-
hold the throne of King George V.

He made a plea for the unification of
the Catholic people in New Brunswick,
and ultimately he expected there would
be a world-wide federation of the
Catholic people. '

The following resolution was moved
by W. J. Mahoney, seconded by H. O.
McInerney.

Resolved, that Irishmen and the sons
and daughters of Irishmen in this city
of St. John, New Brunswick, Canada,
have learned with gratification and joy
that His Majesty King George V has
affixed his signature to the Home Rule
for Ireland Bill, thus placing on the
statute book legislation which brings to
fruition the hopes of many years, and
affording to a noble race that national
autonomy for which they have so stead-
ily struggled through dark days as well
as times ¢/ hope and cheer.

And further resolved, that this meet-
ing of Irishmen and sons and daughters
of Irishmen, assembled under auspices
of Division No. 1, Ancient Order of
Hibernians, of this city, place upon rec-
ord their sense of appreciation of the
Justice now done to Ireland by his maj-
esty’s government and British Parlia-
ment, under the wise direction of the
Prime Minister Hon. Mr. Asquith.

And further resolved, that this meet- H

ing tender to Mr. John E. Redmond
their warmest congratulations on the

which his able statesmanship, effective
leadership and untiring personal work
in the cause which the Irish people hold
so dear, have in so great measure con-
tributed.

And be it further resolved, that this
assembly does hereby humbly express
its loyalty and devotion to His Majesty
King George the Fifth, its intense sym-
pathy with the cause of the British Em-
pire in the titanic warfare in which the
empire is now unhappily but necessarily
and honorably engaged; and its unwa-
vering trust in the final supremacy of
British arms and of those of her allies.

Other speakers during the evening
were Phillip Grannan, M.L.A.; James
Barry, J. C. Ferguson, Rev. Father
Donahue, John McGowan, Miles E.
Agar, Rev. Miles P. Howland and Rev,
Father McLaughlin. John A. Kelly sang
a solo, which was well rendered.

Redmen Were in Austria With a Circus
When War Broke Out

(Associated Press Correspondence.)

London, Sept. 4—The assorted com-
pany which presents itself at the head-
quarters of the American Residents’ Re-
lief Committee resembles a congress of
nations. Negroes, Japanese, Shinese,
Hindus and Arabs are among those who
show papers proving themselves citiz-
ens of the United States and who are
trying to get home.

The first rush of applicants for aid
was made up chiefly of tourists, but
later began the stream of Americans
who had resided in Europe for some
time and were employed in the various
countries affected by the war. Many
negroes who had been engaged as music-
jans and entertainers were instantly
thrown out of work and sought the help
of the American government. Actors,
circus performers, vaudevillians and all
orts of entertainers found themselves
in a similar plight.

Chief Lewis Deer of the Cheyenne In-
dians and his company of braves, who

were delighting Austrian crowds with |

their reproductions of Custer’s Last
Stand, came to grief at Libach, where
the circus with which they were engaged

.was forced to disband, and after several

weeks of interviews with German and
Austrian officials, who were suspicious
of the redmen, they finally made their
way to London with tales of hardships
which rival the stories of pioneer days
in Wyoming. Only by putting on all
their feathers and war paint were the
.idians able to establish their identity
thoroughly and make their way through
the war zone. In ordinary clothing they
had nothing but trouble and merely pro-
gressed from one jail or compound to
another. But buckskin suits decorated
with beads and crowns of turkey feath-
ers stamped them as real Americans and
speeded their passage.

BRITISH BUSINESS STABILITY

The European War And
Its Effect Upon Canada

(By Louis S. Davis.)

Mr. Davis is the western representa-
tive for H. E. Davis & Company, of
Montreal, and is at present traveling
through the country. He was formerly
a borough councillor in London, Eng-
land, and a member of the editorial staff
of the London Financial News.

When war was declared on August
4th the people in this country were panic
stricken. - Symptoms of what could be
described as acute attack of econo-
mic neurasthenia fastened on to the peo-
ple to such an extent, that business for
the time being was forgotten. “And
darkness was upon the face of the
earth.’

Economic ills like many physical ail-
ments are more or less the result of im-
agination, the chief function of which is
crossing bridges before they are reach-
ed. This. in substance, is what happen-
ed to the people in this country. How-
ever, time healeth many wounds, both
real and imaginary ones.

