MERCY DEAD

Sister Xavier was Known as
“Angel of the Tombs”—
Her Efforts for Prisoners.

New York, Feb. 17—The “Angel of
the Tombs’ is dead. The body of Sis-
ter Xavier lies in state today at the
Convent of Mercy, in Madison avenue,
while countless hundreds of convicted
men, past and present, grieve for the
passing of the gentle, black-rohed
woman: who for almost half a century
took spiritual—and sometimes material
comfort into the uninviting interior of
the Tombs Prison or within the grim
walls of Sing Sing.

Sister Xavier—she was born Mary
Xavier MoCaffffery—joined the Sisters
of Mercy in 1875. From the (first she
devoted her efforts to relieving the
troubles of convicted men, whether in
prison for,minor offenses or awaiting
the electric chair. She was known to
every court in the city, and’' many
judges today recalled successful pleas
she had made for first offenders. In-
variably, the fortunate ones went
straight under her influence.

SAYS THAT DRAFT
EVADERS CANNOT
BE PUNISHED

Federal Judge in Ohio Rules
That Statute of Limita-
. tions Saves the Unindicted.

Cleveland, Feb. 13—Thousands of
men who evaded the selective service
law during the World War, and are
free, are exempt from pinishment by
the govermiwent, under a ruling handed
down here'to by Federal gudge D.
C. Westenhaver, who declared the joint
resolution of Congress, which the gov-
ernment 'has relied upon to prevent the
operation of the statute of limitations
in- the prosecution of “slackers” and
draft evaders, is merely “an expression
of legislative opinion.”

Judge Westenhaver ruled that only
when indietments had been returned or
information had been filed before the
cxpiration of three years from the time
the alleged offense was committed
could the government eontinue prosecu-
tion against draft evaders.

The decision was handed down in
“the case against Charles Salberg of
Canton, who was indicted for failure
to register on June 5, 1917. Salberg’s
counsel invoked the statute of limita-
tions, arguing that the government fail-
ed to have Salberg indicted tntil Dec.
20, 1922, although prosecution was
barred under this statute after June,
1920.

FORTUNE IN JEWELS
BURIED IN DEBRIS

A Six-Storey Office Build-
ing Containing $2,000,000
Worth of Gems Destroyed

[

New York, Feb. 17—A fortune in
gems, gold and silver, estimated at
$2,000,000 and upwards, lies buried in
safes in the’ smouldering wreckage of a
six-storey office building that was de-
stroyed by fire recently in Maliden
Lane, the jewel centre of the city.

More than sixty jewelers and silver-
smiths occupied the building. When
the walls and floors collapsed during
the height of the blaze, the safes were
sent tumbling into the deep cellar.

Experts said that the valuables un-
doubtedly would be found intact.
Meanwhile, bluecoats from ten police
precincts, and a hundred private police-
men were sent to guard the ruins.
Nearby streets were roped off to keep
back inquisitive crowds.

A dozen firemen and police officers
were injured in a back draft which
swept from the first floor, occupled by
a restaurant, when the fire fighters
broke their way through the doors.
Several were removed to hospitals with
minor injurles.

Historic St. John’s Church, erected
in 1768, separated from the burning
building by a four-foot alleyway, was
several times in danger. Streams of
water were played over the smoking
ancient walls, and firemen directed
other water attacks on the flames from
the windows.

The fire’s origin was not determined.

$57,939,846 Spent; Carnegie
Trustees See Danger In Gifts

Menace Not All Imaginary,
Says Foundation
Head

.

Wholesale Giving and Beg-
ging Make Presidents of
Colleges Mere Soliciting
Agents—No More Librar-

, ies Given.

New York, Feb. 17—The first com-
plete report of the Carnegie Corpo-ation
of New York, the last trust creatsd by
Andrew Carnegie o support aml de-
velop institutions previously esta lish-
ed by him and to provide an en low-
ment, the annual income of v hich
would be available generation -after
generation for the most important work
of the time, was made public this 1 reek
by the trustees and Dr. Henry 8. 1rit-
chett, acting president. It showec an
expenditure since its organization in
1911 of $57,989,844.

In addition to disclosing in detail the
activities and aims of the ¢omporat'on
in spending such a large sum of money,
it also discusses frankly the dangers at-
tendant upon wholesale giving and the
accumulation of huge sums of money jo
trust for general or specific purpases.
“Somebody must sweat blood with git
money if its effect is not to do mor
harm than good,” says the report
adding that time alone can determine
the value of such huge trusts.

The perils of giving-on a large scale
were pointed out by Dr. Pritchett after
showing how the accumulations of large
fortunes have led to foundations whose
combined endowment in New York
slone is $525,000,000. assets of the
Carnegie Cotporation alone were $131,-

819,148 on Oct. 1,\3921. Of this sum,
$125,518,637 constituted the present par
value of the original endowment, which
included $100,000,000 of the underlying
5 per cent. bonds of the United States
Steel Corporation, The remaining $6,-
805,506 consisted of $1,890,188 in the re-
serve fund, and $4915,817 accumulated
out of income. These assets will be in-
creased by $10,000,000 when Mr, Car-
negie’s estate is settled. The income
during the last year was $6,466,516.

Carnegie’s Other Funds.

Before creating the Carnegle Corpor-
ation, Mr, Carnegie had founded five
other institutions to serve designated
fields, the Carnegie Institution of Pitts-|
burgh,  the Carnegie Institution of
Washington devoted to scientific re-
search, the Carnegie Foundation for the
Advancement of Teaching, the Carnegie
Hero Fund, and the Carnegie Endow-
ment for International Peace.

“When, in the latter part of his life
Mr. Carnegie gave the bulk of his re-
maining fortune to the public by the
establishment of the Carnegie Corporas
tion, he had in mind a well-defined ob-
jeet,” said the report. “His intention
Was that this foundation should; in rea-

the existing institutions he had already
created, but the greater purpose he had
in view was to provide an endowment
for all time, whose income should al-
ways be liquid, and should thus be
available for generation after genera-
tion to be applied to the causes which
each generation of trustees might find
most significant.”

