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Let Americans, in their first gasp 

of astonishment this morning, at the 
election of Hindcnburg as president of 
the German republic, ask themselves 
if they never went wild over a military 
hero and popular idol. Such a wave 
of emotion as has swept Germans off 
their feet is not unknown in older re­
publics. And German mentality is no­
toriously swayed easily by sentiment. 
All the sound arguments against elect­
ing a president too old to discharge 
the duties of his office with vigor, and 
too much under suspicion of royalist 
leanings to steady opinion, whether at 
home or abroad, were apparently un­
able to make head against the impul­
sive end unreasoning enthusiasm which 
rose at the very sight or mention of. 
the aged Field Marshal.

What sober men in and outside Ger­
many predicted as the result of liis 
triumph at the polls will now un­
doubtedly be in a measure realized. A 
chill will fall upon European hopes. 
The English government will feel that 
the difficulties in finding a formula for 
assured peace are doubled. French 
prejudice against Germany will be 
stiffened. And ajl those who have 
been working for the financial and in­
dustrial restoration of Europe will pass 
through a period of shock and doubt. 
It will not be necessary for American 
bankers to give notice that no German 
loans can now be floated here. Froip 
the nature of the case there will be a 
tightening of the purse-strings until it 
is seen what is going to happen in 
Germany.

It is needless, as it would be unfair 
and unmanly, to indulge in extreme 
fears. No Hohenzollern will soon as­
cend the German throne- The powers 
of the president of Germany are closely 
limited. He cannot easily make of 
himself a cover behind which a Kaiser 
can sneak back. Probably the Luther 
government- will hold on for a time and 
reaffirm its announced policies. But 
when all is said, the fact cannot be 
concealed that Germany has chosen to 
run an enormous risk, that she invites 
unsettlement at home and distrust 
abroad and that the German people 
will have to begin over again their 
struggle to convince the world that 
they believe in the new order a'nd that 
they can be trusted in their promises 
and purposes.

They want the best, 
no matter, what it costs ; they demand 
luxuries; they are living at a rapid 
pace; they have.left behind them the 
simple life and do not know what it 
means to live within their income or 
means. This frenzied demand, this 
high pressure existence, is met by 
frenzied production end distribution, 
and lavish cost of production (in 
which wages are a not inconsiderable 
item) to meet the high pressure de­
mand. If the American people insist 
upon living on that plane they must 
pay for it. They do pay for it in 
high prices, just as long as they so 
live. If the American people would 
once more learn the lesson of economy 
and frugality and simple living; if 
they would cease demanding the 
choicest and the best regardless of 
cost, the high price level would drop 
in a short time; and the high cost 
of living would disappear, at least to 
a reasonable degree. But it is diffi­
cult tb overcome habit ; and for eight 
years the American people have been 
cultivating a habit of extravagance, of 
recklessness, and of jazz-existence that 
may spell disaster.”

Mr. McMackin was one of the pioneer 
telephone men of New Brunswick and 
had charge of the first exchange in 
Saint John, which at that time had only 
four subscribers, one at the Interna­
tional Steamship Company office! one 
in the Park Hotel, one in the I. C. R.

freight shed. That was in 1879.

Among the early associates of Mr. 
McMackin, who are still in the employ 
of the New Brunswick Telephone Co., 
Ltd., are O. D. Thomson, Sherman 
Hoyt, William Murphy and F. T. 
Cerry.

Mr. McMackin was manager of the 
Saint John exchange until 1907, when 
lie became general superintendent, and 
in 1909 he took the position of secre­
tary-treasurer, which he held until the 
time of his death. He had been living 
in Rothesay since 1913. He was secre­
tary of the school bpard of the village 
and also secretary-treasurer of the 
village since its incorporation. He was 
a member of St. John’s Lodge, F. and 
A. M., and was also identified with 
the Independent Order of Foresters.

SURVIVING FAMILY.
He is survived by his wife and one 

son, Harry, with Oscar Hudson & Co., 
chartered accountants, He was the son 
of the late Mr. and Mrs. Thomas A. 
McMackin, of Saint John, and was 
married to Miss Annie I/ongley, also of 
Saint John, and, like her husband, a 
descendant on both sides of her family 
from Loyalists. Mr. McMackin was 
bom in Saint John, but had resided in 
Rothesay in later years, where he was 
a vestryman of St. Paul’s church.

Mr. McMackin also left three 
brothers, S. W., of Saint John, and 
Thomas I. and F. Ernest, both of 
Boston, and two sisters, Mrs. Arthur 
L. Mann, of Randolph, Mass, and 
Mrs. W. C. Short, of Edmonton.
