M. P. and W. H. Thorne, the delegates
who went to Montreal to present the St.
John claims when the government was
making enquiries regarding the Atlantic
mail service were before the council of
the Board of Trade yesterday and told
of what was said and done at the meet-
ing in Montreal.

The position of affairs was talked over
and another meeting of the council will
probably be called soon to prepare re-
solutions against the adoption of Port-
land as Canada’s winter port and firging
the claim of8t.'John. - As this~ matter
is of deep interest to the people . of St.
John & Gazerre ' reporter interviewed
Mr. W. H. Thorne this morning and ob-
tained for the public an account of the
proceedings at the conference which the
delegates attended in Montreal.

Mr. Thorne said, “ The conference was
composed of representative men of the
Dominion and Allan Lines of steamers,
the Premier and Mr. Foster and Mr.
Thompson of the government, the heads
of the Canadian Pacific and Grand Trunk
Railways, Messrs. MacPherson and Oin-
met from Quebec, Mr. Stairs of Halifax ,
and Mr. S8kinner, Mr. Hazen and myself.
The Premierstated that the object in

morning. It was a beautiful November
day. The sun glistened upon the smooth
and'unruffiéd sea. The 40 cabin pas-
sengers who had been storm-tossed pris-
oners during the preceding eight days
of the voyage were promenading the
decks, e
At 10145 a. m. Capt. Wilson and Second
Officer Fife were on the bridge keeping a
close watch ahead. Suddenly a spout-
ing monster came to the surface of the
almost placid ocean. It was directly in
the path of the 8hip and only a few feet
ahead. . The ship'was rushing towar
the monster at the rate of sixteen miles
an hour. i
“It’s a whalel” shouted the second
officer. i
There was no time to check the ves-
sel’s speed. Almost before the astonish-
ed officers realized it the ship’s sbar{
iron prow crashed into thé snorting, puf-
fing finback. ;
The blow was 8 square, incisive one.
The ship seemed to sail right through
the whale, which disappearedfalmost im-
mediately, leaving a trail of crimson as
far as the eye could reach. A momert
after hitting the whale thé monster was
sighted asterr, floating lifelessly. A
gaping hole was in its side, and the
body drifted away surrounded by a
bloody circle. ; i

the whale the shock sent a thrill through
her as though she had run_pell-mell up-
on a rocky ledge.

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THE URIVERSITY.

We publish today a letter from Prof.
Duff, in which he takes exception to
certain criticisms which appeared in the
GazETTE, in regard to the University of
New Brunswick, of which he is a grad-
nate and professor. In answer to our
question as to what the University had
done to justify the large expenditure up-
on it during the last 60 years, he states
that it has turned out 426 graduates.
which is at the rate of about 7 a year,
As the provincial grant to the University
is $8,800 & year .it. will be. seen that
these graduates ave. .cost the
province about $1250 each, ex-
clusive of whatever sums their
education cost their parents or them-
selves. It appears to us that this alone
is a proof that the university has not
been doing the work that it ought to
have done, for if it had been popular and
acceptable to the people of this province,
the number of graduates would have
been at least three times as great as the
number named, Two of the graduates
of the university it appears, are or have
been judges, but if the university had
been doing the work it ought to have

__been doing, it would have furnished
nearly all the judges of the province,who
have received their education since it
commenced its work. While two
of its graduates have been appointed
judges, seven judges of the Supreme
court who were not graduates, have sat
on the bench, ' since our university
commenced its  work. And of
the present bench of judges, only one is
a graduate of any college, We
gee a similar 'state of affairs.
Not one of the ten county court judges
that have been appointed in this province
since confederation has been a graduate
of the University of New Brunswick.
Yet every one of these ten judges, with
perhaps the exception of the late James
W. Chandler, was educated within the
time covered by the work of the Uni-
versity of New Brunswick, as
reorganized  and - improved in
the time of Sir Howard Douglas.
If we look at the list of
barristers and  attorneys of this
province, we shall find that not more
than one-fifth of them are graduates of
the university of New Brunswick, al-
though there is a premium given to
graduates by the reduction of the term
of their legal studies, to the extent of
one year. Surely if the university had
been a thoroughly efficient and satisfac-
sory institution, it would bave been much
better attended by our young men who
intended making the law their profes-
sion. “The truth of the matter is that
the list of graduates which Prof. Duff
furnishes, instead of proving the effici-
ency of the institution proves directly
the reverse, and shows the inadequacy
of the results which have followed 80
large an expenditure.

