BURKE FULLY IDENTIFIED.

Chicago Officers Says He Is the Indivie
dual Wanted.

CrrcaGo, 111, June 20.—Chief Hubbard
received a telegram from Winnipeg this
afternoon withthe information that Officer
Collins of this city had fully identified
Martin Burke, who is nnder arrest there
for the assassination of Dr. Cronin. Ex-
pressman Mortenson will arrive in. Win-
nipeg tomorrow noon. If he too identi-
fies the prisoner there will be little trou-
ble in arranging the formalities of an ex-
tradition.

The police have under surveillance an-
other suspect, against whom they hope
tosecure evidence which will connect
him with the conspiracy. When the
Carison cottage revealed its terrible story
one of the most promising clews which
ii presented was the footprints in the
paint. The murderer who painted the
parlor floor, to cover the blood which
marked ithe place where Cronin fell,
walked about in the paint in his stock-
ing feet. Footprints in the vestibule
and the Ilittle bedrooom back of
the parlor proved this. A shoemaker,
whose name has been given to the grand
jury, says that a well known Irishman
and Clan-na-Gael man, whose name he
had seen mentioned in the newspapers
in connection with the murder, wasa
customer of his, and he has very peculiar
feet. In the little bedroom were ihree
clearly defined footprints, all within a
small space. A piece of the floor about
30 inches square was cnt out with the
three tracks on it and taken to police
headquarters. Then the shoemaker was
vigited, and he was asked to procure his
book in which he preserved the {racings
showing the shape of his customers’ feet.

A large, substantial and nicely ar-
ranged building for Sunday school pur-
poses is soon to be erected at the rear of
the present Sunday school building of St.
John’s church on Carleton street, The
new building which will extend to with-
in a few feet of Sewell street will be bnilt
of stone and brick with slate roof. The
Sewell street side will be three stories
high.

The school hall will be
on the upper flat or on a level with Carle-
ton street, and will be entered by a pass-
age 11 feet wide through the present
school building. The new school room
will be 72 feet long by 45feetwide,the ceil-
ing or interior of the roof to be open tim-
ber work of the perpendicular Gothic
style tastefuliy ornamented. The room
will be lighted by handsome windows,
and will have an exit leading to Sewell
street. On the next floor below will be
two class rooms, 20x38 and 31x38, re-

spectively, and the Sewell street level
is to used as furnace
and fuel rooms, A large furnace will be
put in with steam inpe attachments so
that the school buildings and church
can all be heated from the same furnace.

The present school building is to
remodelled inside and out. A porch is to
be built on the side of the front nearest
thé church and the appearance of the
building will be improved by changing
it to the battlement style of front.

There will be a passage to the church
from the front end of the present school,
and another to the chancel from the rear
end. In the front of the old school build-
ing to the right of" age leading to
the new Sunday school hall will be a
committee room or vestry 18x36 feet, and

money. The High school has been fre-
quently objected to by persons of
narrow  views who hold that the
free schcol system  should stop
at about grade four, and that any educa-
tion beyond what is merely elementary
should be paid for by the parents of the
pupils seeking it. The majority of those
who put forward such views are persons
who would deprive us of the free school
system altogether, if they possessed the
power, but who being unable to compass
any such result, as the next best thing,
seek to deprive it of one of its best features.
It is the pride and glory of the educational
system of St. John that under it
the  daughter of the  poorest
man in this city ean obtain without any
cost, except for books, an education as
liberal as any school in America supplies,

and one which will fit her to enter a!

university with a better matriculation
examination than most male students
can show. The influence of such a
school as this, which is educating so con-
siderable a proportion of the future wives
and mothers of this city, is not to be meas-
_ured, by any immediate results it may
sacw in the way of advanced scholarship
of Ltarary ability, but rather by the sil-
ent force which it will exercise in the
way of increased refinement in  the
* homes of 8t. John, a more 'correct taste
" in the reading and conversation of our
people, and a better grasp of those im-
. portant problems of life which are of
universal interest.

The High School owes much of its ex-
cellence to the teachers who from time to
time presided over it, or devoted their
energies to educational work there. It
owes also much to the trustees, and es-
pecially to the chairman Hon. John
Boyd, to whom the progress of the High
School has always been a matter of pe-
culiar interest. It owes much also to the
pablic who by their constant attendance
at its examinations have shown how
much ploasure they feel in the work that
is being done there. These three forces,
the work of the teachers, the zeal of the
trustees, and the favor of the public
have made the High School the great
success it has become. Deprived of the
support of either of these three elements
iis usefulness would have been impaired,
and i‘s work would have- been incom-
plete; but with all united in its favor it
could not fail to prosper.

