THE POET HOLMES.

Few Bits About the Autoerat of the
Breakfast Table.

Dr. Oliver Wendell Holmes will cele-
brate his 80th birth day on Aug. 29, and
will then enter upon the period called
octogenarian, writes a correspondent in
the New York Mail and Express. For
half a century he has been the delight
of all who love a- bon mot or a comic or
humorous bit of verse sprinkled with
pathos, and only a year ago he published
an account of a trip abroad, which he
made at an age when most men prefer
to be dozing by the fireside.

The young graduate found himself fa-
mous within a year after his graduation.
Many a literary man has attracted his
first notice in a literary way by a few
verses hitting off some topic at the time
nppermost in the popular mind. In 1830
it was proposed to break up the old frigate
Constitution. One day there appeared

THE STUMPAGE MATTER

A party of the north shore Inmber-
men headed by Mr. Snowball have thrown
down the gauntlet tothe rest of the pro-
vince on the question of reduction of
stumpage, on timber cut on the crown
lands and -appear determined to make
this their issue against the local govern-
ment at the next generalelection. Should
such be the case and this be the issue
our friends at the north may rely upon
the fact that by so doing they will give
the Blair government a further term
in office, for the rest of the province will
never consent to see them displaced on
any such unwarranted and uncalled for
issue, which is got up merely for the
purpose of taking money out of the pro-
vincial treasury to put into the pockets
of certain individuals. 8o plain are the
facts in this case and the inferences to be
drawn from them so evident that we
cannot see, how any unprejudiced
person can recommend any
such course asthat of reduction of timber
dues from the present modercte sum of
$1.25 per M. for spruce and pine logs, and
80 cents for cedar.

Col. Twitchell
contemplates having the young man
thoroughly examined by Dr. Hammond
aud other medical experts before the
trial occurs. This proposed examination
may help Twitchells case but the pre-
tence of pronouncing on the mental con-
dition of a young man whom Dr. Ham-
mond never saw will hardly go down
with an Ontario jury.

lower in England than they once were is
undeuiable, but that there has been any
great amount of distressin consequence
is not true. In 1868 the average price of
whest in England was 67s. 9d. a quart-
er,in 1878 the average price had fallen
to 49s. 5d; in 1887 - the average
price. was 32s. 10d. This decline
in the price of wheat, which is likely to
be permanent, has been due to the com-
petition of tho West and of India and
Australia. British farming is probably
not as profitable as it was formerly and
farming land is not worth quite so much
money, but it still commands a good
price. The other day in ILancashire
seven farms or parts of farms were dis-

posed of for prices which appear large to
us. One lot of thirty acres of grass land
sold for $6800, or at a rate of $226  per

acre. Another lot of thirty-six acres of
grass land with a farmhouse and a cot-

tage brought $11,800 or $327 per acre. A
third farm, of sixty-four acres sold for

$12,675 or $198 per acre. A fourth farm

containing 161 acres of arable and grass
land with three cottages changed owners
at §34,300, or $213 per acre. Altogether

A Farar Diseage.—For several years
past a disease known by professional men
as Anthrax and commonly called Black
Foot has carried off numbers of cattle at
Middle River, Boularderie and other
places on this Island. Some farmers
have lost altogether as many as a dozen
head of young cattle. The attertion of
Messrs. McDougal and McKeen being
called to this matter, they communicated
with the Department of Agriculture
at- Ottawa  with the result
that Dr. Jakeman, Veterinary
Surgeon, was asked to visit the districts
afflicted. On Thursday last, says the
Sydney Herald, Dr. Jakeman visited sev-
eral farms at Boularderie, but found no
traces of the disease there at present al-
though it may break out again this
fall. The disease appears to attack;young
cattle, which die a few hours after the
first symptons appear. Invariably the
finest and fattest of the herd are attacked.
Dr, Jakeman states there is no known
cure and no animal is known to recover
after contracting the disease. He advised
the farmers to kill the animal when
observed to be affeted and in order to
prevent the spread of the disease jthe
carcase should be cremated and the
ashes buried under ground. So contagious
is anthrax that unless the proper pre-
cautions are taken, the germs of the
disease may exist for mouths on the
ground, and afterwards the disease be
contracted by other cattle. The most
dangerous season is the month of
September, when the animal feeds on the
after grass. We advise our farmers to
follow out the instructions given by Dr
Jakeman.

JOHNSION PACES A GREAT MILE.

Povenkeepsig, N. Y., Aug. 22, 1889. It
was the opinion of more than one exper-
ienced turfite that the third day of the
grand circuit meeting he-e would be
made notable by a further inroad on the
domain of Father Time. by that marvel-
lous harness horse, the pacer, John-
ston, who was to make another essay
against his own champion performances
of nearly five years ago, when he turned
the track at Chicage in 2:064. The nimble
footed gelding still retains his great
ilight of speed,and every week since the
summer circuit began at Detroit has
been threatening to eclipse his own re-
cord. At Cleveland he came within half
a second of it* handicapped by the cool
wave at Buffalo and ' Rochester. Here,
however, the best of weather has pre-
vailed, and the continued rapid flights
of the horses that competed in the regu-
lar events proved that this track was
faster than ever before. But Iather
Time is always a redoubtable enemy.
Tonight finds him still triumphant,
though the pacer made
a most creditable attempt.
It was after 4 o'clock when Bud Doble
brought Johnston out for the trial
John Splan, his old driver, was behind
Father John, the runner used to make
the pace. After a preliminary trip past
the stand, the horses went back up the
homestretch. Then Johnston came fly-
ing under the wire, and the word sent
him on his way. In geiting round the
first turn, he made a misstep, and his
usually perfect machinery was so much
out of gear that Doyle
pulled up, and came back for
a second trial. This time the pacer
rounded the dangerous point safely, and
when he reached the first quarter, the
official timers noticed that 31} seconds
had passed. From there to the second
quarter, the gelding eased a trifle so that
the half was 1:03}. Despite Doble’s help
and Splan’s encouraging warhoop, the
fastest watch in the stand recorded 2:07
as the gelding flnished the mile. Out-
siders timed 1t from 2:07} to 2:073, and
the officials gave the horse all the favors
that were going.
