ARTICLE [—This Association shall be ealled the * East ONTARIO BAPTIST AsS0-
CLATION.”

ARTIOLE I1—This Association sh$ll be composed of such Churches as embrace the
following doctrines : The being and unity of God ; the existence of three equal persons
in the Godhead ; Divine inspiration of the,0ld and New Testaments as the complete
and infallible rule of faith and practice; the depravity and just condemnation of all
mankind by the fall of our first parents ; Klection.of grace according to the foreknow-
ledge of God ; the proper Divinity of our Lord Jesus Christ ; the sufficiency of His
atonement, through which believers are justified freely by grace ; the necessity of the

" Hely Spirit in regeneration ; porseverance of the saints ; believers baptism by nnmer-
siem only 5 the Lord’s Supper, a privilege peculiar to baptized believers regularly
admitted into fellowship in onr Cﬁurches; the resurrection of the body. and general
judgment ; the final happiness of the saints and misery of the wicked alike interniin-
able ; the obligation of every intelligent creature to love God supremely ; to believe
what God says, and practice what God commands ; and the religious observance of
the First Day of the week. i

ARIOLE ITI—The object of this A ssociation shall be to promote, by correspindence
and personal intercourse, unity of faith and practice, fellowship, cordiality of feeling,
anion of effort in promating the interest of t%m Churches, and the furtherance of the
cause of Christ throughout tha world,

AnTIOLE TV—This Association shall recognize the power and independence of the
Churches, and shall in no case exercise authority or jurisdiction over them, Never-
theless it shall have power to drop from its connection any church which, in the
opinion of the Association, may have essenti«lly departed from the faith, either in
principle or practice, and to exclude from a seat in its meetings any minister or dele-
gate who is manifestly corrupt either in theory or practice; the facts in either case
may be ascertained in any way not inconsistent with the Gospel.

ArtioLk V—The meetings of this A ssociation shall be held amually, on the thivd
Wednesday in June, at 10 o'clock, a by the representatives of the churches, who
are not to exceed five from eac¢h Church, at such place as the Association may ap-
point,

ARTIOLE VI--The churches composing this Association are required to send let-
ters to all its meetings, addressed to the Association, expressing the names of their
messengers, the state of the “'hurches, with their alterations and present numbérs,

ARTICLE VII—Churches may be received into this Association by letter, setting
forth their desire to be a lmitted, their faith, order and willingness to conform to the
rules of the-Association, and on satisfaction and reception, the Moderator shall give
the messenger tre right hand of fellowship.

ARTIOLE VI(I—Any Church connected with this Association that shall ne lect

to make an annual report at its meeting for two successive years shall be visited by a

ittee ot this A tion to enquire into the case; and if the same neglect be
repeated the third year it shall be Aropped from the minutes,
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1. It shall be the duty of the retiring Moderator, or, in bis absence, of any dele-
gate to the Association, to call themeeting to order for the nomination and election of
its officers. '

2. After the choice of a Moderator and clerk, the following, committees shall be

appointed, viz: On Busi and Arrang ts, on Circular Letter, on Resolutions—
each to consist of three members, i

3. The letters of the Churches shall be read, then the other business shall follow
48 it may be presented.

4. Visiting brethren from other Associations and agents of denominational societ
ies may next be invited to a seat, and may move, second and debate on all subjects,
but vote on none,

5. Every speaker shall rise and address the Moderator, and shall have the liberty
of seconding any motion, or of speaking on any subject regularly laid before the body,
without any interruption, except he depart from the subject, or some explanation be
necessary to a right understanding of it.

6. The Moderator shall have the same right to speak as any other member, pro-
vided the chair be filled. ?

" 7. No subject shall be discussed until seconded 3 if not seconded it shall be con-
sidered as lost.

8. No one shall speak more than twice on the same subject without special leave
from the Moderator.
