Details of the Engagement Be-
tween Dewet’s Force and
British, Under Knox.

The Boer Leader Bas Two Thou-
sand Five Hundred Men
and Two Guns.

London, Feb. 1.—The Capetown cor-
respondent of the Daily Mail says Gen.
Dewet’s force consists of 2,500 men and
two..guns. It is- unofficially confirmed
that he has entered Cape Colony, but
definite news is impatiently awaited,

“It is understood here,” says the Dur-
ban correspondent of the Standard,
“that operations in the field will soon
be revived on a large scale, and the
policy of hunting out and capturing the
Boers with mounted troops will be pur-
sued.”

The Daily News this morning editori-
ally urges that an endeavor should be
made to utilize the presence in England
of numerous sovereigns and representa-
tives of Euronean statesmen on the
occasion when the whole world is
mourning the death of a peace-loving
Queen to secure the end of the “‘un-
happy war in South Africa.”

Dispatch From Kitchener.

London, Jan. 31.—Gen. Kitchener, tel-
egraphing from Pretoria under date of
to-day, says:

“Dewet’s force crossed the Bloemfon-
tein-Ladybrand line near Israelspoort
during the night of January 30th. Ham-
ilton’s men at the water works were un-
able to get in touch with them.

Hughes, M. P.-elect, has enlisted for
service in Baden-Powell constabulary
force, South Africa.

Pretoria, Feb. 2.—General Dewet had
three thousand men in his command
when he crossed the Thaba Nchu line,
going southward. The Boers have col-
lected in force in the eastern Transvaal
in order to facilitate their escape.

AMERICANS AND THE QUEEN,

Some of the mcest graceful and toucH:
ing tributes and most exalted eulogiams
to the life and character of Queen Viec-
toria have appeared in unexpacted
places. It was not so very surprising
that in the United States the small but
roisy band of Anglophobes which exists
apparently in all sections should be tem-
porarily thrust into the background, that
prayers should be offered in churches
2#rd legislatures for the bereaved family
and people, and God thanked for the
example of the life which had ceased
to. be, mnor even that the Union
Jack which  had so often ex-
cited . the fury of the unreas-
oning rabble should be seen floatiag on
republican flagstaffs at half mast, but it
was indeed a matter for wonder that the
following well-chosen sentences shauld
appear in a San Francisco paper which
has long looked in vain for anything
commendable in Briush character
British institutions:

““As men everywhere have watched her
¢bbing life they have felt that touch of
nature which is in us all at the spectacle
of a family, sons and daughters, grand-
children and great-grandchildren, in
sorrow and grief. As the glory of the
world fades to- Ler vision it is not Roy-
alty that is passing—it is a mother. a
widow, dying. All the pomp and cir-
cumstance of state, the insignia of Roy-
slty, the stamp of princely dignity and
display, are seen in their impermanence
as but the mask and trappings of life's
passing fashion, and the sympathy and
sorrow, the sentiment and tears, are
given in tribute to that character which
she held and honored in common with
every good mother who has felt the thrill
of her first baby’s kiss and has shared
with this mother, Queen and Bmpress
all the joys and sorrows that paint life’s
page with the changing sunshine and
shadows.”

There are papers, many of them, pub-
lished in the United States in which re-
marks of the above character woull be
looked for as a matter of course, and
we take them from a source which is
usually hostile because we think they
faithfully reflect the real sentiments of
our cousins in all parts of the Union.

The new and chastened feeling which
kas come over the people has also maui-
fested itself unexpectedly in public gs-
semblies.  One instance is recorded of a
great concourse of men and women at
the conclusion of an entertainment on
the evening of the day when the news
arrived that it was impossible for the
Queen to recover rising to sing “Am-
erica.”

