Each volume of the Holstein-Friesian Herd-Book 
shall contain the Constitution and By-Laws and a list Of 
members of the Association, the record of the proceedings at all 
meetings held since April 20th, 1891, or since the publication of 
the last volnme of the Herd-Book, and any other matters of 
general interest which the Executive Committee may deem 
advisable to publish, and an accurate registry ofall the animals 
accepted for registry in it, which shall be divided into two parts, 
one part containing the registry of bulls, and the other the 
registry of cows. Snch registry shall set forth the number, the 
name, the date of birth, the name and residencj of the breeder 
and owner, and if imported, the name of the importer, the 
markings of the animal sufficient for its identification, and the 
names and numbers of both sire and dam in the Herd-book. It 
shall contain the record of pedigrees, but no publication of any 
records of animals.

Seo. 8. In the Herd-Book there shall be registered only 
such animals as determioed under the rules and regulations of 
this Association to be " thoroughbred.”

Seo, 4. Thoroughbred Holstein-Friesian may be held to 
mean and refer to only those large improved blacK and white 
cattle already registered in the Holstein, Dutch-Friesian and 
Holstein-Friesian Herd-Books, such as are descended from them 
in direct line, both as to sire and dam, and such imported 
animals, or their descendants, as are registered in the Nether- 
lands, Friesian, or North Holland Herd-Books, proved by thé 
affirmation of the breeder of the animal satisfactory to the 
Inspector.

Sec. 6. - Canadian-bred animals shall only be registered in

result of such examination in writing on or annexed to the 
breeders certificate. On and after April 20th, 1891 all 
breeders'cerfificates must be numbered by the Secretary, who 
shall fill m the name and address of the importer.

They are especi­
ally particular in the breeding, keeping and care of milch cows, 
as on them very much of their success depends.

In conse- 
qpmeiS of a diaease which occurred in 1859-60, these cattle, and 
$1 their full blooded deacendants, with the exception of a young 
bull, were seized and destroyed under a law of the Common- 
wealth of Massachusetts; and in the autumn of 1861, another 
importation of a bull and four cows waa made from N. Holland 
arriving at the port of Boston on the 6th of Nov., in good order 
and condition, after a voyage of 86 days. These animals, with 
their progeny, have been kept and propagated at the Highland 
Stock Farm in Belmont, Massachusetts, and, aa before atated

* • Experience, so far,.has proved these cattle to be remarkably
docile and quiet, both in stable and pasture; sure breeders 
and excellent nurses ; easily kept, and as hardy as the native or' 
“ old red stock of New England;” and, moreover, the appear- 
ance of the young stock presents strong indications that the 
progeny will be superior in size to the imported animals.

An examination of this stock will, it is believed, affdrd 
conclusive evidence that while the English cattle-breeders have 
been laboring to perfect the beef-producing properties of the 
Shorthorn breed, the North Holland and Friesian farmers have 
been improving their dairy cows, until they have attained 
pre-eminence pver all other breeds or races of cattle; and this 
is further and strikingly exempliäed in the fact, that various 
writers upon dairy husbandry have, with remarkable unanimity 
in furmshing illustrations of the best type of dairy cow, selected 
their modeis from the Holstein race. Prof. Magne, of the 
Veterinary School at Alfort, in his little work entitled, How to 
Ghoose a Milk Cow, gives a specimen of this class which gave 
seventy English pints of milk. She is described as having a 
large pelvis.haunches widely parted, udder, veins and escutcheon 
largely developed. Cows of this class, he says, “ when newly 
calyed, and after several calvings, if fed with good, wholesome 
moist, and abundant food, well suited for the secretion of milk 
are able to give as much as a pint of milk for every ten ounces 
which they consume of hay, or its equivalent in other food. 
They give milk for a very long period ; the best never become
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dry, but oontinue to be milked, giving, up to the moment of 
calving, 17i, 21 or 26 pints of milk daily.” Flint, in his Milck 
Cows and Dairy Farming,” gives the same flgnre, and states 
that she was giving daily 22 quarts of milk a yearafter calving.’ 
And Allan, in his American Cattle,” gives an aecurate portrait 
of the Holstein cow, Lady Midwould, “ showing a perfect 

developing, in the highest degree, the milk marks, 
by the escutcheon, of a largely-producing udder and its connec- 
tions. She stands, he says, “ the model of a perfect milker, 

with all the mammary veins and udder glands in the highest 
State öf development.”

