1t is a merry stream that broad

My. President and Honorable Gentlemen
of the Legislative Council:

Mr. Spealer awl Gentlemen of the House
of Assembly:

[ mnecer you with plessure upon your
again assembling for the discharge of your
legislative du'ias, relying with confidence
upon your z2al and ability in the public
service.

The untimely death of the Duke of
Clareucs, heir-p:esumptive to the throne
a few weeks ago, created a feeling of pro-
found sorrow throughont the ewmpire.
On behalf of the people of this Province,
I caused to be conveyed to Her Majesty
and the Royal patents, an assurance of
our sympachy in their great affliciion, to
which I have received a most gracious
acknowledgment in reply.

I regret t) say that the lumber industry
of the Province has not yet emerged from
the depression with which it has been
affected, nor do I ses any immediate
progpects of improvement. I am, however,
happy in being able to coungratulate yeu
upon the abundaut harvest of the past
year. #

I have much satisfaction in ionfdtming
you that the commission appointed two
years ago to inquire iuto and report upon
the general management of our Crown
timber lands have couciuded their libors,
and their conclusions will be immediately
communicated to you. Ic¢is not iwnpro-
bable that during the session some
legislation will be proposed for consider-
ation in counection with the recommenda-
tions of the commission.

I am gratified a% beinz able to inform
you that tho Miping Law enacted last
year, and which has been less than
twelve months in opsration, has already
given a marked impetus to the licensing
of mining areas and to mining dxplora-
tion generally. 1look with somel counfi-
dence for a substautial development in
this dire.tion during the season upsn
which we are nov entering.

To this
end amseasurs has been prepared, and
will be l.il before you for augmenting
the reveiue fiom sources hitnerto un-
drawn upon, to which I invite your care-
ful attention.

The claim agaiust the governmens of
the Dominion in connection with the
Eastern Extension matter, so called, is,
I regret to say, still unpaid. My govern-
ment has not ceased to urgently press its
payment apon the government at Ottawa,
but so fac without success.
