Madagascar, which lias given rise to 
so much excitement in Em ope. and 
which appears destined to lead to a 
dangerous controversy between France 
and England, is the third largest island 
in the world, and is situated to the 
east of the African continent, from 
which it is separated by the Mozam­
bique Channel. The population numb­
ers between 400,000,000 and 500,000,000 
divided into numerous tribes, the 
governing one of which is the Hova, 
inhabiting a province of the central 
highlands, called Imerma.

The island was discovered in 1506 
by the Poituguese, who named it St.
Lawrence. The French have coveted 
it ever since 1642, when a company 
call'd t.!;/3 frxïiete de l’Orient was 
formed under the patronage of Cardin­
al Richelieu, with the object of coloniz­
ing it; but all attempts at conquest have 
been unsuccessful.

By the treaty of Paris (1814) a 
number of French settlements on the 
east coast became British, as depend­
ences of Mauritius, then ceded, and to 
these were added in 1815 a portion of 
the northeast coast, including Port 
Loqutz and Diego Suarez. In 1816 
diplomatic and commercial relations 
were entered into between Great 
Britain and Radama I., King of the 
Hovas, who was acknowledged as 
sovereign of the whole island. By the 
treaty included between the British 
and Malagasy in 1865 the same title 
of supremacy was accorded to Queen 
Rasoherina, and by the French- 
Malagasy treaty of 1868 to her suc­
cessor, Ranalavona II.

By the treaty of 1885 France obtain­
ed the Port of Diego Suaraz as a naval 
station. The Malagasy Government 
has always declined the political 
rights claimed by France, although 
Great Britain formally recognized the 
French protectorate over the island in 
1890.

Although all the acts of the govern­
ment are done in her name, Ranaval- 
ona Najaka III., the present Queeu of 
Madagascar, lias no political authority.
She reigns, but her husband, Rainilaia 
Rivony, the Prime Minister rules. He 
succeeded his elder brother as ruler of 
the island, after a coup d’etat in 1864.
In 1883, on the death of Ranavalona 
II., he raised the Princess Razafind- 
rahety to the throne, ignoring the 
claims of her elder sister, who was 
noted for her intemperance.

The Princess, who was then 21 years 
of age, had a few months previously 
lost her husband, Prince Ratrimo, and 
was in desperately straightened circum­
stances. The property of the family 
was such, in fact, that her uncle had 
to earn his livlihood as a butcher.
Raiqilaia Rivony; who was 55 years 
old, married her as soon as she had as­
sumed the royal dignity, in accordance 
with an invariable custom obtained in 
the island, by which the Queeu is 
bound to marry the Prime Minister.

ALMA HOUSE. Financiers are discussing the advisa­

bility of the question of replacing the 
material of hank notes and bonds 
with aluminium, which has already 
served its purpose in the manufacture 
of visiting cards and postal cards. It 
is stated that coins might be made of 
the new metal, these coins to be 
worthless except so far as the guaran­
tee of the bank is concerned in placing 
a value ou them. Henry Bessemer, 
the great English steel manufacturer, 
is warmly espousing the idea, and 
recommends the making of such 
bunds which, in the shape of a coin 
are exceedingly light, fireproof and 
difficult to melt, so that they are free 
from all the disadvantages possessed 
by paper money. Bessemer says that 
he has already perfected a process 
which prevents counterfeiting such 
coins, making it more difficult to 
counterfeit than paper money, for 
photo-lithography has made it easy to 
imitate the most skilful design, and 
the only safeguard is the secret 
process of making the paper.

P. A. Hebert, Manager. Wonderful Submarine Boat.A Model Letter. |V Granite-Ware!A Baltimore inventor, Mr. Simon 
Lake, after years of study and experi­
ment, has invented a submarine boat, 
which he describes as follows: It is 
capable of being submerged to any 
desired depth and again raised to the 
surface at the will of the operator. It 
is capable of being propelled when on 
the surface, or when emerged, or 
when on the bottom, as required. 
Many of the operations in raising 
vessels and removing cargoes can be 
performed from it without going out­
side of it. The boat can be fitted out 
as a torpedo boat and can then readily 
destroy fleets of the largest ironclads. 
The crew can live in it as comfortably 
for days at a time as when on shore, 
and operations on wrecks can be 
carried on by night as well as day, 
and as easily in storm as in calm. 
The vessels will prove invaluable in 
laying foundations for piers, bridges, 
docks, lighthouses, breakwaters and 
locks for canals. It will also be of 
use in removing obstructions such as 
rock or shingle from entrances of 
harbors, all the drilling operations 
being accomplished by power in an 
ordinary atmosphere. The inventor 
expects to start building his first boat 
in a few weeks.

