Л doe provision for tho education of the Peotdo 
is one of lb* first duties of the State, and in 
Province especially the want of it is grievously felt.
Tho Establishment of an r^ltrir-nt system bv which 
the blessings of instruction may he 
the reach of all. is a work of difficulty—hut its over­
whelming importance demands that it should he 
undertaken. I recommend the consideration of 
that subject In your best attention, and shall he most 
anxious t<- і fiord you iti vonr labour* all the co­
operation in my power. If it should be found im­
possible no to reconcile conflicting opinions ns tu 
obtain a measure which may meet the approbation 
of all, I trust that at least steps may lie taken by 
which an advance to a more perfect system may lie 
made, and tho difficulty under which the People of 
this Province hotv labour may he greatly diminish­
ed, subject In such improvements hereafter as time 
and experience tuny point out.

prosper under prudent and wage counsels. Tim 
generous aid which 1 have already ami 
you—the determination which I am also empower­
ed to slate on the part of the Government to devnto 
ntimtnlly a large sum for the military defences of tho 
Province—the fixed and settled determination w hich 
. have Queen’* command* to declare, that Her 
North American possessions slinl! be maintained at 
all hazards ns part of Her Umpire, are pledge* of 
tho sincerity with which tin* mother country oesire* 
to promote the prosperity of Canada, and to assist 
in the well working of the new iiiHlitfc lone which it 
has established.

Tho eyes of F.nelond are anxiously fixed upon 
tho result of this great experiment. Should it suc­
ceed. the aid of Vnrliameht in vonr undertakings— 
the confidence of British capitalists in the credit you 
may require from them—tlm security which the Bri­
tish’ people will feel in seeking vonr shores and es­
tablishing themselves on yonr fertile soil, mnv car­
ry improvement to an unexampled height. The ra­
pid advance of trade, and immigration within tho 

nfiord ample evidence of tho 
effects of tranquillity in restoring confidence and 
promoting prosperity. May no di«*entions mar the 
flattering pros|vect which is open before ns—may 
yonr efforts bo steadilv directed to the great practi­
cal improvements of winch the Province stands sit 
much in need, and under the Idcssint of that Pro­
vidence which has hitherto preserved this portion 
of the British dominions, mnv yonr counsels be so 
guided as to ensure to the Queen ettnehed and loy­
al subjects, and to United Canada a prosperous and 
contented people.

obtaining upon this bMence such grants and enact­
ments us might absolve them ftom the necessity of 
meeting the new Parliament before January or Fe­
bruary next. This, could they have accomplished 
it, would have been a coup de maitre. It would 
have given them their salaries for three quarters of 
a year—no slight matter in their estimation. It 
would have given them the incidental patronage of

But more and better even than these—it would have
