The love of God, the mercy
and fatherhood of God are magnified
st the expense of Hia justice. It is sig-
nificant that all the fcrma of free think-
ing and liberalism are loudest in their
declamation of the fatherhood of God
and His wondrous love. This isall well
and cannot. be over-estimated ; but it is
significant that they arealso ferocionsly
loud in denouncing those who preach
the justice and the judgments of the
Almighty. They preach what they like
and condemn what they dislike.

— Tue Royal Commission appointed
by the Dominion government for gather
ing {acts about the liquor business to
be submitted to parliament, with a view
to help that body in the matter of leg-
islation, is now going from city to city
attending to their work. The combine
of liquor dealers has put an agent into
the field in the interests of liquid fire
craft. This looks as if thorough work
may be expected. Whatever effect the
report of the Royal Commission may
have upon the present parliament of
Canada it would now be impossible to
say ; but of one thing the friends of
temperance may be sure, and that is a
mass of authenticated facts that will be
put into their hands which will
strengthen them in their future work.
All feel confident that in a commission
in which Dr. McLeod and Mr. Mona-
ghan are found, there will be no playing
blind when ugly facts/are found, neither
will there be a mere superficial exam-
ination in certain quarters where the
records against the liquor traffic might
be supposed to be damaging to its in-
terests. “ Si monumentum requires, cir-
cumapice,” is the direction on a tablet in
Bt. Paul’s Cathedral for seeing the
monument of Bir Christopher Wren, the
architect of that grand structure. If
this Royal Commission would seek for
the monument of the liquor traffic, let
them look around. Yes, they muat
look around and look down—round the
whole earth and down to the depths of
perdition. By and by we shall seo what
the commission bas found. They will
supply texts not a few for the parlia
mept, the press, the platform and the
pulpit. The hideous rum business was
not paraded through the streets of
Halifax this year in the procession on
the labor holiday. It is about time this
disgraceful and iniquitous business had
cultivated shame enough to keep out of
sight when the industries of a country
are on dxhibition. Modesty and shame
are hard lessons for it to learn.

_ PASSING EVENTS.

THE lawless outbreak &t Homestead
has been suppressed by the pres-
ence of the military, ahd the Camegie
company has the prGbection of the
State in its right to Sfploy whom it
will and to make such terms as it may
with its employes, without any inter-
ference on the part of the union men,
But the conflict between the company
and organized labor is still on, and it is
not easy to foresse how long it will Inst
and what will be the issue. The com-
pany, being now at liberty to employ
non-union men, may go on with its
business of manufacturing, but it issaid
to be the expectation of the strikers
that the milroad employes will espouse
their cause and will refuse to handle the
finished product of the Carnegie mills.
If this shall take place it will, of
course, -extend and complicate the
difficulty. The cost of such a conflict
to the company and to the Btate is of
course very heavy, while by the work-
ing men its cost is more severely felt.
Al which gives emphasis to the neces-
sity for some authoritative Board of
itration to which disp b
the representatives of labor and of capi-
tal could be referred for settlement.
The matter will also, it appears, find its
way into the criminal courts, as several
of the leaders in the attack upon the
Pinkerton men have been arrested on
charge of murder.

THE outbreak of hostilities between

the Carnegie Company and the
union men in Pennsylvania, was almost
immediately followed by a similar out~
break in & mining community in Idaho.
In this case, trouble which had arisen
between a mining company and the
union men on account of & reduction in
wages, culminated in & war between
union men and non-union men who had
been employed under the protection of
an armed guard to take the place of the
strikers. The news of the Homestead
outbreak and a challenge from the non-
union men, it is said, led to a confliot
between the opposing parties, in which
many lives were sacrificed. A mill was

union men driven out, and the mine so
oharged with explosives that it could be
destroyed if it should suit their purpose.
But the lawless non-unionist’ forces
found themaelves unable to cope with
the military which, both state and
national, came promptly at the call of
the mine owners. Martial law was pro-
claimed, the
owners was restored to them and the
non-union men were brought back.
These incidents will be likely to teach
the champions of the rights of labor that
in the United States, whether east or
‘weal, the authority of the law is too
stroug to be trifled with, and that if they
are to succeed in enforcing their de-
mands, it must be through other means
than violence and bloodshed.

'I‘HE opinion is expressed in a United
States newspaper that within the
next five years electricity will to a large
degree displace steam on all the great
railroads of the country. There are
said to be now in operation in the
United States no less than 425 electric
roads, of which 40 have been opened
during the past nine months. These
are all comparatively short distance
roads, but a road is now in process of
construction between 8t. Louis and
Chicago, to be opened next year in time
for the World's Fair, in which electrici-
ty will be the motive power, and on
which it is expected that its express
trains will run at a speed of 100 miles an
hour. The underground electric sys-
tem in London, during the eighteen
months in which it has been in opera-
tion, has carried more than 7,000,000
passengers. ¥ s
THE battle between the political forces
commanded by Lord Salisbury and
Mr. Gladstone respectively, has been
fought out practically to its conclusion.
There are still one or two constjtuencies
to hear from, but these are not expected
to change the results, which, according
to the reports, will give Mr. Gladstone &
masjority of 42 in the new parliament.

Ontario Letter.

June, 18 rain storms; July,2. Then
many a farmer began to quake for his
hay crop standing rich, rank and tall
in the meadow. But the God of the
weather had not forgotten the farmer.
The clouda cleared awsy, the sun shone
in his strength, and while we in the
towns have been panting with the heat,
the farmers in the lightest of summer
costumes have been filling the mows.

We have at last attained to the dignity
of & centennial. On the 16th of July,
1792, a representative system of govern-
ment was proclaimed at Kingston, and
the fit parliament was opened af
Niagars-on-the-lake (Ont.), Bept. 17,
1792, From that time till 1867 the
province was known as Upper Canada;
since which time Ontario has been the
official and public title.

