▲sncLi l.—This Association. composed only of Ministers and Delegates, who 

shall be members of the Churches which they represent, shall be styled " The 
K, N. B. Baptist Association.”

Akticls a.—The Association shall meet annually, at a o'clock, r. on the 
third Thursday of September, at such place aa they shall appoint ; notice of 
which shall be riven in the Minutes. The meeting shall be opened with Social 
Conference ; after which, the Oflloere and Committees shall be appointed. 
Every meeting held by adjournment from time to time during the session of 
the Association, shall be opened and concluded by prayer.

Аатісіл 8.—Each Church shall have the privilege of sending one Delegate, 
or more ; but no Churchy however numerous, shall be entitled to a greater» 
number than live, in addition to their Pastor. i 

Article 4.—At each meeting of the Association, toe Delegatee shall deliver to 
the Clerk of the preceding year immediately on their arrival, the letters from 
the Churches ; a list of the Delegatee having been prepared by the Clerk, their 
names shall be called, and they sh|ll take their places. The Moderator of the 
preceding year shall call Це vote for* Moderator, by ballot, without nomination, 
and the person who shall be ehosen by a majority of the members present, shall, 

his acceptance, lead the meeting to the choice of a Clerk. It shall be the 
duty of the Moderator to preside in all the transactions of the meeting, no­
minate Committees, and maintain due order among the members. It shall be the 
dqgr of the Clerk to keep a fair and impartial record of all the doings of the As­
sociation during the session, and furnish a correct copy of the same tor the press.

Article 5.—it shall be the duty of each Church to send by its Messengers a 
letter to the Association, giving an account of its state, particularly of the id- 
(ШЦрв and diminution within the last year ; and generally, of whatever relates 
ЖИВ peace and prosperity, together with the whole number of 
communion. It shall also forward money for the printing of the Minutes.

Article 6.—When any Church shall desire admittance into this body, applica­
tion must be made by fetter, and satisfactory evidence furnished of their faith * 
and order : this being done, and a vote of acceptance taken, the Moderator shall,
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in behalf of the Association, give to one of their Messengers (if any be present)
the right hand of fellowship. ------—' —-

Article 7.—When a Church shall neglect to make any communication to tfil 
Association for three years successively, It shall be considered as having with 
drawn from us, and shall be dropped from the Minutes, unless two or more 
members request its continuance, and shall engage to enquire into its standing, 
and report at the next meeting of the Association.

Articlb «.^-Although as an Association, we disclaim all power over the 
Churches, so far as respects any interference with their independence and dis­
cipline, yet we deem it our privilege to judge for ourselves or the propriety of 
continuing any Church or Minister in our connexion, which to us shall appesr 
to be unscriptural In principle, or irregular In practice. In order, however, that 
we may not withdraw our fellowship without sufficient reason, from anyChuroh 
or Minister against whom a complaint is made by two members of this body, it 
shall be the duty of the Association to appoint a Committee to investigate the 
points of complaint, and report the result of their enquiries to the Association, 
that they may decide as duty shall appear. ■

Article 9.—Alterations and amendments may be made in this Constitution 
from time to time, such as experience may dictate.

RULES OP ORDER.

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destroyed by tire. Unfortunately there was no insurance, and your 
Board is informed ^>y Bro. Hickson that the personal loss to him by this 
catastrophe is $600. This amount was generously contributed by him 
from private funds, and therefore cannot be otherwise than deeply 
alflictive. Your Board would suggest that an appeal be made at once to 
the Churches of the Province generally for such a practical expression 
of sympathy as shall secure funds to a sufficient extent to rebuild the 
house. Such an expression is due to the self-sacrificing spirit of our 
valued Bro. Hickson, and to the interests of the cause in Bathurst and 
the surrounding country.

A missionary is required at once for Bathurst, including in his new 
field of labor New Bandon, and New Durham. Another for the region 
of country extending from Buctouche to Newcastle, making Riehibucto 
the centre of operation. Another for Bay de Verte, Port Elgin, and 
other destitute localities in that direction. Missionary labors are espe­
cially needed in the Douglas Valley, and in the region of country 
extending from Oarleton to Oromocto. A strong man is required also 
for the growing town of St. Stephen, and New Settlements are being 
formed in nearly all the counties of the Province, which plead in the 
spirit of Macedonia, for missionary assistance. These claims all told 
present urgent demands for a large increase to our missionary staff, and 
for a greatly augmented Treasury. How appropriate that we should 
pray to the Lord of the harvest that he would send forth laborers into 
his harvest. Let us provide the means of support, and the laborers will 
be forthcoming in due time.

FINANCIAL PROSPECTS

for the next Associational year are encouraging. The Corresponding 
Secretary suggested that $4,000 ought to be raised as a working capital 
for the support of the several objects embraced in the Union Society for 
the year upon which we are about to enter. To accomplish this desira­
ble object your Board instituted a series of missionary meetings 
mencing with the Churches in St. John, and extending subsequently to 
a number of the Churches in the counties of Queens, Kings, Albert, and 
Westmorland.
