It 
is in the form of a printed circular, 
and while It does not speak of Queen’s 
by name the reference is unmistak­
able. Two bills affecting Queen’s are 
now before Parliament, over the name 
of W. F. Nickle of Kingston. The first 
provides for the changing of the name 
and the nationalization of the Uni­
versity, which is to be "in every re­
spect national and undenominational 
in character and management.” The 
second Incorporates Queen's Theologi­
cal College as the successor to the 
Faculty of Theology at Queen's Col­
lege.

The circular refers first to the Car­
negie fund for pensioning < oliege pro­
fessors and the provision that profes­
sors of colleges having any connection 
with religion are not. to be'
Canadians, it is stated, are not desir­
ous of assisting “these sinister plans 
of Mr. Carnegie.” It is pointed out 
that whereas the Dominion Parliament 
cannot interfere outside of Canada it 
can interfere when trustees of a Can­
adian College come asking for legist 
tton in order to remove the connection 
of its religious teaching or its religious 
relations with the church.

The circular states, “a Canadian 
university is asking the Parliament 
at Ottawa to so amend Its constitution 
and so nullify its connection, with re­
ligion that it will allow all its pro­
lessors to become eligible for Mr. 
Carnegie’s golden bait.’’

Premier Flemming Expresses Confidence in Future of City, 
at Smoker of the North End Conservative Club Last 
Evening—Next Five Years will Witness Great Expansion 
—Other Prominent Speakers.

a very few years come Into Its right­
ful position as the terminal of the 
three great trunk line railways of 
Canada, that the construction of the 
Valley Railway will assure the com­
ing of the Grand Trunk Pacific to the 
winter port and make it Imperative 
for the Canadian. Northern to link up 
its system with the port of St. John 
by making connections with the Val 
ley road at Grand Falls, that the Val­
ley route will give traffic originat­
ing in the west an advantage of over 
100 miles over the other routes, that 
the local government intends to do 
all in its power to Increase popula­
tion and production in this province 
by assisting railway development, 
improving highways, encouraging the

Another thing the construction of 
the Valley Railway Will do will be to 
bring the traffic of the G. T. P. to 
St. John. It will also bring the Ca­
nadian Northern- traffic to this port.

In a few years SL John is bound 
to take its rightful place as the ship­
ping port of the three great trunk 
lines of Canada.

Will Come Here.
Continuing, Mr. Flemming said he 

was sure the Canadian. Northern 
would come to St. Jolun His reason 
for saying this was that the Domln 
ion government had agreed to guaran 
tee the bonds of the Canadian North­
ern. for constructing the line from 
Port Arthur to Montreal, If the Ca­
nadian Northern agreed io hand over 
its traffic to the I. C. R., at Mont 
real for shipment to the seaboard.

From Quebec to St, John by the 
Valley route the distance is 435 miles. 
From Montreal to St. John by the C. 
P. R., the distance is 481. A car of 
western, freight can be delivered at 
Quebec as cheaply as at Montreal. As 
a competition for western traffic the 
Valley route has an advantage of 40 
miles over the C. P. R. route or 140 
miles over the old I. C. R. route.

If the Canadian Northern does not 
turn its traffic over to the I. C. R.. It 
will build a line to connect, with the 
St. John Valley Road at Grand Falls 
and come In over the Valley Railway 
to this port. By that route the west­
ern wheat fields will be brought 100 
miles nearer to St. John than any 
other road.

Continuing, Mr. Flemming said that 
the government had not put any bur­
den upon the people to build the 
road. He believed the province would 
never be required to pay a cent of in­
terest on the bonds, 
considered a. remarkable thing to se­
cure the construction of a railway 
without placing any burden upon the 
people- very remarkable if you con­
sider the experience of the old gov­
ernment in, building the Chipman rail­
way.

The government’s only liability was 
the Interest on the bonds, and the 
I. C. R.. would turn over 40 per cent 
of the gross earnings to pay the in­
terest. The government had securi­
ty for the interest while the road was 
in, construction. The company had 
to put up a fund of $300,000, from 
which the Interest would be paid dur­
ing construction.

Berlin, Feb. 7.—Emperor William 
in person opened at noon today the 
thirteenth Reichstag, which has as­
sembled since the foundation of the 
Genpan. Empire. As Is customary, 
instead of going to the impend par­
liament. the Emperor called the mem­
bers to the palace. where he made 
his speech from the- throne in the 
great white hall.

The deputies present were for the- 
most part in uniform on court dress, 
and the scene was a. brilliant one. 
After greeting the members of the 
Imperial parliament in the names of 
the government confederated states 
of the empire, Emperor William af­
firmed his desire to augment fthe 
welfare of all classes of the people of 
Germany and maintain the strength 
and prestige of the nation.

