: Germany had news of the sinking yesterday, but
nothing was published in London although the disaster

occurred three days ago. The Royal Edward is the first
British transport to fall a victim to German submarines
and the brief comment in the evening newspapers is con-
fined to utilizing the event to emphasize the services of
the navy which they say hitherto has assured the trans-
portation of hundreds of thousands of British troops
without accident.

Sinking of Royal Edward

London, Aug. 17.—The sinking in the Aegean Sea by a German
submarine of the Royal Edward, with heavy loss of life, has shattered
the record of the British navy of having transported hundreds of thous-
ands of men across the seas without the destruction of one troop-laden
ship.

On two previous occasions transports have been attacked.The Way-
farer was torpedoed by a submarine in the Irish 8ca, but the vessel was
not sunk, and only five lives were lost. The Manitou was attacked
by a Turkish torpedo boat in the Aegean 8ea, and, although the ship
was not damaged, fifty-four lives were lost through the breaking of a
davit as a boat was being lowered.

The loss of the Royal Edward is a serious one at this moment.
The men it carried were not part of a new expedition, but were rein-
forcements for the Twenty-Ninth Division, which has been on 'tho
Gallipoli peninsula since the first landing, and which received such
high praise from General lan Hamilton in his report on the Initial and
subsequent operations. The news came as a shock to the British
public, who believed the submarine menacg in the Aegean had been
dealt with successfully. This is the first occasion since the sinking of
the battleship Majestic, on May 27, that the German submarines which
made the long trip to the .Dlrdamllu have scored a success.

The Royal Edward’s destruction is not llkely to delay operations
recently undertaken for, with the Ru n retirement in the East, and
the continuance of the Balkan negotions, the necessity for achieving
something definite in the ult upon the Dardanelles is growing
greater.

WILL GREECE JOIN ALLIES?

King Constantine Invites ex-Premier to Form

Cabinet—Venizelos Asks Four Days to!?

Consider Situation—Italy Hears of War
Shatters RCCOI'C] Of Navy Preparations in Greece, Roumania and

Bulgaria.

London, Aug. 17.—King Constantine
of Greece has requested M. Venizelos
to form a new cabingt, and the former
premier has asked four days in which
to consider the situation before reach-
ing a decision, according to an Athens
despatch to the Exchange Telegraph
Company.

London, Aug. 18—After a conference
with King Constantine former Pre-
mier Venizelos asked four days in
which to study the situation before
replying definitely to the request Sm(
he forin a new cabinet, says a Reuter
despatch from Athens. There is said
to have been no restraint during the
interview today between the King and
the Liberal leader, such as has been
reported at previous audiences. It is
believed in Athens that the two have
arrived at an understanding which is
virtually complete.

M. Venizelos’' voluntary retirement
from public life in Greece followed a
disagreement with King Constantine,
his brief self-imposed exile and the
sweeping victory of his followers in
the parliamentary electjons of June
followed by his resumption of the
Liberal leadership, constitute one of
the dramatic political chapters of the
war.

His resignation as premier in March
of this year, because the King did not
approve his forelgn policy, which
would have enlisted Greece in the war
on the side of the allies, caused a sen-
sation throughout Europe. He had
insisted, from the beginning of hos-
tilities, that they afforded Greece an
opportunity such as might never come
again for realizing her territorial as-
pirations. When it became known

that the King would insist on the
maintenance of neutrality he insisted
that he would resign if overruled by
the Crown, and made good his threat.
# For more than a month following
his retirement M. Venizelos conduct-
ed an active anti-neutrality propagan-
da and engaged in a controversy with
M. Gounaris, after the latter became
premier. He then annoupced his re-
tirement from public life and declared
that he would leave Greece, not to re-
turn until he was summoned by his
King. He chose Alexandria, BEgypt,
for his exile and was given an enthusi-
astic welcome there. He later went
to Cairo, but returned to Athens on
June 12 and scored a victory in the
elections two days later, his candi-
dates winning 193 seats in parliament.

