THE CONDITIONS UNDER OLD GOVERNMENT.

Since the advent of Honorable Mr. Hazen to office, in 1908, the
party in power has accomplished much for the welfare of the people.
In that year the Government, on assuming office, found the financial af-
fxi of the province in a state of chaos. Irregularities, suspense ac-

cofhnts and over-expenditures were rampant. As a result, one of the
first acts of the administration was to place on the statute book an
Audit Act which has rendered forever impossible the disgraceful rec-
ord of borrowings from the public treasury which distinguished the old
regime.

CONSTRUCTIVE LEGISLATION SINCE 1908.

It will be impossible for me to refer in detail to all of the fmport-
ant and constructive legislation enacted during the past nine years, nor
to all the benefits derived from prudent administration during the same
period. It will, however, be deemed not unfitting that I refer particu-
larly to some of the things that have been accomplished and to a few
of the most important acts passed by the Legislature since 1308—acts
which I believe the great majority of the electors of the province will
agree with me in conceding to be progressive in their character and of
benefit to the people as a whole.

GREAT INCREASE IN TERRITORIAL REVENUE.

ﬁaklng the total income of the Crown Land Office for the period ot
eight years from 1901 to 1908-inclusive, we find that our predecessors
collected as territorial revenue a total of $2,128,688.00, or an average of
$265,086 per year. For the period of eight years from 1909 to 1916 in-
clusive, there has been collected as territorial revenue of the province
a total of $4,123,820.00 or a yearly average of $616,47700. This means
that for the eight years during which the party in power has had com-
plefe control of the affairs of the province, they have by administration
of the Crown Land Department alone increased the territorial revenue
by a yearly average of $250,391,00. Had we made the statement in 1908

AGRICULTURAL DEPT. ON SOUND BASIS.
The Department of Agriculturehas been organized and placed upon
@ well considered and efficient basis. Prior to the year 1908 there was
practically no Department of Agricultyre within the province. There
was a d t of the g ennt bearing this mame, but it was
more apparent in name than in fact. The Government has taken up tae
work of agriculture seriously, basing its development upon agrioultural
education. There have been two agricultural schools established in the
province. The work of the department has been emphasized and broad-
ened by the introduction of modern methods and the employment of ex-
perts as members of the staff. Fordemonstration purposes, machinery
has been purchased and with the hetic gricul

ation of 3
turists throughout the country, the Giovernment has been enabled to
place agriculture upon a basis which is attracting the attention of peo-
ple far beyond the borders of the province. The Government recognizes
the importance of the live stock and dalry interests in New Brunswick
and these two divisions have been amalgamated under Prof. J. W.
Mitchell, who has come to the department with a very enviable record
of achievement in the past,

THE CLASSIFICATION OF CROWN LANDS.

The Government has entered upon an accurate and detailed exam-
ination of our forest resources and the classification of our lands ac-
cording to their nature of soil, as well as their forest production, a pol-
icy which will enable the province tc receive an even greater return
from its resources of timber than itdoes at the present time, and to
place settlers at once on land which, by soil analysis, has been demon-
strated to be suitable for cultivation of standard crops. The policy of
the Government will be to set aside such portions of the public domain
as are suited wholly for lumber purposes. It will, in addition, set aside
extensive areas of land not now available, which are found to be suit-
able for farming, and for the use of our own people, as well as immi-
grants coming to us in the future. Plans are now being made for the
sub-division of extensive areas in Restigouche and Northumberland
counties, which have been found sultable for the purposes of the set-
tler. This classification of the Crown Land, to ascertain whether or
not the soil is suitable for agricultural development, {8 one of the most
advanced steps yet undertaken by any of the provinces. Not only will
the proepective settler be assured that land not suitable for agriculture
will be reserved for timber, and that our lumber interests and the large
revenue derived therefrom will be protected.

ADVANCED LEGISLATION RE COLONIZATION.
1t will be the aim of the Government and its best energies will be
devoted to the peopling of the greatspaces of the province by the men
who went from us to uphold the standard of liberty and demonstrate to
the world that in this part of the Empire the spirit of Great Britain
still prevails. To the #oldier returning from the field of battle we will
give preference on every possible occasion, both with respect to land
settlement and to occupation. Beside our own sons who desire to go
back to the land, we have room enough and to spare, under ideal con-
ditions, for men from the British Isies who may desire to make their
home with us.
GREAT INTEREST IN NEW BRUNSWICK.
In the matter of immigration, it will be the duty of the Govern-
ment to see that the opportunities and advantages of the province are
placed before the vast number of people who, I believe, in the next few
years will turn their steps towards Canada, making known to them the
ideal conditions that exist here, which are not so apparent in other sec-

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that at the expiration of our second legislative te,rm or during a per-
iod of eight years, we would have collected as territorial revenue a
total of two millions of dollars in excess of the amount collected by our
predecessors in the last eight years in which they held office, we would
have been styled theoretic and visionary by our opponents. Yet the
fact remains that, in the years 1909 to 1916, we have collected a total of
$2,003,331 more from this source than did our predecessors in the same
number of years preceding our advent to office. These are matters of
record, matters which are absolutely irrefutable, which should appeal to
the intelligence and to the prudent common sense of the great body of
the electorate of the province.
BRIDGES RE-CONSTRUCTED BY THE GOVERNMENT.

