. rica besides the bonus of five pounds.
- From the Canadian government the pay
wus 26 cents a day. Kach private receiv-
ed about $94 when paid off yesterday.

Public Buildings, Business Houses and
Homes Gay With Flags and Lights.
Almost every buwlding in the city was

decorated with flags or bunting and some

Business  houses and private houses
were brilliant with lights - and
many from top to bottom

were festooned <vith Japanese lanterns.
Among the best decorated places in the
aty are the public buildings.

The custom house waved a banner from
each flag staff and from each tower hung
long rows of flags, while the front of the
building was a mass of bunting. In the
evening many rows of colored incandes-
cents lighted the building brilliantly.

The city hall building had its main en-
trance draped on each s.de,and by the Brit-
‘ish flag was the city coat of arms. The front
of the building was a mass of streamers
and small flags while over each window
was a small canopy of red, white and b.ue
bunting.

How the Boys Came From the Landing
Place.

The eut're contingent excepting the Nova
Scotia company Jeft Halifax shortly after

' 1 o'clock: Friday morning.on a special train

made up of five colonist cars, two Pull-
mans and one dining. Deputy Minister
Pinault, other -ofiicials of the militia- de-

| partment and Senator Pelletier accompan-

ied the train, Each company was assigned
a colonist car whle the officers and the
other officials, military and- railway, occu-
pied the Pullmans. Many of the troops
remained in the festive city, Craig, Tur:
ner, Downey and Cooper, of St. John,
being among the number. Private George

Adams sechire’ 'shecial ‘Teave ‘and- accomm-
panied his mother; Mrs. Chas. F. Harrison,
to St. John on the regular night exprese.
Despite the houl™of departure the troops
avere given a good farewell from the hos-
pitable garrison city. At Moricton the Nexw
Brunswick and Prince Edward Isdand
troops scparated from the upper province
companies and started for St. John after
a short delay, while “C,” “D,” “E” and “F”
companies proceeded to Montreal. Sussex,
where breakfast was to be provided, was
reached shortly hefore 10 o’clock. The
meal was given by the Red Cross ladios
of Sussex and their kindness was thorough-
ly appreciated by the Canadians. A num-
ber of speeches were made and Liente.
Kaye and Jones expressed thanks on he-
half of the men, who gave three hearty
cheers for the ladies.

From Moncton to St. John crowds were
at’ every station to cheer the voluntecrs ae
the train whirled alonz.

Bound for Cane Town.

For two months previous to embarking
for Canada Lieut. Jones was in charge
of an armored train cscorting mails and
keeping the line open between Pretoria
and. Kroonstad. Sixty men of Company
“G”" and 10 men from Company “F” were
with the lieutenant. Occasionally assist-
ance was rendered to small garrisons which
were threatened. On Septcmber 26 the
Canadian troops who mad decided to re-
turn home started forsCape Town. The
transportation were on open vars and the
trip occupied four day=, Cape Town heing
reached on the morning of October 30.
There was one fatality, a private of the
Montreal contingent falling from his car
under the wheels which kiiled him instant-
ly.” At many places on the route the Cana-
dians were given good receptions. At Wel-
lington, 40 miles from Cape Town, the
American ladies entertained the troops to-
breakfast bes des showing them other kind-
nesses. No troops returning home are al-
lowed leave at Cape Town, so the Cana-
dians on their arrival there proceeded to
the dock where the transport was lying.
The Canadians were in rags, the khaki
hanging in ribbons from their bodies, but
as soon as they boarded the Tdaho a new
rifle uniform to be worn on the passage
and a good supply of Red Cross und. reloth-
ing were issued. "Pwo days before the ar-
rival at Halifax another khaki unifrom
was issued. On the day of embarkation,
Jetober 1, 200 Boer prisoners bound for
St. Helena were taken aboard the Idaho.
The batch of prisoners included boys about
13 years of age and ovhérs who were among
those who were taken ai Cronje’s suv-
render. :

On the trip to St. Helena the prisoners
were quite agreeable and the boys hadl
numerous chats with them, discussing en-
gagements in which both had taken part.
When the mountainous St. Helena was
sighted early onc wet morning the Boers
were much depressed in spirit. They were
escorted ashore by a guard and placed in
a park where other prisoners were.

Major Pelletier made himself popular
with his men on the voyage Ly making
the daily routine as easy as advisable. Only
one parade drill with arms was ordered on
the trip, this three days before reaching
Halifax. Kach morning the commanding
ofticer of the ship and contingent made an
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inspection of the iroop deck and at 19.45
o’clock there were company parades, when
the troops had to appear clean shaven and
with brushed . clothes.

Some of “G” Company Men.

A few words about some of the boys
who returned yesterday are interesting.

