Small Sized Panic Among
Depositors of a St. Cather-
ines Institution

EVERYBODY PAID

Workman Started the Trouble by
Careless Remark Which Spread
Like Wild Fire — Business Men
Kept Depositing Funds and Other
Banks Offered Assistance.

(Special to The Telegraph.)

St. Catherines, Ont., Sept. 8—A carter
passing the Sovereign Bank buiiaing,
James street, and noticing that ground
had been broken for the vaults of the
bank’s new premises jocularly called out
that ‘“‘the Sovereign Bank is busted.”
Some one who heard it and didn’t see
the point passed the thing on. The report
rapidly spread and the man to whom it
was told stated that he had heard the
Sovereign Bank had suffered a serious
financial loss as a result of the sale of the
Penman industries to Montreal's capital-
ists, which was just the opposite of what
happened as the bank made a handsome
profit out of the transaction.

Nothing exciting happened until about
noon today, when the rumor having by
this time received considerable circula-
tion, small depositors began to drop in
and withdrew their balances. This seem-
ed to cause general uneasiness and very
soon the bank was filled with people de-
manding their money. They were paid as
fast as the clerks could hand it out. The
panic was among women and young men
who work in the factories exclusively.
Some of these are foreigners and their
ignorance of English enhanced their
fright.

Men fought each other for places at the
teller’s window and women were ruth-
lessly elbowed aside. Business men, who
do business with the Sovereign Bank, to
inspire confidence kept depositing money
all the afternoon. One manufacturer, it is
stated, walked into the bank and laid
down $6,000 for deposit. The other banks
of the city offered financial aid but it
was not required and was declined with
thanks. The bank kept open till mid-
night to give people a chance to with-
draw.

Montreal, Sept. 8—One hundred amnd fifty
ship laborers who have been working for

They have been receiving twenty cenis
an hour for day work, thirty for might
work and forty for Sunday. They demand

THE UNIVERSITY

Although Professor Jones, of Acadia, is
a younger man and perhaps somewhat
less conspicuous than some others who
were mentioned as available to succeed
Dr. Harrison as Chancellor of the Uni-
versity, news of his appointment  will
cauge little surprise and in many quar-
ters will be hailed with no little satisfac-
tion. A distinguished son of the Frederie-
ton institution Professor Joges is signal-
ly honored at an age at which many men
have only begun to make places for them-
gelves in their chosen sphere. Youth is
the happiest of handicaps. When a man
graduated in 1897 returns nihe years later
to become the official head of his college
the appointment is a significant and re-
markable acknowledgment of the good

therefore, many reasons for believing that
Professor Jones, weighed in the light of
his achievements some years hence, will
be seen to have been the very mgan
needed.

The University had not a few gradu-
ates who measured up to the chancellor-
ship standard, and naturally, therefore,
the selection of a Chancellor was no very
simple matter. But now that a choice has
been made there will be a universal resolu-
tion by all friends of the institution to
second so far as they can the efforts of
the new director to preserve and en-
hance the University's .admirable reputa-
tion. \

Professor Jones assumes no light bur-
den. He undertakes, indeed, a task which
is" to be measured only by the spirit and
ability of him to whom it is confided. To
a man at once ambitious and energetic
the work must present duties and possi-
bilities to employ his every faculty. The
University as it stands today may be
gaid to require many things, but two
above all-—an enlarged income, permitting
of expansion to meet the requirements of

‘the time; and more intimate relations

with the people of every parish of every
county in the province.

If those who control its finances fully
grasp the importance of the institution

' they have not shown it hitherto, for they

have not met its obvious demands in the
progressive spirit denoting a fair apprecia-

! tion of its needs and its uses. And-—com-*

ing to its relations with the people gen-

. erally—the value and the cheapness of its
| training are not at all fully realized by

the population at large, or the attend-
ance of late yvears would have been far
greater—in saying which we arc not over

i looking the fact that there has been a
| gratifying increase.

