The mere appointment of these 
eighteen extras to permanencies affects 
other clerk^jn the Department^ who have 
struggled on from $800 at an increase of 
$50 per annum for tour years, and after 
close application to their duties they find 
themselves placed on a par with the 
“Macs" from Glengarry and Its neighbor­
hood, whose temporary services have 
been rewarded during their engagement 
with an addition of two dollars j>er 
diem.

UNITED STATES.

Ever slàce we have heard of-that Maine 
editor named T. Pot, we have been filled 
with anxiety to know if a trifle would 
make him boll over.

The policemen of the period Is enjoy­
ing himself alt over the country. The 
Chicago Commissioners have just had 
two on trial, one for arresting a citizen 
who “addressed him In an nngentlemanly 
manner,” and another for clubbing a wo­
man whose offences were being old and 
Insane. In New York the Police Com­
missioners have not yet reached the 
latest case of police cruelty, the police­
man being In the Tomba on the charge ol' 
beating his victim to death.

Such an 
utterly causeless and purely mischievous 
strike as this should not be allowed to go 
unpunished A strike for higher wages 
or more holidays or shorter hours would 
be a subject for discussion and compro­
mise, but this strike is oue for peremp­
tory punishment. An agreement should 
be signed, by every ship-owner in St. 
John, to give not one hour’s work to any 
one of these strikers, and then men 
should be brought from abroad to do the 
work. Men who haven't brains enough to 
see the absurdity of such a strike should 
be given all possible inducements to 
emigrate. They have been allowed to 
fix their own wages, to take their own 
holidays, to determine the number of 
hours in a day, ani>don't pretend to have 
any cause of complaint. Now give them 
a chance to regret, while1 hunting for 
work in overcrowded cities, that they 
didn’t kuow when they were well off in 
St. John. The lesson will be useful to 
them so long as they live, for even they 
will hardly fail to learn from it the folly 
of hot letting well enough alone. The 
caulkers show their Intellectual status to 
be high enough to understand the situa­
tion, and wisely determine to mind their 
own business and continue to work for 
men and wages that they have no reason 
to grumble at.

The House of Commons has not suc­

ceeded in settling the difficulty that has 
been

fv in all kinds otcreated by Mr. Sollivan’Anttemptto 
the anomalous relations between 

Parliamentary privilege and the public. 
It was eugaged, Tuesday night, debating 
a motion made by the Marquis ot Harl- 
ingtou that the House do not entertain 
any complaint with respect to the publi­
cation of its proceedings except in cases 
of wilful misrepresentation,or when pub­
lication thereof is expressly prohibited, 
aud that strangers are not to be ordered 
to withdraw fro u the galleries unless 
they are disorderly, or by vote of the 
House. Mr. Disraeli opposed any ci r- 
tailmcut of privilege, holding that the 
House was able to deal wtlh the incon­
venience caused by the present method of 
excluding strangers, by suspending the 
rule permitting a single member to order 
their withdrawal. Mr. Lowe denounced 
the continuance of the anomaly. At this 
stage of the debate Mr. Sullivan called 
attention to the presence of strangers; 
and the galleries were acccr Jingly clear­
ed. The debate on the Marquis of liar 
tiugton’s motion was adjourned unlii 
May 25. It is probable that the majority 
of the House will be worried iuto adopt­
ing some definite rule for the protection 
ol spectators and reporters from the in­
dividual caprice ol members.

Life by the Camp FireBerioie Accident.
Between 6 and 7 o'clock this morning a 

men was found lying at the foot of the 
wall which is bnilc np to form the Dor­
chester street extension. Ho was in 
sensible and apparently badly injured, 
the blood trickling from his head. He had 
fallen a distance of 20 feet. The by­
standers recognized him as Mr. Charles 
Yeomans of Penobsquis, King's County, 
a man about 50 years of age. Word was 
sent to the Police Office, and the Injured 
man was conveyed to the Hospital,where 
he now lies in a critical condition. He 
Is still in a comatose state, and the ex­
tent of his Injuries cannot be ascertained. 
It Is thought that his sknll Is fractured 
and he has probably sustained severe in­
ternal Injuries. His arm Is badly hurt.

No one knows how the accident hap­
pened or how long the injured man had 
been lying there when found. Whether 
he was under the influence of liquor and 
stepped or fell off the embankment, or 
Was thrown over by some assailant is not 
known. He Is a well to do farmer, and 
when in the city has, as a rub , consider­
able money. His friends allege that he 
had $600 about him last night, but when 
lonnd this morning only a few cents 
were on his person. There are grave 
suspicions of foul play. The wall along 
this part of the street is in mist places 
sufficiently high and wide to prevent a 
man falling over, though In some parts It 
is on a level with the roadway. The in 
jarvd man has a wife and family at Pen­
obsquis.
