The Smelt Regulations.

The provisions of the recent order in
couneil concerning the smelt fishery are
not materially different from the regula-
tions of last year. They allow as here-
tofore the use of bag uets, under apecial
license from the Minister of Mariné, be-
tween the first of December and the fif-
teenth of February. Last year the flsh-
ermen complained that this regslation
was too severe and petitioned against
the season being postponed as late as the
first of December. Their petition was
looked upon favorably by the governmment
- | and the flshermen were allowed to begin
work soine time in November. As smelt
filshermen have repeatedly declared that
the placing of the opsning of the season
as late as December 18t put a heavy res-
triction upon them, and deprived them of
the most valuable part of the fishery, it
was expecled that the regulations this
year would show a reasonable comnsider-
ation for their interests, and allow the
season to begin earlier. DBut in this the
fishermen have been disappointed. They
iave now nothing to depend upon but
$ae propitiousness of the weather for a
rizhtful share in the beuefits of the smelt
fishery.

It is to be deplored that the depart-
ment 1is satisfied to remain In bad favor
 with onr smelt fishermen, and that It re-
fuses to be informed by the many repre-
sentations that have been made to it by

- | those  engaged in this branch of the fish

industry. It has been again and agsin
shown that the fixing of the opening of
smelt fishing at amy specified date is done
without a proper knowlenge of the habits
of the fish or a suflicient attention to the
experience of the past. It has been for-
cibly enough demonstrated to draw more
attention to the fact that the smelts
awarm out of our rivers almost imme-
diately after the ice is formed, and that
the fishing thereafter is insignificant. If
the fishermen are not allowed to begin
operations as soon as possible after the
ice is formed they therefore lose the
most valuable part of the season’s fishing.
This has been demonstrated again and
again. As the time of the freezing of
the rivers is uncertaie, varying often to
the exteni of ten days or a fortnight, it
shows how unappreciable the depart:
ment has been of important facts bearing
upon tae welfare of the fishermen to at-
temr,l: to fix & regular date for the open-
ing of the season. The river is general-
1y frozen over at Newcastle and Chatham

a few days before the 1st of December,
and the fishermen find that when that
date arrives the biggest chance of the
sesson has gone and that they have lost
the most valuable part of that for which
they have spent much time and money
in preparation. Besides, there are many
smail rivers emptying into the Miramichi
below Chatham which freeze up some
time before the main river, so that any
late date fixed by the department, es-
pecially that of December 1st, dees the
business of the fishermen on these rivers
a serious injury, as they have had the
sad experience of dlacovering that if they
are not allowed to begin operations im-
mediately after the formation of the ice
they will lose nearly all the advantages
of the smelt fishery. The department
should have been aware ere this of the
disadvantages that accrue to the fisher-
men by the fixing of any regular date for
the beginning of the season without re-
gard to the eccentricities of the thermo-
meter or the pecnliarity of locality, and
shouid have provided for them, especial-
ly as the difficulty conld be easily gotten
over and a favorable impression made
upon the fishermen either by allowing
the wardens in the different districts to
be jndges in the matter or by permitting
the fishing to begin in each river at the
time of the formation of the ice. This
would give an amount of certainty to the
business and the fishermen would then
make preparations with the hope of be-
ing able to secure the berefits of this in-
dustry to which they are entitled. The
department, we are sorry to say, have
disregarded the representations that
have been made to it in this matter and

the smelt fishery still remains subjectto

the injury of cast iron regulstions, from
which only a fréak of the weather can
relieve it. It isto be hoped the depart-
bment will not allow itself to rcmain much
longer in ignorance of the generalopin-
ion of the fishermen on this subject,
which is that the wardens of the die.
tricts are the proper persons to decide
when the smelt fishing in the different
districts should begin.

It looks, however, as if the fishermen
woull not be much affected this year by
the offizial infirmities mentioned above,
as there is every appearance of the river
not being frezen over much before the
18t of December. Thus the weather
may come to the fishermen’s reacue.

Glounocester Notes.

A gentleman visiting Gloucester
Couuty & few days ago, met Mr. P.
Burns, the junior partner of the firm of
Messrs. K. F. Burns & Co., and reports
the following conversation in reference
to business amd other matters in that
County.

Reporter —Well Mr. Burns, I notice
that your mill is closed down for the
sSeason.

Mr. Burns.—Yes, the late cold wea-
ther was so disagreeable we shut down.

Rep.—Do you purpose logging as
usual this winter.

