An Act respecting the Ottawa and uill Fire
Relief Fnd.

*IVEREAS it bas been representedl that on the twenty- Preamble.
1 sixtlh day of April ]ast a great conflagration took place

beginiing in the city of Hull, province of Quebec, and extend-
ing into the city of Ottawa, and also several smaller lires in

5 and about the said cities, causing a great loss of property and
much distress in and about the said cities; that as the result of
steps taken to obtain and distribute relief to the sufFerers by
the said fires the persons hereinafter named were appointed an
Executive Committee to receive contributions and distribute

10 relief; that a large amount of supplies and money bas been
contributed from different parts of the world ; that the said
supplies have been for the most part distributed, but that only
a small portion of the money has been expended; that as
questions have been raised and doubts expressed as to the

15 powers, responsibilities and discretion of the s?.id committee
with respect to the said relief fund the said committee desires
to be constituted a corporation with the powers necessary or
proper to enable them to carry out the objects in view and to
protectthem in so doing ; and whereas the work of distribu-

20 tion bas to be done with respect to persons in the provinces
of Ontario and Quebc, and the work of the said corpora-
tion will have to be done in each of the said provinces,
and the creation of the said corporation is therefore a proper
subject of legislation by the Parliament of Canada: Therefore

25 Her Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the Senate
and Bouse of Commons of Canada, enacts as follows :- e

the relief of the sufferers by the said fires to or through the
said Executive Committee, and including, amongst others, the
goods and other supplies now on hand or under the control of
the said Executive Committee, and all moneys now at the
credit of the Ottawa and Hull Fire Relief Fund in the Bank 5
of Ottawa or in any other bank, or now in the possession or
control otherwise of the said Executive Committee or of any
other person, comnittee, association, society, or incorporated
or unincorporated body for the relief through the said com-
mittee of the said sufferers. 10

(b.) All moneys, goods or other supplies or contributions
that nay at any time after the passing of this Act be con-'
tributed to be expended or distributed by or through the said
committee or the Corporation.

(e.) All the books, papers and documents of the said com- 15
mittee relating to the said fire relief.

Withdrawa1 (2.) The cheques of the Corporation shall be signed by its
fro k chairman or vice-chairman and by its administrator and

treasurer, and p.ayment of the same to the extent of the
amount thereof shall be a sufficient discharge to any bank in 20
which any moneys are at the time or after the passing of this
Act deposited as aforesaid in the name of " The Ottawa and
Hull Fire Relief Fund," and the receipt of the administrator
and treasurer of the Corporation shall be a sùfficient discharge
for any other moneys or for any supplies with which the 25
Corporation may become vested as aforesaid or otherwise.

How money S. The Corporation shall take all the said moneys and
t 1di r supplies and, subject to the provisions of section !4 of this Act,

buted. pay, apply or distribute the saine to the best of its judgment
to sufirers, or for the benefit of, sufferers by the said fires, in 30
such manner amongst such sufferers, and in such amounts, as
in the absolute and uncontrolled discretion of the Corporation
may seem proper or advisable, and the Corporation shall take
such means a3 it thinks necessary or advisable to ascertain who
the sufferers have been by the said fires, and in what way or 35
to what extent they should be given relief by the Corporation.

Audit of 41 When the distribution of the said supplies and money shall
accou"ts. have been substantially completed, the Corporation shall have

an audit made of its accounts by some competent auditor
whose appointment shall be approved of by the Governor in 40
Couneil and shall publish the report of the said auditor, with
such further statement as it thinks proper, in some one or more .

Report to be newspapers published in the cities of Ottawa and Hull forone
publisled. or more issues thereof as it deems proper, and may also pub-

lish the same in such other way as it thinks advisable. 45
