The
Bleu estimate of the vote on the speakership
is now 81 Conservative, 29 Liberal and 4 Inde-
pendent. The last named wero elected as,
more or less, opponents of the ministry "buv
not as supporters of a new Government under
Mr. Mercier. It is upon the latter fact that
the Bleu faction build their hopes. They give
up Mr. Ross and offer & new Government
under the leadership of Judge Angers or Judge
Mathieu and hope thereby to enable the four
Castors classed as Independents to satisfy their
sonstituents by the nllegation that they have
revenged the death of Riel-by turning out Ross,
The weak part of this scheme is that the

» Rielites are chiefly anxious to punish Sir John
and the French members of his cabinet, and
that Mathieu or Angers would be as friendly
towards them as Rosa. Looking at the matter
from a distance we should say it was uanlikely
that the four Dustors would give their votes at
once to the old Government under a new
leader however respectable. They will not
venture to sacrifice their pledges and disap
point their constituents. It seems probable
that when the Assembly meets at the regular
time the Administration will be voted
down. After that will come Mr. Mercier’s
trouble.  He will have a mejority of three
in the House ; four of his supporters “will be
neaver in general sentiment to the Opposition
than to him, and in the ocountry, while the
French who have been carried away by the
Riel ery will speedily return to their old party
lines, he will not easily regain the English
Liberal vote. The inevitable tendency of the
French Canadians is to herd together to make
s much as possible out of the Dominion
purse. The remedy is not the building up of
» strong French opposition, for that is impos-
sible of nccomplishment. It is to meet com-
bination in Quebec with combination in On-
tario and the lowew provinces. Ontario lead-
ers who regist unreasonable French-Canadian
demands, such as the pardon of Riel, should
bé sustained by their own province and the
Dominion at large. By that course only can
the Confederation be maintained and economi-
@al government secured.

FarmiNoToN, Me.,, Oct. 23.—Yesterday
afternoon Sandy River Railroad men working
on the side of the track discovered a fire in the
barn of J. B. Stoyell.
