against any scheme of immigration by the Government, 
on the ground that men and women in our own factor­
ies are unable to obtain anything like constant employ­
ment. Further, we consider it would not only be un­
just to the workers of the Dominion, but unjust to the 
immigrants, who would have to compete with our fel­
low workers for the right to live by work, thereby re­
ducing wages and prejudicing national conditions.”—A 
committee was set up to draft a letter, and forward the 
same to the newspapers in the United Kingdom con­
cerning the conditions of the labour market in New 
Zealand.”
