—Grand Trunk Railway System —
Earnings 22nd to 30th April, 1901,
$694,599; 1900, 605,939: increase, $88,-
660.

—The General Electric Company will
spend about half a million dollars on
the new iron founding and engineering
shops to be erected in Toronto.

—The TInland Revenue returns for
Hamilton, Ont., for April show receipts
amounting to $51,485, an increase of
$5.267, over the receipts for April, 1900.

—The Retail Merchants’ Association
of Toronto, at a recent meeting, adopt-
ed a resolution, calling upon the City
Council to pass a by-law prohibiting
the use of trading stamps. This power
was conferred upon municipal councils
by an act passed at the recent session
of the Legislature.

A Toronto manufacturing company
are constructing what .is said to be the
largest electrical single pumping en-
gine in Canada, and probably the
largest in the world.

—July 17th has been fixed as the date of the next annual
picnic of the Grocers’ Association of Montreal.

—We learn from St. Thomas, Ont., that the annuity poli-

eyholders of the Provincial Provident Institution, 200 in
aumber, at a recent meeting decided unanimously to resist
the action of the Mutual Reserve Life Association of New
York (to which the business of the P.P.L., was sold some
years ago), in largely increasing the amount of the assess-
ment of policyholders, and demanding payment of large
sums of alleged deficiency in ratio of assessment in former
years, and to take steps to compel the association to zarry
out the terms of the P.P.L. policies. Each policyholder sub-
seribed $1 for every thousand dollars he has in the Institu-
tion as a fighting fund.
*"—Various improvements are being made this season along
the Ontario and Quebec divisions of the C.P.R. Between
Toronto and Havelock, and Smith’s Falls, Ont., 72-1b. rails
will be replaced by new 80-lb. steel rails. At Mabeiley, east
of Charbot Lake, men are straightening out two sharp
curves, and between Tweed and Smith’s Falls the track is
also to be straightened. The Havelock section is being
reballasted. North of Toronto the heaviest work is fo be
done in the way of ballasting, extending the sidings and
cutting down the grades, the latter particularly at Flesh-
erton.

These are exclusive of inspection fees. The terminal
charge of $2.15 per 100 pounds on oats paying a rate of 10
cents per 100 pounds and over will only cover oats upon
which either of these companies have received as (heir
earnings to Montreal not less than 10 cents per 100 pounds.
On shipment from connecting railways the terminal
charge will be $3.15 per 100 pounds where the earnings of
the roads fall below ten cents. These rates include 20
days’ free storage and all other Montreal terminal charges,
with the exception that the terminals on oats will include
storage in Montreal elevator on-oats received to May 15.
After that date the terminal charge will cover only 20
days’ free storage, the same as the terminal rates on other
grain.

" —Ottawa advices state that the Dominion authorities
have concurred in the United States regulations resently
adopted respecting the cording and sealing of packages
passing between United States ports via Canada. Cars must
be especially appropriated for articles so transpotrted. They
must be sealed by United States customy officers, the seals
to remain until the goods arrive again in the United States.
In instances where a sufficient quantity of goods is nct
available to fill an entire car, the packages may be forwar:l-
ed if corded and sealed, the facts to be noted on the special
manifest. Railroad iron and other merchandise in bulk
which is incapable of being put in locked cars, may he
transported on platform cars duly corded and sealed. Can-
adian customs seals may be attached to all bonded cars or
packages if the Dominion authorities instruct their officers
to take such action.—A notice has been issued to collectors
cf customs to the effect that registered postal packages re-
ceived from any place outside of Canada are to be treated
as under registration until receipted for by the person to
whom addressed. Such parcels, after having been exam-
ined for customs purposes are to be returned to the post-
master to be forwarded to destination by registered mail,
unless delivered by the customs officer to the proper person.

—Winnipeg tax rolls show that on the gross collections
of taxes the increase has been $167,740, over last year, indi-
cating a substantial growth for the city.

—We learn from St John, N.B., that the insurance man-
agers committee from Montreal arrived in that city on the
6th instant, and later met the St. John fire underwriters in
conference. The local men outlined a tarift for New Bruns-
wick, which was endorsed in every respect by the visitors,
and adopted without dissent. The Montreal men say it will
meet the needs of the case without unduly pressing upon
property owners. As fast as the fire-fighting equipment
throughout New Brunswick is improved and made more
efficient the rates will be correspondingly lowered. The

visitors were banquetted at the Union Club.

