LETTERS OF A LOST KOUL,

I have in my possession copies of
three lotters that were given by t
late Abbe Hogan to a Boston priest,
now also deceased, Those letters stand

in a class all by themselves. I have
never seen anything like them in
aneient or modern literature, 1 hawe

labeled then, though I hope incorree
ly, ** Lettars of a Lost Soul.”
[t appears thai the abbe and the

riter of those letters had been
students together in the old Seminary
of Saint Sulpice, Paris, and had re
ceived the tonsure together. Shortly
afterwards the young Levite fell heir
to a large fortune, Jeft to him by an
ancle in Peru. He almost immediately
decided that he had no voeation to a
elerical life, and so left the seminary

for South America, where his newly-
aequired possessions were. For several
year fterwards he kept up a corie

spondence with his old college chum,
but in the course of time their letters 1
graw less frequent and finally ceased
altogether. In the mewntime the young
abbe had risen to a position of emi
venze among the Fathers of Saint Su

pice, und was at this time, if I remem-
ber rightly, the president of the world
famous seminary in Paris of that name,
According to the letters, a period of
some thirty years must have elapeed

from the time of their separation, and
the young man, returning to the grea
city, discovers that his old friend is
still alive and is doing the Master’
work faithfully and well. He goes to
hear him preach, and comes away with
the impression that he is still the
earnest and zealons Levite of the
olden days. Ho himselt has nothing |
left but the remnant of ruined and 1
dissipa ed life. His body is a prey to |
disease, and, at the best, only a few |
months of life remain He has come |
to Paris to be there when the ¢ ain |
closes ; and, sitting at the wi |
his room, he is listening s |
the first letter, to the bells of Christ |
mas Kve.

Medical exjerts are
always available to testity to the moral
irresponsibility of the culprit, bewilder
ing the jury by their technical phrases
This subterfuge not infrequently suc
coeds in defeating the ends of justice,
trough the sanity of the guilty party
had never before been called in ques
tion.

¢ can recall a recent instance in
which a man was convicted of a heinous
crime. Taeinsanity dodge was success
fully availed of. He was committed to
an asylum, from which he soon after-
ward escaped with the aid of his rela
tives, and no effort has since been made
to rearrest him at his home.

REMEDIES SUGGESTED.

“ A sovereign remedy for the suppres-
sion ot lynching and for the restoration
of the law's supremacy is found in a
speedy trial and conviction of the ac-
cused, if he is found guilty, followed by
the rigorous execution of the sentence.

¢ It would be a great blessing to socis
ety if our lawmakers were to revise the
eriminal code now in force and to swee
away, or at least considerably diminish,
the barriers which iuterpose between
the crime and its punishment. A
prompt execution of the verdict would
strike terror into evil doers and satisfy
the public conscience.

IN SOUTHERN MARYLAND,

¢ In the two lower counties of Mary-
land the white and the black popula
tion are nearly equally divided, and
the great majority of both races pro-
fess the Catholic religion. I have had
frequent occasions to visit these coun
ties in the exercise of the sacred minis
try.
¢ Before divine service began I have
been delighted to observe the white
and the blacks assembled together in
the church grounds and engaged in
friendly and familiar intercourse. Then
they repaired to the church, worshiping
under the same roof, kneeling before
the same altar, receiving the sacrament
at the same railing and listening jo the
words of the same Gospel. This equal
pariicipation in spiritual gifts and
privileges has fostered a feeling of
good will and benevolence which no
human legislation could accomplish.

AN ARGUMENT FOR HELL

lieve in hell. If there be a God at all,
there must be a hell. Tae good and
the evil cannot dwell together in peace
in this life : they must be separated in
the next. If this soul of mine be im
wmortal, and I believe it is, a future lito
among the virtuons and the good would
be a gpecies of punishment. I have
dwelt so long among the deprave d and
the wicked and the ungodly that the
company of the sair ts would be intoler-
able, I feel that life is a prcecss ol
ovolution, and from that evolution
flows the retributive justice.'”

jointly, and this was done accordingly,
the Russian plenipotentiaries assisting
thereat.

