While
you live you ever write something, nor can
you prevent others from observing what
you write, for ne man can live:to himself.
Are you a father of a . family.? You are
writing & book for your children, and they
are reading it attentively, and committing
it to memory. What is the tendency of
your beok ? Is it a4 all adapted to improve
your children? De they read in it the hap-
piness of loving and serving God ?

On tbe same table on which this is
served lies a newspaper, the mere white steet
of which costs cue penny-farthing, and the
duty thereupon one penny, with no deducs
tions for damaged, crooked, or over-printed
copies made ready for ssle, and charged too
for carriage and stamp-office at a distance ;
and it is covered with half-a-million of typee,
at a cost of thirty pounds for itself and other
sheels printed at the same office the watme
duy; and this eells for no more than 1he pint
of nle, the juice of a little malt and hops !
And yet afier one person has enjoyed it, af-
fording bimn news from sil parts ot the world
and uselul thoughts on all that iutereats him
