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HON. MR. HANNA’S VISIT

No one who had the great privilege
of hearing the address of Hon. Mr.
Hanna in the Y.M.C.A. last night, on
the subject of “Prison Reform,” could.
for one instant doubt the deep earn-
cstness of the man on behalf of this
grand cause.

Mr. Hanna is a forceful speaker
upon all public questions, - but his
enthusiasm with regard to this prob-
lem, which lies so very near his heart,
is inspirational.

Hitherto prison methods have been
Jargely to restrict the liberty of .the
unfortunate, to still further cause him
to lose his self-respect, to repress and
orind him down in every possible way,
and by solitary, narrow cell accom-
modation to still further impress upon
him, even at night, ‘his degradation
and slight hope of any future position
in the world.

All this, of coursg, has had a ten-
dency to still further-intensify the
bad qualities and to stifle the” good
ones, .and at the expiry of sentence,
in most instances, to turn loose upon
the world a still more hardened char-
acter.

Mr: Hanna, with splendid vision,.
felt that this was not as it shpuld be.
That a prison should not help to make
the base qualities still more confirm-
ed, but to aid the good qualities to
predominate. At any rate, he thought
it well to make a try, and, with the
hearty co-operation of ~others, he
Jaunched’ the prison farm scheme at
Guelph.

The story of what he had to tell is
given in summarized form elsewhere
in this issue. It was a marvellous and
an uplifting relation—one ~ which
warmed the hearts and the aspirations
of all present. '~ M Al ST

It was Burns who penned 'the -ini-
mortal lines:

“Man’s inhumanity to man

Makes countless thousands mourn.”

But here was the narrative of man’s
humanity to man—and fallen man, at
that—making countless thousands of
the* latter, and those depending on
them, to rejoice.  Without seli-
praise, or ostentation in any sense,
Mr. Hanna went to the very heart of
his_subject; of whichk he p_roved. him-
self to be a close student and pioneer
master.

And right here let it be remarked
that the Business Men’s Club of the
Y.M.C.A. deserves to be heartily con-:
gratulatéd upon extending an invita-
tion to the Provincial Secretary. By
all means let us have more such even-
ings with leading men of both sides,
and - others, to talk on non-political
subjects. We don’t all agree, in a
party sense, but after a good hit-as-
hard-as-you-can-above-the-belt contest
is over, there is much, very much,
common ground upon which all can
meet to mutual advantage and profit.
After all, life is very short, even to
those who live fhe longest. :

Meanwhile Canadians of all shades
will wish Hon. Mr. Hanna a hearty
God-speed in his noble efforts, which
have already attracted the attention

of Germany, and will most undoubt-

cdly be emulated in other lands, Be
it remembered, the plan is not to
make wrong-doing easy, but to give
the wrong-doer, if “anychance re-
mains, one more opportunity to
achieve a tiseful and an honorable
career.

If the writer remembers correctly,
it was Sydney Smith who used to re-
mark when he saw some delinquent
coing to punishment: “There goes
Sydney Smith but for the grace of
God.” It is always well to remember
that perhaps the other fellow -has
never really had a good chance.

THE DEVELOPMENT OF CAN-
ADA’S ATLANTIC PORTS

In carrying out his great policy of
developing Canada’s national ports,
Hon. Robert Rogers, Minister of Pub-
lic Works, inspected recently the har-
bors of St. John and Halifax. As-a
result important announcements were
made, not only of interest to those
ports, but to the whole of ‘Canada, for
the development of the national ports
is a matter of Dominion-wide interest.
The Government recognizes that if is
of no value to develop the transpor-
tation systems of Canada and to deep-
en the waterways if the ports are not
in a position to handle the traffic
~when it reaches the sea.

The development of these national
ports was practically neglected by the
old Government. Halifax, St. John
Quebec, Toronto, Vancouver, Victo-
ria- etc., were given lots of promise,
but no fulfilment. Under the new ad-
ministration, and particularly since
Hon. Robert Rogers became Minister
of Public Works, 3 most-vigorous,
policy has been launched, ,

“Theé complaint has been made that
we Have not the facilities at St. John
for properly ‘handling the greaty traffict
that is coming.to the Atlantic sea-
board: This: criticism. is undoubtedly
well: fopnded, but when critics of the
present -Government go_further, and
blame this Government for that state
of affairs, their complaint and’ criti-
cism is not well founded, and it may
be fairly ¢lainted is made for partisan

Ypurposes ‘only.