Severdl weeks have passed and com-
mon sense has reasserted itself. These
ill effects are now wearing off and are
being gradually replaced by a wave of
optimism which is sweeping the coun-
try and embedding itself in the hearts
of the people. They have decided to
surrender to neither panic nor to prema-
ture jubilation, and are now looking af-
ter their business: more composedly and
more cheerfully. They can now see in
this war something they could not see
before, namely, Canada’s salvation; for
the war must bring an almost immediate
benefit to this country from coast to
coast.

In the early days of the outbreak of
hostilities, many people held the mis-
taken idea that business could not pos-
sibly improve until the war was over.
This opinion was as childish as it was il-
logical. For the sake of argument, let
us suppose the war will last for ten
years. Are we to sit down, take it easy
and perhaps starve in the meantime?
The answer is obvious.

Let us see why we shall not have to
wait for prosperity until she war is over,
and where the immediate benefits come
in, As a result of the war, we know
that the farmers will ‘be getting higher
prices for their crops. This fact will
act as a magnet in drawing to the land
thousands of people, many of whom are
already seeking such opportunities. Ac-
cording to statistics, 78 per cent of
Canada’s population lives in the large
towns. This means: that in proportion
to the population too few were working
on the land. Now that thiere is such an
excellent chance for making money,
“Back to the land” cry will be enthus-
iastically taken up, and this will do
much to solve unemployment and de-
plete the towns of their surplus popu-
lation.

Few will dispute the fact that through-
out Western Canada more particulariy,
some of the merchants who were fin-
anced by manufacturers, jobbers and the
banks, were men whose limited business
acumen did not altogether fit them for
the positions. Many of these men will
now vacate, either voluntarily or other-
wise, and will find more lucrative em-
ployment in farming, for which they
are doubtless more adapted. In that
sphere they will find an endless chain
of golden opportunities. Farming is by
common consent the basis of our na-
tional wealth and prosperity, and when
the farmers prosper all is well. Today,
only about one acre of every available
ten is under cultivation, so that there
is ample scope. Mixed farming in west-
ern Canada is another matter which de-
serves, and will get, greater attention
than it has in the past. Its importance
cannot over-estimated today.

To turn to the question of manufac-
turing, .there are opportunities never be-
fore presented. As a matter of fact,
the whole of the North American con-
tinent will benefit, but as this is a re-
view of the situation so far as Canada is
concerned,. special reference is, of course,
made to this country. German competi-
tion is practically wiped out, and all
manufacturing  concerns throughout
Europe are in a paralyzed and chaotic
state, a condition of affairs which is cal-
culated to last long after peace is de-
clared. Businesses which have become
thus dislocated cannot be adjusted in
five minutes. To demolish is easy, but
to build up is another matter. Para-
phrased into plain English, it seems that

while European competition for the time

being is more or less suspended, Can-
ada’s chance for extending her manu-
factures and her markets is right at
hand. There is a great work ahead to
supply her own requirements and those
of the Mother Country. The opportun-
ity is knocking at Canada’s door. To
grasp its significance and as to what
this will mean in the way of employ-
ment, a moment’s reflection will be suf-
ficient to realize its wonderful scope. It
will have far greater consequences than
we ever dared to hope. All this, bear in
mind, must begin right now without
waiting until the war is over. We see
all around us today, glimmerings of the
dawn of that desirable era of prosper-
ity; no meteoric boom, no mushroom
growth, but a lasting prosperity which
will spell happiness for all. Evidence
is not wanting that farmers, manufac-
turers and others are displaying an ac-
tivity today hitherto unnoticed. More-
over the Canadian Commissioners of
Conservation are strongly urging that as
much land as possible be prepared for
the 1915 crop. Quite apart from any
government measure to stimulate action
along these lines, land owners are cer-
tain to take action on their own initia-
tive, and we shall see developments
on a tremendous scale. Thosg who are
actually on the land today realize their
opportunity and those who have been
otherwise employed (would it be more
accurate to say “unemployed!”) in the
past, are making plans with a view to
helping along with the good work. With
an amount of good luck and good man-
agement, they are bound to reap large
profits for themselves, and there is no
way they can be of better service to the
Dominion and to the Empire.

The British Empire Industrial League
has recently been founded for assisting
in the establishment of additional indus-
tries and factories in the Dominion.
Committees are being formed in the dif-
ferent cities to help in the work. Inde-
pendently of this, manufacturers are to-
day seeking information from the De-
partment of Trade and Commerce at
Ottawa, for trade development with the
idea of extending their activities to those
lines hitherto imported from Germany
and other parts of Furope. The de-
partment is helping all in its power to
provide the necessary information, and
it is confidently believed that a decided
stimulus to Canada’s industry will re-
sult from this campaign, which is re-
garded as truly patriotic and in the
fullest interest of the country.