After discussing the establishment of
charitable and educational foundations
in America during the last three de-
cades on a scale never before known,
Dr. Pritchett says: “Such institutions
have been set up by their founders with
the hope that the money sd deveted
:io\:ild work for the betterment of man-

n .)’

There has always been among econ-

omists a doubt as to the wisdom of

such trust funds, Dr, Pritchett points
out} and continues: e

“It is fair to assume that there may
be found a true function for the trust
established by accumulated wealth
which may justify its continued and
indefinite existence.” This
now being tried out in the United
States on a scale never before attempt-
ed in any country of the world.

“Even in the short experience gained
in ‘the last two .decades, it is clear that
some of ,the dangers pointed out by
Turgot and others are not wholly
imaginary. It may fairly be assumed
that under any organization which is
effécted for the administration of such
trusts the ultimate success will depend,
in great measure, upon the leadership

“Men can
sincerely " believe * this even when: the
chief function of the ¢ause which they
represent is to #urnish scalaries for
those who 'conduet it,” said Dr.
Pritchett. “Some causes are exception,
many are worthy, but the majority are
commonplace.”” \
“There is in all giving the ever-pres-
ent danger of giving unwisely and in
such manner as to demoraliize rather
than stimulate the causes which seek
for aid” continued Dr. Pritchett. “It
is not possible to make a grant of con-
siderable size to any agency without
complex effects, some of which can
scarcely be anticipated. All giving,
like' all accomplishments intended: for
human betterment, cuts more than one
way. Oftentimes the by-products of
| giving, even of giving to & good cause,
Fesult in social toxins which do enough
harm to more than .counteract the
befneﬁt that may come from the original
gift. T

College Giving.

“Looking back over the last two de-
cades, it seems clear that college giv-
ing on fhe part of the great founda-
tions created by Mr. Carnegie and Mr
Rockefeller has acted as a great stimu-
lus in the upbuilding of our colleges,
but has at the same time been partiy
respohsible for by-products. that - were
not anticipated and that can scarcely
be regarded as benefits.

. “There -has resulted in the first
lege. So greatly has the’ college idea
been , stimulated, and ‘so continually
has the college opportunity been: held
up before the youth of the countr)
that no door of opportunity seems
open to the young man or the young
woman except that of the. college. As
a result we have-today an army .of
youth pressing into the colleges, ‘so
great that the colleges . cannnot deal
with them efficiently. - Many of these
young men and young’women would
find their greatest usefulness and their
greatest’ happiness in other vocations
than those to be sought through col-
lege attenddnce, and theré is more
heard today to make clear what these
opportunities are and'to “whom they
are especially fitting, than to urge
upon all the youth of the country the
advantages of college attendance.

“There can be no doubt - either,
among those familiar with the facts,
that the wholesale college giving and
the consequent wholesale college beg-
ging of the last twenty years have gone
far to transform the American collegd
president into a soliciting agent.
Scholarly men today hesitate to take
the place of college president, and they
may well ‘do so, because today the
typical board of trustees is not seek-
ing a scholarly president; it is seeking
a president who ean get money.”

Dangers of Public Giving.

The best
that those now charged with the respon-
sibility of their administration can do
is to see to it that there is a careful
and conscientious scrutiny of the whole
field, in order that, so far as possible,
purely local and mediocre causes shall
not be allowed to absorb the fund that
should go to significant and fruitful en-
terprises.” -
The expenses of the Corporation dur-
ing its life time are detailed by Dr.
Pritchett, and it is shown that the big-
gest portion of the money spent, $23,-
415,031, has been devoted to the Car-
negie institutions, the largest amounts
going to the Carnegie Institute of Pitts-
burgh and the Carnegie Foundation for
the Advancement of 'l'eaching. From
1911 to 1922 the former has obtained
$9,651,948 from the Corporation, and
the latter $12,567,083. !
When the school was first established
by Mr. Carnegie it was intended to

1
serve the community of Pittsburgh, but
it rapidly expanded and drew students
from far away,
Future of Pittsburgh Institute.

, “During Mr, Carnegie’s life time,”
the report states, “he supplied genér-
ously the funds asked for by the trus-
tees ‘of the institution, and following
his death, the Carnegie Corporation has
contributed large sums to the uses of
the school. During the year 1921 Pres-
ident Angell (now Fresident of Yale
University) reviewed the whole situa-
tion and agreed by authority of the
trustees of the corporation that, assum-
ing certain conditions complied with the
corporation would make a grant of
funds extending over a period of years
which may in the end amount to more
than $17,000,000, and that this grant
sheuld be understood to have complet-
ed Mr. Carnegie’s gift to the Carnegie
Institute of Pittsburgh, such applica-
tions as might be considered by the
corporation in the future to be upon the
besis of the genmeral purposes of the
corporation for the increase and the
diffusion of knowledge.”

The money appropriated for. the
Foundation for the Advancement of
Teaching includes not only gifts to col-
leges and universities and technical
schools, but ‘also to the Teachers’ In-
surance and Annuity Association, which
waz worked out in 1918 to take the
place of the pension system. The Car-
negie Corporation appnopriated $1,000,-
000 to form capital and gurplus in a
mutual insurance company for the bene.
fit of. teachers. In speaking of the use
of money in educational weork, the re-
port says: : L

“The trustees have continued, until
the present time, the expenditure of a
considerable portion of the income of
the corporation in assisting educational
institutions to raise endowments or to
acquire bulldings or equipment and
other facilities for their work, During
the past yéar it has been a matter of
some doubt in the minds of the trustees
whether this practice could be contin-
ued ag a general policy.

'He is convinced that
prohibition has succeeded, and gives
facts - and statistics in-support of his
conclusions.

‘bered 118. In the Philadelphia Gen-
ergl Hospital admissions into alcoholic
wards have decreased from 2,326 in
The 68 Neal In-
stitutes throughout the United States
for the cure of alcoholism twelve years
prior. to prohibition treated more than
125,000 patients. After two years of
prohibition they are all out of com-
mission. /In Chicago the Washington
Home for the cure of inebriates had in
the yéar 1917 admitted 996 patients,
on March 1st, 1920, the Home closed
its, doors and since then has been used
for other purposes.