We hardly understand the sarcasm
implied in one portion of Prof. Duff’s
letter, in which he refers to the GazETTE'S
charge, that the university is a bad copy
of early English models. Sarcasm is a
weapon which seldom effects any other
purpose than to wound, and as the edi-
tors of newspapers are not easily wound-
ed, we think that in this discussion Prof.
Duff would have done well to stick to
plain statements. Our complaint against
the university is, that it has not been in
general equal to the work which it was
designed to accomplish. It is true that
recently the number of professors has
been fncreased, and that the scientific
portion of education has had more atten-
tion than formerly. Yet even now,as
Protf. Duff admits, it is far from answer-
ing the requirements of the province.
The Gaserre has no objection whatever
to classical learning, and the teaching of
the higher - mathematics, but if these
branches are taught at the expense of

that this branch of education has never
been taught properly in our college, is
one of the most serious charges that
can be brought up against it. In an-
other article at some future day, we
shall endeavor to explain how we think
the university ought to be reorganized,
Prof. Duff is quite right in thinking
that the Gazerre will advocate the in-
crease of the provincial grant to the col-
lege, for the purpose of making it more
efficient, for the GazerTe pointed out the
need of ‘this many months ago. The
University‘ of New Brunswick has no
warmer friend than the GAZETTE, nor is
thers any one connected with this paper
who has the slightest desire to injure it
for thé purpose of building up any de-
nominational college. This province
ounght to be ablé tostipport its iniversity
properly, and we ‘believe that our ped-
ple would gladly give a much larger
grant than the present one, provided
that the college was made in all respects
efficient, for the thorough education of
our young men in those branches of
business which they are likely to follow.

ALMY ARD EE_SEITEICE.

Civilization is, and always has been,
perplexed when it comes to deal with
such excresences, monstrosities, as Saw-
tell and Almy. They seem to be quite
beyond the pale of human sympathy
and utterly unfit tolive. They appear
to have sprung from a vicious soil, to
have had an evil environment, to have
always been rotten at heart and
never to have had any health in them.
When the farmer discovers in his or-
chard a tree infested with black knot,
hollow at its heart and unproductive
of good fruit, he hews it down; it might
communicate its infirmities to its neigh-
bors; there is no place for it on his
grounds, and the quicker it is put out of
sight the higher he is commended
for the removal of & danger
and an eyesore to its surround-
ings. We fine -and imprison
men for their misdeeds, not as & punish-
ment, but for their reformation, as an ex-
ample to others and for the protection of
society. With a man like Almy, how-
ever, who after slaying his victim incold
blood, attempted to besmirch her spot-
less character, there isno chance for
reformation ; we hope there is no need
for his example, spending a life-time in
prison, to prevent others from following
in his footsteps, and no prison has bars
strong enough to render the escape of
such a villain impossible. Therefore we
are glad thathe has been sentenced to
be “hung by the neck until he is dead,
dead, dead,” not in revenge, not as a
punishment, for punishment rests with
God, but that the world may be rid of the
monster, and that the dread of his
reappearance may be quite removed:
However, it is likely very many hearts
will beat lighter after the 2nd of Decem-
ber 1892, the date appointed for his ex-
ecution. While he lives, even within the
walls of a prison, those who have pro-
voked hisenmity cannot feel secure.

At present the farmer’s son who
wishes to learn the scientific depart-
ments of agriculture hasno recourse but
to go to an Ontario agricultural college
at a large expense, and the result is that
our farmers are entirely out of sympathy
with the university, and most of them
would be willing to see it abolished.

We do not know what this professorship
of political economy is meant to embrace,
bat it is clear that as at present constitu-
ted our university is not in a position
to do anything for the young
men of New Brunswick who propose to
embark in commercial pursuits.

In it you
challenged the speakers in the Institute
on that evening (unfortunately I did not
seé that article till the next morning) to
explain what use the Univereity had
made of the “enormous sums” granted to
it during the last sixty years. - You gay
most of the people  of the province
wish to see the University flourish and
you imply (do you not?) that you will fav-
or an increase of its grant if the above
question can be satisf torily answered.
That is a distinct and manly challenge
and I acceptit. If your readers will
place this letter side by side with your
article they will see that I refer to every
point in it.

«What hasthe university done with
the enormous sums it has cost the prov-
ince?” The “enormous sum” referred to
is under nine thousand dollars (9,000)
per year. It is necessary to enquire if
this is an extravagant sum. Scotland
gives two and a half times as much per

education, Germany twice as much,
France three times as much, New
South Wales from three to eight times
as much, Victoria over two and a half
times as much, Cape Colony six times
as much, New Zealand, though I
cannot give figures, is the most liberal
of all. These are the only figures I have
been able to get at. From them it may
be judged how “enormous” the sum is.