Five of the young ladies of the High
School have this year passed the ma-
triculation examination enabling them
to enter the University of New Brun-
swick. We trust that these young ladies
will be able to go to college and thus com-
plete their education, so far ag that can
be done at an institution of learning.
The attempts of a few old fossils in
Europe and America to bar the entrance
of women into the colleges have failed,
and now the way of learning is open for
all who desire to win university honors.
It is well that this should be so, and we
feel assured that, should the St, John
High Scnool contingent of five go to
Fredericton,they will more than do credit
to that institution and thLat their scholas-
tic work will not suffer by comparison
with that of the male students,

UNIVERSITY ENGLISH.

If a university in an English speak-
ing country does not teach its students
to write good English, then it is a failure
as an educational institution. The letter
of our corregpondent “Rusticus,” which
we published yesterday, seems to show
that English composition is greatly ne-
glected in our Provincial university, and |
this view of the matter is strengthened |
by the extraordinary resolution which
was passed by the Senate the other day
in regard to the dismissal of Rev. Dr.

OUR RELATIONS WITH THE UNITED

‘ STATES. -

| Forseveral years past the attention of
| the people of St. John has been attracted
! to the construction of the Short Line
railway to Montreal, which would bring
us within sixteen hours of that city, and
make St. John the winter port of Canada.
We had learned to hope for great things
from the completion of this road, and to
believe that it would do munch to pro-
mote the prosperity of St. John. The
Short . Line is pow  completed,
and has been in operation
for . three weeks, and what
do we find ? That although the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway long ago asked of
the government of the United States the
privilege of carrying goods in bond
across the state of Maine from Quebee to
New Brunswick and vice versa, this
privilege has so far not been granted, and
there is some reason to fear that it will
not be granted. A Washington despatch,
which we publish elsewhere, gives us
some insight into the hostility to the
people of Canada which is felt by the
party now in power in the United States.
The prospect is that this hostility: will
take the form of an attempt
to stop the transit of all duti-
able goods across Maine from St.
John-to Montreal,or from Montreal to St.
John. We can send fresh fish for im-
mediate consamption by that route, be-
cause that article is not subject to any
duty, but we cannot send a barrel of salt
fish, a bale of English goods, or a ton of
coal, to Montreal by the Short Line, nor
can we bring over it to St. John a single
bushel of grain. This is the result of the
mean and contemptible course of the gov.
ernment of the United States,whose hosti~
tility to Canada is so great, that they
refuse to live on any terms with ug as
neighbors and friends.

CANADA AND THMIE U. S,

The Republican Policy of Obstructing
Trade Relations Likely to Defeat
Itself.

Wasnigrox, D, C., June 20. It will
not be surprising if the Republican
policy of restriction proves the quickest
instrument of defeating its own ends.
The protests which come from along the
Canadian border as well as from the mer-
chants and railroads of New England,

inst the oppressive pts of the
government to prevent interchange of
goods, or means of traffic and’ even of
individuals between the United States
and Canads, indicate a growing senti-
ment which will ere long become irresis-
tible. The treasury department has just
emphasized the absurd effects of the
provisions for enforcing the alien contract
labor law which were enacted by the last

Congress. No Canadian can come across

the border under an agreement to work

for an American employer. The
treasury department is still cogi-
tating, also, upon the question
whether it shall impose restrictions or
actually assess duties on Canadian rail-
way cars coming into this country in the
regular course of international traffic. The
application of the Canadian Pacific rail-
way for permission to carry goods from

Joston and Portland and across Maine
to the west and to bring produets of the
west by the shortest line to New England
seaporls is pending in the department,
with the indications that it will be re-
jected.

‘The conflicts over these matters, over
the Newfoundland fisheries and s al
fisheries in Behring sea may cause adeal
of irritation during the coming few years.
It is perhaps the Republican idea that
the more intolerable the commercial
separation of the two eountries becomes
the stronger will grow the demand
in Canada for political union.
This may possibly prove o be
the case, but it woull seem that if
political union is the object aimed
at and within easy reach, it would be at-
tained most quickly along the path of
commercial reciprocity. A union which
abolished custom-houses and special
privileges would promote an interchange
of commedities, a union of interest and
a harmony of feeling which would soon
throw the Dominion like a ripe apple in-
to our hands. If a momentary
loss to any interest in this country
resulted from throwing down the
barriers, it would only accrue to the
benefit of a section soon to become an
integral part of the union. To seek this
result Dy provoking exasperation, en-
couraging isolation, and carrying the two
countries to the verge of an armed con-
flict does not seem to the practical busi- |
ness man the quickest way of doing it.