THE SALMON FISHERIES,

Col. Dudley, the United States consul
at Vancouver, is in Seattle telling the
people there about the habits of saimen
and how men should take them from the
water. DProbably a few years ago the
Colonel had never seen a salmon, buz he
possesses all the mental alertness and
ability to instantly comprehend things
which is characteristic of the people of
the country from which he comes, Men
who have lived all ¢heir lives around the
places where the fish annually congre-
gate have therefcre no right to put ‘h-ir
opinions against those of Col. Dudley
with the expectation that they will receive
credence. When the fishermen of Brit-
ish Columbia say that traps are destrac-
tive of fish life they do not know what
they are talking about; it is the use of
nets which threatens to deplete the :»iv-
ers of fisk and ruin the industry, for Col.
Dudley, the expert, says so.

Of one thing we are sure: When the
Consul told the fishery committee of:the
Senate and the legislature of the state
that the fishermen of British Columbia
desire to substitute traps for nets in *he
taking of fish he must have been wmis-
taken. The contrary is the fact. They
consider traps very destructive of tish
life, but they contend that if some zr-
rangement cannot be arrived at with the
American authoritives for the abolition
of this method of fishing on "the other

side, that they should be allowed to urect |

traps also and given a fair chance to
compete with their rivals in the state of
Washington. Their position #s that as
the Canadian government conserves the
fisheries they should not be placed at a
disadvantage in gathering what is to all
intents and purposes a Canadian product,
That is the position of the cannerymen
on this side of the:line as we inder-
stand it.

In ofie thing Colonel Dudley is right,
The salmon do breed in the Fraver
River, and if there were no miver neither
Wwould there be any salmon. The Can-
adian government maintains hatcheries
for the propagation of the fish and to
keep them from becoming extinet. Never-
theless we are not likely to enter such a
claim of propriety nights over the salmon
as the Americans did with regard 1o ibe
seals. We have no intention of brand-
ing them or anything of that kind. The
canneries along the morthern shores
Washington will remain there as long ss
there are any fish to take. If the falling
off in the rum be as pronounced as chat
of last year there will be grave cause
for alarm, but, judging by what has oc-
curred befose on occasions of a very
similar character, we doubt whether
there will even then be a disposition-on
the part of the canners on the Sound to
co-operate with the authorities on this
ride of the line to prevent the extinction
of this valuable industry.

THE ONLY ABSENTEES.

A correspondent dramatically draws
attention to the absence from the naval
funeral procession of the Queen of the
flags of the United States and Russia.
Although a granddaughter of the Queen
sits upon the throne of the latter coun-
try, there may be no special political
significance in this notable gap in that
majestic procession as far as the Eastera
power is concerned. But it.will set peo-
ple talking and drawing inferences. In
the case of the United States, possibly
Mr. McKinley thought it would be un-
becoming for him as the president of a
republic to order a warship to take part
in the last demonstration of a nation to
one whom they were proud to call their
Queen. And then politics may have had
something to do with it. Election day
is ever kept in view by the office holders
among our neighbors. It may have been
noted that the lowering of the flag a
few inches on certain public buildings
had aroused antagomism amongst those
whose influence is usually in inve se
ratio to the noise which they make with
thé organs which nature surely intended
for more useful purposes. Mayor Van
Wyck of New York protested by keep-
ing his flags steadily at the masthead,
and there are many millions of votes in
New York. As some writer has said,
the tiger head of Tammany was the
only one that remained erect in the

mournful procession. Judging by the
tributes which have proceaded from the
press and the public men of the neighbor-
ing country, the number who would be
in favor of the extension of such an act
courtesy vastly exceeds those who
would oppose it. The explanation as to
the cause of this failure to comply with
international usages will be awaited with
considemable interest. In the meantime
the inference will be drawn, probably in-
correctly, that there is an understand-
ing between the two powers which are
reported to have formed such ad in-
congruous combination for “the ad-
vancement of the civilization and peate
of the world,” and of which ‘“‘ancient and
honorable alliances” so many of the pub-
lic men and journals of the United States
are heartily ashamed.