ESCUTCHEON

The extraordinary milking quality o'f the Holstein is also well 
illustrated in the record of the imported cow Texelaar. This 
cow was tested when only six years old, and therefore before 
having arrived at full maturity.1 She dropped a heifer calf on ' 
the 15th of May, which weighed, at birth, 101 pounds ; and 
from the 26th May to the 27th July, a period of nine weeks, a 
careful and exact record of the milk produced by her was kept, 
showing a result of 4,018 lbs. 14 oz. Her .largest yield in 
day was 76 lbs. 5 oz. (35,^ qts.), and in ten days she gave 744 
pounds 12 oz., or an average of 74.47 pounds per day.
She continued to give a large fiow of milk through- 
out the season, and was milked up to the 24th day of May 
following, and onethe 25th dropped twin heifer-calves, which 
weighed, at birth, 166 pounds; and, notwithstanding the 
large quantity of milk produced, the quality is very superior, 
shown by the statement of Prof. A. A. Hayes, Massachusetts 
State Assayer, who was employed to makts Chemical analysis of 
the milk of the four imported cows, and who stated that the 
“ Texelaar’s ’’ milk “ afforded, after a long repose, 22.72 per 
cent. of cream in.vessels specially adapted to measuring it.” 
These cows, it has been said, are especially valuable in the 
cheese dairy; but having no ready means of making a practical 
test in that respect, six days’ milk of the cow “Texelaar” 
set for cream, and when churned, it produced 17 lbs. 14 oz.of 
good butter,—nearly three pounds per day. In this connection 
it should be stated, that the “Texelaar” is not considered the 

. largest milker in the herd. In the estimate of good judges, the
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Lady Midwoujd ” is her superior, although no favorabffe 
opportunitv has offered for testing"the latÄr—her calves having 
been dropped late in the season. \

In this 
view, reference is made to a statement translated from a paper 
1-eceived at the Department of Agricultural, Washington, from 
the Royal Academy of Agriculture, Prussia, written by Dr 
Rhode, of the Agricultural Academy at Eldena, from which 
valuable information is obtained in relation to the extraordinary 
milking qualities of Holstein cows. The herd described

The above statement. it may be said, in passing, should 
furnish food for thought ” to the cheese dairymen of this 
country, who have seemingly been content heretofore with an 
average annual yield of aboujb 300 pounds of cheese per cow, as 
shown by the various cheese factory reporta. And 'inasmuch aa 
experience lias abundantly proved that the progeny of common 
or grade cows, wben bred to Holstein bulle, uniformly inherits 
the peculiar characteristics of the Holstein race, may it not be a 
question of the highest importance for the consideration of 
dairymen, especially in localities where cheese-making is the 
leading interest, whether the introduction and use of Holstein 
bulls would not very materially raise the average products per 
cow, and enhance accordinglyithe profits of their busine

For working oxen, these cattle present material of the firat 
order. Their symmetry of form, beautiful proportions and im- 

power, great intelligence and tructability, hardiness and 
remarkable capability of withstanding extremes of heat and 
cold, all conduce to place tbem in the front rank in the depart- 
ment of iabor.
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Grade Holstein steers have been fed and slaughtered with 
the most satisfactory resulta, and grade oxen have been raiaed 
attainmg a live weight of 4,600 pounds at five years of age, and 
having no superiors as workers; and this leads me to recur 
again to the extraordinary value of the Holsteins as a means of 
improvement by Crossing them upon the native, inferior breeds, 
or mixed cattle, and to state that the well-known and acknow- 
ledged principle in breeding, viz : that blood exerts an influence 
exactly in proportion to the antiquity of a race or breed, haa 
been venfied by the experience with these cattle at the Highland 
Stock Farm. Hundreds of cows, of almost every breed known