Bedlee Hogswog’s Trained MuleOUTLAWS IN INDIAN TERRI­
TORY.

main army and we expect to attack 
Kulienchas at daybreak on October 26 
(this morning) Count Yamagata’s 
report to the Emperor adds that the 
Chinese engaged in the fight greatly 
exceeded the Japanese in number. He 
further says that his plans for the 
coming fight are completed. These 
contemplate the movement of several 
columns in a concert and concurrent 
attack upon the Chinese from all sides. 
Already, he says, a net work is being 
drawn around the Chinese and it is 
expected that the attack will take 
place at daybreak un October 27, 
though it possibly may be made 
earlier The latest information re­
ceived is that the Chinese outposts are 
retreating upon Kulienchas, and that 
the number of batteries there has been 
increased to eleven. It is doubtful, 
however, that these batteries are fully 
armed. The weather is favorable, the 
Japanese are in good health and spirit, 
and eager to capture Moukden before 
November 3, the Emperor’s birthday.

The Central News correspondent at 
Wi Ju telegraphs that advices from 
General Nodzu say that the Japanese 
began to transport the main body of 
their army across the Yalu on the 
evening of October 24. The work ol 
crossing continued throughout the 
night and at daybreak on October 25 all 
the guns, horses and men had crossed 
without mishap and formed an en­
trenched camp. In the meantime 
Colonel Sato, who had taken a flying 
column on the morning ot October 25 
for the purpose of reconnoitering, 
came upon the enemy who occupied a 
fortified position near the village of 
Fu Shang, on the right bank of the Ai 
river. Col. Sato attacked the Chinese 
at ten o’clock in the morning, the 
fight continued until past noon.

Some doubts are expressed among the 
Japanese commanders as to the report­
ed strength of the Chinese position at 
Kulienchas, and General Nodzu is said 
not to be quite certain himself, as 
spies and prisoners have furnished 
varions reports on the subject. It is 
reported that the Chinese batteries at 
Kulienchas have been increased from 
three to eleven, but on the other hand, 
rumor has it that it is extremely 
doubtful whether all these batteries 
are fully armed. All reports join in 
saying that the esprit-de-corps and 
health of the Japanese troops is ex!- 
cellent.

Later despatches from the Yalu 
river show that in the battle fought 
yesterday between Chinese and Japan­
ese, 3,500 Chinese troops wore utterly 
routed.

Bedlee Hogswog, of Upper San­
dusky, O., is the owner of a mule 
which has been taught to keep the 
flies off the baby by wagging its ears 
over the cradle. The sagacious creat­
ure also pumps water from the well, 
carries in wood for the fire, and is now 
learning to turn the wringing machine 
at the washtuh.

Soldiers Asked to be Sent from the 
War Department to Quell the 
Notorious Cook Gang—Bill and 
Jim at Large.

Fort Smith, Ark., Oct. 25.—News 
was brought hear to-day that the Cook- 
gang of robbers raided Gibson Station 
yesterday,-escaping with considerable 
booty.

Oklahoma, I. T., Oct. 25.—Stirring 
times are in sight for Indian Territory.

“Jim” Cook, a brother of the leader 
of the noted Cook gang, who was 
under arrest at Tahlequah for murder, 
has made his escape. While in charge 
of two guards he made a dash for 
liberty, and after giving his captors a 
severe fight got free. Although ham­
pered by a heavy chain locked about 
his wrists and ankles he outran the 
guards and dodged the bullets fired at 
him. He will, it is expected, join his 
brother “Bill,” for whose apprehension, 
dead or alive, Chief Harris, of the 
Cherokee Nation, has offered a reward 
of $500. All the light horse-guards 
and Indian police have been summon­
ed for duty and all the United States 
marshals of the Territory have been 
put on the trails of these men, in 
addition to the special officers of the 
railroad and express companies, 
making a total of between 500 and 600