The old town of Niagara was the scene
of a special celebration. At thejuncture
of the Niagara river and Lake Ontario
lies the parish of 8t. Mark, founded in
The church, which has lately
been renovated, was built in 1802. In
1518, the American troope used it.as &
barracks and burped it when they left.
Tombstones in the churchyard still bear
the marks of that early warfare. Here
have been but three rectors in the cen-
tury : Rev. Robert Addison, who came
from Oxford University, England, 1792-
1829 ; Rev. Thdmas Creen, 1829-1857;
Archdeacon McMurray, 1859 to the
present. These events were celebrated
July 9th to 11th by three days of ser-
mons and addresses and music. The
gathering was large and enthusiastio,
and many historical facts not contained
in the text books and unknown to this
generation were brought to light.

The politidal celebration wss held
July 17, The addross of the day was
made by Hon. Mr. Kirkpatrick, lieut.-
governor of the provinee. He read, dur
ing the conrse of his speech, the prcela-
mation of Governor Simooe, made July
16, 1792, establishing constitutional gov-
ernment.  Sir Oliver Mowat, attorney-
general premier of the provinoe,
also 8 t some length on the various
aspects of present day politics. Dr.
Orenbyatekha, a full-blooded Mohawk
and a descendant of the famous Indian
chief, Joseph Brant, was then called

must be captain or nothing. This thing

exp All these requirements
we are amply capable of meeting i we
do our best, and the soldier who in time
of special danger refuses to do his best,
by the world and by the church is
branded as unfit to wear the uniform of
his high calling.

When our membership in general
comes to see that replenishing the
Lord's treasure is & regular obligation,
and among the best, because among the
most practical evidences of exalted
nyirilvmlily, the money part of currgnt
church history will beeome far move en-
couraging. “Upon the first day. of the
week let every one of you lay by him in
stove as God has prospered him, that
there be no gatherings when I come.”
This is the Divine command.
Reegnizing the Holy Spirit as our
source of inspiration, let us look upon
Him as & constant leader and a constant
companion.

THE DETROIT CONVENTION.

Our Ontario correspondent, as will be
seen by reference to his letter which ap-
pears in another column, favors the
readers of the MEssENGER AND VISITOR
with some account of the Young Peo-
ple’s convention recently held at Detroit.

The problems with which we have to
eal are not only political and social,
but moral and religious. There are in-
iquities at our own doors as well as in
foreign countries. Skeptical notions are
in many cases entertained by our young
men, and there is need of Christian
schools and Christian teachers to coun-
teract the influences that are leading
them astray. At Acadia and St. Mar-
tins the men who teach are Christians.
They are teaching Christian truth. We
have reason to thank God for the work
which has been done in these instito-
tions. In conclusion Dr. de Blois spoke
of the unsurpassed advantages which St.
Marting Seminary was now offering
young men and women who desired in-
tellectual training under Christian in-
fluences, and made a strong appeal to
the association on behalf of the school
for its support.

The report on Education came
somewhat irregularly at this stage. It
was presented by Dea. 8. C. Wilbur, of
Moncton, and was brief but excellent in
quality. The report noted that the past
year had marked a steady advance in
our educational work. The reports from
Acadia College and St. Martins Semi-
nary are highly engouraging. It was
most gratifying to know that the moral
and spiritual wellbeing of the students
is, in these schools, no less cared for than
their intellectual training. This should
lead to increased patronage of these
achools by ouar people. S4. Martins
should receive a more hearty and uninj-
mous support than it has hitherto en-
joyed.

Mr. Wilbur sipported the report by
saying that we need to back up our
words by deeds.

The
light shames the careless man, exposing
the filth so apt to accumulate in dark
g.::ee-, and it 1s a perpetual reminder of
neglect. A dark basement, baving

a en floor, is taken possession of
by hordes of vermin which can never be
dislodged, and the losses by these will
soon amount to the whole cost of doing
the work in the most effective manner.
Wood exposed to moisture, and with-
out air, decays quickly. For this rea-
son I would have the basement floor of
stone. The stone should be put in thus :
The ground being properly graded, is
covered with stone, as it comes [rom the
land. Itis then broken with sledges on
the floor. This beats it together in the
firmest manner, and makes it quite
solid. When the whole floor has been
gone over, beginning at the doorway, the
surface is covered with fine gravel or
coarse sand, and this is well swept in
and rammed down. The whole floor is
gone over in this way, and is imperish-
able. To make an extra-fine finish it
may be covered with & coating of cement
a.ndy sand, an inch thick. A very good
floor may be made in a basement of coal
ashes wetted and firmly beaten down,
along with-enough clay to bind the
whole; you cannot ise too much beat-
ing; this solidifies the floor and binds
the coarser ashes into a mass hard to
disturb with a pick. Or coarse sand,
with slacked lime and wood ashes thus
beaten down, will make a solid floor not
absorbent of moisture. The more beat-

ing these materials get, the tougher they-

become,

The Peach-Leaf Carl.

Every spring when the new leaves
and tender shoots appear they are liable
to attack of a new fungus known scien-
tifically as Taphrina deformans, which
causes the leaves and succulent twigs to
curl up, often turning to a reddish or
brown ¢olor, hence the common name
of peach-leaf curl. This fungus and
curl is known in all countries where
the peach and closely allied fruits are
cultivated, and while it is sometimes so
prevalent and its attacks so persistent
as to severely check growth of the trees,
it usually passes off at the approach of
& few days of warm dry weather. It is
quite probable that spraying the trees
with sulpbate of i'mn,ormppf‘r or even