There was some disappointment ov­
er the part of the Emperor’s speech 
for which the members of the Reich 
stag were waiting with the utmost 
eagerness in which he made refer­
ences to the international situation 
and the expected Increase In the ar 
my and the navy. The Emperor mere 
ly announced the measures in a gen 
eral way and did not give any details. 
He said:

“FOr the success of our work of 
peace at home and overseas the em­
pire must remain powerful enough to 
defend at all times its national honor 
and Its possessions as well as its 
Just Interests in the world. It is there­
fore my constant duty and care to 
maintain and strengthen, both on land 
and sea, the power of the German 
people, which does not lack young men 
capable of bearing 
with this end In view ave In prepara­
tion and. will be submitted to you. 
together with proposals for covering 
the additional cost. In helping this im­
portant work, gentlemen, you will be 
greatly serving the fatherland.

‘in concluding, our agreement with 
France we have given new proof of 
our readiness to settle international 

whenever such 
of the dignity 

and Interests of Germany. Side by 
side with the maintenance of our al­
liance with Austria-Hungary and Italy 
my policy has been steadily directed 
toward the crltlvation of friendly re­
lations with all the powers on the 
Basis of mutual respect and goodwill."

Cheers were raised as 'the emperor 
referred to the satisfactory state of 
the imperial finances and to the con­
tinuance of the traditional tariff pol­
icy of Germany while the applause 
was particularly great when he pro­
claimed the necessity for strengthen­
ing the army and navy.

As soon as the emperor had con­
cluded, Dr. Von Bethmann-Hollaweg. 
the imperial chancellor, announced the 
Reichstag was opened. Three cheers 
for the emperor were then given and 
the ceremony closed.

Not even the most ardent exponent 
of the fire and brimstone theory of 
the hereafter, among evangelists, ev­
er expounded the tortures of lost souls 
In perdition to as good advantage as 
did the Italian poet Dante, in his Im­
mortal masterpiece, the Inferno. A re­
presentation of this poem last night 
cast upon the screen at the Opera 
House amazed the audience with the 
accuracy of detail and wonderful ef­
fect of the production.

Although some doubt, existed in the 
minds of many us to whether or not 
a film such as tills would constitute 
a desirable entertainment, those who 
attended the two performances yester­
day were amply rewarded for their 
time. The production was In absolutely 
good taste and could not offend the 
sensibilities of the most sensitive.

The Inferno consists of five reels 
comprising over 100 scenes, rne pic- 
lure» as thrown upon the screen are 
explained by a lecturer who is thor­
oughly familiar with the poem. This 
makes it possible for the audience to 
follow the pictures, and also to ac­

With regard to (c) it does not pay to catch unmarket­
able fish. There are here end there around the coast, 
areas which might be called ‘nurseries' to which young 
Ash resort In large numbers, and steam trawling at such 
places would doubtless result in the capture of great 
quantities of Immature Ash; but as It Is marketable flab 
that are being sought, these areas would be avoided by the 
trawling skippers when once located.

. Mr. Hazen’s report proceeds:
“While steam trawling tends to revolutionise Ashing, 

“and to replace existing methods, an unbiased examina- 
" tion of its results does not seem to leave room for much 
“ fear that it will result In depletion of the fisheries.^ In 
“ the North Sea, for instance, over 2,000 such vessels op- 
“ erate from Great Britain’s ports alone, and not for seven 
“ or eight months in the year, but for the whole twelve. 
“ This has been going on for years; but there Is no evi- 
“ dence of depletion of the yield. On the contrary, an 
** ever Increasing quantity Is being taken."

Dealing with an important point, the effect on the 
price of Ash, Mr. Hazen finds no evidence that it has been 
lowered. It says:

It is not a fact that the use of the steam trawlers—-2 In 
“ number—-that have been operating in Canada for the 
“ past few years, has lowered the price of fish to the fish- 
“ ermen, or has in any way interfered with their markets. 
’* Indeed, the opposite is the case. Prices have been bet- 
" ter, and the work of the trawlers has enabled the sup- 
“ piyit 
“ get out.

“It Is realized, however, that if many steam trawlers 
“ are shortly placed in commission on the Canadian coasts, 
“ the hand trawl and long line fishermen will find it hard 
“ to compete, and anything that the government can do to 
“ protect them, it is anxious to do. It must not be for- 
“ gotten, however, that there are great obstacles in the 
“ way of an international agreement for the abolition of 
“ trawling, or even preventing their use in extensive areas. 
" Steam trawling has already been firmly established in 
“ the United States. Six such vessels are now operating 
“ continuously from Boston, and some four or six more are 
“ being built for work from that port. Every year vary- 
“ ing numbers of steam trawlers come over from France— 
“ last year nine—and operate from St. Pierre as a base. 
“ Since the abolition of the treaty rights of France on the 
" coats of Newfoundland, French vessels have no reli- 
“ able source of bait, and if trawling were given up that 
“ country would largely have to go out of fishing on this 
“ side of the Atlantic.