Despatches from Athens late last
week stated that King Constantine
would offer the premiership to M.
Venizelos only with the understanding
that he adhere strictly to a policy of
neutrality. There has beeg no official
information as to whether this state-
ment was authoritative.

The diplomats of the Entente Pow-
ers, who have ben striving to array
the Balkan States on their side of the
conflict, have been hopeful that with
the return of a Venizelos cabinet in
power in Greece that country might
be induced to make territorial con-
cessions to Bulgaria, which with those
which could be won from Serbia,
would lead Bulgaria to cast her lot
against Germany, Austria and Turkey.

i Toward the middle field was a section
of open trench about 20 yards long
and some four feet wide, except in the
centre, where for about five feet it
was recessed back to a width of some
'8ix feet. This was where the French
nstructor stood and whirled his arms
to throw the bombs.

To the left of this recess was anoth.
€r recess, covered with a bomb-proof
roof of logs and earth. Into this the
instructor and his pupil sought refuge
from the effects of the explosion,
which takes place at the longest only
five seconds from the time the me-
chanism of the bomb is started and at
a8 maximum distance of 30 yards,

Colonel Killed by Explosion.

To make me feel more entirely at
my ease, they told me that only a few
days ago an officer of explosives
brought a colonel ot see one of these
demonstrations in another school, be-
hind a different part of the line. As
they came to the entrance of the
trench the officer politely made way
for the colonel to enter the trench
first. As the colonel did so the bomb
exploded prematurely and killed the
colonel outright.

About 20 yards in front of the
trench was dug a shallow dummy
‘trench to represent a German tar-
get. We found the 128 soldiers rang-
ed in line behind the trench. At the
edge of the trench I took my place
with the captain of explosives and
three or four other officers.

In the open recess in the trench
stood the non-commissioned officers
and an engineer facing us with his
back to the front of the trench. He
was the instructor. At the order of
the captain he placed an innocent
looking satchel on the trench edge
at his right elbow, plunged a hand
into it and briskly plucked out, one
after the other, eight different varie-
ties of bombs. Picking them up, one
at a time, he gave a terse lécture on
the construction and method of opera-
tion of each.

The bombs were all loaded and the
explosion of any one of them would
have sent the whole of us well on the
way to the cemetery. I noticed in some
of the officers, and certainly in my-
self, a certain tenseness as the en-
gineer nonchalantly fillustrated within
an inch or two of actually how a per-
cusion bomb would explode if brought
in contact with the ground.

Grenade Like a Baseball.

In demonstrating the first grenade
he adjusted around his waste a loop
with eight inches of cord hanging
from it. A heavy two-inch metal pin
was attached to the end of the cord.
Picking up a black, spherical bomb
slightly bigger than a baseball, Fe
stuck a pin lightly into a hole in its
side. The bomb was then thrown
with full force.

This bomb, being particularly heavy,
could be thrown only 15 metres by an
average thrower and 20 as a maximum,

The second bomb was black ard
pearshaped. It had a spring whic
looked like a nickel shoehorn foided
back tight against it. The pressura
.of the palm against the shoehora in
throwing it released the spring and
started the fuse, which, like all the
rest, was set at five seconds.

The third bomb was a can of white
tin attached by two wires to a white
deal handle. A nail was stuck !nto a
hole in the can. The nail was ham-

French Gas Bomb Only Irritating.

The sixth and seventh were incendi-
ary grenades to set fire to wooden
obstructions, etc. The one in c¢xplod-
ing, scattered the burning liquud t> a
distance of a few yards, the otber set
fire only to the spot where it burst.
These were both large and spherical
bombs. Before being thrown kero-
sene was poured into them through
a little bunghole, which was then stop-
ped up. H

The eighth was an asphyxiating
bomb. I cannot, however, be too
careful in emphasizing the fact that
this so-called ‘“asphyxiating” bomb
was not poisonious like the German
asphyxiating gases, but merely irritat-
ed the eyes, nostrils and throat, so
that when thrown into a German bomb
proof it would force out the occupants.
It left no ill after-effects.