The bridge expenditure is a subject which gave grave concern to
the administration in office prior to 1608, They did not hesitate at
times to state that they!could not maintain the ordinary bridges of the
province out of the current revenue. The party in power since 1908 has
not neglected the ordinary bridges throughout the country, the great
majority of which were found in a nearly ruinous condition in that year.
For the years 1899 to 1907 inclusive, the old administration spent on or-
dinagy bridges $684,265.00 and, as intimated, stated at times that it was
im#ossible to do this out of the ordinary revenue. During the years
1909 to 1916, the year 1908 being left out of the calc ulation, on account
of it having been divided between the two parties, the Government has
spent on ordinary bridges a total of $1,380,5686 out of the current rev-
enue of the province. The expenditure of this vast sum is an indica-
tion of the deplorable condition of these meuns of rural communication
when our opponents, who now seek to regain oftice, forfeited the con-
trol of affairs in 1908.

In addition to the ordinary bridges of the province, the Government
has built great modern steel bridges, by public tender, at the lowest
cost, wherever the need for such structures has been siiown to exist.
This has been done by adding to the bonded debt of the province an
amount in excess of two millions ot dollars, an action which I am
quite sure will commend itself to the judgment of thinking people.

The matter of rural transportation is one which engages the seri-
ous attention of the Government and without adequate bridge accommo-
dation the achievement of good roads, so important to the people, will
be difficult or impossible. The Government has also spent more largely
upon highways flom current revenue than any previous administration
was able to do.

PATROL SYSTEM OF ROAD MAKING.

The subject of good roads is one which is vital to the welfare of our
people. The Department of Public Works is now being organized so as
to provide not only 1or the better making of roads but, as well, for their
constant care. The details of the project have been well considered,

THE WORKMEN'S COMPENSATION ACT.

I desire to call attention to thesplendid amendment which was
made to the Workmen's Compensation Act at the last session of the Leg-
islature, by which every workman within the classes of industries af-
fected by the act, or his dependents, is given the right to compensation
for injuries, if it occurs within the scope of his employment, irrespec-
tive of whether or not negligence onthe part of the person employed or
the existence of defective works or materials can be shown. A commis-
slon has recently been appointed to investigate the working of the On-
tario and Nova Scotia acts, with a view of applying their provisions, so
far as may be possible, to this province.

GOVERNMENT ACTIVE RE TECHNICAL EDUCATION.

' The matter of technical education is now engaging the attention of
the Government. This very important subject has been seriously con-
sidered for some time past and the decision has been reached to estab-
lish technical schools in the province in the almost immediate future.
These will be of untold benefit, not only to our soldiers who, because of
disability occasioned by their service, require vocatioral education,
but to our young men and women who desire to equip themselves more
thoroughly for the activities of industrial life.

A PROGRESSIVE MINING POLICY.

The Government also proposes to have the mining laws of the prov-
ince revised so as to encourage in the fullest possible manner the de-
velopment of our mineral wealth. It is also intended to have informa-
tion scientifically collected as to the water powers of the province
which are suitable for development with a view to encourage their util-
ization and to discourage their retention by speculators. Cheap power
is a source of industrial wealth and we propose to make every effort to
obtain for the province this important development, a development
which would also render possible electric lighting for rural commun-
ities, a boon which will be appreciated by our rural population and
which, in connection with our advanced agricultural policy and our
land settlement plans, will be of great benefit to the province as a whole.

THE STRONG PROHIBITION MEASURE.

During the rast session of the Legislature, the Government impress-
ed by the conditions created by the war, the universality of the move-
ment towards prohibition, and the request of representative citizens
from every part of the province, decided to bring into force a law pro-
hibiting the sale of intoxicating liquers within the province, It was not
thought necessary, in view of the fact that so large a portion of the
province h adopted the Canada Temperance Act, and the vote taken
on the Dominion plebiscite a few years ago, that another expression of
opinion should be taken upon the principle without the details of such
a measure. The act adopted by tho Legislature is generally recognized
as being the strongest and most ethicient measure yot enacted in Can-

There was never any
likelihood in the olden days of the
enemy's fleet escaping unseen unless
the blockading sbuadron was forced
from its watching position by bad
weather, which, of course, occasional-
1y occurred. In our day submarines
and mines compel the watching force
to take up their station further and
further away.

German boast as to the occasions on
which the German fleet has searched
the North Sea for the British fleet
our enemies have only on one occasion
ventured sufficiently far with their
main fleet to give us an opportunity to
engage them. No vessels, neutral or
British, have sighted the High Seas
TMeet far from its ports on any occa-
efon.

PROMINENT
FORMER N. .
MAN DEAD

Dr. Thomas W. Musgrove,
Nativ: of Wickham, Passes
Away Far From Old Hcme

Special to The Standard.