Sergt.” A. R. Globe, of St, Jobn, was
promoted three times since enlisting. On
the voyage from Quebee he was made o
lance corporal, a corporal, at the Springs
after the capture of that place by the Cana-
diang and a _sergeant on the return voyage
on the Idaho. He was in the three en-
gagements at Paardeberg and all olhers
of importance bhut escaped bullets as well
as fever.

Sergt. Polkinghorn has seen 12 years’ ser-
vice in the imperial army and nine years
in the permanent (‘anadian force, besides
his experience in South Africa. He is a
St. John man, but was transferred to the
Quebec company after enlisting at St.
John. He is 48 years oid, but never missed
a march. While in Africa he saw his old
regiment, the Royval Muonsters, but only
recognized one man, Col. Evans, who wus
his old sub-lientenant. The sergeant and
other New Brimswick men were trans-
ferred back to their old company the day
before Halifax was reached.

Private Hunter was another who en-
listed here and was transferred to fill up
the Quehee company. He helongs to the
€2nd Fusiliers. In th= Canadians’ first
charge on Cronje’s laager at-Paardeberg
IHunter was shot through the shoulder.
After remaining in hospital for three weeks
he rejoined the regiment at Dloemiontéin
and was with it since. *

Private Albert Simpson was shot through
the head and back at Paardeberg, put re-
covered and did serviee laterin the cam-
paign. He was wornded in the samé en-
gagement when Withers and Johnston were
killed. He was three montis in the hos=
pital. After rejoining’ his regiment he
made some long marches. Simpson is a
rative of London, England. Before he en-

listed he was a fireman on the steamer
Prince Edward. While in Africa Simpson
met his brother, a sergeant in the North
Staffordshires. The brothers had not met
for 12 vears.

Private William Unkanf, another St.
John boy, was shot across the back before
daylight on the morning of Cronje’s sur-
render. It was in this engagement that
Nimpson was hit. After being shot Unkauf
was able to crawl about. Endeavoring to
crawl to the rear he came alongside Pri-

vate Joseph Johnston, St. -Joln, .-‘ho{
through the head and in the :\gmnics: of
death. Johnston was not unconscious
when Unkavf found him, But he sgon
diedd.

Private Arthar Hayden did daty as a
stretcher bearer at Paardeberg, but was
liter transferred to the ranks. At Dor-
rien Kop, Havden was wounded slightly,
a bullet scraping one of his thighs., In this
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engagemernt the Gordons lost 386 men.

Private Downey was shot through a
lung at Paardeberg. Yor a time his re
covery wus wot expected; He also be-
lonxs to St John.

Craig and Reberts, of St. John, Wilson.
of Kceswick, and Perkins and Keddy, of
Fredericton, were among the few 3t. John
men who never missed a march and went
into Pretloria when the regiment dwindled
down to less {han hali strength.

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- The Soldiers’ Wives® League, whose com-
forts went with and whose prayers follow-
ed our men from South Africa, on Satur-
day night put a,eap sheai on their labors
by giving a dinner to the men who have
so recently added glory to the name Can-
ada. St. Andpew’s rink was a scene of
gaiety.and joyi* It ®as oldiers’ nigh# and
khaki lorded over the fégtival. The host-
esses had summonded to the ‘banquet, as
a compliment to the Canadians, men who
have toiled long in peaceful civil life and
have gained “honor. There were states-
men who are toiling day by day at the
fabric of empire; there were merchants
whose names are known throughout our
provinces by the sea; learnéd judges; able
lawyers, cloquent clergymen and beautiful
women; but the, men who crossed .he
wide ocean, toiled over African plains and
faced Boer bullets, were above them all.
A toast list had been prepared, but no
one pretended to listen except where a sol-
dier arose to express his thanks or tell a
story of adventure.’ The chief justice, a
minister of the ¢rown, an orator of inter-
mationall- ‘reputation got- a hearing only
from a little group crowded closely about
them. The guests, when the menu had
been discussed, fraternized with the heroes
in yellow, having from the lips of the men
who were there the story of Paardeberg
and the long marches which preceded and
followed that fight. S6 eloquence was
wasted while charming girls were busy
beguiling buttons and stories from the
soldiers,

The St..Andrew’s rink had been splen-
didly decorated. ‘The heavy beams were
hidden by masses of red, white and blue.
“Macdonnell,” “James,” “Kaye” - and
“Paardeberg” were mottoes which adorned
the walls. The tables, 10 in number, were
aranged in two ro%s in the ‘centre of the
rink and the two centre tables were re-
served for the soldiers.

THE LESSON OF THE BY-ELECTIONS.

If anyone has had any doubt of the re-
sult of the coming coutest for the House
of Commons, their doubts ought to be dis-
pelled by the resuit of the by-elections
which have taken place since 1896.