Mr.i
Greenwood, if he makes good use of his|
time while in Canada, will take back with |

He
will realize that this country as a whole
is mot to be judged by its more bumptious
imperialists or its ecattered disciples of
separation, but by a much more numerous
class, numbering almost the entire popu-
lation, who look forward to healthful ex-
pansion and enlarged self-government, a
growth in harmony with the Churchill
“defeneive league of free democratic com-
munities,” held together by bonds at once
light and strong, of which bonds the com-
mon pride of race, affection and mutual
respect shall be the foundation.

TIDES AND POWER

Discussior of the frequently Trecurring
suggestion that the great tides of Fundy
tight be harnessed successfully is revived
by the propocal to utilize the Tantramar
River, mention of which has been pre-
viously made in The Telegraph. The Sack-
ville Tribune gives an interesting sketch of
the plan put forward by the projectors
of the Tantramar scheme, the details of
which will be of general interest. It says:

“As to the invention of Messrs. Cove, a
word may be said. Their plan involves
the building of three large dams across
the Tantramar River. The firet two will
form the eouthwest and northeast boun-
daries respectively of an immemnse reser-
voir, which will be filled twice every
twenty-four hours by the incoming tide.
The third dam will form the farthest
boundary of the discharge basin, which
will have twice the capacity of the reser-
voir. When the tide comes in the reser-
voir will fill but the gates of the discharge
basin will be closed, thus preventing any
water from entering. When the reservoir
is filled the gates are closed. At the cen-
tre dam are placed turbine water wheels,
which are rum by'the water in the reser-
voir. As the tide recedes the gates in the
dam of the discharge basin are Opened,
thus allowing the water which has spent
iteelf. in running the tunbines to escape in-
to the river. When the tide is full again,
the gates of the retervoir are opened, thus
allowing the water to flow in and supply-
ing the power, which will drive the tur-
bines until the next tide. Some hav:
thought that the plan would interfere with
shipping but the reverse would be frue.
The ships would come through the locks
in the dam at high tide into the reservair,
and since the reservoir would not lower
more than nine or ten feet at any time
the ehips at the wharves would be afloat
all the time instead of being aground at
low tide ag under present conditions. The
cost of the dams and equipment will be
large, but the operating cxpenses will be
emall, a comparatively few men being re-
quired to do all necessary work.”

The Tribune dwells upon the importance
of cheap power and asks that the plan
described be givem careful consideration in

view of the great results which would fol-
low its successful working out.

Moreover he and I never at any time ex-
changed a word on the subject of buying
any stock and I am absolutely convinced
and know that he personally did not be-
come interested any more than I did in” "

No Ostentation at the Grave
(Montreal Star.)

The late Dr. Langtry, one of the fore«
most of Toronto's divines, made the re-
quest that his funeral expenses should not
exceed $35. This was an example in funeral
simplicity, which it may have cost his
friends something to carry out, but which
ought to be far from the least of the
wholesome good influences which the de-
ceased clergyman exerted. The waste of
Money in funeral expenses—often when
the family which is left can'ill afford it—
is one of the pathetic incidents of our
foolish social mivalnies. That we should
compete for social recognition over the
coffins of our loved omes, is scarcely a
more biting satire on the follies of com-
petitive ostentation than could be wwit-
ten in words.

Yet, just as people dress in competition
with each other, and burden themselves
to funish their houses and maintain their
equipages “suitable to their position;” so
will they select the caskets of their dead
and arrange for the pomp of the obee-
quies, And when this is done by the
wealthy who can afford it, it is infallibly
followed by many of the poor to whom it
means deprivation in the days to come.
Children left with scanty provisions by a
worn-out father, who has reluctantly laid
down the task of getting them a chanece
in life, are robbed of a fair part of this
pittance in order that- the neighbors may
be impressed by the show made “at
father's funeral.” It is the climax of the
ludicrous linked with the tragic.