Mr. B.— Yes. We are like the lob-
ster packers, we must go on to keep
our bollers and machinery in order or
they would soon rust out. We have our
horses and other appurienances, plenty
of grub, the produce of our own farm,
and this requires to be consumed etc.
And lumber is just as good stock as can
be got to meet our foreign exchange.

Rep.—When do you purpose opening
the Shippegan branch of the Gloucester
Railroad.

Mr. B.—Obp Monday mext. -The bal-
lasting is nearly completed and if the
weather is favourable it will be flnished
this Automn.

Rep.—1'he port of Shippegan will
now become one of note; having this
road as its shipping depot for all the
immeuse fishery interest there.

Mr. B.—It certainly will. The water
is from 30 to 40 feet deep at the pro-
posed wharf to be built at the road’s
terminus.

Rep.—If transhipment of cargo from
American craft is one of the resnlts
of the Commision now sitting at Wash-
ington will this not be a great boon to
them.

Mr. B.—It certainly would, their car-
go, which is chiefly mackarel, could be
transferred in 10 hours, and in 30 hours
could be landed in Bostonm, via. N. &
W. Railway or I. C. R.

Rep.—Would this not damage the
Canadian shippers considerably by this
boom.

Mr. B.—It would if Canadisn ﬁsher-
men were in the majority. They have
no fishermen to hurt along our coast
not over ten to fifteen mackarel fisher-
men are owned on the Nurth Shore.

Rep.—Would not the mackarzl fresh
fish trade be considerably. injured ir
Americans had this liberty?

Mr. B.—Well I suppose it would; but
Americaus would send all salt mackarel
and what our little fleet would send
would be small.

Rep.— But, if Americans foudd fresh
mackarel paid best would they not ship
every other day in ice?

Mr. B.—They could not compete with
our dealers who would have iss pre-
pared, to pack the fresh fish that was
landed every day.

Rep.—Could not American firms have
ice prepared at Shippegan and pack #s
well as our dealers?

Mr. B.—No -doubt they could but I
think they will stick to salt flsh.

Rep.—I feel certain that if reciprocity
is had and transhipment of cargo is al-
lowed and our shore flsheries open to
Americans, you will fiad Shippegan
a continuous ice Factory and wareheuse,

Mr. B.—Well T hops it may. A good
frec trade in lumber and plenty of fish,
which our shore fishermen can catch
and sell to Americans as well as to
Canadians the competition will always be
80 great that good values “on the spot
will always be obtained.

Rep.—I have seen by the papers the
weather is so stormy going up the St.
Lawrence just now that their light-ships
have dissppeared in some cases. Could
not these large steamers call at Ship-
pegan and land mails etc., for & month
yér?

Mr. B.—Steamers of any draf{t to 30
feet could now he accommodated at Ship-
. pegan. . A steamer leaving Eogland
could in 64 days land her mails there
and have them distributed all over the
Dominion, quicker than by any other
route, as it is conceeded to be the short-,
est route to Europe.

Rap.—Do you not think that in a few
years this route will be adopted in pre-
ference to any other. If Newfloundland
comes into confederation a railroad will
be built across that island to connect
the lines. i

Mr. B.—Well you startle me; nothing
is impossible now-a-days.

Rep.—Who would ever think the
Caraquet shore, that opponents of your
brother so tersely put it—would have a
railway.

Mr. B.—Yes, the line is now built to
the astonishment of all opponents and
gloomy prophets.

The New County Jail.
The new County Jail is nearing com-
pletion. All the brick work, it is ex=
pected, will be finished this week, the
plastering is about done, anpd sll that
remsins to complete the building are the |
interior fistings peculiar to a prison.

The building, which was commenced
in July, i3 built of brick. I$.ig a two
story and basement structure, 55 feet
long and 45 feet wide. The basement
will contain the heating sapparatus,
which will probably not be fitted up be-
fore next fall. There are thirteen cells
on the lower fiat, each 11 feet long by

'62-3 fest wide, with 12 foot ceiling. The

walls-are 17 inches thick, cemented in-
side. The cells are arrasged in two
rows in the centre of the building, with
s corridor abount foyr feet wide running
along each side of them. The cells are
small and gloomy, and though they are
a great improvement upon the ones in
the old jail in'the matter of pure air and
Lealthy accommodation they sfford no
interesting landscape views which were
a great relief to the occupants of the old
jail. They are filled with flushing waler
closets, the water being supplied from a
cistern in the atdic, to which it will be
pumped from & well in the basement.
The doors of the cellz are made of strong
heary bar iron. The cells seem secure
enough for the most desperate of prison-
ers. If a prisoner did m2nage to get
through the walls of his cell, it would
be to meet anotherof similar thickness
between him and liberty, through which
thers would be a very small posaibility
of his being able to penetrate without
detection. There is also & private office
for the sheriff on the first floor.