—By the report of a dweller in the far North West on
a recent visit East the winter population of Dawson is
given at about 6,000, and that of the creeks at 15,000. In the
summer the population of the district will go over 25,000.
This population will produce, this summer, he estimates,
between $25,000,000 and $30,000,000 in gold. This is all from
the placer mines, but quartz mines have been discovered,
and these, with the new creeks constantly opening and
the new and cheaper processes of working the power claims
will tend to give Dawson a permanency. From this out,
it is stated, summer mining will be the rule instead of min-
ing in winter. In the first years of the camp all the min-
ing was done in the winter, because there were no roads
and supplies could only be got in over the ice along the
rivers. Now roads have been constructed, which can be
used both winter and summer. Winter mining was  also
carried on because the surface water in summer flooded the
claims. Now, however, improved machinery, including
pumps, overcomes this difficulty, while summer mining has
this great advantage that the pay dirt can be dumped at
once into the sluice boxes and a second handling avoided,
Pay dirt mined in winter must be thrown on a dump till
spring, when it must be handled a second time before it
can be washed, and this at the high price of labour takes off
much profit. All means of production are becoming cheap-
er. Wood, which formerly cost $100 and later $50 per
cord, last winter sold for $13. Horses which were hired
at $80 a day, now can be hired for $40. Another important
discovery has been the opening up of a mine of lig-
nite coal about eighteen miles from the city. Food prod-
ucts are becoming cheaper. Eggs, which once sold for $10
per dozen, now retail for 50 and 75 cents. Meat sells at from
40 to 60 cents per pound, butter 50 cents, while potatoes,
onions, beets, cabbages, and vegetables generally are fairly
cheap, as they are now grown on the spot. Barley, oats,
and hay are also grown successfully, but wheat has not been
tried. Native hay sells for 6 cents per pound, and imported
baled hay for 10 cents per pound.

—The Ottawa Government has made arrangements to
test the depth of the water stretches between the locks on
the St. Lawrence route so that the question as to there not
being fourteen feet of water will be finally disposed of. It
is stated that a steamer drawing thirteen and a half feet
of water is on its way from Port Arthur, at the head of
navigation to Montreal, and will be accompanied by the
engineer of the Cornwall canal, who has a thorough know--
ledgt of the St. Lawrence route, and will report to the Gov-
ernment. A second vessel drawing thirteen and a half
feet will follow some days later. These experiments are
expected to decide between the accuracy of the statements
made by the Government officials that there is sufficient
water, and the captains who are complaining that there is
not, and that while the canals are being deepened to four-
teen feet advantage cannot be taken of them on account of
the shallow water in the channel at some of the points-on
the St. Lawrence river.

sible future ones, not yet developed, form very important
factors wheni the matter is discussed.

Within the last few years the position has been material-
ly changed and now it looks as if the waters of the St.
Lawrence route will yet be the successful competitor, for
carrying both the east and west bound traffic, in the &+ ar
future, if our Canadian people are alive and true to the
interests of their own country. Formerly the Erie canal
was the route over which the bulk of the trade of the
Westernl States and portions of Western Canada passed.
Now, practically, it scarcely enters into consideration.
The improved railroads, and management, with reduced
rates and greater dispatch, have almost entirely super-
seded the usefulness, of that antiquated camal with its
seven feet depth of water and its towpath for horses which
are the propelling power.

After spending $9,000,000 within the last few years
to give the canal nine feet depth of water that project
was dropped as the appropriation was entirely insufficient.
A commission of engineers was named to consider what
should be done and a report was made to the effect that
the canal and locks should be enlarged to a depth of 12
feet so that vessels of 1,000 tons burden eould pass
through, the cost of which would be over $60,000,000.
It was expected that this report would be adopted by the
state government and submitted to a vote of the people.
Instead of that the governor was advised to recommend
to the State Legislature that the people should bhe asked
to ratify a vote of $26,000,000 to carry out the former
policy of a nine-foot depth and small locks. That mea-
sure was vigorously opposed by most of the commercial
interests in New York, and all along the line of the canal
as totally inadequate in competition with the completed
14 feet Canadian canals. The =ailroads naturally threw

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cold water on that, as they would on any proposal to in-
crease the capacity of the canal for carrying the trade
they were competing for, so it came about that the Legis-
lature adjourned and the matter dropped without the
likelihood of its ever being revived and the once famed
Yrie canal is in a state of decadence, unfit to compete
with the active agencies for trade called for in these push-
ing times.