This, of course, dces not show any
unity of belief botween Anglicanism
and the Oriental schism, which are
radically different, but it does indlcate

a looseness of belief in both churches,
and a new-born readiness of sects to
overlook their divergencies and to ecm
bine with each other under a delusive
pretence of unity of faith, in order to
give themselves an appeaiance of uaity
which may deceive the public into the
belief that their diversity of sects are
really the universal Church of Christ,

The new organization which it is pro-
posed to inangurate in New Hawmpshire
will follow the lives of an organizition
existing in HEogland which is called
“the Eastern Church Association "
and whose purpose is similar to that
proposed by the New Hampshire so-
ciety.

There have been certain interchanges
of courtesy during the last half a dozen
years between Bishops and priests of
the Russian Church and those of the
Anglican Church who claim the same
status. But these intercharges have
been purely individual ecivilities, and
are no indication that these Charches
are in any way united in a common
cause, though a Detroit paper tells us
that a few days ago the Rev. John
Moekridge of St. Andrew’s church
said in an interview :

“In England there is a very strong
association for the fartherance of a
union of the Anpglican and Greek
churches, between which there is al
ready intercommunion, There is very
little difference in the formal doetrines
of the two bodies. Both ac:ept the
Nicene Creed, but the Greek Cuurch
rejects what is known as the * fllicqne
clause,” because it was not in the
original. As we recite this creed, in
speaking of the Holy Spirit, we say:
‘which proceedeth from the Father
and the Son.” Thne Greeks leave out
the clauss ‘from the Son' which was
not in the original. This is the only
difference in our doctrines.”

In continuation the Rev, Mr. Mock-
ridge said that there is *‘already a
very close relationship between the
churzhes,”” in proof of which he as
serted that Bishop Grafton, the P.
Episcopal Bishop of Fond du Lae, Wis,
“*appeared '’ recently in some Russian
churches. Any one who chooses nay
appear in a church merely by going
thereto of his own azaccord, so there is
nos mueh significance in such a fact.
Perhaps, Bishop was
allowed to appear in his Kpiscopal dress
in the Russian sanctuaries, but as this
was certainly not done under the auth
ority of the Church the fact would only
prove that individual
clergy are willing to fraternize
with Anglicans or American Episcopal
ians, Bat it is a well authenticated
fact that the Russian and other East
ern Churches have never officially re-
coguized Anglicanism or Western Pic-
testantism in any form, though it is
true that Aoglicans have made some
eflorts to obtain some such recognition.

The Rev. Mr. Mockridge coacludes
his interview by saying:

““Ido not believe, bowever, that a
governmental union of Charches is
aimed at. We believe that each state
ghould haveits own ecelesiastical body.
The relationship is to be similar to
that which exists between the Ameri
can and E:glish Anglican Caurches.”

Kast and the capture of Constantinople
by the Tarks, disanion had agiin se’
in by the early years of the fiiteenth
century. Bat on Jane 3:d, 1139, the
unity of the Iistern and
churches was again proclaimed ab the
Couneil of Florence. Bat political in
trignes and trousles onee more set in,
leading to another separation, and in
1453 the Tarks succeeded in capturing
Constantinople and destroyiny the
Gast. The Eastern
churches soon afterward seceded again.

It will now be undemsstood how Rev.
Mr. Moekridge may assert that there
was no separation betwsen the Angli-
can and Osiental churches. The
Anglican Chureh did not exist till
almost a century after these events,
and of course it was neither united
with nor disunited from them, But
when it did come ianto existence it was
a distinet body which certainly would
pot claim to be one with either the
Casholic or the Kastern schismatical
churches. The eclaim that there has
ever been unity between the two is too
ludicrous for serious refutation.

High-Churchism ap”
peared in the Church of England oaly
about sixty years ago, since which time
it has bac)me strong, embracing a very
large and powerful section of the ad-
herents of the Church, but the tradi-
tions of that body are extremely Low
Church, For the whole period from
the issuance of the Book of Common
Prayer till High Churchism became
strong, the Sacrifice of the Mass, the
real Presence of Carist in the Sacra-
ment of the Eacharist, Prayers for the
Decad, five of the sacraments out of
seven, the invocation and veneration of
saluts and angels, the honor due to the
Blessed Virgin Mary, priestly absolu-
tion, Baptismal regeneration, ete,
were all rejacted by the Church
of England, whereas the Oriental
churches have always adhered and
still adhere to these doctrines.
Bat the Greek Church has been
goveral times approacied by Pro-
tostants to obtain their sympathy and
co operation, but without success. A
Greek Syncd held at Jerusalem in 1672
pronounced unmistakably the belief of
t1e Oriental churches in all these doc-
trines, which are rejected by Western
Protestauts, almost with one accord,
and this was the Oriental answer to the
overtures of Lutherans and other sects.
Maltzin, a Rassian theologian, asserts
that from a doectrinal point of view, a
union between the Catholic Church and
the Orthodox (Russian 21d Greck)
would be much more easily aceomplished
than one between Protestants and either
of the two last named churches.