.. “The responsibility: of this state of
affairs  attaches to the Liberal Gov-
ernment, which, though in power for
fifteen_years, took no adequate, steps
for the purpose of reliévingrat the sed-
board the congestion that was beund
to come and of providing the facilities
for the purpose of overcoming that
congestion. That Govermsment during
the fifteen years it was in office was
neglectful ‘of Canada’st interests in
this regard.

{Canadian Press Despatch]

KINGSTON, Dec. 6.—The first
witness at the penitentiary enquiry
this morning was Robert Patterson,
an ex-guard, who was questioned as
to the “tubbing” of convicts by C. R.
Webster, acting for H. C. Stewart.
Patterson told about convicts in the
insane ward being put in the tub. He
said the convicts were stripped and
put under water.

Witness stated that no matter what
kind-of 'disease.a convict was suffering
from he drank out of the same cups
as other convicts did. '

Mr, Webster said there was a
charge against the deputy warden’ of
giving’ ‘false "evidence at the inquiry,;
and -asked witness if he -knew any-
thing about it.
and stated that it had to do with the’
supply of gravel, but could” give no
date-for-the alleged offence. .Witness
served as a guard for a number of
years, and was ‘dismissed in O%tober,
1912, as physically -unfit, ‘but had nev-
er had any serious illness during his
term of service. “I was one of the
most able men on the staff,” said he.:
“Whenever there was a hard ease to
deal with in the isolation ward or the
dungeon celt I was always asked to
help with the prisoner.”

To Mr. Whiting he stated he was
away only ten days in a year, but Mr.

Memory Verse, 13 —'Golden Text,
Numbers xxxii, 23—~Commentary by
Rev. D. M. Stearns.

Although our lesson is in chapter vil
we are asked to read to chapter xi
ending with the words, “So Joshua
took the whole land, according to all
that the Lord said unto Moses * * *
and the land vested from war (si, 23)
The section tells of the conguering und
destruction of many cities after the
taking of Jericho, but begins with the
defeat at Ai and the reason of it.

Defeat seems strange after the word
of the Lord to Joshua, *There shall not
any man be able to stand before thee
all the days of thy life” (1-5). but the
fulfillment of the Lord's promises
sometimes depends upon conditions to
be fulfilled on our part. as when
He said, *If ye abide in Me and My
words abide in you ye shall ask what
ve will and it shall be done unto you i
(John xv. D.

We have seen that Israel bad been
forbidden to appropriate anything of
the goods of Jericho, and unknown to
Joshua there had been transgression
We do not wonder that he in his igno-
rance of this rent his clothes and fell
upon his face before the ark and that
he and the elders of Israel put dust
upon their heads and that he said:
“0 Lord, what shall I.say when Israel
turneth their backs before their ene-
mies? What wilt Thou do unto Thy
great name?”’ (Verses 6, 8.)

We do well to; consider whether our
name or His name is most in our es
timation. Joshua was jealous for the
honor of Jehovah. The Lord explain
ed the cause of the defeat by the sad
announcement that Israel had sinned.
had stolen and dissembled. and He
said that He would not be with them
any more until thes sin was confessed
and put away (verses 10-12). Al-
though only one man had sinned. note
that the Lord said that the nation was
guilty. *Israel hath sinned; they have
transgressed; they have taken” (verse
11). Consider how the welfare of a
family or a church may be affected by
the wrongdoing of one person.

On the morrow Joshua began to
search for the guilty one, “and. proba-
bly by lot. the guitt”was found to be
in the-tribe of Judah. Then the fami-
ly wasifound and then the household
and finally the individual, and Achan
began to realize that his sin had found
him out (xiii,. 18, and Golden Text
Joshud then urged Achan to make
confosgiom~ whiehs he did, «and,: thes
stolen things being found in his tent,
he and alkihis were stoned and buyrned
and the sin put away (xix, 26).