And when the war will be over ad-
ditional benefits will follow, The immi-
gration to this country from all parts
of Europe will be on a scale never before
experienced. Manufacturers, mechanics,
farmers, laborers, etc, who will find
the war burden too heavy to carry will
come to Canada. What this will mean
can easily be left to the imagination.
Possibilities are almost inexhaustible.
British and American. capital will seek
fields for investment in Canada, thus
helping to bring still greater prosperity.

With all these facts being brought so
prominently before the people, they real-
ize more than ever today that they have
to go through their regular routine with-
out devoting too much attention to the
progress of war. The Empire’s greatest
and most intellectual men are looking
after that and there is nmo need for the
slightest apprehension. The British gov-
ernment are acting. with a courage and
wisdom that commands the approval of
the nation. Canada is contributing some
of its best blood, money, ammunition
and food stuffs to help in the conflag-
ration now raging, and it is up to those
who remain here to display their loyalty
not by cheering or waving flags, but in
helping to preserve normal business
conditions as far as in their power.

Merchants who today are carrying
heavy &tocks no longer feel depres.sed.
The situation in Europe forcibly brings
home to them the fact that merchandise,
at any rate for next year, will be dif-
ficult to get, and that their goods today
-vhich are worth one hundred cents on
the dollar will be easily worth more later
on. Then again merchants whose st cks
are low realize that prompt action is
necessary in order that their business
should not suffer starvation in the im-
mediate future.

In the meantime the various banking
institutions can be of some real service
to the community and to the country.
Various municipalities need money for
the continuance of public works. There
are also many business people whose
long record of honesty and integrity en-
titles them to some indulgence. Some

WAS CHASED BY
GERMAN CRUISER

British Steamer Makes Boston Har-
bor—Several Others Sunk

Boston, Sept. 19—After escaping cap-
ture by a German auxiliary cruiser, the
British steamship Anselmo de Larranaga
reached port on Thursday from Buenos
Aires. The freighter was 800 miles
south of St. Lucia when Captain Davis
sighted the German auxiliary cruiser
Luxembourg, formerly one of the Ham-

burg-American liners.

Under forced draft the Larrinaga was
headed for St. Lucia, 300 miles away.
When half the distance had been cover-
ed, a French cruiser and a British war-
ship passed. They were searching for
the Luxembourg, and Captain Davis
gave them her -position. :

The German cruiser followed the Lar-
rinaga for some distance and then haul-
ed off to the east southeast. She was
evidently waiting for one of the British
mail steamships from the River Plate for
New York.

On reaching St. Lucia Captain Davis
heard of the destruction, by German
warships, of the British steamships
Hyades, Holmwood and Bowes Castle.
They had been captured and sunk, as
the Germans had no port to which they
could be taken. Captain Davis learned
that the crews of these vessels were
taken on board the German warships.

The Bowes Castle, which was bound
from Chilean ports for New York, was
sunk off St. Lucia a few days before the
Larrinaga reached that port. It was the
general belief that she was captured by
the Luxembourg. The Hyades and
Helmwood were sunk off the coast of
Brazil.

Capt. Davis said that two more steam-
ships were missing and were probably
captured. The captain said the Kelvin-
dale, which left Buenos Ayres three days
after the Larrinaga and should have
reached New York:on Thursday may
have shared a like. fate.

The Luxembourg is a big four-masted
vessel. She has caused alarm among
British ship owners having vessels in the
South Atlantic. The French and British
warships have been making every effort
to capture the German and put an end
to her destruction of British vessels.
Capt. Davis declared that he escaped
capture only by a small mragin.

The Larrinaga was 27 days on the
voyage from Buenos Ayres, During the
last three days of the passage strong
head winds and rough seas combined to
delay the freighter.

The steamship brought in 5500 tons of
Argentine maize, or corn, 1000 tons of
it to be discharged here. She also brought
a quantity of wool and wet hides. After
landing her Boston consignments the
steamship will proceed to New York to
finish discharging.