3. Prohibition and Cerime.

In Birmingham, Alabama, a jail
that cost $100,000 is now used as.a
Juvenile Court and recelving home. In
Pittsburgh, Pa., the County Jail has
840 cells and in the days before prohi-
bition it often had 940 prisoners. On
the day of Mr. Gordon’s visit, 815 cells
were empty. An interesting story
comes from Chi The Bridewell
prison in 1917 housed 17,748 ‘prisoners,
in 1921 decreased to 9,658. For breach
of peace 10,647 in 1917, reduced to
5,490 in 1921. Wife and child aban-
donment cases in 1917 numbered 661,
and in 1921 only ome case. Judge
Gemmill says: “Twenty per cent. of
the jails in the United States have
been without prisoners since prohibi-
tion went into effect and in 80 per cent.
of them the number of prisoners has
been reduced anywhere from 15 per
cent. to 80 ver cent.

4, Prohibition and Industry.

H. L. Badham, president of the
Bessemer Coal, Iron and Land Com-
pany of Birmingham, says: “You ask
regarding prohibition—Does it pro-
hibit? Not entirely so, but if you had
known the life of Birmingham and our
mining camps before the enactment of
prohibition laws, and see it now you
would say that no matter how much
“moonshine” was disposed of it is not
a drop in the bucket compared $o for-
mer conditions. There are a thousand
reasons for the maintenance of prohii-
bition laws and you can say to the
world that ‘America will never again
stand for the open saloon.” Other
heads of great steel, iron, coal, coke,
oil and cotton companies support this
view. Accidents have ed,
workmen show higher efficiency, and
greater production, and home life in
the industrial centres has improved.
5. Prohibition and the Child,

Under this heading Mr. Gordon says:
“Of all the results of this beneflcent
law, none is more important than the
improved condition of child life, Never
before have the schools and colleges of
the United States been as crowded as
they are now. In every city and town,
new sehool buildings are being erect-
ed to’take care of the increasing de-
mand for education. Due to prohibi-
tions, tens of thousands of boys and
girls under sixteen years of age have

been able to go back to school to com-
plete their education.

Col. William \B. Greeley, Chief For-
ester of the United States, in his an-
nual report sounds a note of alarm
concerning the future supply of soft-
woods, which is rapidly being reduced,
with no prospect of getting supplies
from other countries when it is gone.
The country, he says, must depend
upon its own resources or go without.
Siberia “has great forests, but largely
inaccessible. The tropics can offer hard~
woods, but at high prices, Hence he
says “the struggle for the world’s sup-
ply of softwoods will become more and
more intense, and those nations will
fare best that prudently use their suit-
able waste lands for growing conifer-
ous wopds.” Continuing, he says:—

“The situation is not hopeful when
we turn to our own forests. There bas
been s marked and fairly steady de-
cline in our national output of lumber
from -about 46,000,000,000 board feet in
1906 to_less than_34,000,000,000 board
feet in 1920. This downward trend,
which seems’ unlikely to turn perman-
ently upward again at any time that
can now be foreseen, has taken place
in spite of & large increase in popula-

_RUSSIA AND GERMANY.

As a sidelight on conditions in Ger-
many, Mr. Frank Page, a member of
the American Relief Association, told
a New York audience last week that
nowhere in Russia, where he had been
working, had he seen such distressing
cenditions as existed in Berlin when he
passed through en route to America.
Now what are the conditions in Rus-
gia? At the same meeting the Russian
Commission of the National Informa-
tion Bureau reported that it would be
necessary to feed 8,000,000 persons in
2ussia this year. A report of the
meeting says:—

«pr, H. O. Eversole, public health
adviser to the commission, said there
had been 25,000,000 cases of typhus and
8,000,000 cases of malaria in Russia
since the war, and cholera cases aver-
aged 180,000 a month. Not more than
balf of the 450,000 hospital beds in the
country were in condition to be used,
he said, and the lack of medical sup-
plies of all kinds made the situation
alarming.”

This is a grim commentary on the
resuits of the revolution in Russia and
the attempt to establish Communisnomn
And while such conditions exist we
read that Russia is spending money to
make a powerful army and navy, al-
though her spokesmen are careful to
say. that they have no present desire
to become embroiled in a war either in
Europe or the Near East. With mil-
lions hungry and disease rampant only
the ignorance of the vast majority of
the people can account for their apathy.
With regard, however, to Mr. Page’s
remarks about Berlin, one wonders if
he speaks with knowledge. If he does,

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THE INCREASING
DEMAND

(Literary Digest.)

The Bible is still the world’s best
geller, the demand last year being so
great that about 80,000,000 volumes
were printed and distributed by all
agencies in various parts of .the wonld.
This, of course, has involved a tre-
mendous amount of translation, and
from the 1922 report of the American
Bible Society, having its headquarters
in New York, we learn that the Serip-
tures are known and read in every
land and are published in nearly every
tongue, from _Albanian, Arabic and
Bolu to Yiddish, Zapotec and Zulu.
At the red4brick Bible House in New
York the Scriptures have been pub-
lished in sixty-cight languages and in
six systems of embossed type for the
biind, Altogether, and up to 1920, the
Scriptures have been published in 725
languages and dialects.

Strangely enough, almost half the
Bibles supplied by the American Bible
Society in the last two years have gone
to the Chinese. In 1921 the Chinese
took 2,362,730 volumes, an increase of
505,111 over the preeeding year. The
supply has not been sufficient to fill the
Aemand, writes W. S. Strong, secretary
of the American Bible Society’s sub-
agency in Peking, and he draws atten-
tion to the fact that bhe has overdrawn
his allowance of Scriptures to the ex-
tent- of 300,000 copies.