To take a different test,wherever it has
entered into competition with Canadian
Universities it has more than held its
own. For about twenty years Canadahad
a scholarship open yearly to all colleges
in the Dominion. Graduates of the Un-
iversity of New Brunswick won 1t three
times, a record not beaten and only
equalled by one other college; and if re-
gard be had to the standing these men
took in the competition, no other Canad-
ian college equalled it.

Again, sir, this relique of the dark
sges has been the first Canadian Uni-
versity to adopt a system that has been
found of immense popular usefulness in
Great Britain and the United States, viz:
University extepsion. But youmake a
specific charge, that the University has
never been anything but a bad copy of
early English models, and especially
you imply that it has studied classics
and mediaeval subjects to the neglect of
the modern lights of science, English lit-
eratare and history. Permit me to fill
the details suggested by this harrowing
outline.  Of the staff of seven, at least
three, I suppose must be teaching dead
Latin and Greek, the others I suppose
are professors of alchemy, astrology,
Greek diletics and the healing art as
taught by Hippocratesi Is this any-
thing ‘like the state of affairs ?
Not exactly. We have one
professor of classics, I know no uni-
versity in the world that has less than
one. We have three professors of science,
viz. natural science and chemistry, phy-
sical sicence, engineering science and no
other of the eight Maritime Province colleges
has more than two,although Dalhousie has
more than double as large a revenue.
Do we, then, sir, reject science for clas-
sics? Moreover we have a professor of
modern languages and English, one of
mathematics, one of philosophy, all of
which you must admit are quite
essential to a university. The lately ap-
pointed alumni professor is to do his
best to add history to his philosophy
and political economy. With you, sir, I
lament our lack of a Professor of History,
and if I have fairly met your challenge
you areprepared Wwith me tourge the
province to enable its university to pro-
cure a Professor of History.

Permit me to add that a student can
pass through the university and take a
degree of B. Sc. without reading a line of
Latin and Greek in his whole college
course, that a student can take a degree
of B. A. without opening a Greek text in
his life. y

You cry shame on us that we cannot
compare with Harvard. True, we cannot.
But do you claim that the GazerTE is the
equal of the New York Tribune? Say ?
Have you made allowance for the fact
that Harvard has-an income of, I think,
two millions?

Again, you compare us with McGill
We are proud as Canadians to think that
McGill medical school is the equal of
any on'the continent; but though McGill
gives at present, in consequence of recent
benefactions, promise of becoming one of
the foremost Canadian Colleges, it is well
known that up to the present its Artsde-
partment has not been one whit superior
to our own. Have you also made allow-
ance for the fact that Harvard tuition
fees are enormously large compared with
ours?

* The revenue derived by England from
customs duties amounted last year to
about one hundred million dollars. Only
nineteen articles—imported—are taxed,
the principal of which are tobacco, tea,
rum, brandy and other spirits, wine,cur-
rants, coffee, raisins, and a few other
articles; tobacco, for instance, paying
$45,000,000, tea about $23,000,000, rum,
brandy, spirits and wine about $27,000,~
000. About $125,000,000 are collected by
internal revenue taxes, on spirits, beer
licenses on carriages,dogs, male servants
etc., while about $65,000,000 are collected
under the head of internal revenue from
stamps. Tazation in Great Britain goes
upon the assumption that luxuries
should pay the burden of the taxes, and
tobacco, tea, rum and spirits are consid-
ered luxuries, and are, therefore, heavily
taxed. If a man has a female servant
he does not pay a tax, but if he keeps a
male servant.he does, the supposition
being that a person able to keep & male
gervant is in better financial circam-
stances than one able only to keep a fe-
male servant. The income and property
tax is an important one producing a
revenue of about $65,000,000. We wish
it were possible fur our own country to
reduce the number of taxed articles to
nineteen.

8i¥, you issued a frank challenge with
an implied promise. I ask you, have &
answered you frankly and courteously
and satisfactorily ? If so will you when
you next referto the University press
for such an addition to its income as will
at least give it a Professor of History?

You say the university needs complete
reorganization. Isay the same. We
need, at least, a doubled income. We
need in our building a few modern con-
veniencies such as coal-stoves,water, gas.
We need a laboratory building(though we
are trying to provide laboratories in the
present building.) Above all, we need a
number of new professors who will take
up history, agriculture, electrotechnics,
constituental law, etc. Will you aid
us to get them?