This idea seems to be slowly permeat-
ing the brains of hard and fast protec- |
tionists who make up the majority of two
genate committees which are investigat-
ing our relations with Canada. They, on
the ground, see things and feel influences
which do not seem to reach the bureau
officers of the administration here at
Washington. Perhaps those . officers
have little discretion under existing law.
The next session of congress will un-
doubtedly see our Canadian relations
discussed with great fulluess and inter-
est and Jx_:rhaps some steps taken which
will lead in the direction of extending

the limits of the Union over the contin-
ent,

ALSO RHODE ISLAND.

Repeal of Constitutional Prohibie
tion in That State,

Provipexck, R. I., June 20,—Rhode Is-

land has joined the procession, and fol-
lows up Pennsylvania with the repeal of
constitutional prohibition. It:has been
a hard fought battle. A year ago, when
the resubmission topic was broached,
the Prohibitionists said that they had
no fears of the conscquences of putting
the question out to the people again, for
the fifth amendment would surely
receive an indorsement which would
make it a solid counterpart of the state
constitution forever, yet they opposed re-
submission, because the greater portion
of the people were satisfied that the a-
mendment had not had a fair trial
They changed their tune last fall, and
cried out that it would not be fair to put
the people to the trouble and expense
of another prohibition campaign,
and  that the people were not
ready to vote on the proposi-
tion. Again they weakened at
the January session, when they urg-
ed that the Iegislature  would
not give to the petitioners
who asked fot it the right {o vote once
more on the temperance question.
Threats were now made, where hefore
boasts of gumerical strength were made
use of. To gives zest to these threats
threats they made an open attack
upon the Republican party, and
did their best to kil it.
This enraged the leaders of thag
party, and the result has been
seen today. The business men—the
rated taxpayers—took a hand in the
game, and they made today’s big vote
what it is. Yesterday everybody fore-
told alight vote. The repealers expected
that there would be a total of 30,000 votes
cast, and no more. Tonight the total
approaches  39.000. These figures
represent what  business men
did to prevent the defeat of the
8th amendment repealing constitutional
prohibition at the hands of the low dive
keepers and their friends, who were anx-
ious that there should be no license, and
a free rum rule in the state. To offset
their votes the best citizens of the state
went to the polls. The liquor dealers re-
fused to pool in money for bribery. They
wanted to win the battle on its merits,
and they have done so. There waslittle,
if any, drunkenness anywhere. Insome
of the towns the liquor traffic was al-
most entirely suspended. Those who
were at the polling places were surprised
at the utter absencc of drunken men,
and the lack of any disturbance. The
election here was more than quiet in the
sense ofgood order, and tonight the same
spirit is seen in the refusal of the victors
to allow any brass band, Common salutes
or red fire demonstrations. The women
were quiet evenat the polls, and sur-
prised everybody. In I886 they button-
holed the men when coaxing would not
suffice. Today they kepttheir seats, and
did little soliciting for votes.

The vote this year for rejection was
9852; or but 200 more than the vote to
reject the fifth amendment in1886. The
vote to repeal was 28,407, or 18,000 more
than the approve vote in 1886. The
majority over and above the necessary
three- vote for the success of the
fifth amendment was 5454, or more
half of the entire prohibitory vote.

assured by receipt of a regular salary
from the government, the competition
becomes unfair in every way, and I, for
one, protest against it; and while on the
subject, I may as well enter my protest
against our very worthy Inspector of
Buildings, acting as an architect, as he
has done on several occasions lately,
this being directly against the express
terms of the law by which he holds his
office.

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OUIDA'S QUEER WAYS.

ACrank of a Woman, Who Makes Her.
sclf n Terror.

“ I think, by all odds, the most grotes-
que and absurd little creature who ever
came to London was the novelist Ouida,”
said a London woman of fashion to a
New York Sun correspondant. “She was
here two vears ago, and there was a con-
stant reign of terror among the women
until she left ; everybody was afraid of
being put into her next book, Talk about
her beautiful eyes ortempestuous man-
ner is talk of the most absurd kind. She
is almost small enough tobe a dwarf,
with no particular color to her eyes or
hair, ill-fitting gowns, and the most ex-
traordinary independence that has ever
been known. Instead of stopping with
the mauy people who invited her to stay
with them, she went off and lived alone
at the Langham hotel, because she felt
that there her movements would be un-
restricted. She was the great woman of
the season here, and the most intractable
and unmanageable one we ever had-
She went to see whoever interested her
without waiting for the form of an invi-
tation or even an introduction. For
instance, one day very early in the after-
noon she took an umbrella, put on a pair
of sturdy walking boots, and walked
down to the city and allaround St. Paul's
churehyard and back to the Langham
Hotel for exercise. Her squat little fig-
ure attracted some
streets, and apparently the physical ex-
ertion set her brain going, for she made
up her mind off hand to go and see two
or three people whose names were known
to her, and to whom she was more or
less attracted on that account. She
came up from St James on her
way to the ecity, stopped at Ar-
lington street, and fold the man that
she wished to see the Marchioness of
Salisbury. The man took Ouida’s card,
sauntered up stairs with it to the draw-
ing room, and, when he got there, found
that Ounida was stalking calmly along at
his heels. As he entered the drawing
room with the card Ouida pushed by
him, and went up to the marchioness and
shook her warmly by the hand. As the
marchioness had never seen her, and
had not yet seen the card, she was rather
surprised ; but after a few minutes’ pause
she was more or less interested in the
whimsical novelist, and they chatted
along for nearly an hour.