PROTECTION TO LUMBERMEN,

We sympathise with the lumbermen of
Canada in their demands upon the gov-
ernment for protection in the home
market. But it is perfectly certain that
it is not out of any consideration for the
United States that the tariff is main-
tained as it is. We believe in recipro-
c¢ity and~we know that the Canadian
people think the day has come when we
should do as we are done by. This sen-
timent has been incorporated in the laws
of Ontario and some of the other pro-
vinces for the protection and conserva-
tion of their natural resources. 'L'hey
came to the conclusion that it woull be
well that the country should have the
full benefit of all the wealth the land
contained, and they acted upon their «on-
victions so efiectually that the last few
years have seen a time of unexampled
prosperity and progress. With a coun-
try alongside of us willing to let things
tuke their natural course all this ‘would
have come to pass spontaneously, If
therd were no restrictions on one side
there would be no necessity for the other
side to take measures to neutralise them,
and the development would go on natur-
elly, and the wealth would be turned to
account in the place where it could be
done most economiecally. The goveru-
ments responsible for the commencemert
of this integesting industrial game were
actuated by a desire to bring the grest-
vst possible amount of good to the great-
¢st possible number of their people, It
is because the government at Ottawa
Las the same purpose in: view that it
keeps the tariff on lumber as it is, It
considers that the necessities of the set-
tlers who are pouring into the North-
west outweigh the demands of the lum-
bermen and that the chief necessity of
Canada at the present time is population,
and as houses and barns are a necessity
for the farmers, the climate not being
suited for those who dwell in tents at
all seasons, it should be made possible
to obtain lumber at the cheapest possible
rates.

The duty on lumber at present it 2
per cent, With freight rates fixed at a
reasonable figure curely the lumber
manufacturers of British Columbia aud
other parts of the Dominion could com-

| pete successfully with their southern iiv-

uls. As we have said before, we are
entirely in sympathy with the lumper-
men, because we know it would mean a
great deal to British Columbia if they
could successfully place their products in
the hands of the farmers of the prairies.
But it is the duty of all fair-minded men
who desire to discuss a matter intelligent-
ly to look at the question from all sides,
and we merely mention these facts be-
cause the consumers’ contentions have
hitherto prevailed with the government.

Doering—a re-
porter of the World had a conversation
with several of its members in regard
| to the objects of the visit to the capital,
{ and elicited the following information:

Cabinet Representation,

“Iet me say this first of all,” said
: Mr. Baxter, “any person who tells you
that George Maxwell is not one of the
best liked and most popular members
of the Dominipn House simply does not
know what he is talking about. I for
one got an eye opener in this regard.
Mr. Maxwell wos given the glad hand by
all the ministers, deputies, yes and type-
writers also. The premier received us
!very cordially. I made a few remarks
i advoeating Mr. Maxwell for a ecabinet
i position, Mr. Kelly also made a point-
ed speech in regard to the matter. The
premier said that British Columbia was
certainly entitled to cabinet representa-
tion and the provinece would get it as
soon as arrangements were made. He,
of course, would have to bring the mat-
ter before his colleagues. The premier
also informed us that now, as his trip
to Australia would not take place on
1 account of the death of Queen Victoria,
'it was his intention to visit British Co-
Inmbia during the coming summer. He
will from Vancouver proceed as far as
Dawson. Referring to Mr. Maxwell’s
election the premier stated that he had
been told by J. B. Charleson that Mr.
Maxwell would carry the day. After
receiving this information he was quite
; ratisfied that Mr. Maxwell would be

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A NEW STRIKE.

Quatsino Company Discover a Fresh Ledge
of Apparently Great Extent.

A special correspondent of the Times on
the West Coast writes as follows:

“Your correspondent recently visited the
only mineral property on the west end of
Vancounver Island, which has got beyond
the stage of a mere prospect. The property
is reached by taking a small boat at the
Quatsino post office and rowing up the
southeast arm of the Sound about seven
miles. A landing is made on the right
hand bank, where there is a small store
house and some ore piled up in sacks, etc.
From this a trail leads up the mountain—
there being no question about the up part
of it—for about a mile. Just before arriv-
ing at our destination, the trall takes a
bend around by the falls on the Copper
river. At the time of my visit about six
inches of snow had fallen at this elevation,
This white mantle on the trees, and the
glant lcicles hanging beside the falliag blue
water, made a beautiful picture,

‘“Just above the falls, on a swall plateau,
is situated the buildings of the Quatsino
Mining and Reduction Co. This consists
of n long one story buillding, comprising a
large bunk house and dining room and s
good blacksmith shop. There were eight
men employed at the time of my visit.
They were tunnelling in along on the con-
tact, showing chutes of ore along on the
sides of the tunnel they had passed
through, having takem out about 300 tons,
which were to be seen on a 'arge dump.