In order to show the work of this 
Cook gang it is only necessary to take 
one sample raid. Talala, a station 
the Kansas and Arkansas Valley 
Railroad, a branch of the Missouri 
Pacific system, forty-six miles west of 
Wagoner, was cleared out by the Cook 
band at eight o’clock Monday night.
They reached the town, armed to the 
teeth, and proceeded * at once to rob 
stores right and left. Every stor • in 
the place was visited, and the pro­
prietors compelled, at the point of 
revolvers and lifles, to turn over their 
cash. The post office was also robbed 
of stamps and a small amount of 
money. While the bandits were in 
the post office the east bound pas­
senger train pulled in. The train 
men were soon notified of the gang’s 
presence, and the train was started 
out at once. It is believed that the 
gang intended to hold up the train.
Neal Pryor, of Fort Smith, who has 
arrived here, said the bandits, who 
numbered ten, made no effort to con­
ceal their identity. They visited all 
the stores, entering with drawn revolv­
ers and compelling the frightened 
merchants to give up their money and 
valuables. The post office was robbed 
last, and while the scoundrels were 
plundering it the east bound pas­
senger train pulled in, but it did not 
stop long when the train men were Horse Shoeiug A Specialty, 
told that the Cook men were holding 
up the town and would probably at- I 
tempt to rob the train. The bandits 
did not tarry long .titer the train 
pulled out. They galloped out of 
town, discharging their rifles. The 
holding up of the train in Corrvttâj 
Saturday night, by this notorious 
gang, which was followed by the 
delivery of “Jim” Cook, a brother of 
“Bill” Cook, from gaol in Tahlequah, 
and the robbery of the station, post 
office and only store in Watova, I. T., 
and the affair in Talala, have awaken­
ed the authorities to the necessity of 
prompt action.

After these occurrences word reach­
ed Wagoner that Cook and his band 
of desperadoes were encamped on 
Verdigris River, eight miles south of 
Wagoner. A posse of marshals was 
hastily sworn in, and, headed by 
Deputy United States Marshals Law- 
son and Hockbruner, left about half-- 
past nine o’clock. Hockbruncr has a 
national reputation as a brave man, 
and has done more to rid the Territory 
of desperadoes than any other marshal 
in the Territory. Ho is the marshal 
who blew up a house and killed the 
noted “Ned” Christy, who held the 
government at bay for several days 
with a Gatling gun. There is no 
doubt that there will be an engage­
ment.

In addition to the • first telegram 
sent to Washington requesting troops,
Indian Agent Wisdom at Muscogee 
has sent the following:

“The Cook gang of outlaws in force 
is camped at Gibson station, eight 
miles from here on the Missouri,
Kansas and Texas Railway. It is 
believed that another hold-up is con­
templated. My police force, such as I 
( an get together, is not equal to the 
emergency, and Marshal Crump at 
Fort Smith, Ark., writes that he has 
not money to keep marshals in the 
field for campaign. Affairs here are 
in a desperate condition; commerce 
impeded, business suspended, and the 
people generally intimidated, ' and 
private individuals robbed every day 
and night. I renew my recommen­
dation, and earnestly insist that the 
Government, through the proper chan­
nel, take the matter in hand and 
protect its courts and citzens in the 
United States, who are lawfully resi­
dents in the territory. Licenses 
traders are especially suffering, and 
they are here under treaty stipulations.
This state of suspense must be broken 
up, and prompt action is urged to 
save life and property.” This telegram 
was referred to Secretary Smith, who 
called the attention of the Secretary 
of War to his request of yesterday 
that troops be sent to Indian Territory, 
and suggested the urgency of early 
action. It has been determined by the 
Interior Department officials to break 
up the lawlessness in the Indian 
Territory if the active assistance of the 
War Department is secured. Attorney- 
General Olney has sent telegrams to 
the United States Attorney and to 
the United States marshal at Fort 
Smith to do everything legitmately 
within their power to prevent the

FROZEN TO DEATH. Blacksmith,

Main St. Hillsboro’, Ji. B„Gruesome Discovery by an Arctic 
Whaling Ship. All kind of blacksmith work done with 

neatness and dispatch.