“Again, it cannot be said with assurance that trawling 
‘ is unduly destructive. Ever since 1904, the Iuternation- 
" al Council for the Exploration of the Sea, which is made 
“ up of some of the best scientific authorities of Great 
" Britain, Germany. Holland, Belgium, Denmark, Russia. 
" Norway and Sweden, has been investigating the matter; 
“ but has been unable to agree to advise against such 
" method if fishing. It will, therefore, be seen that it is 
“ impossible to turn to any government which has taken 
" action to prevent such trawling except in limited inshore 
" areas, and Canada has gone farther than any other, by 
“ prohibiting trawling in all Its territorial waters.”

The difficulty which would confront Canada, should 
there be any general desire to extend the prohibition of 
steam trawling, is, as Mr. Hazen pointed out, that the 
Dominion would stand practically alone in any attempt to 
secure an International arrangement by which trawling 
could be prevented outside the three-mile limit. Nego­
tiations to that end In the past have not been successful. 
He gave the House the assurance that if possible a further 
conference would be held, but he was not hopeful for any 
definite results. In the meantime it is satisfactory to 
know from the statement the Minister of Marine and 
Fisheries submitted to Parliament, that the fishermen are 
being protected as far as possible and that this great in­
dustry is not suffering at the hands of steam trawlers any 
serious depredation.

Hill. When a boy, tramping with his 
father from London to Rochester, he 
had stopped before the pretty house 
and exclaimed, “There I shall live 
when I get to be a man " The fulfil­
ment of this prophesy seemed to Dic­
kens like the happy ending to one of 
his own fairy tales. Besides, the place 
was holy ground to him, for it had 
been trodden by the feet of Shakes­
peare, was a resort of Falstaff, Polns, 
Peto, Pistol and Bardolph. In the hall 
a painted panel read, “This is Gad- 
shill, of which Sir John Falstaff said
------” and the quotation from Henry
ihe Fourth follows.

There was only one other residence 
in all England that Dickens preferred 
to Gad’s Hill. His favorite walk was 
to Rochester, and he would stand for 
hours, viewing the ruined castle; re­
building and repairing It. repeopling 
it with kings and queens, lords and 
ladles who had lived within its mas­
sive walls.

The chalet was presented to hi 
Charles Fechter, the famous French 
actor, who saw it at the Paris Expo­
sition. It arrived at Gad's Hall in sec­
tions, carefully numbered and boxed. 
Dickens had the boxes strewn care­
lessly over the lawn, and, when Fech­
ter arrived, asked him anxiously "Why 
have you sent me this lumber?" “Ciel!” 
cried Fechter, "but I have been swind­
led! They told me they would send 
you a Swiss chalet to write In!”

The world knows Dickens as a writ­
er, but as an oral story-teller he was 
even more marvelous. He told stories 
almost as constantly as Lincoln or 
Scheherezade, but they had a myster­
ious peculiarity. Remember them—re­
peat them word for word—and they 
had lost their magic. For example, 
when we were a small family party at 
Gad’s Hill, we would coax Dickens to 
tell us the story of the “Woman with 
the Red Shawl.” He had dreamed of 
a woman who wore a red shawl and at 
night, going home after his lecture, he 
had met the identical woman, wearing 
the same red shawl as in his dream. 
There was nothing very remarkable In 
such an incident; but, as Dickens told 
it, the story interested, amused and 
thrilled us, though we had heard it 
over and over again.

He talked with such a quaint pre­
cision, such an undertone of fun. wit 
and satire, that it seemed as if he 
might have saved himself many weary 
hours by dictating his novels to a sten­
ographer.

Across the road, but within the 
manor of Gad’s Hill and under the 
jurisdiction of Dickens as landlord 
and as Justice of the Peace, was a 
country tavern, originally called "The 
Jolly Plow Boy," but rechristened 
"Sir John Falstaff’s Inn." One night 
there was a disturbance in the tav­
ern and we went over in a body, Dic­
kens leading, to investigate 1L Among 
a party of rough fellows was a man 
with blood streaming down his face, 
and he said that the landlord had 
struck him with a. pewter pot.