Besides these there were two aerial
torpedoes. One was shot out of an
old-fashioned little motar propelled
by a black powder. The other was
bigger and more powerful, had a fine
tail to kegp its flight accurate and was
fired out of a complicated little gun.
As both this torpedo and its gun are
new inventions, I am not permitted to
give any closer details concerning
them.

The sergeant of engineers having
completed his little lecture, the sol-
diers and officers all withdrew to the
end of the fleld behind the trench and
lay down ‘on their stomachs. I got
into the trench with the engineer,
placing myself to his left in front of
the entrance to the bombproof, and
the gentle art of grenade throwing
began. He took bomb No. 1, stuck
the pin at the end of the cord firmly
into the hole, swung his arm back and
let fly.

Explosion Shakes the Ground

P Having seen the departure of the
Homb I ungracefully tumbled into the
bombproof, with the engineer a close
second. Once there there was an ap-
preciable pause. Then came an ex-
plosion, the violénce of which really
astonished me. I could distinctly feel
the ground shake.

After giving the fragments which
had been hurled our way plenty of
time to come down on the roof w
stepped out into the trench again. He
next picked up bomb No. 3 with the
deal handle, hammered the nail home
withr one sharp rap against the edge
of the trench and sent that hurling
through the air.

ONTARID CROPS
PROMISE WELL

Report by Minister of Ag-
riculture says all con-

ditions are favorable.

Toronto, Aug. 17—Crop conditions
in Northern Ontario, according to a
report issued by Hon. J. S. Duff, Min-
ister of Agriculture, today are very
encouraging. So far there have been
no districts reporting excessive rain-
storms. The fact that there is so
much land under cultivation the Min
ister attributes to a certain extent to
the practice of the government in
advancing the seed to the farmers

Reports from the peach growing dis-
tricts distinctly favorable The
wet weather that has prevailed during
the latter half of July and the middle
of August has retarded ripening. The
fruit will not be ready for market as
early as in former years, but the qual-
ity has been improved rather than im-
paired by the unusual amount of mois-
ture in the soil. Peaches grow best on
sandy soll, and in this kind of land the
natural drainage is good.

The hard common sense of the Lon-
don newspaper's attitude will be at
once apparent. War has its horrors
and its sacrifices, but they must not
blind the British people to the main
tesue. When peace can be made with
honor it will be very welcome, but
there can be no honorable peace, no
matter what the terms, until the Al-
lies have accomplished the task In
which they have engaged. Germany
must be subdued—no matter what the
cost.

San Francisco, Aug. 9—William Stir-
ling Porter, vice-president and gener-
al of the A jated Oil Com-
pany, died at Mount Zion hospital in
this city shortly after six o'clock this
evening. His wife and son, Hugh,
were at the bedside when the end
came.
While in the office of his friend,
Judge Robert S. Lovett, in New York
six years ago, he was stricken with
apoplexy. While the attack was

Few men, according to his intimates,
combined the essentials necessary to
succeed in the business -world with
those of good fellowship as he did. He
found time to maintain membership in
practically every club in San Francis.

He was
also a member of a Los Angeles Ma-
sonic lodge.

$200. Boudreau also stated in hie evi-
dence that lumber was used at the
Caribou Creek bridge but Mr. Stead
said that all but ten pieces of lumber
had been used in the Dominion gov-
ernment work in Gloucester county
and that the remaining ten pieces
were still there,

The next charge taken up was that
of unpaid stumpage on Mr Stewart's
lumber in Gloucester. William H.
O'Brien was the first witness called
and he gwore that he had cut between
75,000 and 100,000 feet of lumber on
this land under contract from Freeman
Goodwin during the winter of 1913-14.

The
event {8 known as the Dunlop Bicycle
Trophy Road Race which has been run-
ning continuously for the past twenty.
one years. This big race has been run
in many of the prineipal cities in Up-
per Canada, and to bring the interest
up in bicycling in the lower provinces
the Dunlop Company have offered to
have the race take place in St. John
this fall.