Apohaqui, Feb? 2.—L. C. Musgrove,
of Lower Millstream, has received
news of the death of his brother, Dr
Thos. W. Musgrove, who passed away
after a brief illness, on January 2, at
his home in Sultan, Snohomish Co.,
‘Washington.

Dr. Musgrove was born at Wickham,
Queens county, N. B, and was in his
T6th year.

In early mhnhood he was a school
teacher and taught in various places
throughout the province, and later
studied medicine, being a graduate
of Harvard Medical School and the
Unlversity of Michigan. A cultured
man in the broadest sense, he was
versatile, belng equally at home in
the realms of medicine and literature,
and besides pamphlets on medical
subjects and articles in medical journ-
als he was a contributor to the Path-
finder Magazine, and wrote poetry
which attracted much attention.

He practised his profession for ten
years in Carleton, St. John, between
the years 1879 and 1889. Soon after
he removed to thé American west,
and has been resident of Washington
since territorial days, except for a
short time spent in California immed!-
ately before locating in Sultan.
Other places in Washington which
were proud to claim him as a resident
were Fairhaven, Puyallup, Tacoma and
Cashmere.

Dr. Musgrove was thrice married,
his first wife being Miss Redstone, of |

Time was given to the
parties interested in opposition to file
writtén statements showing thelir con-
tentions. This is a very large ques-
tion. The opposition to the scheme
is largelyy based on the fact that at
the present time tLe“rainage canal
which carries off the sewage from the
City of Chicago indirectly affords
large facilities for power development
on the diverted stream. A slight diver
sfon, however, was authorized a few
years ago by the war department of
the United States, which has control
of such matters within the republic
borders. But the City of Chicago has
exceeded the limits outlined by the
war department and the department
is opposed to further @iversion and
favors the restriction of the curtafl
ment of the present diversion. The ef-
fect of the diversion would be to low-
er the water of Lake Huron about six
inches and also lower the waters of
Montreal harbor, thus throwing upon
the Dominion government the neces-
sity of extensive dredging of the wa-
ters of the St. Lawrence from Mont-
real down'so as to afford facilities for
vessels of large draught to continue
the use of the river and of that port.
By treaty between Great Britain and
the United States all waters through
which the boundary line passes are
known as international boundary wa-
ters, and by their power can change
the level or divert the waters withont
the consent of the commission. Eith-
er party may, however, divert the flow
of water by making compensation for
the damage resulting from such diver-
sfon. This right does not extend to the
diversion of the waters which may
interferg with the right of navigation,
which is dominant.

The City of Chicago will oppose any
curtailment of the present flow which
it enjoys. Millions of money have al-
ready been Invested in the canal, the
denomination of which is the Chicago
sanitary canal. Tt opens up a water-
way from Lake Michigan through a
strip of territory and finally the wa-
ters find thefr way into the Mississippl
River. In their course the waters have
been used by power companies and a
very large power development has re-
sulted. By the terms of the treaty,
where different classes of rights con-
flict, the sanitary rights are to be re-
garded as dominant. This provision,
however, it is contended, does not
over-ride the provision of the treaty
above referred to, to the effect that
waters flowing into boundary waters
are not to be diverted where such di-
version would interfere with naviga-
tion,

“The questions involved are intri-
cate and the matters at issue are very
important from a financiai and indus-
trial standpoint,” said Mr. Powell. “It
will be gome time before the matters
will be litigated before the commis-
sion at the meeting at Montreal. The
shipping associations on the Great
Lakes and of Montgal are very much
interested in the matter and a large
number of consulting engineers anid
lawyers will be employed in the case.”

Mr. Powell returned this week from
Minneapolis, where he was present at
a weel's session of the commission.
Several matters of weighty interest
were considered.

DESERTER SHOT AS
HE JUMPED FROM
MOVING TRAIN

A deserter from the Colored Con-
struction Battalion, which is employ-
ed in taking up rails on the Transcon-
tinental Railway, was shot and seri-
ously wounded by a guard, as he
leaped from a fast moving train, a few
miles this side of Boundary Creek,
last evening.

It appears that six members of the
battalion who were working a few
miles out of Moncton, left their work
and were heading for St. John. Word
to this effect was sent to Moncton.
Thinking that the men would prob
ably get on the train at one of the
small stations along the line, an oflicer
and a guard boarded the train at
Moncton. At Boundary Creek the
train stopped to pick up a couple of
passengers and among them were two
of the soldiers. The guard was on
the platform when the soldiers board-
ed the train. Before saying anything
to the deserter the officer waited un-
til the train had started. When he
started to move towards the deserter,
the man threatened to jump from the
train. The officer drew a revolver and
warned him that if he attempted to
jump he would fire. The man leaped
and at the same time the passengers
were startled by the crack of the
pistol. The man was seen to roll
down the embankment. The train was
stopped and the officer and guard took
charge of the prisoner who had been
severely wounded.

At Petitcodiac four more of the de-
serters attempted to board the train
but the conductor refused to take
them on.