Hence this sober and rane request by a
leading Anglican clergyman may well sav>
the lean purses of some hard-pressed
families. If the rioh would universally set
an example of stern simpilicity at the
graveside, they would confer a great and
very genuine benefit upon the entire com-
munity; and would far more fittingly ax-
hibit the finest fruit of sorrow at a per-
sonal loss in thus having a care for the
perplexities and troubles of their fellow
men and women. And it will not be for-
gotten that the credit for such eimpilicity
is due chiefly to the living, who must con-
duct the funeral and endure the surmises
of those shallow enough to miss its mean-
ing; but they can be vastly strengthenel
in such a etep by an ante-mortem request
from the deceased.

Twenty-fifth Anniversary of Head of
St, Patrick’s Industrial School.

Sister Patrick celebrated her twenty-
fifth anniversary as Mother of St. Pat-
rick’s Industrial School at Silver Falls,
on Aug. 23rd last. The great improve-
ments that have been made in that insti-
tution in a quarter of a century are due
paramountly to the indefatigable efforts
of the head of the institution.

Sister Patrick was born in the parish
of Botsford, Westmorland Co. and is
the daughter of the late Mr. and Mrs.
Dennis Mahoney.

When but a mere child Mother Patrick
displayed marked ability, and was noted
for her mild disposition and the great
interest she always manifested in the wel-
fare of humanity.

In the fall of 1872 Sister Patrick dis-
covered that she had a vocation for re-
ligious work, and accordingly came to this
city and entered St Vincent's convent
on Cliff street, where she remained for
nine years.

The well known Catholic institution at
Silver Falls was founded, and Sister Pat-
rick, who had won a lasting reputation
for her devotion to her work, her intel-
lectual and executive ability, was appoint-
ed mother of the institution, by his lord-
ship, the late Bishop Sweeny.

Situated as it is, on an immense rock,
the home overlooks the surrounding coun-
try, and little wonder is it that health is
depicted on the countenance of each and
every orphan in that institution, when it
is considered that healthful practices and
an invigorating climate are the chief re-
quisifes to acquire a strong constitution.

Mother Patrick has always manifested
the greatest interest in the institution of
which she is the head, and her name will

This would necessitate the
jobbers selling at either one or three
cents’ margin, which would be an absurd-
ity, kept up for twelve months. The de-
duction from these facts is either that
Montreal makers sell their goods at cost
or less, or the water carriage costs less
than the published rate.

“Now, it would be well to note that in
many cases in the past nails have been
carried from Montreal to Fort William
at fifteen cents, and the inference is a
fair one that rates approaching this ave
likely made.

Kaiser Stirs Bureauorats.

That the German emperor is unhamper-
ed by tradition when he wants to carry
out his ideas is shown by his appointment
of a Jewish banker, Bernard Domnberg,
to succeed Prince Vion Hohenlohe as head
of the oolonial office. A apecial cable
from “Berlin says:

“The appointment has caused a eensa-
tion throughout the empire. The choice
of a bustling financier to fill a post tra-
ditionally. given to aristoaratic bureau-
orats is reganded as a revolutionary step.
Critics ascribe it to the kaiser’s impulsive
ocraze for Americanism. Herr Dornburg
is wholly without political expemience, but
he has a great reputation for energy and
daring. He began life as a factory clerk.
He emigrated to New York where he was
for some time employed in a bank. Much
influenced by his American experience
ne returned here a confirmed admirer of
transatlantic methods. which he immedi-
ately adopted when rapid advance placed
him in a controlling position. The public
genenally approves the appointment, hop-
ing that Herr Dornburg will straighten
out the complicated muddle existing in
the affaire of the colonial department. It
is predicted that he will have a tough
struggle against militarism and bureau-
cratasm.

“Herr abandons an income
estimated at $100,000 for an official salary
of $3,750, but he is reputed to have im-
mense independent wealth. It is anticipa-
ted that his enengy will galvanize German
colonial enterprise in a manmer that will
‘affeot all the world powens, especially
Great Britain.”