On the second floor are the deputy’s
apartments and the debtors’ cells. A
broad hallway runs the length of the
building, thres rooms en the north side
and twe on the south side of which are
occapied by the deputy. The debtors’
cells are in the eastern cormer of the
building and are large and well lighted.
The largest is 16 by 15, the other two
are 16 by 12. There is a good view from
each window, which in summer time
will be quite cheering to those who have
been unfortunate enough to have incur-
red the anger of their creditors.

A sewer to the river is yet tobe con-
siructed. ' The work will pro’bnbly he
commenced early-in the spring.

The contract for the whole bullding
was awarded to Mr. John McDonald, of
Chatham, for $7,800, who sublet the
brick and plaster work to B.:Mooney &
Souns, of St. John. All the bricks nused
were supplied from the Miramichi Steam
Brick Works of G. A. & H.'S. Flett, of
Nelson. Mr. Dan. Grant, of New Glas-
gow, was the architect of the building,
but as his original plans were for a stone
building they were considerai)ly altered
to suit the recommengfation of the Coun-
ty Council that the building be bulilt of
brick, The plastering is being done by
Mr. Thos. Russell, of Newcastle. The
building was erected under the inspec-
torship of Mr. George Brown.

The building, which rests on a strong
stone foundation, presents a very hand-
some appearance. The County is to he
congratulsted in the possession of such
a substantial and serviceable jail, and
the great improvement that will be made
in the care of prisoners. It must Aot be
thought, however, that prisoners in the
new jail will enjoy anything bordering
on the luxurious. Far from it. While
a prisoner will jave the advantages of
purer air, better sewerage and healthier
conditions than existed in the old jail,
the gloominess of his surroundings will
be increased, for he is shut off entirely
from the outside world. Anyons who
has been Incarcerated for a time in one
of*thiese cells and. has been discharged,
will not be very anxious to find his way
back.

The old Court House looks .more
dilapidated than ever since the new jail
rose into view,.and seems a very unsuitg
able companion for the imposing brick
structure in the rear. However, . it is
probably sufficient for the present and
the County will not feel like incurring
any mor: expense in that direction for a
few years, but it is a question of only a
short time when the peopie will have as
sultable & building for the dispensing of
justice as for the punishment of crime.

The Crops.

Mr. C. H. Lugrin, Secretary of the
Board of Agriculture, gives the Zele-
graph some interesting information con-
cerning the result of New Brunswick’s
crops this year. His knowledge on this
subject has been gathered from reports
he  has received from all parts of the
country. He says the crops are not up
to the average of past years, and that
the prices generally ruls lower. This is
especially so in the case of oats, which
he attributes to the large importations
from Ontario and P. E. 1. and to a re-
daction in the extent of lumber opera-
tions. His advices from Westmorland
say that the importations of oats from
P. E. I renders the cultivation of this
grain in that * county unprofitable,
This' competition from oats raised in
agher provinces may be said to be felt
all over the province. He finds a de-
cided improvement in farm stock, which
he attributes a great deal to the estab-
ishment of the stock farm. He thinks
the opinlon of the farmers of the pro-
vince, except those on the St.” John
river, is shat it is unprofitable to raise
wheat. Owing to the scarcity of poia-
toes reported from Chatham he thinks
the market in this section is worth the
atiention of farmers. On this subject
he says:

“ Restigouche and Gloucester are
sending their surplus potatoes to On-
tario and the United States leaving a
home market unsupplied. - The Mira-
michi ports are theé nearest of the New
Brunswick ports to Newfoundland, and
now that there is railway communica-
tion from them to every section of the
province it ought to be possible to de-
velop a trade in produce with New-
foundland. The Northern & Western
Railway, which, as yon know, is over
100 miles long, ruca through a country
much of which is admirably adapted for
farmiog, but over a great part of which
agricultural progress has been slow
owing to the lack of a market. In some
lines Chatham and Newcastle markets
were to a small extent supplied ﬁom
Fredericton this summer. Freight rates
are 50 low that a farmer upon the South-

west Miramichi stands in about as good

‘,u position in regard to the Uniied States

market a8 do the farmers of Carleton
coumty and with an unsupplied home
market, and with communication with
large markets east and west, it seems
that farmers of the section referred to
have a good future before them if they
appreciate their advantages.”