As far as can be seen now, therefore, the competing
routes for the traffic to and from the seaboard and the
great lakes—which for traffic purposes will always be the
connecting link between the further west and the ocean
—will be the railroads from Lake Erie and the St. Law-
rence route. In the competition the American rairoads
have an advantage by their connection at Buffalo with
the larger class of vessels trading on the upper lakes and
which cannot pass through the Welland canal. In this
respect the St. Lawrence route is, in a measure, handi-
capped and at a disadvantage notwithstanding its fine
system of 14 feet deep canals.  Notwithstanding that,
the all-through water route will always be the most econ-
omical if proper facilities for handling freight at the ter-
minals are provided.

The Canadian railways that have reached out to the
Georgian Bay and make connections with the largest class
of upper lake vessels have so far been so successful that
they are already able to show that, by the much shorter
distance to reach the seaboard, they will, in the future,
aid materially ini the growth of the trade of the St. Law-
rence route.

The Montreal, Ottawa and Georgian Bay Canal has
been attracting more than usual notice of late. The ideas
of the new men who appear to have taken hold of that
project have become very much enlarged, and its con-
struction at an early day is being urged, and it is said it
will be built if the Canadian Government will guarantee
part of the interest on the cost. Mr. E. E. Sawyer, a
civil engineer of established reputation in England, was
sent to this country, it is said, by English capitalists who
had been instrumental in constructing the great Man-
chester canal, to examine the merits and possibilities «f
the M., O. and Georgian Bay canal.  After looking
over the ground, Mr. Sawyer has expressed himself in
the most enthusiastic terms in favour of it, and that
when in operationf it will prove to be a paying concern
and of immense benefit to the trade of the St. Tawrence
route.  As to the last feature, there can he no doubt.
The only change Mr. Sawyer suggests on the plan as pro-
posed before he came here is that the depth of the canal
-—or rather waterway—should be 23 feet. That iz a
depth greater than exists to-day in the canals at Sault
Ste. Marie, or what is at all likely to he there for many
vears, owing to the natural obstructions.  The very na-
tural desire that has been expressed to provide for a deep
waterway from the great lakes to the ocean is only what
might be expected from the character of the population
interested.  In some form or other their views will
surely be carried into effect.  Tn matters of trade, na-
tional views do not always prevail, and our near neigh-
hors, although essentially patriotic, are always on the
lookout for practical advantages in trade.  Tm his advo-
cacy of the Georgian Bay Canal, Mr. Sawver told us
the other day that many of the leading men of Chicaco
had expressed themselves as favourable to that project.

lead to the conclusion that there is more money to be
made in conducting that particular line than any other.
Clothing is among the most staple of mercantile lines,
In the retail trade the careful, shrewd buyer need have
no fear of stock laying on his tables which must be sac-
rificed below cost.  The business admits of good profit,
the terms with the manufacturers or wholesale houses
are such as to give him every chance to do business with
practically little capital, once he isg fairly launched. On
the other hand, if he has the necessary capital the
discounts in clothing are so large that he may, if enjoy-
ing a geod trade, pay almoest all his expenses with his
savings in this respect.

1t may be said that owing to frequent changes in style
of cut and cloth the clothing dealer is frequently face to
face with unavoidable losses. This, however, is but one
of the many acquirements necessary to careful, shrewd
management.  The experienced clothier does not buy
heavily beyond his staple requirements.  Besides, he iz
supposed to be sufficiently in touch with the manufac-
turers, as well as the happenings at the centres of pro-
duction, to keep fairly well posted on the coming sea-
son’s styles.  This accomplished he is in no worse posi-
tion regarding change of fashion than are the dealers
in shoes, hats, or men’s furnishings,who are each subject
to changes as real and rapid, and which often cause more
difficulty in the disposal of ends of stock than the cloth-
ier has to bear with. A shoe out of style is a hare
mover; a tie or collar belonging to a former fashion is
still worse, while a hat which has been left behind in the
fashionable race can scarcely be moved with a cant-hook,
until finally, like a balky horse, it starts of its own mys-
terious accord.  Clothing, on the contrary, is purchased
for such a various round of pursuits that a dealer can sell
a suit at a discount price no matter how the style may
run. He need but announce discount sales to have at-
tention directed to his bargains, and there are in every
community a sufficient number who subject their pur-
chases to the weight of their pocket to clear out his stock
at something over cost.  Besides, as in the case of all
fashionable goods, as well as perishable goods with the
grocer, provision is supposed to be made on first sales to
offset probable loss in clearing out the balance at the
close of the season, when apprised of change im style, ete.