Taoere is, indeed, a serious obstacle
to union with the Catholic Church:
that is, that the O:leital chu-ches are
completely servants of the State, which
the Catholiec Church cannot be. This
is the only advantage possessed by tie
Anglicans in any ell)rts they may
make to bring about a union with
them, But it will be remarked
that this chief resemblance between
Anglicans and Ociental schismatics has
no sanction in Holy Seripture, which
deseribes taie Chureh as one throughout
the world, under the government of
pastors and teachers who have derived
their mission from the Apostles, and,
through them, from Christ, St. Peter
being the chisf who was commissioned
to feed the whole flock, the lambs and
the sheep. Tne pastors of Christ’s
Church are not, therefore, mere civie
oflicials.

The Rev. Mr. Mekridge thinks it
will be adecisive advantaze in the Ang-
lican negotiations looking toward a
union, that under the Anglican theory
of independent national churches each
country may have a faith to suit its in

at all ; but that it will not contribute
towards any real unity of faith is evi-
dent single fact that the
American Chureh has already ceparted
considerably from the unity of faith by
eliminating from its prayer book all
references to important powers claimed
by the Knglish standard of belief for
the Anglican clergy.

Here is a fresh instance of the almost
hopeless confusion ot the Protestant
mind between a sacramental and a
sacerdotal act., Most Protestants
imagine, as we sce Emerton does, that
the administration, not, as in fact, of
five sacraments, but of every sacrament,
is exclusively competent to the priest,
whereas, as we knuw, the sacramont
of baptism, even regularly, may be de-
puted to deacovs, and in case ol neces
sity may be regularly, and even with
out it validly, administered by lay
persons, or cven by non-Christians,

Marriage again, as we know, althoagh
a sacrament, is of pecessity adminis
tered by lay persons, vamecly, the con-
senting parties, the priest, where pros.
ent, ratifying it, but not sacramentally
administering it. It is their intention,
not his, which determines validity

Moreover, as we koow, the Clurch
anathematizes all those who shall main-
tain that the priest is intrinsically
necessary bo the validity of a Christian
marriage. Nay, even the law of Trent
does not absolutely require a priest,
were it in Rome itself, but is, as the
Congregation de concilio has decided,
sufliciently fulfilled if a marriage -
ratified by a man having a puu(nml
title, even thovgh as yet unordained.
See Lehmkuhl. Fuorthermore, a mar-
riage in a Catholie country is valid at
which the pastor is present, even
though his presence is compelled, and
even though he does not utter a word,

Not less monas
ticism, but mors was needed in order to
keep the monastic idea pure and thus
effectual. So we have, over and over
again, great waves of monastic reform
sweeping over Kuropean society and
carrying with them, let it be fairly un
derstood, usually all that was best and
most forward-looking in the sommunity.
The conclusion that we have to draw
from the fact is that the medieval
world was right ; that it knew its own
needs and was trying to provide for
them in its own way.

LIQUOR MEDICINES.

The Commission of Internal Rev-
enue has renderel a decision that will
be a severe blow to the patent medi-
cine nostrnms that are composed
largely of whiskey. He rules that the
makers of these quack remedies must
take out licenses as rectifiers and liquor
dealers and that druggists that sell
these preparations must pay the usual
retail lignor dealer’s license. In his
letter of instractions to the coliectors
of internal revenue, the Commissioner,
after stating that there are a number
of these whiskey compounds on the
market going under the name of medi-
cines, authorizes the imposition of the
tax on the makers of these nostrums,
even when the drugs are declared to
be added to thealeoholic spirits, *‘when
then their presence is not discoverable
by chemical analysis or it is found thas
the quantity of drugs in the prepara
tion is so small as to have no appreci-
asle effect on the liquor.”

“The same ruling applies to every
aleoholiec eompound labeled as a rem
edy for diseases and containing, in ad-
dition to distilled spirits, only sub-
stances or ingredients which however
Jarge their quantity, are not of a char-