POLIGE CHEF INQURY

The investigation pertaining to charges
against the chief of police was continued
yesterday afternoon. During the after-
noon several prominent citizens express-
ed their opinions as to the chief’s ability
and efficiency and mentioned individual
cases which they said he had handled

well. The chief also occupied the stand
during a part of the session and Mr.
Baxter began his cross-examination. An
adjournment was made about 6 o’clock
until this afternoon at 2.80 o’clock. W.
B, Chandler, the commissioner, said he
would complete the inquiry today, even
if a night session was required.

During his evidence, the chief told of
a mysterious offer made him over the
tglephone from Fredericton promising
bim a cash payment of $2,000 if he
would resign,

Senator Daniel said that while he was
in office at city hall for some nine years
he thought Chief Clark discharged his
duties very well. He believed there
should be more men on the force, and
that the difference between Commission-
er McLellan and the chief would tend to
weaken the force.

John McGoldrick, chairman of the pub-
lic safety board from 1895 to 1899, said
that as far as he knew the chief did
everything that the board asked him.
He said that there were differences be-
tween the chief and the board. D. B.
Pidgeon, F. E. Williams and Everett
Jones, of the firm of M. R. A., testified
as to cases handed the chief by them
and the satisfaction they received. F. G.
Spencer told of an uncomplimentary re-
mark made to him by Commissioner
McLellan about the chief about a year
and a half ago. Richard Mcleod, a
former member of the police force, told
of being discharged by the chief and of
asking Commissioner McLellan to use
his influence to have him reinstated.

TEN THOUSAND WOMEN OF LOUYAN PARTED
BY WAR FROM HUSBANDS, FATHERS AND
BROTHERS AND TAKEN NOBODY KNOWS WHERE

(M1ss OREILLY INSIDE THE )
FORBIDDEN GERMAN LINES

In the following article Miss
O’Reilly barely refers to her re-
markable adventure which made it
possible for her to get the following
story. Having been a German pris-
oner in Brussels with the other four
American correspondents she men-
tions, she was shipped in a locked
train to Holland. At Maastrict, Hol-
land, she went to the German consul
and told him she simply had to get
back to Brussels to recover forgotten
valuables, presumably jewelry. The
consul’'s wife took her part and the
pass was given. Thereupon Miss
O’Reilly departed for Liege, where
she saw the lost women of Louvain.
From Liege she walked, to all ap-
pearances a simple, plain refugee,
through the entire war-harried sec-
tion of Belgium, inside the German
lines, passing through the forbidden
territory of Liege, St. Troud, Tan-
gres, Tirelmont, Louvain to Brussels.
She passed through a great German
army, lived all the while on black
bread and water, and wrote her notes
on the white silk lining of her blouse.
That she was not arrested as a spy,
notwithstanding the consul’s pass, is
a miracle.

Miss O’Reilly saw things and
people which no other correspondent
saw. This story is the first written
after she finally reached safety in

On August 24, Louvain, in northern
Belgium, was a splendid city of more
than 50,000 people.

On August 26, 27 and 28 it was a
city in flames, an imperishable moun-
ment to the horror of war.

A university important as Harvard
was destroyed, the immense and price-
less libraries, a fifteenth century cathed-
ral famous for its art treasures, and the
homes of a happy people who had sought
no war, who had been aggressive to no
other nation and who had quarreled
with none.

In villages only three miles away, in
the important town of Tirelmont fifteen
miles to the east, in the capital—Brus-
sels—twenty miles to the west, abso-
lutely nothing is known of the lost
people of Louvain!

Between sunset and sunrise the men,
women, children and babies of a city
as populous as Portland, Maine, but
more splendid, simply disappeared!

Regardless of sex or condition, entirely
regardless of all human rights, they
were crowded into troop trains and rail-
roaded to God only knews what fate.

The van of that army of exiles, 10,-
000 women and children, left the doomed
city on the night of August 27. Five
American journalists, practically prison-
ers of war on a troop train, saw the
heart-stricken victims assemble. These
five were Richard Harding Davis, Arno

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are said to have followed during the
next few days.

On August 30, a heavy train filled
with exiles from Louvain was stalled
at Liege. I know, because I was there
to meet it. And I am not a German
prisoner, even though I was in Liege.

Reelased, with the other correspon-
dents, from the troop train in Germany
I had crossed into Holland, been ar-
rested as a journalistic suspect in Maas-
tricht, been giveg a hearing, and was
released because I was so densely ignor-
ant and careless of military movements.