Frank H. Mann, one of the general
secretaries of the American Bible
Society, says, “Expand as we will, we
cannot meet the requests for: Bibles,”
Mr. Mann goes on:—

«“This society has a budget of $1.-
160,177 for the year 1923, and it could
spend $5,000,000 if it could get the
money -from subscribers, and still not
meet the world’s demand for new
Bibles. We need more money for the
work. We supply Bibles at cost, and
in. many, many. cases at considerably
less than cost, and the expenses of pro-

ducing the Bibles are not quite ‘half
covered by the receipts from sales. .

“We have just placed the largest
single order for Bibles known in the
history of the book—an order for
8,000,000 copies of six separate books
of the Scriptures—Mark, Luke, John,
Acts and Proverbs. Each book will
be printed in a tiny volume to be sold
in this country and South America for
one cent each. Though the work of
filling the order has hardly started, we
have: already orders for more than
800,000 of these single books, and they
are to be delivered to us at the rate of
50,000 copies a day.

“Just think of that, a book of the
Bible for one cent.”

Rain Water Best for Radiator.

Pure rain water is the best that can
be used in the cooling system. This is
because it is free from mineral sub-
stances, which are present in ordinary
water and which are deposited on the
metal walls of the radiator, piping,
jackets, etc., to their detriment. There-
fore, when rain water is .ayailable, al-

ways use it.

Care of Spare Tires,
The under side of the spare tire is
one part of a car that is often over-
looked, but should be attended to
regularly. This part becomes coated
with mud and road oil, or the spare
stands ig a pool of water. Unless it is
cleaned off, permanent injury may be
done to the tread and to the casing if
there are any breaks in the tread.

Cold Weather Protection.

A car that is to be operated through-
out the winter should have a non-
freezing solution in the radiator. Some
sort of cover should be provided for the
radiator, so that the engine can be
maintained at the proper temperature.
The working parts require lighter-
bodied oil. Inspect the storage battery
frequently. Skid chains are essential
for driving on icy roads, and the
brakes should be kept in perfect work-
ing order.

CAPACITIVE COUPLING IN RADIO RECEIVING CIRCUITS.

Coupling in circuits designed for the reception of radio signals may be
nductive, conductive or capacitive. inductive coupling secures a transfer of
tnefgy between the primary and secondary circuits by utilizing the properties
»f the magnetic field and this form of coupling is widely used in both trans-
mitting and receiving systems. In conductive or direct coupling the primary
:ng secondary circuits have an inductance coil in common, the respective cir-
cuits having andjustable connections tothis coil so as to regulate the number
of turns in each circuit. In “capacitive’or “electrostatic” coupling the primary
and secondary circuits secure theirmutual electrical relation by utilizing
the electrostatic field existing, betweenthe plates of a condenser.

In Figure 1 of the accompanying dia-
gram is shown a method of obtaining
regenerative action by capacitive coup-
ling. The two variable condensers (C-2)
and (C-8) each having a capacity of

. 001 microfarad are connected in series
across the grid and plate of the detector
tube and a connection made from the
filament ' to the centre point between
these condensers. The two condensers
may be mounted on the same shaft and
so adjusted that rotation of the shaft
will increase the capacity of one and
reduce the capacity of the other and at
the same time the resultant total capa-
city of the two coridensers will remain

practically constant. By this means a

change in the regenerative action is pro-

duced with but a slight variation in the

+ tuning of the circuit. (C-1) is the series

condenser for wave length adjuslment
in the antenna circuit and (C-{) the
secondary tuning condenser. Regenera-
tion is obtained by feeding back a por-
tion of the energy in the plate circuit
to the grid circuit by utilizing the
coupling of the condensers (C-2) and
(C-38). The resultant effect of these
condensers in series correspond to the
connection of a single condenser'of fixed
capacity across the secondary - tuning
condenser which produces an increase
in the minimum wave length,

In Figure 2 is shown a form of regenerative circuit containing two singls
layer coils (L) and (L-1) which conmstitute two variable inductances, the
coupling 'bétween these coils being secured by the variable condensers (C-2)
and (C-4). These condensers are mounted on the.same shaft and each has a
capacity of .0005 microfarads. The sccondary circuit consists of the induct-
ance coil (L-1) and the variable tuning condensers (C-3) which has a capacity
of .001 microfarads. The variable series condenser /(C-1) in the antenna cir-
cuit has a capacity of the same valuc. Regeneration is obtained in this re-
ceiving system by-means of the “tuned-plate” method whereby the plate cir-
cuit is tuned by the insertion of a vanable inductance, such as a veriometer,
as shown in Figure 2. 5 j

The necessary coupling, by which a portion of the plate circuit energy is
fed back to the grid circuit, is secured by the capacity existing between the
grid and the plate of the tube itself. Inductance coil -(L) may consist ot
fifty tutns of No. 22 cotton-covered wire wound on a tube three and one-
half inches in diameter while coil (I-1) has thirty turns of No. 22 cotton-
covered wire wound on a tube of the same diameter as (L).

" Comparatively sharp tuning and a reduction of IMterference may be ob-
tained by the use of “capacitive coupling” which also affords a rapid and
easy method of changing the coupling between the primary and secondary
circuits. In comparison with inductive coupling, however, this form of coup-
ling does not give as sharp tuning and as high.a degree of selectivity.

Mr. ,Pugsle_y As Governor

Ottawa last evening notified Hon.
William Pugsley, Lieutenant-Governor
of the province, that his resignation as
Lieutenant-Governor had been accepted
te take effect the end of February and
that W, ¥. Todd of St. Stephen had
been appointed to succeed . Hon, Mr.
.Pugsley’s resignation had been submitt-
ed to take effect February 28 and the
message he received last evening from
the secretary of state said his request
had.been granted.

Hén, DY, Pugsley in speaking of his
future plans said that he would resume
the practice of law in St. John as con-
sulting counsel. “I have not lost my
lcve. for polities,” he said, “but my fu-
ture in that regard rests with the peo-
ple” Dr, Pugsley is one of-Canada’s
ablest lawyers and it is natural to sup-
pose that in view of his long and suc-
cessful career in law and politics that
there will be a strong and insistent de-
;nund for him to again enter public
ife.