With reference to your objection to
our university extension courses let me
adda word. We could not take up more
courses than we have for it would not
be advisable to use Saturday evenings.
Ifwe had two courses on history we
would have to omit one other subject
and so present less variety and interest
fewer. Having decided on one course
in history we found an eminently suited
man, Rev. Mr. deSoyres, who had several
years practical experience of university
extension in England, while we were
quite unexperienced. Him we must
have, and he ‘must take the subject that
he i’ best acquainted with and so
we must postpone Canadian History till
next year when justice will be done to it,
but for the present it could not get any
farther than our preliminary list where
it was associated with the name of a
gentleman who has done considerable
work on the history of this part of Can-
ada.

Totally Destroyed by Firve—Loss Estie
mated at $13,000.
About 11.30 o'dlock 1ast night the Car-
leton electric light station with a large
box and shingle mill attached; owned
by D. W. Clarke & Sons, was totally de-
stroyed by fire. The fire was first discov-
ered by officers Rossand McLaren who
were standing near the millatthe time,
and they quickly sounded the alarm. In
about 20 minutes the hose cart was on
the scene, followed shortly by the hook
and ladder co. and afterwardsby the en-
gine, At this time the whole of the
building was one mass of flames. Noth-
ing at all was saved out of the mill, but
everything was saved out ofthe office.
Not very many minutes elapsed when
Chief Kerr and No. 2 hose cart from the
city proper, arrived on. the scene, The
farnitare of D. W. Clarke’s residence be-

side the mill was moved out and by
hard work the firemen saved the build-
ing.

1t was only in January 1890 that the
works were destroyed by fire before, be-
ing rebuilt in April the same year. The
new plant, valued at $4,000, and. the dy-
namo valued at $3,000, have been entire-
ly destroyed and about $100 were of tools
which ‘were in the building at the time
of the fire. The two boilers and the en-
gine of the mill were not destroyed, and
the chimney is still standing.

The firm had-gotn 175 tons of coal
for the winter, which was partly burned
in the fire. The insurance on the build-
ing, machinery, etc., is $4,500 in the
Etns and Hartford insirance companies,
of which Geo. E. Fairweather is the
agent. William Bruckoff holds a mort-
gage of $3,000 on the mill: The firm
estimate their entire loss to be about
$13,000. Carleton is again in darkness.

THE W. C. T. L.

THE RESOLUTIONS PASSED AT THE
LAST SESSION OF THE GREAT
CONVENTION.
Things that the Ladies Want abolished,
Regulated or Amended.
Bostox, Nov. 19.—The following series
of resolutions were passed at the last
session-of the W. C. T. U. Convention;—
We, tthe members  of the National
Woman’s Christian Temperance Union
in 18th annual convention assembled,
tefully recognize the good hand of
od in the progress made in the W. G
T. U. organization around the world
during the past year; we also rejoice in
the marvellous increase which is ours to
record in membership and department
work. We believe, a8 an organization,we
have been called of God to carry on a
great moral reform which demands from
us much {)ersonal work , and sacrifice,
and that, looking toward the final victory
which must eventually come, we again
pledge ourselves torenewed efforts in the
.cause of total abstinence and prohibition,
using such forces and adopting such
meusures a8 shall carry forwardona
broad and liberal basig the work for
God and humanity.

Inasmuch as total abstinence for the
individual and legal prohibition for the
state are fundamental principles of our
work. i

(a) We would recommend emphasizing
both phases of this great question to the
prosecution of department work.

(b) We extend a sisterly greeting to
all organizations requiring total abstin-
ence as a condition of membership, and
rejoice that capitalists are perceiving the
financial benefits of prohibition, by the
many towns_ being established with a
prohibitory clause in charter and deed.

(c) We note. with thankfulness the
recognition of total abstinence given by
the Catholic University of Washington
in the founding of & Fr. Matthew pro-
fessorship, and we approve most heart-
ily of the suggestion of our national
President that a John B. Gough profes-
sorship be founded in the American
University at; the Capital, and recom-
mend the endowment -of similar chairs
in other institutions of higher education.

Resolved, - that. we, 1 a more dili-
gent and systematic study of the word
of God, and especially recommend the
evangelistic ‘course adopted by the
National. Woman’s Christian Temper-
ance Uniom, as” caleulated to fit our
| women to become efficient and faithful
evangelists. .
Resolved, that we have from the first
been hosrimble in thought and action
‘toward all accredited medical remedies
for inebriety, but:we emghasize the pow-
er of God to recreate in his own image
all those who through repentance and
faith turn unto him for salvation from
sickness and sin.

Recognizing the need of the purifying
influence of woman in the politics of the
nation, and believing that the ballot is
necessary for the protection of woman in
all her interests, and especially neces-
sary in securing prohibition,

Resolved, that we do earnestly urge
our Women to usé every means practi-
cable. to secure ‘equal governmental
rights.in state and church.