“Then Ouida rose, took her umbrella,
started to go, and changing her mind, sat
down again and told the marchioness
that if she would send for Lord Salisbury
she would see him. This manner of ask-
ing for the prime minister of England as
though he were kept on tap as it were,
and ready to be produced at a moment’s
notice to any one who cared to drop in
at Arlington street, was too much for
the marchioness. She would hayve stood
anything but that; but she was
the wife of a diplomat, and she told Ouida
gravely that the marquis had gone to
Downing street, and hence could not be
seen. Thereupon the novelist express-
ed a slight regret, seized her umbrella
and drifted out. - That was aspecimen of
the way she passed her way in England.
It is a curious thing, by the the way,
that a woman with such a wonder-
fal fount of humor as  Ouida
displays in her little book. ‘A Rainy
Month in June’ should be so utterly
destitate of humor herself. Once in a
while, in talking, she isodd and grotesque
but never in the least degree witty., I
dined with herseveral times, but I never
discovered any of the gleams of humor
in her talk, which are so prevalent in
that odd liftle book. By the way, before
she left she announced that there was
only one man in England who was worth
"talking to, and he was
ar Wilde.”

A Remarkable Story of Greemwood

suasion in preferene to legal suasion.
Their action accorded with the policy of
the annual conference as well. He pro-
posed an amendment to the resolution
ot Dr. Sprague, that “inasmuch as the St.
John preachers meeting is not one of the
courts of the church, and inasmuch as no
deviation from the traditional action of
the church has  been = proven
and, inasmuch as the passage of such
a resolution, with its avowed object would
not be in the interests of peace and har-
mony or the best interestsof the church.

Therefore resolved, that the conference
is of the opinion that no action on the
premises is necessary.

Brother Burwash said thatthey had no
business to interfere in purely political
matters.

Ex-president Paisley moved an amend-
ment to the ayendment that

“Whereas there hes not been in this
conference any violation of the traditions
of the Methodist church; therefore re-
solved that this conference deem it in-
expedient fo make any affirmation in
the premises.

Rev. R. Wilson wasof the opinion thut
the ministers of St. John ac in com-
R}mnee with the former policy of the

ethodist church and that they acted
for the best interest of the city. Dr.
Sprague in replying said that the two
candidates were of opposite political par-
ties, and that therefere the government
acted from purely political motives and
the ministers of St. John were not justi-
fied in interfering. In the course of his
speech he made some remarks in regard
to the Rev. Mr, Wilson which Mr. Wilson
feeling that they were damaging to his
character as a minister challenged him
to Brove. :

r. Inch recommended the with-
drawal of the resolution and amend-
ments and that the matter be allowed to
rest.

Dr. Sprague’s resolution which discoun-
tenanced the action of the ministers of
St. John was then read and the amend-
ment to the amendment was then put.
It carried by a majority of 6 ; the vote
standing 56 to 50.

The vote among the clergymen about
tied, and the laymen supplied the majori-
ty for the yeas.

The session adjourned to meet at two
o’clock.

At the ministerial conference yester-
day afternoon it was shown that opinions
differ asto the duties aud rights of the
clergy, and in several instances
those opinions found vigorous expression.

It appears that at the last ministerial
session Rev. Dr. Sprague moved a resolu-
tion to the effect that Methodist ministers
should leave politics alone, confining
their efforts to the traditional fields of
Methodism. Rev: Dr. Sprague, it may
be said, comes from a York county cir-
cuit—hence, doubtless, his aversion to
politics. It is also understood that the
late action of the St. John Methodist
ministers in protesting against the dis-
placement of B. Lester Peters and the
appointment of R. J. Ritchie is regarded
in some quarters as savoring somewhat
of politics, and there may have been a
remote connexion between this and the
resolution.