The result of the last shot, just before I |

arrived, showed on the side of the-tunnel
very distinct signs of a moving action of
the seam at one time, showing direction,
etc., that would have been very interest-
ing to a geologist.

**As I am: not an expert, the kind of ore,
etc,, seen I shall not attempt to describe.
A recent letter by Mr. Sutton, M. E., gave
a full gecount of that part of the subject.

“What lnterested me the most was the
report of Mr. Berg, the superintendent,
that a recent discovery of a large showing

of mineral had been made on the south side '

of the river not far away from the camp.
A large cropping, over 50 feet in width, of
miceral iron sulphides on the company’s
property had been uncovered, and he was
then getting ready to tunnel in and gee
the extent of it.

“This is another illustration of what the
possibilities are for mineral in this coun-

try, and at the same time how difficult the
prospecting is going to be. Here, within a
few hundred yards of a mining company, is-
an unknown body of mineral, at the sur-
fuce practically, but still unseen; only
moss, sticks and stumps covering it, but
still they are as hard to see through as
rocks.

THE FISH INDUSTRY.
Report of Inspeétor of Fisheries on.
Operations .o Last Year,

C. B. Sword, inspector of fisheries, in
his report on operaticns in British Co-
lumbia waters during the past year, says:

The pack of salinon. was 765,519 cases,
36,744,912 1bs., showing a satisfactory
increase over that of the previous year
(23,642,452 1bs.), though fully twelve and
a half million. Ibs.. below the amount put
up in 1897,

Of the total gquantity of salmon pack-
ed, 664,332. casess were sockeye, S)/000
spring (mainly frem- the Skeena river),

43,337 cases cohoes,. amd the balance,, 7,

8§50 cases, humpback and dog salmon.
The humpback. and: deg salmon have only
recently come into . use as a commercial
product, this being :the first season in
which they have beepn eanned in the pro-
vince, though: beth, bmt more especially.
the dog salmou, havd always been a fav-
orite and important aiticle of diet among
the Indians..

The pack: of' thése would have been
very much larger this season had it not
been for the intervention of the annual
close time, from Amgust 26th to Septem-
ber 25th; the run of humpbacks being
practically over before the fishing season
reopened.  This e¢lose time also inter-
fered very much: with the pack of cohoes
a coasiderable number of which had
passed up the river before the opening
of the season, and: some of the canners
who would otherwise have put up this
variety did’ not thi‘n}:ir would be profit-
able to them: to mtart up their works
again after a- month of enforced idleness.

He was constantly declaiming, and it was
easily apparent that his bent toward the
stage was natural. His disposition was
somewhat erratic, and probably in these
enlightened days his early tendencies would
proclaim a young man as a prodigal, or, in
street parlance, a “sport.” He delighted
in gathering together a number of men in
a saloon, or any other place, and startle
them with “On thy head, yea, though it
wear a crown, I'll launch the curse of
Rome,” or make his auditors glance fear-
fully and expectantly toward the door with
the dagger soliloquy of Macbeth.

Of fine figure, dark and expressive coun-
tepanee, he had the true fire, and while,
like most untutored geniuses, he would oft
times ‘‘tear a passion to tatters,” his
histrionic ability was almost phenomenal.
The gold fever numbered him among its
victims, and he joined in the rush to Cari-
boo. Here his talents were often called
into requisition, and many a night he would
weave around the rough and ready miners
a spell by some passionate passage fromm
Othello or Lear, or subdue them by some
lofty soliloquy from the mournful Dane.