Dunkirk, Oct. 25.—Whaling vee* Is 
belonging to the Dundee fleet, which 
have returned here, brings a gruesome 
story from the Far North. At the be­
ginning of August the whalers Aurora’ 
Balena and Esquimaux were in Prince 
Regent’s Inlet, between the latitudes 
72 and 74 north, searching for white 
whales. They steamed into Elvin Bay 
and a party from the Balena landed 
and proceeded inshore. They had not 
gone far when they came upon a 
glastly ring of corpses, the remains of 
Esquimaux who had evidently died of 
starvation. The evidence pointed to 
its having been a case of survival of 
the fittest. The bodies had probably 
laid where they were found for a 
number of months, but were well pre­
served. Some bodies bore no trace of 
the tale told by the others. On the 
other hand clean picked human bones, 
and partially devoured bodies revealed 
a story of cannibalism. One corpse 
had been beheaded and the head was 
found thirty yards away from the 
trunk, at a place where someone had 
evidently made a meal upon the flesh 
and brain. It is supposed that the 
party, while traveling, found their 
progress checked by the sudden setting 
in of winter. What few provisions 
they had were soon exhausted, and 
then starvation stared them in the 
face. One by one they succumbed to 
the pangs of hunger, and finally the 
stronger, in a futile attempt to save 
their own lives, were driven to eat the 
others. The spot where the remains 
were found is inconceivable désolat**, 
and is entirely destitute of game or 
wild animals of any kind. The crew 
of the Balena brought a number of 
relics of their horrible find.

Moncton, N. 33.Portland Man Says Prices have Ad­
vanced Since the New Tariff.

Portland, Me., Oct. 26—W. H. 
Walker a well-known lumber dealer, 
says that the price of spruce dimen­
sion lumber has advanced 75 cents a 
thousand since the adoption of the 
tariff.

It was feared that the importation 
of Canadian lumber would drive the 
Maine dealers out of the business, but 
Mr. Walker says there is a brisk de­
mand, a rising market and most of the 
mills running with orders ahead. He 
says there seems to be a decided build­
ing boom that is making a strong de­
mand for lumber. He is unable to re­
call a fall for some years past when 
tliere was more building going on than 
at this time.

Mr. Walker is inclined to think 
that several reasons have contributed 
to the active demand for lumber. As 
i rule Maine people are making few if 
any western investments, and money 
is used here at home, largely in build­
ing fine blocks and handsome resi­
dences. The exact reverse of what it 
was feared would follow a change in 
the tariff has taken place in his branch 
"f the lumber business.

Terms One Dollar a Year in Advance.

Hon. W. R. Meredith, who has 
been leader of the opposition in 
Ontario for sixteen years past, has 
been elevated to the bench of 
that province, as Chief Justice of 
the Common Pleas.

A 
regiment of Manchurian cavalry came 
up as the enemy were driven from the 
earth-works and covered their retreat. 
The retiring force took refuge with the 
Chinese batteries further down the 
river, throwing away their muskets in 
their flight. Our advanced detach­
ment holds the fortifications erected 
at Sukochin ferry by the Chinese and 
is prepared to guard the passage across 
the river of the main body, which will 
probably lie made at dawn of October 
25. Pontoons have already been 
placed in position at Nodzu and all 
t he men and materials are ready for a 
rapid advance.

“There are still many Chinese troops 
in the batteries opposite Wi Ju, but 
their number has not been increased 
•luring the past week. The opposite 
forces have both been making re­
connaissances since the Chinese were 
driven out of Wi Ju, but no fighting 
had taken place until the morning of 
October 24. Scouts have made their 
way a short distance down the river, 
and have pushed into the interior, but 
none have met any armed Chinese. 
A report is current that the entire 
effective Chinese force is intrenched 
close to the Yalu River on the Mouk- 
• Icn road.

“The main attack on the Chinese 
force will he made before Sunday."

A later despatch to the Central 
News from Токіо, says the Field 
Marshal Count Yamagata has reported 
r,o the Emperor that at daybreak, on 
October 25, the Japanese army, under 
his command, completed its crossing 
of the Yalu river, and in the forenoon 
attacked and defeated the Chinese 
near the Fu Shang, also capturing a 
fortress on the right hank of the River 
Ai. According to the statement of a 
Chinese officer who was made prisoner 
the enemy were 18 batteries strong. 
The Chinese lost two hundred killed 
and a large number wounded, though 
it is not known how many. The 
number of Japanese killed or wounded 
was five officers and ninety men. 
Count Yamagata adds: “Col. Sato 
with his detachment, has rejoined th­

After much delay in obtaining the 
lumber, the covering of the public 
wharf here has been completed. It 
was under the superintendence of Mr. 
H. J. Bennett and is a substantial job.