According to the report of the Chamberlain the city 
owns real estate to the value of $3.088,518.76, a large pro­
portion of which is revenue producing. The plant of the 
water detriment, which includes the main and distribut­
ing system throughout the city, is valued at $2.112,732, 
while the sewerage is placed among the assets at $576,- 
609. The total value of the assets of the city is $7,121,- 
074.52, while the liabilities amount to $5,046,404.69. This 
shows an excess of assets over liabilities of $2.074,669.83. 
The revenue producing assets of the city are the harbor 
which had a net revenue of over $70,710.19, the lands on 
the East and West sides and in Lancaster, which pro­
duced about $18,000. and the market which had a revenue 
last year of something over $3,000.

The debt is now less than $5,000,000, against which 
there is a sinking fund of $883,972.56. Between 1912 aud 
1915 inclusive, over $600,000 of this indebtedness falls 
due, about half of it will be provided for by the sinking 
fund and the other half will have to be met by a re-issue 
of debentures.

Thus, within a year, the dream of 
Rochester Castle would have been re­
alized had not Dickens died untimely.

Gad's Hill is a small stone parson­
age, sweet with flowers. To the left 
of the central hall—which was hung 
with scenes painted by Stanefield for 
amateur performances—were the re­
ception and dining rooms. On the 
right were the library and billiard 
room. On a side door was the notice, 
•This leads to the kitchen; please 
keep clqsed.”

Placards, labels and signs were pe­
culiarities of the house. In the sleep­
ing rooms were benches lettered in 
black, “For trunk,” “For portman­
teau.” Dickens laughed as he explain­
ed, "Yes; everything that can be label­
ed, is labeled. I used to be the most 
careless of men and had to cure myself 
as my work increased. Now I am a mar 
tlnet. Breakfast at 9 sharp; dinner 
at 7 sharp. Otherwise this is Liberty 
Hall!"

The room best known to the public 
is the library, because of the picture 
by Luke Flldes, called “The Vacant 
Chair,” wnich has brought tears to 
many eyes. But, so far as Dickens 
was concerned, that chair had always 
been vacant. It was for the accom­
modation of guests. He never used 
it, except to write the most casual 
notes. “How could I write works In 
a library,” he exclaimed, “with all 
those volumes glaring at me and mut­
tering, ‘What! Another?’ ”

The books on the lowest shelf of 
the library were dummies, with titles 
selected by such Ixmdon humorists 
as Albert Smith. Mark Lemon. Ed­
mund Yates and Andrew Halliday. 
“Lives of the Poets" was so thin that 
there was scarcely room for the title 
on the back. "Five Minutes in India, 
bv an Englishman," was in five portly 
volumes. “Eggs on Bacon” carica­
tured "Coke ou Littleton." Dickens 
recalled the ‘authors of all the dum­
mies and would roll on the floor with 
glee as he told about them.

His Important writing was done In 
a large bedroom upstairs or in a cha­
let on the opposite side of the road, 
connected with Gad's Hill by a tun 
nel cut through the chalk soil, so that 
Diêkens might pass to and fro with

as the paving of streets, but expenditures for them will 
not equal the rapid decline in the debt during the next 
few years.

The new commission will take over the affairs of the 
city when they are in a most flourishing and healthy con­
dition. They will, also, come into office at the beginning 
of a real estate boom, the like of which has never been 
experienced by any city or town in Eastem Canada for a 
generation or two back. After a long struggle SL, John 
has at last received recognition as the winter port of 
Canada. Already the Dominion Government has expend­
ed a considerable sum in harbor construction at this port 
and it is the firm belief that the expenditures so far made 
are but a beginning in this direction. The people were 
never in such an optimistic frame of mind as they are at 
the present time, nor have they been so prosperous at any 
time since the great fire.

A new generation has grown up since 1877 which 
knows little of the prosperity of St. John during the days 
of wooden ship building, and who have been compelled by 
circumstances to seek a livelihood in other directions. 
While St. John can not be regarded as yet as a manu­
facturing centre, we possess some very considerable man­
ufacturing establishments which are extending the mar­
ket for their goods over the whole of Canada. No mer­
chants are more progressive iu their own field than those 
of St. John and every year its trade ia expanding into new 
territory and its volume increasing. The clearing house 
returns of the banks show large increases every year. 
In 1908 the total clearings amounted to $66,435,636, and in
1910 to $77,843,546. This is a very good showing for a 
city the size of SL John.

The winter port trade has grown enormously, the 
coasting trade is increasing, and the railway traffic has 
expanded far beyond anything hoped for by the early pro­
moters of railways in this Province.

The growth of SL John has been slow in beginning 
but the general feeling everywhere is that we have only 
been preparing for a greàt development of our trade and a 
rapid increase in population. But whatever the future 

• may have in store for SL John its financial position in
1911 Is as sound as any city In Canada, in a better position 
than the majority of cities, and with the brightest hopes 
for the future.