Years ago bicycling was one of the
chief sports in St, John and the St.
John Bicycle Club had a large mem-
bership, and among the members were
some bf the best riders that could be
wished for. Hundreds of men, women
and children owned and rode bikes,
but as the years have rolled by this
mode of transit has dwindled away,
and now the riders of bicycles are very
small, especially in this section of the
Dominion. If the race is to be held
in St. John it does not mean that only
8t. John riders can participate, but it
i8 open to all riders. It needs forty
entries before the race cansbe run
here, and while St. John would only
be able to enter a few riders, there
are plenty of riders throughout the
Maritime Provinces who are eligible
to enter, but if these outside riders
would come here to race is another
question.

Bicycle racing has apparently fallen
by the wayside in this section and if
forty riders in the provinces would

Dunlop C y lean greatly towards
school boys and youths from fourteen
years upwards and all these would get
into the handicap or the limit mark. A
beautiful trophy is hung up by the
Dunlop Company and the prize list
amounts to five hundred dollars. The
first prize is fifty dollars, there are
also 24 other prizes, and three time
prizes. The trophy goes up for the
first prize which can be held for one
year, and there is also a team prize.

The race is generally a twenty
mile grind, or can be made a ten mile
race.

As the result of domestic troubles,
Lena Monohan, wife of John F. Mono-
han, and her father, Samuel Lockhart,
were arrested yesterday afternoon,
about five o'clock, by Sergt.

On Monday or Tuesday
last the goods were moved out of his
house, he claims, by his wife and her
father, and conveyed {o the latter’s
home in Simonds street. When Mono-
han visited his home he claims that he
found the furniture missing and he
went to the police court-and swore out
a warrant against his wife and father-
in-law.

Mrs, Monohan in speaking about the
trouble says that she has had a great
deal of trouble at home with her hus-
band. It was only Friday last when
their eight months old boy, Francis
Murray, died and was buried on Sat-
urday. The father of the boy had been
absent from the home owing to family
trouble and did not come to' see his
dead child, and did not even attend
the funeral. The reason she took the
furniture from the home was because
she needed to raise some money and
did not think she was doing any harm
in taking it, as her husband had left
her alone. There was no place to go
but to the home of her father and
there she was taken in and cared for.

Yesterday afternoon when the wo-
man and her father were placed under
arrest and locked up in cells at po-
lice ' headquarters, the police took
charge of the furniture alleged by
Monohan have been stolen.

Excursions Left Maritime

Provinces Yesterday—

Busy Scene at Union Sta-
tion.

The Union Depot presented a very
busy scene yesterday owing to the
presence of about 1,200 harvesters
All the trains over the Intercolonial
were delayed due to the heavy traffic
of young men coming into the city
from the various points in the Mari-
time Provinces. Over two hundred ar-
rived yesterday morning and three
hundred and fifty came in on No. 1
at 9.30 p. m. All the other trains were
well patronized. Long before the first
section was scheduled to depart for
the west the constant stream of men
wehded their way through the station
to the trains in wa'xllng on the siding.
All seemed to have one purpose in
view, namely, to reach the west and
help to reap the record harvest on the
prairies.

The first section consisting of four-
teen coaches along with the baggage
car and van pulled out about 8 o'clock.
The cars were all packed and it is
estimated that between seven and
eight hundred harvesters were aboard.
A large crowd of friends were on
hand to see them away, and cheers
could be heard a long distance away.

The second section left about 10.30
and consisted of six coaches, There
were about four hundred accommodat-
ed on this train. They will be joined
by another two hundred at McAdam
Junction.

There was no disorder in or around
the depot during the day and those
who witnessed the deparsure thought
the order excellent. All seemed bent
on reaching their destination in the
harvest flelds of Canada.

It is thought that upwards of 2,000
young men left the Maritime Provin-
ces yesterday for the west. Besides
the excursion of the C. P. R. the I. C.
R. also ran one from Halifax. To ac-
commodate these, the Ocean Limited,
bound north from Halifax went out
in two sections. At Truro, the har-
vesters were met by a contingent
frou; Cape Breton, and altogether the
train carried about eight hundred ex-
cursionists.

A drowning accident was narrowly