~ HOW N BOSTON

Man Willing to Run With
Moran Objects to Being
Held Up

A SCATHING LETTER

Tells District Attorney a Friend of His
Wanted to Know Size of His Con-
tribution, John B. Declares He Will
Make Him Prove His Story Before
the Grand Jury,

Boston, Mass., Sept. 5—Henry T.
Schaefer of Boston, who has stated that
he\ would accept a nomination for lieu-
tenant governor with ‘John B. Moran,
is out in an address to the voters of the
state, in which he alleges friends of the
distriat attorney have approached him on
the subject of a campaign contribution if
he wished to be nominated.

As a part of his address Mr. Bchaefer!
includes a copy of a letter written by
him to Mr. Moran, dated Aug 27, in|
which he informs the district attorney
that the latter's managers wished to
know what his (Schaefer’s) contribution
would be if the nomination for lieuten-
ant governor were given him. i

In a statement last night Mr. Moran
characterized a portion of Mr. Schaefer’s
letter to him as a “deliberate falsehood.”

He also stated that he would today
call Mr. Schaefer before the grand jury
and that if Mr. Schaefer refused to tell
the name of the ‘“friend” who approach-
ed him, he would be jailed for contempt.

The district attorney also stated that,
if the name was divulged by Mr.|
Schaefer the “friend” would be indioted
under the corrupt practices act.

Schaefer’'s Letter.

Mr. Schaefer’s open letter is as
lows:

fol-|
“Boston, Sept. 4, 1906.
“To the Voters of Massachusetts: -

“My attention has been called to Mr. |
J. B. Moran’s statement in the public‘
press of Aug. 29 relative to candidates
for licutenant govermor. Not having re-
ceived on answer from him to my letter
of Aug. 27, 1 publish same, so there can
be no misunderstanding of my position:

“Boston, Aug. 27, 1906.
“Hon. John B. Moran, Pemberton square,
Boston, Mass:

“Dear Sir—I have received word that
you wish to see me with reference to
my candidacy for the lieutenant gover-
norship of Massachusetts, but until I
know where you stand, it does not seem
to me to be desirable. The facts are
these:

“Last Thursday I was approached by
a friend, who said he came from those
having charge of your campaign for the|
nomination for governor of the common-
wealth. This gentleman said your mana-
gers wished to know what my contribu-
tion to the campaign fund would be in
the event of my receiving the nomination
for lieutenant governor. He also told me
there was another candidate who was will-
ing to contribute handsomely.

‘“I was very much surprised to have
the matter put to me in this manner,
and told the governor that this should
have been made known to .me months
ago, as it now seemed as fthough the
nomination for second place on the ticket
was to be auctioned off. He told me not
to put it that way, but to think it over
and let him know the next day.

“Last Saturday one of my supporters
informed me he had talked with a per-
son representing himself to be one of
your managers, and informed him a cer-
tain organization wanted to indorse Bryan,
Moran and Schaefer, and as this person
was an officer of the organization, they
wanted his consent. He objected, and
my friend asked his reasons. He answer-
ed that it was for financial reasons.

Indictable Orime.

“To say that [ am surprised at these
developments is to put it mildly. In your
platform, which appeared in the public
press of this city on July 17, is the fol-
lowing plank:

“ ‘Our candidates must be selected, not
to gratify personal ambition or to pro-
vide campaign funds, but solely to re-
store justice to the people. |

“I accepted this plank in good faith
and should feel stultified to -enter a cam-
paign after bargaining for the nomina-
tion. Besides, 1 objeat to becoming
a criminal in order that I may run for
office. I supposed the fight was against
graft of all kinds, and I consider the
inquiry made of me contrary to the spirit
in which we entered this campaign, and
a crime under the laws of Massachu-
setts. -

“A few years ago the organization
which you call corrupt, honored me with
a nomination which I declined at the
time, but not a word was said at any
time about what they could expect in
contribution from me. .

“I have in the past contributed of my
own volition and in the capacity of a
private citizen, who was interested in
the success of the party, and supported
you loyally, believing in the sincerity of
your attitude.