Referring to the Restigouche he says:
“ During the last three years I have
noticed that the average of crops has
been better in Restigouche than in any
other part of the province. and thisis a
most important consideration in view of
the fact that there must he nearly, if
not quite, a million acres of land in the
county of Restigouche unoccupisd, but
equal to the vary best upland already
under caltivation.”

Work on the Extension.

A Fredericton correspondent to the
Globe says that Mr. A. W. Straton, C.
E., returned last eveming from Mira-
michi, where he has been engaged in
contract work on above road. This
line, which was from Blackrille to
Indiantown, was built last season by
Consractor Maxwell for the N. & W.
Railway company. The Dominion Gov-
ernment Inspecting Engineer having
decided that some of the grades were
too heavy, the company determined to
reduce them, which necessitated the
handling of over 30,000 cubic yards of

material. - This was accomplished in 40
working days. There were engagsd in
the work nearly 100 men, under Track-
master Scott and Section foremen Mec-
Intyre and Power, together with a loco-
motive and 12 cars. During 14 days
two locomotives were employed and 24
cars. Mr. Straton reports that the
road is in good shape and ready for in-
spection. It is to be hoped that the
company will see their way clear to run
through trains from Gibson to Derby
Junction, as such a course would secure
for them a large trafflic with Newcastle,
and would be a great accommodation to
the people of l.hn enterprising town.

The motives of Groat have
been misrepresented by the prosecution
aod in this misrepresoutsation the Ad-
vance has willingly lent its assisiance.

THE POTATO TRADE.

Says the St. John™ Sun: Business is
rushing at the Intercolonial freight depot,
the usual large fall trade being supple-
mented By a big movement of potatoes
towarde the States. Shipments are com-
ing from nearly every station along the
Northern and St. John and Truro divi:
sions, while the supply from Prince
Edward Island is beyond all precedent.
There are enough potatoes now lying at
Point du Chene. to fill one hundred cars.
A special with eighteen box cars of pota-
toes and four car loads of egge arrived
yesterday morning, and three specials
per day is {lie average at present, and
even this additional service does not suf-
fice to keep up with the demand. Twe
hundred aud fifty freight cars were hand-
led at St. John station last week and this
week’s husiness will show an advance on
these figures. The carrying capacity of
the International steamers and the New
Brunswick railway is taxed to its utmost
to bear away the Volume of potato€s ar-
riving in this city by the Intercolonial.
Some 250 of the I. €. R’s box are now
away to the west with this freight. The
I. C. R.staff in the freight shed and offices
are among the hardest worked men in
the city and are beyond doubt the busiest
of all the Interceldnial railway’s em-
ployes.

DARWIJN’S LIFE.

Loxpoy, Nov. 5.—The Pall Mall Ga-
zette publishes lengthy extracts from a
pew book, entitled *Darwin’s Life,”
which will soon e issued, From these
it appears that Darwin as a child was
naughty, and as a boy he was lazy. He
left Shrewsbury school, after severr years
very little wiser than when he went
there. He frankly avowed he did not
work Lecause he knew his father would
leave him.enough to live .on; He was
placed in charge of Dr. Brother, but his
horror of the sight of blood and his re-
pugnance of dissection prevented his
becoming a doctor. ~ After two.years had
elapeed his father concluded that he
would not make him a doctor and de-
signed him for the church. He was sent
to Cambridge, where he led a dissipated
life, gambling and neglecting his studies.
The idea of his entering the iministry
was ultimnately abandoned. Darwin was
passionately fond of music. He frequent-
ed the concerts in the College chapel and

aid the choir boys to sing in his room.
(et his ear was strangely defective. He
was-incapable of preceiving a dissonance
and could not hum a tune correctly. In
1839 Darwin became deist and thereafter
remained oue. “Never in my most ex-
treme fluctuations,” he wrote, “was I an
atheist.. I never denied the existence of
God.”

Rev. Charles A. Berry, of Wolver-
hampton, England, who'is to succeed the
late Henry Ward Beecher as paster in
Plymouth church, is' about 40 years old.
He was nine jyears fhe pasior of St
George’s Cougregational church in
Wolverhampton, four years ago. In
person, Mr. Berry is slightly below the
medium size, of wiry frame, dark brown
hair, dark moustache, and full beard, cut
close, His appearance iudicates intel-
lectual aud physicel strength. In the
pulpit his voice is strong, clear and pene-
trating, and his manuer hoth earnest and
pleasing. It is understood that he shares
1s-a Jarge measure the liberal views of
Mr.~ Beecher aud that, like the great
prophet whose mantle will fall on him,
he is devoted to mission work.