Merchant tailors have been holding to the clothing
trade throughout the older provinces of the Dominion at
a rate out of proportion to those in the Unmited States.
The slower growth of towns and villages, combined with
less mingling of strangers and transient custom, have
been ini the main responsible for this, not the extre ef-
forts which might generally be expected to be seen ex-
tended by those in the trade. ~Between these, however,
there has, of late years, arisen a mis-fit, semi-ready, fit-re-
form, ready-to-wear, call-it what you will, plan of com-
fortably covering the man of either meagre or much
money, which has been makinle wide inroads through
both the regular clothing and custom tailoring trades.
This idea was a happy one. It brought life into the
clothing business and has held it there. Tt has shown
the regular clothiers that ideas which had lain dormant
through the lapse of ages, from the days of.fig leaves to
those of fur overcoats, are heing woven together for the
furtherance of the eclothing industry, and that if the
ideas of yesterday will not suffice to keep life infused in
that would-he profitable line, new ideas must he adopted
hefore amother day goes by.  Something much better
than the regular ready-made,while at the same time much

e
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lower in price than tailors’ make, was the combined
effort, and its success is shown in the rapid increase of
such stores in the heart of the retail centres. That
greater achievements will follow i this regard is but in
keeping with the present rush for preferment which is
causing so many special lines of merchandise to show
commendable improvement in the endeavor to meet the
public half way in both durability, economy and appear-
ance.

The wholesale or manufacturing clothing trade
throughout Canada has been thus subject to somewhat
more severe pressure of late years. The later ideas have
encroached on the regular makers rather than proving
of assistance by looking to them to supply the newer
ideas.  Government contracts have temporarily assisted
some Canadian manufacturers since the outbreak of che
war, and will doubtless be followed by further business,
but the rapid growth of the West and North countries
should be the means of infusing much additional life
into the regular clothing trade. Large manufacturing
centres are best suited for the profitable sale of clothing,
‘and with the rapid additions mow being made to these
industries, it should be safe to predict a decade of en-
larged prosperity for this line. =~ Manufacturers, how-
ever, do not cut down sufficiently close to admit of re-
tailers offering leaders in clothing of a mature to tempt
the working classes. Were this done to the extent shown
across the border there would be more activity displayed
in both the manufacturing and retail trade, assisted by
greater interest through greater business, for the cloth-
ing trade like any other which has to be constantly
worked up, either draws trade to itself or assists its dis-
appearance in proportion to the amount of interest kept
in the business through speedy or slow selling.

POLITICS AND THE TRUSTS.

The London Economist comments as follows on the
recent great trust exploitations in the U.S. from a poiiti-
cal as well as a business standpoint:—

Several of the municipal elections recently held in the
United States appear to indicate an inkcipient revolt
against the rings, trusts, and syndicates which have not
only such a powerful grip over American industry, but
which also interlace themselves inl an intricate manner
with American politics.  In Chicago the Democratic
- party, which at least professes to be against the hig
monopolies, won a notable victory; in Cleveland and
Toledo the two leading anti-monopolists of the United
States were elected Mayors of these cities. In St. Louis
a split in the Democratic party alone prevented a similar
result. It will, of course, be said that something very
like this has happened before, that it has been a flash in
the pan, and that it left things much as they were.
That is true, and we do not lay undue stress on the elec-
tions to which we have referred. ~But they do seem to
prove that when certain national issues such as currency
are out of the way the tendency in American politics is
towards an assertion of democracy against the overween-
ing power of plutocracy plus the corrupt and dangerous
“machine” politician.

The rapid consolidation of trusts has plunged the
Americanl people into a problem for which they were in-
sufficiently prepared. The problem is not merely econ-
omic it is also political; for the trust seems on the sur-
face at least, to strike at the principles embodied in the
Declaration of Independence. In no conceivable sense,

tem of St. Lawrence canals being open on May 1st, while
the Erie canal was not opened until the 7th. Is it possi-
ble that the latter, in its gradually fading significance, is
quietly shifting around near the Arctic regions? Blend-
ed with the crisp air of the North, the alternating April
showers and sunshine make speedy work of the Canadian
ice and snow. The continuous damp, penetrating, cold
air, so characteristic of the border States, is seldom or
ever encountered in Canada, a blessing to the inhabitants,
aside from the specialist on consumption and catarrh.

FIRE LOSS FOR APRIL.