Being free I hurried down the river to
Liege. In a bombarded city filled with
refugees and invaders, a stranger, more
or less, attracts no attention. No one
challenged the presence of a woman
whose American passport, moreover,
(but that’s another story), bore a Ger-
man military governor’s pass to cross
the frontier.

In the railway cut stood the heavy
train filled with the women of Louvain.
A few over-driven Red Cross workers

| distributed bottles of water. To secure

a bucket and cup made me a volunteer.

Their throats parched with sobbing,
their eyes saturated with tears, the pris-
cners—hundreds of them mere girls—
crowded the train windows.

Refusing food, deaf to pitying words,
they pleaded only to be told where they
were bound. One calmer than the rest
cried as a terrified child cries; whisper-
ing her story 't6 me.

“This is Sunday you say. Ten days
ago the Germans entered Louvain. Then
we knew we must suffer. The city had
been King Albert’s headquarters. When
the king and our army withdrew Lou-
vain was an unfortified city filled with
women and children, old people and
priests. Never was such a city for
learning. Louvain was the schoolhouse
of the Low Countries.

“The Germans arrived—the ninth
army corps. Théy made barracks of our
churches, stabled their horses in our
schools, stacked their stores in our halls.
The Cathedral erypt was filled with in-
fantry and ammunition.

“Immediately all the citizens were dis-
armed. A man was shot dead for con-
cealing a revolver. Night after night the
Uhlans searched the houses for wifles.
Then they made us prisoners. Only one
member of the family could leave the
house once a day; it was forbidden to
light a candle after dark lest the flame
served as a signal. In the streets were
40,000 soldiers.

“The Germans repulsed at Wavre,
routed at Diest, fell back on Louvain.
These were all day cavalry fights. The
returning Uhlans were wild. And the
German governor forbade us to shut our
house doors day or night. Without many
of our men, without a weapon, the wo-
men lived in terror. This was war, but
we were only human women.

“Tuesday night, August 25, the city
was in an uproar. Some say that defeat-
ed dragoons were coming in from Tirle-
mont. Some cried that students had fired
on the soldiers. No one had time to learn
the truth because before midnight
Uhlans with bayonets drove us from our
homes. Men, women and children were
driven into the fields near St. Veronica.
There we sank down in a vast crowd—
tens of thousands of us. Only the chil-
dren cried, none others dared even moan.
There were armed guards and maxim
guns all about us.

“We could hear the soldiers shooting
people. During one night we were told
they killed five hundred. This was to be
an example, the soldiers told us.

“At dawn all the men were ordered
into the road. Then they were marched
away. Thousands of them wept and
shrieked, heart-broken, looking back-
ward to their wives and little ones. The
soldiers prodded them with riffles.

“How the women wailed! It seemed
that we must go mad.

“The common German soldiers seemed
sorry for us. I saw tears in the eys of
more than one, but the officers laughed.
One soldier who showed emotion was
slapped over the shoulder briskly by an
officer’s sword.

“Many wives thus left bereft begged
the officers to tell them what was the
meaning of it. I heard officer after officer
laugh and tell them that they would
never see those men again—that they
were going to Germany to the mines.

“Many women died that day. They
could suffer no more—Therefore God
took them.

“Before noon the women and children
were called out of the fields. Weeping
they staggered to the road. It took hours
to gather all who must go.

“The frightened children never, stop-
ped crying and screaming, thousands of
them together. When all seemed ready
one woman seeing a plowed field ran to
it and, kneeling, scooped up a handful of
her native earth into her handkerchief.
Hundreds of .others did likewise. A few
tried to escape. These were beaten with
gun stocks and roped together. One kill-
ed herself before us all. She was crazed,
pour soul.

“I could not count how many women

carried ‘sick babies. All the women
with children went away. The soldiers

WA WELCOE FOR
THE GELEIN ENVOYS

Will Spend Two Days in Mont-
real, Then Visit Ottawa
and Toronto

HELP UNDO KAISER'S WORK

Expects That Shipload of Canadian
Products Will Be Sent to War-De:
vastated Country of King Albert

(Montreal Gazette.)

Formal ratification has been received
by Clarence L. DeSola, the Belgian con-
sul that the Belgian envoys, who recent-
ly interviewed President Wilson, and
are now at New York, would pay a vis-
it to Montreal about the end of this
month. Owing to the numerous engage-
ments the Belgian delegates have in the
States it has ‘been impossible as yet to
fix the exact date of their visit, but it
is expected they will arrive about the
80th.