Premier Veniot expressed his regret
at Dr. Pugsley’s resignation. .

The message from Ottawa was as
follows :—

I beg to advise you that as re-
quested your resignation as Lieu-
tenant Governor of New Bruns-
wick has been accepted to take ef-
fect end of February.

The Lieutenant Governor was the
first to congratulate Mr, Todd on the
appointment as his successor. He sent

Received despatch from Secre-
tary of State today informing me
that my resignation as Lieutenant
Governor to become effective on the
28th inst., has been accepted, and
that you have been chosen as my
successor, Accept my most hearty
congratulations. .

WILLIAM PUGSLEY.

The Retiring Governor.

The paternal ancestor of Hon. Wil-
liam Pugsley came from England and
was one of the earliest settlers on the
Croton River, New York. John Pugs-
ley, the great-grandfather of the pres-
ent Lieutenant\Governor of New Bruns-
wick, fought as an officer in the Loyal-
ist forces during the American Revolu-
tion and soon after the declaration of
peace, came to New Brunswick and
gettled in the Hammond River valley,
Kings county. John Pugsley later return-
ed to New York, but his son, Daniel, set-
tled in Cardwell, Kings county. Wil-
liam Pugsley, the son of Daniel Pugsley,
was a successful farmer residing in the
vicinity of Sussex and his son, William,
was born in Sussex on Sept. 27, 1850,
and it was in the common schools of
Kings county that he received his early
education. .

He contined his éducation at the
University of New Brunswick from
which he gradiated with the degree of
B. A. in 1868. His course at the uni-
versity was a very successful one
throughout. He was prizeman in Eng-
lish Literature in 1866; Classics in 1867
and Mathematics in 1868. In his junior
year he carried off the Alumni Gold
Medal for the best translation of Bng-
lish prose into Latin. He received the|
degree of B. C. L. in 1871 and that of
D. C. L. in 1884,

/

pointed Queen’s Counsel by the Domin-
ion government on Feb. 4, 1891.

Political Career.

In July, 1885, he was. first elected to
the Legislature of the province in a by-
election caused by the death of Dr.
Vail, and he was re-elected at the gen-
eral elections in 1886 and 1890. He held
the office of speaker of the House from
March 8, 1887 to May, 1889, when he
was sworn in as a member of the execu-
tive council and appointed Solicitor-
General, which office he resigned in
1892. In the general elections of 1896,
he was a candidate for the House of
Commons in the City of ‘St. John, but
was unsuccessful. He was again re-
turned to the provincial legislature in
the general elections of 1899 and was
appointed Attorney-general in the
Tweedie ministry on Sept, 1, 1900. On

tions of 1908, he was again returned
and upon the appointment of ,Hon. L.
J. Tweedie to the office of Lieutenant-
Goverror in ¥ebruary, 1907, he was
chpsen premier.

After the close of the session of
1907 he resigned the Premiership of
the province to contest in ‘the interests
of the Liberal party the seat of the
city and county of St. John in the
House of Commons caused by the
ddath of Dr, Stockton, the sitting
member, On Aug. 29, 1907, Hon. Mr.
Pugsley assumed the portfolio of the
Department of Public Works of Can-
ada, in succession to Hon. Charles
Hyman, who had resigned. This office
he held until the retirement of the ad-
ministration of the late Sir Wilfrid
Laurier on Oct. 6, 1911. On Sept. 18,
1907, he was elected to the House ‘of
Commons for the city and county of
St. John and was re-elected at the gen-
eral elections of 1908 and 1917,

The Hon. William Pugsley was ap-
pointed [Lieutenant-Governor of the
province of New Brunswick on Nov.
8, 1918, upon the death of His Honor
Gilbert White Ganong, who held the
office for only four months.

The New Governor.

William F. Todd is the son of the
late Freeman H. and Adeline Board-
man Todd and was born at St. Stephen,
N. B, on May 2, 1854. He was mar-
ried on Oct. 1, 1879, to Miss Ethel J.
Bolton, daughter of John Bolton, who
was a member of the House of Com-
mons soon after Confederation. He has
three children, Mrs. N. Marks Mills,
of St. Stephen, and Misses Adeline
Boardman and Mildred B. Mr, Todd
was a member of the Provincial Leg-
islature for the term beginning in 1899
and was elected to the House of Com-
mons as a supporter of ‘the Liberal
party, in the general elections of 1908.
He was the Liberal party’s standard-
bearer in the general elections of 1911,
1917 and 1921, but was unsuceessful at
the polls. He is now a prominent mer-
chant in the town of St. Stephen. In
religion he is a Universalist.

OMANNOLS VOTE
T NECESSARY

J. M. Trueman Believes Ma-
jority of City Council can
Order Debenture Issue f'or

. Hydro. *

The Civic Power Commission this

morning asked J. M. Trueman for a

legal opinion of the powers of the City

Councit in regard to the issue of de-

bentures for hydro. The point was

raised’ in the Council yesterday that a

vote must be dmanimous. Mr. True-

man dissents from that view. His opin-
ion is as follows:— !

. February 17th, 1928.

The Secretary of the Power Commis-
sion of the City of St. John:

Dear Sirs:— ¢« [
With reference to the point raised at
the last meeting of the Common Coun-|
as to the necessity for the unan-
imous vote of the Mayor and Commis-
sioners for an issue of debentures for
the furtherance of the work now being
carried on by your commission, at your
request I have looked carefully into the
statutes affecting this and have come
to the conclusion that a unanimous vote
of the Mayor and Commissioners is not
necessary.
I base my opinion on the fact that
section 21, sub-section (I) of the Act
of 1912 providing for the government
of the City of Saint John hy an elective|
commission ‘affects only débenttires is-
sued under section 29 of 52 Victoria,
Chapter '27. The words of such gub-
section of section 21 are as follows{—
“21. (1) For the issue of debentures
under section 29 of 52nd Victoria,
Chapter 27, the unanimous vote of the
Mayor and each of the Commissioners
shall be required instead of the consent
by vate of two-thirds of the members
of the whole Council, as required by the
said section, except in case there shall
be not more than one vacancy in of-
fice at the time of taking such vote, in
which case, if notice of motion for the
issue of debentures under the sald sec-
tion shall have been duly given before
the occurrence of the vacancy, the con-
sent by vote of all the remaining mem-
bers-of theé Council shall be stfficient to
authorize, the issue of debentures.”