Whereas, the conditions of society and
governmental lifé are. so nearly related
to and dependent upon political action ;
and whereas, the nation is soon‘to enter
its regular quadrennial political contest ;
and whereas, it is an undeniable fact
that no government is respectable which
is not just; therefore,

Resolved, that in behalf of the interests
over which political action has such in-
fluence and power, we declare ourselves
unalterably opposed to all parties that in
“uﬁ way protect the liquor systens.

esolved, that we therefore continue
to 1end our influence to that party which
‘embodies in its platform the enfranchise-
ment of woman, the prohibition of the
liquor traffic and thie preservation of the
Sabbath.

‘And wedesire it to be understood that
there is nothing in our organic law fo
debar any loeal union from rendering
the assistance that it may deem best to
an‘y"politleai orﬁanizution. 2

e believe all laws Jicensing the lig-
uor traffic to be inherently unconstitu=
tional, and we recommend to our legal
friends the carrying:of test cases to the
supreme court of the United States to se-
cure a decision on this q i

Inasmuch as nearly all ecclesiastical
bodies have declared in favor of total ab-
stinence and constitutional prohibition

Resolve, that we would urge upon the
members of the churches the necessity
and importance of up-holding by voice
and vote the declaration of their respec-
tive religious. denominations.

“Resqlved that we - heartily  condemn
the action of the state departmentin iss-
uing, at the requestof the brewers and
maitsters, & circular letter to the United
States consuls in South and Spanish
America, instracting them to_gather all
‘the information possible regarding the
‘beer trade in thosa countries, with a
view of extending this business; and we
most emphatically protest against a de-
partment of our government being used
as an agency for the extension ofa traffic
openly acknowledged as productive of
crime and immorality. 3

Whereas, the American public school
is the palladium of our liberties, we pro-
test against the domination: or interfer-
ence of any sect or denomination.

Resolved, that we-have heard with pro-
found gratitude.to God of-the important
work being: accomplished by. Pundita
Ramabai- in behalf of the child widows
of India— aud we hereby. pledge to her
‘our prayera-and our cordial sympathy
‘and squort. .

Resolved (a) that we condemn the use
by tobacconists of adveriisements in the
shape of women’s forms and faces, and
‘the use of obscene cards in cigar boxes
and .‘ci%smtta packages. >

{b) We protest against the display of
demoralizing pictares on theatrical i bill-
boards, the plauge of vampire literature
flooding the land with corruption; and
the medical advertisements in many of
the leading newspapers.

(8). We deplore. the influence lent to
the tide of infpurity by women who'as
a means .of support pose for impure
advertising pictures, and no less that of
women who wear an immodest style of
dress in fashionable drawing rooms

(d): We pray.all people who value pub-
lic and private morality ta help in the
efforts to stop these springs of vice by
careful ing, legal restriction and
purer social’customs.

We heartily indorse the work of all
agencies for the protection of women
‘and children, and we approve of the
founding of homes. for dependent ' chil-
dren, and of educational homes_ for the
peopie in the slum districts of the cities.

Tnasmuch a8 a sound body is essential
to & sound.mind, we believe the incul-
cation of health principles to be founda-
tion work in the temperance reform.

Resolved, that we deprecate and pro-
‘test against any fashion in dress which
interferes with the highest physical de-
velopment ; also that we favor the enact-
ment of state laws requiring physical
culture and industrial training to become
a part of public school education.

olved, that we unite with all good
people in protesting against the legaliz-
ing of the Louisiana lottery.

Tnasmuch as the saloon system mili-
tates equally againstthe interests of cap-
italist and laborer.

Resolved, that we recommend to these
classes close and careful study of statis-
tics showing the immense drain made
by intemperance upon the resources of
both employer and employed.

Recognizing the power of the press as
one of the potent factors of education in
the nation, be it

Resolved, that while thanking those
papers that do hold a high standard, we
utter our protests against press records
of the details of crime, the admission of
impure matter in the form of medical
and personal advertisements and of
sensational stories calculated to mislead
the minds and destroy the morals of our
children, and through them the home.

Resolved, that in the organization of
the World’s W. C. T. U. we have great
cause for congratulation, and we acknow-
ledge the goodness of God in the protec-
tion which has attended our round-the-
world missionary, Mary Clement Leavitt,
in her eight years’ journey, and in the
great success that has crowned her
efforts. We have re]:)iced without ceasing
in the presence of Lady Henry Somerset,
and her comrade, Hannah Whitall Smith,
whose consecration to God and to the
cause of humanity is manifested in every
word and deed.