During the winter the city was some-
times visited by Phelps, the actor, whose
brother was better known as the husband
of Fanny Morgan Phelps (Mrs. Tompkin-
son), who died a short while ago, and
whose 1inspiring recitation of Xipling’s
“Absent-Minded Beggar” will always re-
main a pleasnt memory.

Phelps, his brother, and company would
remain throughout the winter, giving per-
formances in the old Victoria theatre,
which. stood on the site now marked by the
Colonist . building. Buckley .on some
occasions appeared with 'them, and his
success Iin the various roles allotted him
induced him to seek the glamor of the
footlights in larger cities.

The state laws will be consented to or
vetoed, or reserved for the Queen’s as-
sent. by the state governors, who will-
continue, as heretofore, to be the direct
Tepresentatives of the Queen, and will
receive their commissions from the lm-
perial government. . The state governors
will, therefore, be as independent as the
Governor-General in their relative
spheres of action. The acts passed bLy
tbe states touching the powers reserved
to them will have a validity as absolute
as the Federal laws, and there is ' no
power of interferenee by the Fed:ral
authority by veto or otherwise over the
state legislation,

Within their respective spheres both
commonwealth and states are supreme,
but if either commonwealth or state act
steps beyond its allotted boundary, or
if a state law
Jdaw, it is of no effect.

It is, therefore, necessary that in a
federation there should be an arbiter al-
ways available to pronounce on the valid-
ity or otherwise of state or common-
wealth legislation. Such an umpire is
provided by the High court of Austcalia,
which is to conmsist of a Chief Justice
and at least two other judges.

However' skilfuly an instrument of
government such as the commonwealrh
act may be drawn up it is impossibla to
make provisions for unforeseen conditions
and the light of the future must invari-
ably bring into prominence obscurities
snd doubtful points which at the time
v ere little regarded or altogether over-
lcoked.

Bay.

Unique Character Who Spent
Most of His Time in the
Lock-Up

Jimmy Chickens is dead. To th.e
stranger within the limits of this muni-
cipality of Vietoria this simple state-
ment contains no significance. To V'S&
torians, however, particularly those in-
terested in police circles, it rfecalls .

He passed away ln a good o
age wome days 2go on the Island which
bears his name, at Oak Bay, and was
buried near the grave of the wife who
ghared his joys, his sorrows and the con-
tents of many & magic bottle. ;

To begin with, the name Jimmy
Chickens is merely & sobrfquet. His
real cognomen is unive'rsnlly.unknown,
he having borne the name which he has
made famous in this locality from early
m;—;zryv}ns considerably over sixty years
of age, and it is quit_,e pos.sible that thfs
greater portion of this period was pass-
ed inside the precinets of the durance
vile on Cormorant street or the .brmk
mansion on Topaz avenue. In this re-
spect he occupied a bright particular
sphere of his own. 1t was exclusively
his. Lawrence Mooney had a record,
while Phillip Chalk had also a reputation
of considerable proportions, but Jimmy

ipsed them all 3
edﬁlj:eo’ne great weakness was his total
disregard for the principle of modera-
tion in satisfying his therst for strong
drink.

mal failure. Then would loom up the
awful presence of a large man in blue,
who would escort the unfortunats couple
to the police station and hustle them
into a cell. The curtain would fzll on
the final act of this drama in the police
court, when the magistrate sentenced
them to a term of imprisomment.

Not so very long ago the wife of
Jimmy's joys and sorrows passed to the
great bevond and Jimmy was inconsol-
able. Life appeared to have lost all its
beaunties for him. For a brief period
even the effervescing fire water had no
pleasures for him. But the reformation
was only a brief respite; old habits came
back to him with an irresistible rush, and
$n a short time he was again a familiar
figure in the culprit’s dock at the police
station, his perennial, deprecatory grin
again illuminating his countenance.

He was a model prisoner. In this re-
spect he has been the object of almost
countless eulogies or the part of the
jailers and other members of the police
department, from the chief down. He
was an indefatigable worker, always
willing, jovial, dexterous, and always
trustworthy. He could be allowed to the
extreme limit of the city on parole and
would return to captivity at the appoint-
ed time. By tacit understanding he was
a potentate among the culprits, his fa-
miliarity with the members of the police
force and his long intermittent residence
at both bastiles giving him a seniority
that was his indisputable right.