This association has become one of 
the most vigorous Christian institutions д 
of our province. Its zeal is seen not 
only in its conventions but in its work 
and influence in our small settements 
in behalf of childhood and youth. It 
was organized in 1884, and celebrated 
its decennial at Fredericton on Oct. 
16th,17th,and 18th,1894. Thorough pre­
paration had been made for this gather­
ing. Early as last January the com­
mittee secured the services of Rev. 
Jesse Hurlhtit, D. D., of Chautauquaii 
and
Fredericton local committe made 
most complete arrangements, and 200 
delegates were enrolled, and wore 
badges of gold letters on crimson 
ribbon. The executive wisely held 
some preliminary meetings in St.John. 
Rev. Dr. Hurlbut held three services 
there on Sunday 14th, and lectured to 
the Young People’s Society on Monday 
evening 15th. “Men of thought and 
men of action” attended those services, 
and confirmed the wisdom of the com­
mitte in bringing such a worker to 
the convention. Convention opened 
in Fredericton on evening of 16th, 
Rev. G. O. Gates, president, in chair, 
Rev. Dr. Saunders, pastor of the church, 
led the first prayer service. Rev. Dr. 
Biecken gave an address of welcome, 
which was responded to by Rev. 
McKay. Dr. Hurlbut’s first address 
“Wherein the average Sunday-school 
succeeds” showed a real helper. He 
literally pitt his strength under the 
weakest teacher, from the smallest 
school for their encouragement. This 
met the very idea ot the committee. 
His moral lessons were full of Bible 
instruction, and will give impetus to 
the work of normal classes, or to 
students on normal lines when classes 
cannot be formed. This touches a 
definite aim of the committee in its 
work for the 11th year. The trustees 
of the city day schools permitted an 
early closing one day so that the 
teachers might attend the conference 
on normal work. The report of the 
executive appeared of marked interest 
to the audience, copies were distribut­
ed, and while the chairman, 8. J. 
Parsons, read the people closely fol­
lowed him on their copies, some one 
said—not a copy was left in the seats 
but taken home to read again. The 
report showed an encouraging growth 
along the lines. Among the recom­
mendations was one on the field secret­
ary and his work. Many kind words 
were spoken and the audience rose en 
masse to endorse his re-appointment. 
When Mr. Lucas gave his report it 
showed that he had held 400 services 
during the year to 20,000 people, and 
he travelled 9,500 miles. When a few 
years ago he came to this work at 
their urgent call, he believed that God 
led him. The years of experience had 
confirmed those early convictions. 
This year had been, in many ways, the 
best. This work in both quantity and 
quality had been made possible only 
by God’s blessing and the kindness of 
pastors and people everywhere. The 
work in the past year had received 
very hearty endorsation from denomi­
national gatherings. This was God’s 
answer to oft repeated prayer, that 
pastors might sec that it always was 
helpful, never detrimental, to the work 
of any denomination, Our constant aim 
is to promote and guard that work 
which God has put into the care of 
pastors.

The treasurer’s report, by Mr. H. A. 
White, of Sussex, proved an increasing 
confidence of the people as shown by 
their gifts. One hundred and thirty- 
five schools more than last year had 
sent offerings to this work. He spoke 
of the readiness of business men to 
help this. They begin to recognize 
that their fellow business men gratui­
tously plan this work and manage its 
funds with strict economy, giving 
liberally of their own time and means. 
His recommendations to guide future 
actions were of a business-like charact­
er and will be published in the report.

The statistical report, read by Miss 
Lucas, cor. sec., showed 963 schools 
with 6,270 officers and teachers and 
48,241 scholars,—a total of 54,511. 
This was a gratifying contrast to 568 
schools in 1884.