‘“‘Apparently the course pursued by
these persons is prohibited by the law
of the state and is criminal; see chap-
ter 19, section 32 of the corrupt praatises
aot, and chapter 11, sections 285, 293, 295,
also relating to corrupt practises. If on
an analysis you feel that the crime was
not committed, it is still a conspiracy to|
commit a crime and is indictable, and|
should be called to the attention of the|
grand jury, as the evil is more insidious
and dangerous than the commercial grafit

you have recently been investigating.

A TARIFF WAR PROBABLE

What May Be the Result of a New
United States Law

Oanadian Beef Might Be Barred
--The Packers and the U. S.
Beoretary of Agriculture in
Conference on & Matter of Great
‘Importance.

Washington, Aug. 31.—What is eaid to
be a secret of worla-wide importance
was discussed yesterday at a meeting -of
the packers, the secretary of agriculture,
Dr. Melvin, and some other government
experts, who gathered to talk over *he
effeot of meat inspection and pure food
laws, with a view of hitting upon some
plan by which both laws can be got into
operation by October 1, with all the tags
and labels necessary. The public was ex-
cluded from the meeting.

One of the questions brought up was
what would become of foreign stuff now
in this country, such as meat products,
gelatine, frankfurters, etc., and meats
which are yet to be imported. Secretary
Wilson ds said to have told the packers
that after October 1 no foreign meats or
meat products can be brought into the
United States under the existing law.

This statement pleased the packers im-
mensely, as it means exclusion of foreign
meats. However, if the law is comstrucd
correctly by Mr. Wilson it means a tanff
war of retaliation upon the United States
by - every- nation which imports meat or
meat products.

Amother fact revealed today is that
after October 1 the only preservatives
permitted will be salt, saltpeter, sugar and
vinegar.

The packers are in fine feather, and will
remain ‘s0 until some way is foupd by
which foreign meat and meat products
can be brought in. This will necessitate a
discussion of tariffs and treaties, but it is
alleged that even if there are treaties
which oonflict with the meat inspection
law the act of congress is suwpreme.

Tt is pointed out that if Capadian beef
cannot come in under the secretary’s rul-
ing, the alternative would be that Canada
would permit American officials to inspeo'!}
the meat before shipment and affix the
American tags. It is said Great Britain
has had an inkling of the view of the law
taken today by the secretary of agricul-
ture, and that an agent of the maker of
tags has gone to England to furnigh the
needed bits of tin.

GLACE BAY STATION

New Machinery Being Installed to
Add to Transmitting Power—Off|
to England With His Wife.

power of the station. It was proposed
also to extend the building and add a
mechanical department for the manufac-
ture of Marconi apparatus, all of which
would entail the expenditure of about
$40,000.

Mr. Marconi is now engaged’in perfect-
ing a process whereby the location of any
ship can be determined in all kinds of
weather. This will be fested during the
approaching winter, and he regands it as
of prime importance in the navigation of
the St. Lawrence.

Toronto, Sept. 4—The insurance com-
mission resumed its investigation into the

'methods of insurance companies thisi

morning at city hall. Judge Mag’l‘avish;
presided and Commissioners J. W. Lang-|
muir and B. L. Kent were also present.
Geo. F. Shepley, K. C., and W. N. Til-
ley conductéd the inquiry for the domin-
ion government. 1. E. Hellmuth, K. C,,
and R. V. Geary were in attendance for
the Ontario government and Lebeuf, K.
C., watched the proceedings for the Que-
bec government.

Mr. Tilley, who conducted the exami-
nation opened up a new branch of in-
quiry taking up the case of the Monarch
Life Assurance Company, a new institu-
tion which only received a license to do
business in July last. T. Marshall Ostrom,
managing director, told Mr. Tilley how
he promoted the company and was to get
$40,000 in stock and $1,000 in cash for]
copyright policies he held while the pro-
visional directors were to get $25,000 for
starting the company. The prospectus
compiled by Livingstone on Ostrom’s
plan made no mention of $50,000 he was |
to receive.

Ontario had been abandoned as this place|
was ‘“flooded with Cobalt mining shares”
and insurance sold quicker and easier in
Manitoba.