VEGETABLES TOR

WINTER,

STORING

For: storing«celery for family uce,
where on'y a few hundred roots are
wanteld, a trench shou!d be dug out
wide encugh to admit three rows of
roots, and deep enough so that the
earth will cover the stalks aimost to
the tops when drawn up to them,
leaving a slight bank at eilber side,
Cover tbe leaves with two boards,
placed like the saddle-hoards of a
roof, supporting them in the middle
by stakes four feet apari, driven
down -smong the roots along the
middle of the trench, and sawed off
in line at thie height of the boards.
The eaith should be drawn up clouse
to the boards, and when cold wes-
ther comes, cover the whole arrange-
ment with litter or ccarse manure
enough to keep out frost.

October is a good time for har-
vesting rcotas of ail kinds, in the fol-
iowing order: beets, mangels, car-
rots, turnips, parsnips, horse-radish,
Beéts, mavgels, and turnips are
pulled by baad, but the longer roots
are most easily harvested by the aid
of the plow.

All these rools keep better in pits
than in cellars ; but they are often
kept in barrels headed up or cover-
ed with bagging, washing them be-
fore barreling if for table use or
marketing for -this purpose. The
washing is done easier Jjn-the Tfall
ihan in winter. and wsshed roots in
barrels keep almost as well in pits if
the cellar is cool. Flat turnips and
horsc-radish are the hardest of all
roots to keep, aod for late keeping
shou!d be put in pits not over eigh-
teep inches deep and covered with
esrth enough to keep out frost with
no ventilation. In this way they
keep well till May snd Jane, at
which time tlie market is often short
and prices high.

The harvesting: acd storage of
horse-radish, turnips, and celery is
better deferied as laia as Nov. 1;in
fact, all roots keep better if kept
cool, and when harveeting durieg
the fine weatner of October, they are
usually placed ia temporarily in
small piles of twenty bushels or so
in the field and covered with an inch
or two of loam, which will keep
tbem in’ good order until they go to
the pit or cellar in' November.

SOILS AND FERTILIZERS.

'~ One variety of plants will  derive
more benelit from an application of
one kiad-of ferfilizer than another.

All'plants take carkon from the
air, and green manuring is the easi-
est way to increase the store «f
huwus in the soil.

Soils that are deficient in lime can
be made fairly good wheat land by
applying ' a dressing of lime extra
full.

Ashes ‘contain considerable pot-
ash ; this, of course, is diminished
by leaching, but even then it con-
tains a sufficient amount to make
them valoable to soils that are defi-
cient of this kind of plant food.

In estimating the value of the
manure made by animals, only the
nitrogenous and ash constiluents are
voided in the excrement in the cases
of sheep and oxen. Thes shows a
very small waste of the fertilizing
matlers of food in fattening sheep.

In- green manuring the whole
vegetabie growth is retarned’to the
soil, and in a condition to insure
rapid decomposition. In no other
way can a soil in poor condition be
brought into good condition so
rapidly and by so small expenditure
of money.

Clover is good for wheat. Plas-
ter is good for clover. The roots
run deep, drawing large amounts of
water. and can live oa very weak
food. The clover takes up this focd
and concentrates it. The clover
does not create the plant food, it
merely saves it.

Salt -applied broadcast in the
spring, while it may not in one sense
be a fertilizer, yet acts upon the soit
in such-a way that it aids in com-
bination wilh material slready in the
soil to furnish»a larger supply of
plant for it than is made avaifable
by applying the salt.

A good fertilizer for peach and
pear trees that are to be set this fall
on new land is composed of bone
and potash. An equal bulk of fine-
ground bone and pure unleached
wood ashes may be used, or use
equal weights of bone mea! or muri-
ate of potash hoth of which articles
can be obtained from local dealers
in fertilizers and fertilizing mwateri-
als,

NOTES AND SUGGESTIONS.

Potatoes are the best crop that can
be grown to clean foul land when it
18 not desirable to fallow it,

To protect trees from the girdling
of mice, clear away the earth at the
base, wrap a piece of two-ply tarred
paper around the tree and replace
the earth.

One twelve-quart - pailful of ecut

hay and four pounds of meal is a
full feed for a thousard-pound horse
given twice a day. with an equiva-
lent feeding tetweep of oats or corn
and long hay.
By a judicious system of winter
feeding you can materially increase
the com!ort of your fowle, and get a
suitable reward in an increased
quantity of eggs and the good health
of your stock.

A pig does nct perspire like a
horse, and on this account it shculd
never be driven fast or chased by
dogs. It only takes a little hurry-
ing to get a pig very much heated,
and often fatal results will follow.