The fire logs of the United States and Canada for the
month of April, as compiled from the records of the New
York Journal of Commerce shows a total of $11,352,800.
The figures for April, 1900, were $25,727,000, and in-
cluded $12,000,000 for the Ottawa-Hull conflagration.
The following comparative table will show the losses by
months for the first four months of 1899, 1900 and 1901 :

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The fire underwriters, it states, are clearly losing heavi-
ly and more retirements must occur within the next few
months. There appears to be little hope at present of
such a readjustment of rates as wili put the non-paying
classes on a profitable basis.

Readjustments as regards departmental stores have
been agitated in the United States, and, doubtless, the
severe blow reccived by the various companies at Jack-
sonville will be the means of causing some such action
as prompted Canadian companies following the late se-
rieg of heavy fires in Montreal. In justice to the Montreal
fire brigade, as against the severe criticisms recently dealt
out, the great fire at Jacksonville is convincing proof
that in the far South as well as in the North a fire is
sometimes capable of defying human efforts.

DISREGARD FOR KNOWLEDGE.

The Contemporary Review for April contains a paper
by the late Bishop of London which was prepared for
delivery to a Midland audience, but apparently, for rea-
sons which are not stated, was never delivered. The
Spectator comments upon the subject at some length
which, however, we opine will be fully appreciated hy
many readers.  Dr. Creighton believed, as the result of
his great experience as Professor, that the English did not
sufficiently care to acquire knowledge, did not recognise
its necessity, and were inclined to undervalue those who
possessed it.  They value certain great qualities, thought
the Bishop, very highly; they value physical strengﬂw,
especially as displayed in athleties; they even value know-
ledge of one’s work; but they do not value kn-wledge foy
itself at all.  They do not see that it is of any advantae
in the business of life. ~ Indeed, the average Englishman
is apt to question whether it ig not a drawback; whether
limitation of the mind is not a source of strength: whe-
ther, in fact, the man who is filled with knowledge is ever
quite as likely to succeed as the man with very little.

As the desire can-
not be profitably "indulged, it is in action repressed,
but in the domain of thought it is very often indeed
vbeyed. It is a pain to learn for learning’s sake, and
the pain is avoided. —How few builders know anything
of architecture as a science or even as an art? How many
etigineers are familiar with the chemistry of the metals
they manipulate? How many pages of the Directory
would be filled by the names of those lawyers who realiy
know the laws of the Continent, or are in any way en-
titled to class themselves as jurists? We would ask such
of our readers as question this statement to examine
themselves, and see how often when they find themselves
interested but ignorant they will take the trouble by a
few hours of careful reading to fill up the chinks in their
knowledge. ~We do not ask if they are always or often
learning mew things, but if they can bear without irrita-
tion or mental resistance to make the old knowledge se-
cure and deep. In women, who are not as a rule paid
for knowledge, this disinclination, which, however we
may explain it away, is really a form of laziness, is often
unconquerable; and in men it is much more potent than
is usually suspected. ~They will even let slip knowledge
they have acquired rather than make it so complete that,
like the knowledge of the multiplication table, to lose it
would indicate some definite lesion of the brain. Natu-
rally, the man who feels study a bore first underrates its
value and then justifies himself to himself by assuming
that it will actually interfere with the practical know-
ledge by which he makes his living or gains a reputation.
He ceases to regard knowledge as a thing worth having
for itself.

The Bishop suggests two remedies, one of them is im-
practicable, and the other perhaps not quite so practical
as he thought. The impracticable one is to be born the
son of a clergyman or other poor professional. By the
consent of a multitude of Head-Masters admitted in con-
versation to the Professor-Bishop, such a son will really
do intellectual hard work, and, as matters stand, only he,
—a dictum in part at least borne out by the extraordinary
proportion of clergymen’s sons who cut their way to the
front by dint of superior knowledge. The other remedy,
which is practicable enough, is to study hard at the Uni-
versity, or in the time of youth,—advice which has only
one drawback, that the lad who follows it may suffer ali
his life from “intellectual broken-windedness.” The
overworked brain revolts, and thenceforward the man is
“stale,” and, as a rule, dies early. We should ourselves
suggest a third course, which many of our readers will,
we doubt not, follow for a few weeks until it becomes tuo
tiresome. Whenever on a subject you wish to know about
you perceive chinks in your knowledge, compel yourself
to fill them up. Beat down the intellectual laziness as
you beat down reluctamce to train for a boat-race. ~ You
will find in twelve months not only that your knowledge
ig wider and deeper, but that yow have got hold of it as
you have of the alphabet, that forgetting is impossible,
and that thenceforward every morsel of knowledge upon
that subject which accretes to you, even accidentally,
sticks.  Cease to be amateur and become expert.

preferred stock of $1,000,000, to which the Shareholders
gave their consent at last annual meeting, has
not been largely taken up. Only $163,800 was
subscribed = for; about one-fourth of this amount
was taken up by the Directors.