It is planned that the Belgian envoys
will spend two or three days in Mon-
treal and then proceed to Ottawa, where
they will call upon Premier Borden and
other government officials, probably
holding a meeting there. From Ottawa
they will go to Toronto, where they will
spend a day or two, and it is expected
that a mass meeting will be held at the
Massey Hall there.

It is likely that the Belgian delegates
will take back with them some very
substantial tokens of Canadian esteem for
their nation when they return to Bel-
gium after their Canadian visit, not
merely in cash but also in much more
typical Canadian products. Despite the
unusual calls that have been made upon
the public during the past month there
has been a general feeling that Canada,
as part of the Empire, should recognize
the splendid work done by the Belgian
army in stemming the German flood un-
til the French and British armies were
in position to take the field.

Mr. DeSola stated that for some time
past a collection in kind had been taken
up for the benefit of the Belgian people
whose homes and everything else they
owned had been devastated by the Ger-
mans. This, he stated, had met with a
generoug response, and it is likely that
as a result, after the visit of the envoys,
a shipload of supplies of various kinds
will be sent from Canada to help their
Belgian allies tide over the winter in
their war desolated country..

It was stated at the Chdmbre de
Commerce that the committee appointed
to take charge of the reception of the
Belgian envoys had everything well in
hand, and were awaiting official intim-
ation of the time they would arrive. A
definite programme of entertainment,
covering two days, had been arranged,
this including a mass meeting at the
Monument Nationale, under the au-
spices of the Chambre de Commerce, the
Board of Trade and other organizations,
when addresses in both English and
French would be given, one of the en-
voys speaking English well.

’}I"hisp;rogramme had been sent to the
delegates at New York, and as sgon as
they have intimated their approv. final
arrangements will be made for the wel-
come. In addition to the receipts at the
concert at Sohmer Park on ’I‘hursc}ay
night the entire receipts at the m;etmg
to be held at the Monument Nationale,
and other collections, will be added to
the Belgian fund.

told us a hundred trains were waiting
to carry us across Belgium into  Ger-
many. They said we would go by way
of Liege and the hill passes around Ver-
vires to the frontier and by way of Col-
ogne so that no one would even know
what had happened—not the French nor
the English nor even our own people,
All that country, they said, was held by
the Germans.

“We who remained waited and wait-
ed. It was hot, but there was no sun.
The sky was hidden by the smoke of
the burning city. Our guards brought us
water and a little food, black bread,
what they had themselves, but we could
not eat.

“At night we crept together and pray-
ed God to protect us. In the dark we
could see the fire destroying Louvain.
Through the night there was always the
sound of squad shooting.

“Some of our guards acted like men
ashamed. Over their meals they said one
to another: ‘Is this war? Are we devils
that we should do this thing? What
would our wives say to us if they knew?

“After two days or three, I can’t re-
member, we, too, were put in trains.

“We do not know what we have done
to be treated like this. We do not know
where our nearest’ relatives are, or how
we shall find them. We do not know
where we are being taken. If we could
only die! Being prisoners we can do
nothing but wait and pray, pray lest le
bon Dieu forget the women of Louvain!”

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EPERNAY WAS
-LITTLE DAMAGED

Is The Industrial Centre of The
Champagne Industry

London, Sept. 21—A correspondent of
the Chronicle at Epernay, near Rheimsg
under date of Friday says: “This in-
dustrial centre of the champagne in-
dustry has suffered all the anxieties of
a double invasion. It is only today that
the citizens began to' breathe freely
again. Yet compartively little damage
has been done.

“On Sept. 3, French troops came into
town on their retreat from Rheims.
Cavalry, infantry, light regiment foliow-
ed in procession. The feelings of those

of the inhabitants who remained may be
imagined when on the morning of Sept.
4 the Germans appeared.

“Overtaking the French rear guard in
the hilly and thickly wooded district to
the south of Epernay, between Pierry
and Brugny,,they opened fire. A run-
ning fight followed, without great effect,
except that seyeral farms and country
houses were destroyed.

Bargaining About Food,

“During that afternoon a larger body
of Germans, who had crossed the Marne
at Rouil, eight miles west of Epernay,
marched on the town by the Paris road.
On this occasion the first German cav-
alry patrols are said to have pretended
to be British soldiers.