This section definitely refers to the
issue of del==0res under this Act (the
Union Act so called) and this Act only.
It does not say that all debentures must
be issued in this manner,

The Act passed in 1920 described as
“An Act for the Generation and Dis-

bution of Electric' Power” gives .a
new and distinctly separate authority
to.the, City -of Saint John to issue de-
bentures. Section 28 of said Act says:

“28. A Municipality having a contract
under . this Act with the Commission
may,— o !

(1) Acquire lands and real and pet-
sonal property, and erect, construct ahd
operate works for the transmission and
distribution of electrical power or en-
ergy in the.minicipality and issue de-
bentures for any of the purposes men-
tioned in this clause. : /

. (3) Entrust the construction
works and the ¢ontrol and management
ed ‘“The Power Commission” of the

City of Saint John.”

‘This ;money was asked for by -your
Commission fiir ‘the piurposes provided
in this Act, and I'do not believe that an
unanimous vote is necessary to author-
ize these debentures. s

DEATH FOR BRIBE-TAKERS '

42 Sentenced in Russia Within the Last
3% Months.

Moscow, Feb, 17—(Associated Press)
—Forty-two persons have been senten-
ced to death and 1,262 to various terms
of imprisonment as an outgrowth of a
three and a half months’ campaign
against bribery in Russia, according to
an announcement made today by Nil-
olai/ Vassiliovitch Krylenko, prosecutor

in the Supreme Revolutionary Tribunal.

Kryl Enko said that in the period
from Oct. 10 to Jan. 29, 2,988 bribery
cases were brought before the court, of
which 1,175 had already been tried. In
the cases decided, of the 2,348 prison-
ers accused 1,772 were found guilty and

" 576 acquitted, Most of those found

guilty were sentenced to from one to
two years’ imprisonment, although some

‘| received sententces up to ten years. A

number of minor offenders were merely

deprived of citizenship. Hundreds of

other cases are yet to be tried.

Soviet employes had been dismidsed for
accepting bribes, the largest number of
them being transport workers, Special

MALTA FEVER IN ARIZONA

B

Epidemic of the Disease Appears—
First Reported in 3905

New York, Feb. 16.—~An epidemic of
Malta fever appeared for the first time
in this counfry in Phoenix, Aris., last
summer. More than thirty cases were
positively diagnosed, and doubtless
many- others occurred. G. C. Lake,
assistant surgeon, United States Public
Health Service, who was detailed to in-
vestigate -the outbreak in co-operation
with local authorities, says it resulted
from-the ‘sale of goat’s milk by a high-5
class dairy. He adds that practically |

reported in this country were directly |

connected with the goat-raising indus-
try. Two deaths resulted in patients
already more or less invalided by other
infections.,

“From information obtained from
Arizona state authorities and various
physicians,” says- Dr. Lake, “we are
certain that Malta fever has occurred
in several widely separated areas of the
state. We wish especially te mention
a series of five cases occurring near
Phoenix in 1908, as they constitute the
first that occurred in the state in which
we could get a history. These cases
were attended by Dr. H. K. Beauchamp
and from his account of them and an
almost classical description of his own
illness, we are convinced that these
cases were Malta fever, and that the
disease has been in Arizona for-at least
fourteen years.

“Two of the other four cases had left
the state, but are known to be in good
health. One diled in 1909, probably
from the disease, and one was killed
in the late war. It is interesting to
note that two of them, after suffering
from the disease for several months,
in Arizona, being tdid by their physi-
cians that they might have tubercu-
losis, ‘went home to. die,” one to "Mis-
souri, the other to Oklahoma, but in-
stead ‘of dying both recovered com-
pletely after six months.”

The first case known to have origin-
ated in the United States was reported
in 1905 by Colonel C. F. Craig, Medical
Corps, United States Army. The pa-
tient was a nurse who contracted the
disease in Washington, D. C., probbaly
from nursing infected soldiers.. Col.
Cralg alsd reported nine’ other cases
among soldiers returning from the
Philippines. Six years later, Thomas
L. Ferenbaugh of the Army Medical
Corps reported five cases in Texas, In-
vestigation at that time revealed that
in all probability the disease had been
present in Texas for twenty-five years
Tests on 128 goats showed 19.4 per cent
positive for Malta fever.

Dr. Lake draws these conclusions
from a study of the disease and reports
of cases in the past: Conditions favor-
able for the existence and spread of the
disease are present in all of the South-
western States. The fever is probably
endemic in certain districts of the
southwestern part of the United States
and in some parts of Mexico. It is
extremely difficult to recognize the dis-
ease early in the course of an outbreak
from clinical symptoms alone; usually
the possibility of its presence is not
considered, and laboratory tests are not
made for some weeks.

The prohibition of the sale of goat’s
milk in cities where an ample supply
of cow’s milk is available should be
seriously considered by health officers.
Where necessary to allow the sale of
goat’s milk to obtain fresh milk, effi-
clent pasteurization under constant su-

Ottawa Next Week

A press letter issued by the Cana-
dian Manufacturers’ Association says:
“There has been a very gratifying
response to the invitation sent out by

the Canadian Manufacturers’ Associa-
tion to various government depart-

ments, universities and colleges, manu- |

facturing companies and other organi-
zations, to send representatives to at-
tend a conference at Ottawa next week
for the discussion of scientific and in-
dustrial research.