Whenever Jimmy was placed in the
lock-up for over indulgence his son and
heir Johnny would invariably visit his
erring father with a change of apparel
and words of comfort. Jimmy needed
none of the latter, and on one occasion
when asked by a scribe which he pre-
ferred, he replied that all he wanted was
his “other pair of trousers.”” He said
that on that occasion it was his last of-

[ RATES REDUGED.

Dominion Order-in-Council Modifies Charges
on Shingles—Gazette Contains Batch
of Appeintments and Notices.

The Officmal Gazette published last
evening coatains a Dominion order-in-
council reducing tlie rate on shirgles, as
follows:

“Whereag it is found that the rate of
twenty cents per thousand chargeabie on
shingles under section 11 of the regvia-
tions governing the granting of yearly
licenscs and permits to oat timber on
Dominion lands established by order-lq-
courcil of 1st July, 1898, and
amending  orders-in-council, is gt
excessive  n Manit)ba end :
Northwest Territories, where shinglés
sell at from 3250 to $3 per thousand,
but in British Columbia, whe:a they only
sell for $1 per thousand, it is quite ap-
parent that the rate is too high;

“And whereas the timber used iz mak-
ing shingles in British Columbia is of
a clasg that cannot be used for the man-
cfacture of lumber, beiag the hollow
butts of treas cut down in logging, snd
therefore if not used for shingles, will be
burnt in the process of clearing the
lcnd; eand it is thus deemed advieable
to modify the said rate:

“Therefore His Excellency, by wnd
with the advice of tho Queen's Privy
Council for Canada, is pleased to order,
that instead of dues being charged in
the province of British Columbia at the
rate of twenty cents per thousand on
the manufactured shingles, the said dues
shall be and the same are hereby made
chargeable on the shingle bolts at the
rate of fifty (50) cents per cord.” |

Former Attorney of B. A. C. Gives
His Version of the Nego-
tiations.

T. Mayne Daly States That Val-
entine Peyton Became a
Nuisance.

On the court resuming yesterday af-
ternoon, Judge Heyburn stated that he
had a conversation with Valentine Pey-
ton in reference to paying Frank Graves
$10,000 = to procure his assistance to
ratifying the agreement. The name of
this party was not given at first, the
only information given being that he
was very close to the Turners. The ad-
vances came from Valentine Peyton,

He then came to the conversation he
had with Col. Peyton after the meet-
ing refused to ratify the agreement. He
snggested buying out the majority if he
could get the $500,000 out of Col. Turn-
er's hands. Col. Peyton preferred the
cash. He said that Wakefield was act-
ing for them. He (the witness) then
sought a conference with Wakefield, and
went over the ground with him, and ar-
rived at the terms of a settlement as
afterwards set out on the escrow agree-
ment, namely, $6 a share for a control-
ling portion of the shares. This was
subject to their being able to get the
$500,000 from Col. Turner.

He went to the latter and had a con-
versation with him respecting this
cheque, as a result of which Col. Turn-
er agreed to relinquish the cheque, This
was done later on in the evening,

He notified Mackintosh, who went to
the B. A. C. office to be on hand, He
also met Wakefield, who also took steps
to have his principals at tha office,

A meeting resulted, Wakefield and
witness then drew up the escrow agree-
ment, the first part of which he dictated.
Wakefield dictated the latter pert, name-
Iy, the authorization on behalf of the
beneficiaries to sign the document.

The principals then proceeded to the
bank. The stock certificates were then
placed in escrow, the $500,000 was pass-
ed to Wakefizld as Peytoa’s representa-
tive, the Peytons assenting.

He heard no suggestion at any time
of the B. A. C. paying Peytons more
than $6 under any circumstances. Gov.
Mackintosh had nothing to do with tae
making of the contrrct, and his first
knowledge of it was when ha was advis-
ed by witness,

Subsequent to June 28th (the date of
the meeting) he had frequent conversa-
tions with the Peytons, and they never
surgested such an agreemant

Peyton froquently stated that he felt
under obligations to see that W hittaker
Wright zot the property. He said that
he had made such a promisa to Wright,
and felt obliged to do all in his power
to see that it was carried out.