Perhaps the convention reached its 
climax in the 4th session, called the 
Decennial Thanksgiving service. The 
Rev. Kenneth McKay, now oi'Houlton, 
Mr. T. 8. Sims, and Rev. J. F. Fother- 
ingham, first promotors and officers, 
were speakers that evening. They 
were followed by Dr. Hurlbut. In re­
sponse to his appeal the people pledged 
$1,150 for the work of another year.

The Rev. Neil NcKay, of Chatham, 
was elected president; being escorted 
fcu the platform, he was inducted by 
Mr. 8. J. Parsons, and made an ex­
cellent addn ss.

Life Size Air-Brush and Crayon Portrait.Stratford, Ont., Oct. 27. —To a re­
porter who accompanied him from Lis- 
towel to Stratford on the train, Almeda 
Cliattele, the murderer of Jessie Keith 
in Elma hush, near Listowel, made a 
full and complete confession of his 
crime. The murder w *s committed on 
Friday of last week. Jessie was a well- 
developed girl of thirteen years. While 
returning home from a visit to Lis­
towel she was met by a tramp and 
brutally murdered. When her body 
was found every stitch of clothing had 
been removed. A post-morem examin­
ation showed that the throat had bee n 
cut from ear to ear, two of the arteries 
on the left side, the external srtery mi 
the right side and the windpipe were 
Severn!. The cuts on the abdomcm 
were the full length and the full 
breadth of C ut part of the body. All 
the organs, external and internal, of 
the pelvis were gouged out and re­
moved ; no trace of them could be 
found. Dcatli was caused by loss of 
blood. There was not a drop of blood 
in the dhvities of the heart. No blood 
came from the wounds in the lower 
part of the body, indicating that they 
had been inflicted after death. Among 
persons suspected of the crime was 
Chattelle, a tramp who was bum at 
Quebec sixty years ago, and who has 
led an adventurous life in the Western 
States. In the fact of strong circum­
stantial evidence he has admitted his 
guilt. He told the reporter how he 
had met Jessie Keith en the railway 
track ; that she resisted and was to 
strong for him, and after a struggle he 
hit her on the head with a stone, ren­
dering her insensible. The man con­
tinued: “ I then half carried, half sup­
ported her across the field to the bush, 
where I cut her throat and then in­
flicted other wounds.” What did you 
do with the organs you removed ?” “I 
buried them in the field, near when* 
the valise was found. I can’t describe 
the і lace exactly, but if a bloodhound 
was put on the scent it would find 
them.” “ But, why did you remove the 
parts?” “I do not know. After I 
found I could not accomplish my pur­
pose I became maddened and do not 
know what followed.” “ Why did you 
strip the body ?” “I don’t know.”

Chattelle, who was taken to t Strat­
ford jail after the coroner’s jury found 
him guily of murder, is very sullen 
this morning and refuses to talk. His 
admission in court when arraigned that 
lie killed the Keith girl will not hasten 
trial, which will not take place till 
spring.

Chippewa Falls, Wis., Oct. 28.— 

This city and vicinity was terribly 
shaken to-day by an explosion which 
occurred on the summit of a hill a 
mile from town, where five tons of 
dynamite were stored in a small build­
ing.

An Ottawa despatch of the 24th 
inst. says :

Mr. A. J. Madden, general manager 
of the United Marble Manufacturing 
Company of Chicago, is here with the 
object of taking out letters of" incor­
poration to organize a Canadian com­
pany. They intend to erect factories 
at Hamilton, Ont., and in Albert 
comity, New Brunswick Their raw 
product is gypsum, of which there arc 
rich deposits in the places named. 
This is hardened and polished, when 
it becomes in appearance exactly like 
Italian marble. It is hard as rock 
when finished hut it can first be shap­
ed with a plane just like a piece of 
wood. Mr. Madden says it will be 
cheaper than wood. A sample he car­
ries was described by an expert as a 
piece of Italian marble, worth three 
dollars and a half per running foot. It 

I is gypsum finished by the new process 
and costs the manufacture r only eight 
cents a foot. It will he cheaper to 
finish a kitchen with this beautiful 
marble than with wood, so that when 
the product is put on the market it 
will likely revolutionize the building 
trade. Mr. Madden took out a Cana­
dian patent t<xlay. It will add great 
value to gypsum deposits in Canada. 
There is a factory in Chicago and one 
in Grand Rapids, Mich., but the pro­
duct has not yet been put on the 
market.