An Elastic Contract.

ing leaders of the revolution. A similar
committee started for Cienfuegos to con-
sult under a flag of truce with the insur-
gent leadens in Santa Clara province,

The Associated Press is informed, al-
though the fact has not been made public,
that the govermment commanders have
been directed to suspend active field oper-
ations, until it can be determined what can
be done to end the war. The propositions
which the promoters of the peice move-
ment have in mind include a special ses-
sion of congress to pass acts of amnesty,
for the holding of municipal elections with-
in sixty days to be supervised by mem-
bers of both parties, and a new general
election law providing for minority repre-
#entation in all branches of the national
and municipal governments. These proposi-
tioms seem to appeal to the publie, al-
though Liberals are inclined to demand
also ithe resignation of all high officials, in-
cluding the president and members of the
cabinet, which the government, of course,
cannot, consider. Tt is feared that the de-
mands - of the insurgent leaders im the
field will be much more exacting than
those of insurgent sympathizers in the
citier, who ostensibly, at least, assume to
be non-combatants.

LOVERS DROWN

Hundreds See Young Man and Affi-
anced Die in Prospect
Park Lake

MARS DOUBLE WEDDING

Herman Ruden and Rose Folk Go
Down to Death, Companions
Barely Escape--Changing Seats
in Pleasure Boat Causes It to

Turn Turtle, Oosting Two

Lives.

New York, Sept. 3.—Locked in each
others arms in death, the budies of a
young man and a young woman lay at the
bottom of the Prospect Park lake for two
hours last night. Within a month they
were to have been married. Hundreds in
carriages, automobiles and afoot had seen
them go down to their death, while the
brother the man and another girl,
upset while rowing with them, had es-
caped a like fate by the narrowest of mar-
ine.

Turning to each other as they realized
their last moments of life had come, the
two sank to the bottom. There their lives
passed, but even when breath was gone
from both their last embrace endured to
bear testimony to their undying affection
and almost to foil the horde of officials
who were sweeping the waters for the
bodies.

Among the crowds who thronged to the
Brocklyn park in the pleasant autumn
weather yesterday were Miss Sara Levine,
eighteen years old, of No. 319 Henderson
street, Jersey (ity; Herman Ruden, nine-
teen, of No. 5 Ludlow street, New York,
to whom she wus engaged to be married;
William Ruden, twenty years old. of No.
5 Ludlow street, and Miss Rose Folk,
eighteen, of No. 39 Market strect, New
York, to whom William was engaged. Wil-
liam Ruden and Miss Folk were drowned.

In October there was”to have been a
double wedding of the two brothers to
the girls. They were spending Sunday to-
gether, and after watching the crowds at
play in the park and on the lake they
hired a rowboat about seven o’clock and
rowed the length of Prospect Park’s little
sheet of water. They were passing among
the three little islands which are called
the Three Sistens when the two girls, who
had been sitting in the stern seat of the
boat, found it uncomfortable there. Miss
Folk decided to change her scat to the for-
ward thwart of the boit, where she would
be near her fiance, William Ruden. T.e
men were rowing. In attempting to make
the change the boat was rocked violently
and a misstep of the ginl who was making
her way forward completely overbalanced
it-

In an instant the rowboat had turned
turtle, and the four in it were in the
water. Along the east drive of the Park
were throngs of vehicles of every kind,
and all about were other boats, with hun-
dreds sitting and walking by the shores.
The little islands ‘among which they were
passing had many ocoupants, also.

None of the four could swim, and when
the boat upset William Ruden and Miss
Folk, coming to the sunface near togeth-
er but far from the boat, were hopeless.
They were too far from the boat to grasp
it and they thought only of each other.
Floundering toward each other they dlung
together as both sank again. They never
returned to the surface until their bedies
were drawn up an hour later.

Miss Levine rising again after her first
plunge came up close beside the over-
turned "boat. Herman Ruden came to
the surface farthest of the four from the
boat, but nearest to her. Charles Gun-
kle, who operates a life guard electric
launch in the park lake, was near by, and
threw a life preserver to Ruden, which
the latter grasped, and was able to keep
afloat until rescued. The launch then
went to the overturned boat, and picked
up Miss Levine, who was unoconscious and
about to sink to her death.