During last session of the Provinecial
Legislature an Act was passed confirming the exemption
from municipal taxation on all the mill property at Magog
for twenty-five years. The Company also succeeded in
getting exemption at Kingston for twenty years. This,
with exemption at Moncton, Windsor and Halifax, ought
to be considered a very valuable arrangement.

CONFEDERATION LI”L“E ASSOCIATION.

The twenty-ninth annual report, presented at the annual
meeting, held at the Head Office of the Association, Toronto,

April 29, 1901, was entirely satisfactory. The following

is a synopsis of the report:

The Directors are well pleased to be able to present a
report which cannot fail to prove satisfactory to both share-
holders and policyholders. A good volume of new business
was secured, with an actual decrease in the ratio of ex-
penses to income, and substantial progress made generally.
The ratio of expenses to income is the lowest in the history
of the company.

The new applications for the year amounted to $3,301,304;
accepted and issued for the year to $3,078,839; the total in-
surance in force at the close of the year, $32,332,908.

The claims arising from death were well within the ex-
pectation, calling for a total sum of $290,833, under 175 poli-
cies, on 144 lives.

In addition to the amount paid to the representatives
of deceased policyholders during the past year, the asso-
ciation paid to living policyholders the large sum of $256,-
714.50 under endowment policies. This is much the largest
sum paid for endowments in any one year of the associa-
tion’s history.

The valuation of the policy and annuity obligations of the
company was made by the Insurance Department at Ot-
tawa. It calls for a total liability of $7,044,536. The higher
liability called for by the company’s own standard of valu-
ation, namely, the Institute of Actuaries’ H.M. table, and
41, per cent. on business to December 31, 1895, 3%, per cent.
for the business of 1896 to 1899 inclusive, and 3 per cent.
for the business® of 1900, is $7,146,311, the liability assumed
in the balance sheet.

The financial statements fully set forth the position of

. the company at the close of the year, and do not call for

special remark. The audit, as usual, was made monthly

during the year, and the report of the Auditors is subjoined
to the financial statements. 3

Resolutions were passed thanking the officers and mem-
bers of the agency and office staffs, the solicitors and medi-
cal examiners for their faithful services during the year.

JOHN CALDER & CO.

While it was known in inner trade
circles for some time past that the
wholesale clothing firm of John Cal-
der & Co., Hamilton, was being -ub-
jected to more than the usual strain,
the assignment on the 4th instant,
nevertheless, came as somewhat of a
surprise. There are periods in the
life of every business concern whan it
becomes incumbent to make promo-
tions or changes in its working staff,
to the end that worthy ambition may
be gratified within its walls rather
than without; but the principal trou-
ble was due to an abnormal accumu-

lation of bad and doubtful debts on the
books of the concern. It was an open
secret that it had been in the hands of
the banks for years. About a year ago
the manager for Calder & Co., with a
number of the head men of several de-
partments, withdrew and, forming a
partnership, started a rival business in
Toronto. Meantime heavy orders by
the parent house from manufacturers :
arrived at a time when Mr. Calder was
compelled through illness to seek rest.
This absence for several months, cou-
pled with management through prae-
tically new hands, resulted in manu-
facturers’ bills maturing before sufli-
cient could be realized for their retire-
ment. An extension was recently
sought, but among the heaviest credit-
ors it was deemed best to request an
assignment. The firm employ some
300 hands. The creditors, aside from
the Bank of Commerce, and the Mol-
sons Bank, are principally Montreal
and European houses. The firm has
been in existence for over 30 years,
and was held in high esteem by the
trade in general. They show a nominal
surplus of about $90,000 over all liabili-
ties. If it should be decided to wind up
the estate, the creditors would not
likely get 100 cents in the dollar. A
meeting of creditors will be held in a
few days. The business, meantime, is
being continued. Much sympathy is ex-
pressed for Mr. Calder in his embar-
rassments; and his best friends will
scarcely disagree that he should be
given a chance to liquidate the busi-
ness. The liabilities are not much un-
der $200,000. ‘