“Some leading citizens went out to
treat for the safety of the town, no
doubt having in mind what a general
sack of the world-famous wine cellars
would mean. The commandant was
brought to the mayor and at once de-
manded supplies of tobacco and cham-
pagne for his troops and 40,000 rations.
“This was impossible and a curious
bargain was struck. The cost of the
supplies demanded was estimated at
175,550 france. This sum, in gold, was
paid over by the mayor and five muni-
cipal councillors. One of them, the edi-
tor of the Revell de la Marne, told me
the story.

Germans Return the Money,

“Hostages were held, but the great
wine maker, M. Chadon, happened to
have .a German general billeted upon
him. He complained to him of the un-
fairness of this exaction. Another in-
fluenice was even more valuable. One
considerate doctor remained in the town.
The Germans had many wounded and
were anxious that they. should be cared
for. The doctor undertook this work on
condition that no damage be done to
the town.

Between the general and the doctor
it came about that on' his return, find-
ing the wounded in good hands, the Ger-
man commander returned the money
that had been taken. This episode would
be more pleasant to contemplate were
it not that supplies were not paid for
and tobacco stores and shops and houses
were pillaged freely.

“The commandant warned the hos-
tages that any inhabitants who attacked
his soldiers in any way would be at
once shot.

Germans Retreat From Epernay.

“On the afternoon of Sept. 9, the re-
treat of the Germans from Epernay be-
gan. The inhabitants were ordered to
stay at home. At first great convoys of
ammunition came in by all the southern
roads, and went on toward Rheims. All
through that night a mixed procession
of troops, wounded and supplies con-
tinued.

“The retreat became more and more
like a rout. All vehicles that could be
got in the town were taken, but still
some wounded had to ride on gun car-
riages, the gunners tramping beside

There is a spirit of prophecy in the
two letters that Michel Chevalier wrote
to Mr. Gladstone in September, 1870.

Pan-Germanism in the form of political
power, from the mouths of the Rhine to
Livonia and Courland. King William is
a Pan-Germanic Mahomet. This kind

Again, after protesting against the
view that only France and Prussia were
concerned in the conflict of that day, he
insists that, “when Prussia becomes the
arbiter of the continent . . . . she
will be neither accommodating nor in-
dulgent” Even in the wretched plight
to which he had lived to see his coun-
try reduced, M. Chevalier was confident
that France would rise ‘again. She was
still at the core the same nation that
England knew as an ally in 1864 and
1855, and in spite of her reverses would
develop again into a great and powerful
nation. ;i

Michel Chevalier, the author of this
noble and pathetic appeal, was born at
Limoges on January 13, 1806. He was
educated “in the School of Mines. He
early entered public life. In 1888 he was
made a councillor of state. In 1846 he
became a member of the Chamber of
Deputies. For a time he had belonged
to the St. Simonians, but in his mature
life he was known to hold quite different
views from theirs. In 1840 he was ap-
pointed professor of political economy in
the College de France. In 1851 he was
made a member of the Institute. With
Cobden and Bright he had a share in the
making of the commercial treaty of 1860
between France and Great Britain.
Among M. Chevalie’s works may be
mentioned his “Letters on North
America,” his “Essays on Industrial
Politics,” his “History and Description
of the Ways of Communication in the
United States” and “Mexico: Ancient
and modern.” Some of these works were
based largely on inquiries conducted dur-
ing special missions that he undertook.
He also published some of his lectures at
the College de France.

The capital is $36,000
divided into $25 shares. The mills "will
manufacture underwear and all kinds
of knitted garments, also blankets and
cloths. As the island is admirably
adapted for sheep raising there should
be no difficulty in getting an abundant
supply of the raw material.

Fox Dividends.

The war has upset the calculations of
fox companies, and some of them will
have to reduce the amount of dividends
promised earlier in the season or delay
the payments. The tightness of money
has made it difficult for some option
holders to make final payment on time.
Quite a number ,on the other hand, have
sufficient cash on hand to pay substan-
tial returns to shareholders. Last week
one company paid 40 per cent. and will
follow this with thirty per cent. more
later in the season. This week at least
half a dozen will pay ten per cent. and
several more twenty per cent. with suf-
ficient funds in sight to make further
payments before the end of the year.