The conference will take place at the
Chateau Laurier on Tuesday, Wednes-
day and Thursday, February 20, 21 and
22. There will be five sessions. The
first will be in charge of the Honorary
Advisory Cotincil for Scientific and In-
dustrial Research, who will arrange the
programme. The second will be look-
ed after by the Dominion Government
Departments, which are interested in

| the subject of research, viz., the Depart-

ments of the Interior, Marine and Fish-
eries, and Agriculture, together with
the Natural Resources Branch of the
Department of the Interior. The rep-
resentatives of universities and colleges
will 'be in charge of the third session,
and the fourth session will be taken up
by a discussion of the practical work
of a number of Canadian manufactur-
ing companies which have established
research departments in their indus-
tries. A fifth session will be devoted to
a general discussion.

There will be an excellent represen-
tation from the universities. The fol-
lowing have already indicated definite-
ly that members of their staffs will par-
ticipate, and it is quite likely that
others will send representatives:—The
University of Saskatchewan, the Uni-
versity of Ottawa, the University of
Toronto, Queen’s University, the Uni-
versity of Montreal, McGill' University,
Dalhousie University, and the Ontario
Agrictltural College. :

Continuation of wild trading in the
raw sugar market yesterday, following
reports of a probable shortage in this
yvear’s crop, caused officials of leading
companies to issue statements geplor-
ing the rapid advance in prices, which,
in their opinion, threatens to repeat in
a smaller way the 1920 boom and sub-
sequent smash.

Excitement in the market was
heightened by the reduction in the
Gurhe-Mejer estimate of the 1928 Cu-
ban erop from 4,193,500 tons to 8,800,-
000 tons. Prices leaped upward until
they reached the maximum advance for
one day of one cent a pound. All
months were up the one-cent limit in
the futures trading, much of the buy-
ing having been reported for the ac-
count of speculative interests.

James H. Post, president of the Na-
tional Sugar Refining Company and a

' director in numerous other sugar enter-

priges, declared there will be no short-
age of sugar this year “unless there is
speculative and everybody tries to buy
their summer requirements in the next
month or two, in which case there will
be much higher prices.”

Pierre J. Smith, president of the
Federal Sugar Refining Company, com-
ménting on the statement of Guma &
Mejer, Cuban sugar statisticians, that
this year’s erop would fall short of the
first estimates by several hundred thou-
sand tons, said that the most recent
figures of his company did not sustain
these views.

“Today,” said Mr. Smith, “I talked
over the long-distance telephone with
H. A. Himely, who is now in -Cuba,
and whose estimates in regard to the
Cuban crop have in other years been

. remarkably accurate. He told me that

hes aw no reason for changing the
totals reached by him some time since,
when he figured that the Cuban cyop
would be approximately 4,100,000 tons,
which is 800,000 tons larger than the
Gurha & Mejer estimate.

“He definitely emphasized this con-
clusion. He declared that sugar operg-
tions in Cuba were working out favot-
ably and that plantations generally
were in excellent shape.”

national life. Ever since the days when
Thomas Jefferson, arch-theorist and
master paraser of the popular thought,
woiced fears that the increase of towns
and cities was a symptom of an un-
scund body politic people have endeav-
ored to show that increase of the non-
agricultural population boded evil for
the nation’s future. :
Yet, according to census statistics,
despite the constant decrease in the
percentage of farmers in the United
States, agricultural production has
more than kept pace with the demands.
of the people as a' whole. In 1870 the
rural population was well over 70 per
cent. of the total. Now it is only 48.6
per cent. During this same period pop-
ulatton has increased 2.7 times and
agricultural production has increased
In other words,
with a much smaller proportion of
farmers today than in 1870, the coun-
try has a greater per capita agricultur-
al production than in 1870,

his difference is due almost entirely
to improved methods of farming. Bet-
ter farm machinery, better methods of
cultivation, better storage facilities, bet-
ter breeds of livestock and higher grade
sceds have all contributed their share.

. | The result is that there is no prospect

of underproduction in foodstuffs in the
United States for years to come.

In the opinion of a writer in “School
Life,” a bulletin published by the De-
partment of the Interior, the probabili-
ty is that there will be a problem from
overproduction rather than in migra-
tion from the country to the city.

Robbery Insurance
" Called Crime Awd

Responsible For Large Number
of Burglaries, Enright Tells
Furriers’ Security Alliance —
Wants Industry to Help.

New York, Feb. 16.—Burglary in-
surance was blamed for the large num-
ber of robberies in New York City and
elsewhere by Police Commissioner En-

right recently at ‘a luncheon of the
Furriers’ Security Alliance of the
United States at the Hotel Martinique.
The luncheon marked the beginning of

ganized a year ago as a protection
against criminals, The commissioner
proposed a working agreement between
the fur and silk industries as a basis
for their co-operation with the pelice
in a war on crooks.

“] believe that burglary insurance
is responsible for the very large num-
ber of burglaries that take place,” said
Commissioner Enright. “There are
two classes of burglaries, mectuding
those burglaries that never take place
and are merely faked by the insured
to collect  their insurance, and those
burgiaries that take place because of
the indifference of the insured who fail
to take proper precautions to safe-
guard their property once it is covered
by insurance,

“I say that burglary insurance com-
panies, for the amount of insurance
they exact, should be required to pro-
tect the property insured. ;You will
say, ‘But that will mean they will raise
the rates’ That is not true. Losses
would be reduced by proper protection
to such an extent that the rates would
be reduced.”

Commissioner Enright said it was as-
tonishing to see how carelessly Hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars worth of
goods were left exposed to robbery by
the occupants of loft buildings. He
said the records ‘showed that many
crooks worked as elevator men and as
empioyes in loft buiidings where for-
tunes in furs, silks and jewelry were
stored without the least security from
burglary.

“You leave on your tables in loft
buildings great quantities of furs, but
you wouldn’t think of leaving their
equivalent in money so exposed in a
big room, or if you did you wouldn’t
trust a member of your own family
near it.