Crosz-examined by Mr. Bodwell, wit-
ness gaid that the agreamsnt of May
27th was in hisx opinion bindirg. Col.
Peyton know about it and talked on
that bacis at the meeting “vith him ou
June 12th. At that meeting they talk-
ed o1 the subject of sccuring immediate
possession, or whether they would wait
for tha action of sharoholders «t the
ratification meeting. Ona juestion way
\\'l.mthor they pay at once and take the
mine over, or wait.

A long cross-examination iook place
on the reasons which prempted the wit-
ress to advise Mackintosh {o follow up
the contract in the face of the cable
from Wright, saying to stay all nego-
tiations. Witness thought that they
were not violating the spirit of their in-
structions.  Ha believed that had Wright
been acqua‘nted as they were with the
circumstances he would have thoroughly
approved of the arrangement.

In reply to Mr. Bodwell, the witness
said he was not being paid for attend-
ance at the trial as a professional man.
Ha had not assisted in the preparation
of the case.

Further questioned, the witness said
a large part of his business was in
Wallace, Idaho, and he had been in some
very big mining cases.

“Is not mining litigation the most cor-
rupt form of litization in your coun-
try ?” asked Mr. Bodwell.

“I do not need to defend the courts
of my country. They are not corrupt,”
replied the witness with warmth.

Mr. Bodwell then asked if the witness
knew the Eureka-Richmond case, and if
l.f wasg not common knowledge that the
jury was bought.

Witness replied that he had mever
been engaged on the case and knew
nothing whatever in regard to it.
Ne‘ther had he ever boasted that he

In
the house close by, her mother, the
Duchess of Kent, lived till her death, a
few months before that of Prince Albert.
She, too, rests in a mausoleum at Fvog-
more,

The building erected by the Queen for
her husband’s tomb is one of the most
beautiful of its kind. Its interior is de-
corated in the Italian style, with exceed-
ing richness, colored marbles, whbite
statuary marble, bronze ornamentation
and mosaics, all being of the costliest
description. The Queen shrank from
the thought that her beloved Albert, who
was by nature bright and joyous, 1est-
ing in the dark crypt beneath §St.
George’s chapel, which George III had
designed for the tombs of his family,

Several years were spent by the Queen
in elaborating the details of the splendid
mauscleum, It has been guarded with
absolute privacy. On the anniversary
of the Prince Consort’s death, year by
year, the members of the Royal family
gathered in seclusion around the massive
sarcophagus under the octagonal lantern
crowning the building.

The touching inscription “‘Here at Last
I Shall Rest With Thee, With Thee in
Christ Shall Rise Again,” indicates the
Queen’s wish to be laid herself to vest
in the mausoleum.

The Royal burial place for the
(reigns of Britain is~ in St. George’s
Chapel. Windsor, where the original
Wolsey Chapel or Tomb House has been
restored and superbly decorated, and is
now known as the Albert Memorial
Chapel, This contains a sarcophagus
of the Prince, and here the Prince of
Wales’s son, Prince Albert Victor, was
buried in 1892.

BROWN’'S CLAIM.

Papers in the Case Transmitted to
United States Senate,

In response to the request coutaincd
in the Senate resolution of the 21st, P're-
sident McKinley on Tuesday transmit-
ted to that body papers bearing upon the
claim of R. E. Brown, of Spokane, form-
erly of Victoria and a citizen of the
United States, against the South African
republic. Most of the papers irans-
mitted had been printed hitherto, but
the secretary of state makes a report
upon the subject in which he says Mr.
Brown, on July 15th, 1899, filed with
the department of state an extended
memorial alleging that a denial of jus-
tice has been ecmmitted, to which he
was a party, by the Supreme court of the
republic of South Africa, caused sy the
interference of the executive,

While, from the showing made, there
appeared to be grounds of complaint, the
department, cn account of the war short-
ly atterwards, and of the disappearance
of the organized government of the
South African republic, has delayed tak-
ing definite action until there should be
cither a restoration of that government
or a new government definitely organiz-
ed, upon whom a request be made, if
proper, for payment or for judicial de-
termination.