Levine, while the police. and park em-
ploves began to drag for the bodies of their
companions.

It was 7 o'clock when the fatal acei-
ent occurred and it was 9 before the grap-
pling hooks of the police boat caught in
the clothing of Miss Folk.

,were on the bottom in ten feet of wat.r.
There was a heavy strain on the line and
three men were pulling hard when sud~
denly the strain relaxed.

Tt is evident from this that the writer
regards religion purely as a moral dis-
cipline. But it is more than this. 1t deals
with the motives which lie behind morals
and which give their character to all hu-
man conduct. There might be progress

{ along all the lines indicated, and yet none

of them resulting from the dominance of
a religious motive. Universal toleration
might arise from a widespread ' indiffer-
ence; there are many causes at work, be-
sides a sense of religious duty, which
tend at times to reduce the number of
criminal convictions; there is not one of
the departments of human life referred to
which might not owe its progress to sel-
fish, sordid or, at best, humanitarian mo-
tives. As a matter of fact, in Christian
lands such as those which now lead in
the various lines of activity named, any
progress must necessarily, in a large meas-
ure, be due to the influence of that which
the eminent novelist declares to have
nothing to do with religion, namely, the

piety that is nourished by the external
appointments and spiritual exercises of
the church.

What is the ultimate.standard of mor-
als? Surely it must be the highest and
most perfect. It is mnot to .be distilled
from the general consensus of the com-
munity. This would give us a code vary-
ing with every age, every people, and
even to some extent with the different
strata of society. We feel that there must
be an absolute standard somewhere, valid
for all time and for the nwhole human
race. There is no spot on earth where
falsehood is not counted worthy of Te-
probation or where personal property is
not respected at least sufficiently to show
that the conscience of humanity is not
wholly obliterated. Now law is an ab-
straction. A moral law merely formu-
lates a command. In itself it has no
power. Its sanction lies in the authority
of the Lawgiver. It emanates from. His
conception of the duty*-involved and is
supported by the power He possesses to
inflict adequate penalties. Man’s consci-
ence does not give its force to the law,
it recognizes the law as thaving authority,
and often reluctantly obeys. Behind the
law st‘ands the Lawgiver, the personal em-
bodiment of the ethical ideal.

Religion deals with man’s relation to
this Supreme Authority. Confessedly he
is out of harmony with it. How is that
harmony to be restored? The religion of
the church answers this. We need not
repeat what all our readers know. \Vlt?h—
out supernatural help, renovating the dis-
ordered moral nature, making satisfaction
for us to immaculate justice. and follow-
ing us continually with its cleansing aqd
inspiring influence, we cannot stanq in
right relations to the Supreme Lawgiver,
and sourse of spiritual life. The progress
of “Religion” is to be measured by the
dominance in society of reverence for and
obedience to the moral law as emanating
from God. The attendance upon religi-
ous worship is taken as an -index of the

scholars, 55,852.

Lord Strathcona has given $5,000 to
the Essex\bishopric fund, which ehenws
him to be by no means a marrow minded
Presbyterian. The total amount now &ub-
scribed is $148,000.

The broadminded Bishop of Burmingham
is a strong advocate of non-sectarian pub-
lic education, but opposes so-called non-
denominational instruction. He declares
emphatically, in a recent letter to the
Times, that “The state must either pay
impantiality for all kinds of religious
teaching, preferred by the parents of the
scholars, or pay for none.”” While we
don’t profess to have reached perfection,
yet there are few, if amy, plans in which
the question of meligious instruction in the
public schools is &0 satisfactorily solved as
in St. John.