Braman's Trial is to be Taken up

Lervigne A. Leon and His
Wife Plan Farming

WOULD LIKE TO GO BACK 10 FIGHT

Relatives in District Where Ger-
mans ' Wrought Destruction —
Kaiser Struck at Time When
Belgian Troops Were in Annual
Manoeuvres

Perhaps there is no one in the city at
the present time who is following so
closely and with such great anxiety the
great struggle of arms in Europe as Lar-
vigne A. Leon, a Belgian, who with his
wife arrived here on Saturday. Not only
does the devastation wrought in his na-
tive country fill him with a great long-
ing to be back doing his share in her
defence, but many of his relatives and
those of his wife are living in the very
district which is now being and has been
attacked by the German hordes.

M. Leon was in conversation for more
than an hour yesterday afternoon with a
Times reporter. Although he has been
away from his native country hardly a
year, he speaks the English language ex-
cellently and is a most entertaining talk-
er, very seldom finding himself at a loss
for a word or expression.

He said that he came to this country
about New Year’s with the intention of
finding a place where he might take up
farming and although he has not been
successful in his quest, he anticipates
finding a suitable place in New Bruns-
wick.

“It certainly fills me with pleasure to
learn of the sympathy and good will felt
by the Canadian people towards my
country,” he said. “The New Brunswick
people particularly have been very kind
to us and I cannot express in fitting
terms my appreciation of the kindly feet-
ing..”

Germans Chose Poor Time

Speaking of the brave resistance of-
fered the Germans by the Belgian troops
M. Leon said: “Germany could not have
chosen a more inopportune time to in-
vade our country. It is during the
months of July and August that the Bel-
gian army carry out their annual man-
oeuvres, known in our country as the
“Little War.” During this time, the
whole Belgian army is mobolized, as well
as the militia and many of the reserves,
and a series of military tactics are car-
ried out. So you will see that the Bel-
gians were not caught unprepared and
were able to offer a great deal better re-
sistance to the invaders than at any
other time in the year.

“The Belgian soldiers have never be-
fore this war carried much weight. with
the people of the country, the term
‘cardboard soldiers’ often having been
applied even to the standing army, but
I can assure you that this day the peo-
ple of Belgium are proud of their ‘card-
board soldiers’ and without a boast I
think that France, too, has reason to feel
thankful for their pluck and valor in the

country but also the safety of France.”

Many of the places occupied and™ de-
vastated by the Germans—Louvain,
Liege, Namur, Dinant, Longwy and
Mons, M. Leon has visited and knows
what it means to the people of those
places to have them occupied by the
enemy’s soldiers. He has a brother in
Mons and his wife has relatives in Di-
nant, from whom they are anxiously
awaiting news. e

“I am longing to get back to my na-
tive country to bear my share of her
troubles,” he said, “but the fact of hav-
ing a wife and no means to care for her
is the only thing that deters me.”

With regard to the German’s pride in
the taking of Longwy, M. Leon said
that the city was not nearly so strong-
ly fortified as Liege, and the Belgian de-
fence of this fortress was even worthy
of more note than their defense of Liege.
“Longwy, however,” he said, “is a more
important town to the Germans, from a
stragetic standpoint as it opens the way
to a less strongly fortified vegion.”

M. Leon has an auncle and aunt re-
siding at Marchiennes, where an import-
ant and flerce engagement took place re-
cently. Although he has written to them
he has received no news and fears for
their safety.

“Belgium has always becA a peace lov-
ing country,” he said “and although she
was not caught unprepared, she did not
anticipate this war. But I am glad to
know that my people refused in a very
forcible manner to allow the tyrant to
invade our country and can only hope
that, with the aid of her allies, for whom
she has always had a fond feeling, she
will come out victorious, even though the
war will be a great blow to her and her
people.”

action in the harbor of Zanzibar on last‘l
Sunday morning, when the British cruis- |
er Pegasus, under the command of
Captain John A. Inglis, was attacked
and put out of action by the German
cruiser Koenigsberg, has been received. |

The Koenigsberg approached Zanzibar'
harbor at full speed at five o’clock Sun-
day morning. She disabled a patrol boat
with three shots, and then opened fire
on the Pegasus. She commenced firing,
at 9,000 yards, closing in to 7,000. |

The Pegasus replied with all her
guns, but her artillery was disabled in
fifteen minutes. When her fire ceased
there came a lull of five minutes, after
which the Koenigsburg again opened
fire for another quarter of an hour. The
Pegasus was unable to reply.

Nearly all the casualties on board the
British ship occurred around her guns|
and on her upper deck. She was badly !
injured on the“Waterline, and listed
heavily. The flag: of the Pegasus was
shot away twice,” but each time it was
raised again and' held up by her mar-
ines. :