“Why should you submit to having
crooks in your buildings? They and
their friends rob you while you are
away over Sundays and holidays. You
demand of the landlords of your build-
ings that they take the finger prints
of their employes and the Police De-
partment will tell you if you have any
crooks planning with their confederates
on the outside to rob you. Sooner or
later the owners of buildings have got

their employes.
Urges Better Protection,

“Why, the valuables that might be
taken away by bank employes are not
nearly so great as the valuables of

yet the greatest precautions are thrown
around the banks to safeguard them
against dishonest employes.”

Wants Prisonér to Pay Price.

“I believe that the only way of re-
forming a criminal is to let him pay
his price in full. I believe we should
say to the burglar who has been con-
victed, ‘You must make restitution of
the amount of your theft, also .the
amount of court costs” He should pay
in full. He should be sent to prison
with the understanding that he could
pay off his obligatiori at the rate of $3
a day, representing his earning capa-
city in prison.
“The man who enters a house at
night and kills the father in that fam-
ily should be made to-support the chil-
dren of his victim until they become
of age. Let those that prey be the
ones that pay. Then, at the end of
their terms, they can step out of prison,
and a prisoner who has robbed a man
can look his victim squarely jn tpe
eye, even shake han with him, and
say, ‘I have liquidated by obligation.’”
He explained that the problems of
the police were greatly accentuated by
the World War, in which many poten-
tial criminals acquired an expert
knowledge of firearms, a disregard of
human life and became “resolute men.”
The increase in crime also was at-
tributed by him to the increase in drug
addiction, largely among individuals
between twenty and twenty-one years.
The Commissioner analyzed the dis-
tribution of the 12,000 men of the
force and showed that there, are only
1,700 patrolmen avallable for duty for
the 3,900 miles of streets in New York
City. i

“What we need is the auﬁport of the
business men of this city,” he con-
cluded. “I am delighted to ‘see that
the fur industry, representing $150,-
000,000 in New York City alone, has
come to a realization of its responsibil-
ity in the protection of their business.”

{plant. He advertises that he sells
“Farm Equipment and Service” and,
while he is satisfied to allow his force
to sell the equipment, :he insists on
seeing that service is there from the
start. .

When a salesman sells a farmer a
ﬂlighting plant for his farm Johnston
follows him up and invariably sells
similar equipment for the house, He
points out to the farmer’s wife or
daughters how, with the house wired,

electric irons, electric fans and vacuum
cleaners. « Once the house is wired for
lighting Johnston always takes a wagh-
ing machine, an electric’ iron and a
vacuum cleaner along just to demon-
strate how they lessen housework. Once

New York, Feb, 17—Dr. R. H, Sayre,
president of the United States Revolver
Association, appeared before the Police
Efficiency Forum at police headquarters
and advocated the passage of the Cap-
per bill regulating the sale and distri-
bution of firearms. The bill now pend-
ing in the Senate, said Dr. Sayre, will
be effective only in the District of Co-
lumbia. He said he hoped that similar
bills would be passed in every state.
«The Sullivan law,” he added, “makes
it dificult for a law-abiding citizen to
get a revolver and imposes little penalty
upon the crook who is caught with
one.”

CHILD NEGLECT SCORED.

Report Points Out Sad Plight of
Keatucky Youx\ulml.

Corn bread and sorghum, dried
beans,” fat salt “middlings” and, as a
redeeming featute{ usually milk—thie
for a large part of the year is the diet
of Southern mountain children in & dis-
trict where the Children’s Bureau of
the United States Department of Labor
has mede a survey of child care and
putrition. The survey was undertaken
at the request of the Kentucky State
Board of Health to help find “why a
State. famous the 'world over for its
prosperity should turn out so large a
rcentage of physically defective men
as the draft records showed,” and its

report issued by the Children’s Bureau.

According to the repors, m\l{ 16 per
cent. of the children studled belonged
to families which were clearly “able to
provide the modest requirements of
adequate living” Nearly half the chil-
dren were living in homes in which
the family income, taking into consid-
eration the number of acres cultivated
the quality'of the soil, the amount &
stock and the wages ‘earned by the
head of the family from work at trades
or for other farmers, was so small as
to make a minimum standard of cfire
appear impossible. A large number liv-
ed in board sheds, amall, new shantles,
or old log cabins in ht‘ repair, where
the cold in wintér made habits of
cleanliness almost out of the question,
and only about one-fourth of the chil~
dren were found to have clothing which
could farnish adequate on

nst the weather,

Many of the children having & diet
which consisted largely of milk and un-
bolted corn meal were found, on ex-
emination, to be well nourhf\cd, but
the other foods available in the com-
munity so failed to supply the essen-
tials of growth that undernourishment
frequently resulted when the quantity
of milk was small. Three-fourths of the
children examined were classified s
either poorly or only fairly well nour-
ished, and this classification correspond-
od closely to the grades of diet which
tbiy were found\to be receiving.

xcept {n o few families, the use of
fresh vegetables and fruit was limited
to a short grlod in the Summer and
Fall, and the use of fresh lean meat
to an even shorter period, A small
number of eggs were produced but
these were sold to secure ready cash,
and milk, the report states, was thus
the only food that could be counted on
to any extent to furnish the protein,
minerals, and vitamines needed for
children’s growth. In this: district when
milk is lacking, decreased in amount,
or changed to skim milk for buttermilk
the effeot is declared to be “disastrous.”

Physical examinations of the children
were made by a Childreft’'s Bureau
physician with the “Child Welfare Spe-
clal”—a motor truck built and o%:lppcd
for such examinations. Four-fifths of
| the children did not own e toothbrush,
and the examination showed that 91
out of 104 of those 6 to 11 years of
age had decayed teeth, Fifty per cent
all the children had enlarged or dis-
eased tonsils'and rhany had ademolds;
still other defects indicating lack of
early attention were found.

The need of soil improvement is
pointed out in the report, and employ-
ment of a full-time county agricultural
agent and also of a home demonstra-
tion agent or nutrition specialist to en-
courage raising and preserving more
vegetables and greater utilization of
milk, eggs, blackberries, unshelled
beans and other available foods is rec-
ommended,

“By eliminating the conditions re-
sponsible for avoidable illness, and the
avoidable parental conditions respon-
sible for defective children, we can