A Fatal
_I_E}Elosion

Occurred at Giant Powder Co.'s
Works, Telegraph Bay,
Last Evening.

Twa Men Killed, One Dying Al-
most Immediately—Inquest
This Afternoon.

‘About 6.30 o’clock yesterday evening
while George Phillips and John Fenton
were standing in the yard of the Giant
Powder Company’s works at Telegraph
Bay an explosion occurred as a result of
which one of them died almost immedi-
ately, and the other expired at the Jubi-
less a short time afterwards.

‘Operations at the work were termin-
ated for the day at 5.30 o'clock, and, ac-
cording to custom, ffteen or twenty
pounds of nitric acid were left in a
small tank in the yard, in the process of
manufacture,

It was this that exploded, and while
there are a number of theories regarding
the cause, it is impossible to advance
any definite explanation of the catastro-
phe, neither of the mnen, it is said, hav-
ing tampered with the material,

iAilccording to information they were
standing in proximity to the tank talk-
ing when the explosion occurred, and
the violent concussion threw both to the
ground. The men in the vicinity at
once hastened to the scene, and found
Phillips very badly injured, while Fen-
ton died in a few minutes. The injured
man was removed to the Jubilee hos-
pital in the ambulance, which was sum-
moned, and everything was done to al-
leviate his pain, but Le died shortly af-
ter his arrival,

The tank where the explosion occur-
red is situated about 700 yards from the
building in which the explosion took
place last year. On that occasion there
was no loss of life, although the tank
in the building was wrecked, and the
noise could be heard for miles. The
damage to the works resulting from yes-
terday’s disaster was very light indeed,
in fact it could be easily covered by $25.

Of the victims George Phillips has
been a resident of the city for a long
time, while John Fenton was a native
of England, and a member of the R. N.
R., and had only been employed at the
works a few days.

An inquest will take place at the Giant

Powder Works this afternoon at 2.30
o’clozk.

THE ANNUAL MEETING.

Yeur's Reports of the First Preshyterian
Church Show Highly Satisfactory
Conditions,

The annual meeting of the First Presby-
terian church was held last evening. Rev.
Dr. Campbell was chairman, Mr. J. D. Mec-
Intosh secretary. The congregation was
largely represented, and the meeting was
one of the most pleasant and successful
held for several years. All the reports
showed the church to be in excellent con-

dition.

The report of the session referred to
James Flett, one of the elders, and six
other members who died in 1890, in feeling
terms; and the report of the board of man-
agement said of Alfred Flett, who died in
December: ‘“We cannot close this report
without expressing our deep regret at the
loss sustained by the congregation and the
bourd of management through the removal,
by death, of Mr. Alfred Flett, a constant
and zealous member, one who was ever
ready to assist to the utmost of his ability
in all our ehurch work; and we extend to
bis widow and family, and to his aged
mwother, our heartfelt sympathy in tneir
bereavement.”

In referring to the Queen, the report of
the session sald: “To-night the drapery of
mourning belts the globe, and the nation
weeps.

We regret that the war in South
Africa is not yet ended, a war which cost
the nation many valuable 'ives, and which,
it Is feared, shortened, through anxiety
and worry, the iife of the Queen, and cast
a gloom over the setting sun of a noble
and beautiful life.”

The following is a synopsis of the finan-
cinl statement of moneys raised during the
vear: Special century fund subscriptions,
$1.392; ordinary revenue, $2,775.10; Bible
society, $17.15; relief fund, $16; Ladies’ Aid
Society calendar fund, $366.16; Ladles’ Aid
ordinary fund, $236; Sunday school,
$175.25; choir, $31.20; Christian Endeavor,
$21.65; Junior Endeavor, $74.65; missions,
$120. Total aggregate contributed during