The Liord’s Day Advocate thus comments
editorially upn the 13th clause of the new
Sabbath Observance Act, to which we
have referred already on several occasions:
“It is impossible to characterize the in-
gertion of this proviso im its present form
as other than ridiculous and unreasonable.
1t is ridioulous in the highest degree for
parliament solemnly to enact that before
the police of Montreal or Tronto or Win-
nipeg can close a candy shop or saloon un-
der this act they must write the attorney-
general and get his formal approval of the
action. It is unreasonable for a seelf-re-
epecting parliament to enact that before
a gang of Italian navvies doing construc-
tion work in open contravention of this act
can be stopped, either in the streets of a
great city or in a quaint rural community,
to the scandal of all decemt Christian peo-
ple who see it being done, the attorney-
general must be written to and his con-
sent obtained. And we venture to believe
that members of the government and of
the commons and eenate who either vot-
ol for or comsented to this amendment
will on second thought have reason to feel

to the electons fr re-election, they are
likely to have to spend a good deal of
precious time on the platform in ‘explain-
ing why it is done.””

The following story regarding Charles
Lever is sufficiently “dhurchy” to have a
place in this column: “Soon after he had
settled down in the county Dublin, Lever
invited the archbishop to dinner, and took
much pains to get the right kind of
guests together. He was chagrined to find,
when the .dinner hour had arrived, that,
instead of putting in an appearance, his
lordship sent a belated and lame apology.
The chaplain who conveyed the apology
also conveyed (as a peace offering) an
enormous pumpkin grown in the archbish-
op’s hothouse. Lever gravely placed the
pumpkin on the chair reserved for his
lordship, and during the dinner he ad-
dressed much of the conversation to it.
When the guests rose from the dinner
table the host said: “In all my experience
of the archbishop, I never knew him to be
so agreeable as he has been this evening.”

CHILDREN

PENNED IN BY FLAMES

Destructive Fire in North

End with Narrow Escape

of Family

3. McKiel's Bakery and Residence Destroyed; Samuel Cor-
bet also Suffers Heavily---Woman and Little One Pain-
fully Burned--Three Horses Led to Safety Through Resi-
dence, but One Animal Loses Life.

Mrs. Sinclair' MeKiel and her five chil-

dren narrowly escaped being burned to
death Tuesday night as they struggled out
f their home, which had become ignited
after they had gone to bed.
- Mr. McKiel is a baker. His house and
ghop were situated in the rear of Adelaide
street, near the corner of Metcalf street.
Both structures were destroyed, and a
tenemenit and coach house owned by
8amuel Corbet, a coachman, were also
gutted. For the first fifteen minutes of
the fire there was every indication of a
serious conflagration, for the surrounding
buildings were all of wood, and very dry
and old. The firemen, however, were
quickly on hand, and within an hour the
fire was under control.

The report was circulated that Mre. Mec-
Kiel and her children had perished. Then
the rumor was to the effect that the
mother had been saved, but that the
children had failed .to escape.-

Funther conjecture was settled, though,
when Mrs. McKiel, with all of her family,
was seen to enter the home of her mother-
in-law in Adelaide street.

Tells of Escape.

“Mr. McKiel,” she explained to a Tele-
graph reporter, ‘“had gone to the exhibi-
tion with one of the children. The latter
had returmed to the house and we were
@l in bed and asleep, when I was aroused
by the smell of the smoke, and by the
noise. We made two attempts to leave
but each time had to go back. We lived
over the bakery, and if it hadn’t been for
the back stairs, I don’t believe that any
of us would ever have got out. The fire
caught, I think, in the hay in the barn,
which was close to the house.

“A boy mamed Clark,-who has been
working for us for a few days, wag in the
bakery and as soon as he saw the blaze,
he came to our assistance. I carried my
youngest child, the Clark boy took care
of another, and the rest just had to get
down stairs the best way they could. My
arms were burnt a little, and one of the

All of the
furniture went. We barely had time to
snatch our clothes and run.”

Mrs. McKiel was Miss Francie, of Arm-
strong’s Corner, Queens county, and her
children arve Fred, Harold, Charlie, Daisy
and Florence. Fred, the eldest, is thir-
teen years old. Mrs. McKiel says that on
furniture and dwelling there is no insur-
ance.
