Parliament will sit again Octo-
ber 27.

Mr. Redmond, who was the re-
cipient of many congratulations
in the lobbies of the house, after
the adjournment, left later in the
day for Ireland, where he will

take part in the recruiting cam-
paign.

—As has been the case hereto-
fore when the struggle along the
vast battle iine in France has
been most acute the public in

England as well as in France and’

Germany, has been forced to con-
tent itself with the most meagre
news of the progress of the op-
perations. Experience has shown
that extended statements are is-
sued only after the retirement or
the temporary defeat of one army
or the other.

The information this morning
sets forth laconically that the bat-
tle is raging with great fierceness
along the whole front which ex-
tends, roughly speaking from the
River Oise, near Nayon, to the
German fortress of Metz, but
barring a slight retirement of the
German right wing at certain
points, no decided advantage is
credited to either side.

Presumably the efforts of the
allies have-been divided into three
supreme struggles; first, to dis-
lodge the Germans from the
heights of the Aisne; second to
break' through the fourth and
fifth German armies at the centre,
and third. to outflank the German
right under General Von Kluck.

EARLY NAVAL WARFARE

Terrible Slzughter in Ancient Times
When Bows and Arrows Were Used

4

Crude and simple were the methods
of the ancients,’ but modern naval
history has yet to match the terrifi
sea struggle in which the Greeks ‘kil-
led 250,000 men of the Persian fleet.
The famous but ill-advised Xerxes
saw his beautiful ships crushed and
sunk by-the tiny command of the
greater Themistocles.

All they had to fight in were gal-
leys—propelled by slaves! But these
fragile craft made much naval his-
tory. Crude as was the design of the
ships of the ancients some of their
salient points are to be found—in a
highly developed degree, of course—
in the battleships of the present day.

The fighting~~ ship, the historians
tell, originated in China. The Chin-
ese were the first daring navigators.
And so daring did they bocome and
80 many countries did they visit that
the emperor, fearing that too many
outside ideas would be conveycd into
China, ordered that all ships should
be modeled after the form of his
slipper.

Thus, the Chinese junk, a ship that
can sail in hardly aany direction than
before the wind, an unwieldy craft
that can be blamed for China’s lack
of modern ideas.

The ships of the Norsemen and the
Mediterranean fleets were the next
stage in the development of the bat-
tleship. Here sails were infrequently
relied upon. Gailey slaves with long
sweeping oars propelled the craft, .

Harsh drivers, with long whips
spurred on the oarsmen, who were
usually prisoners of war, heathens
in Christian countries and vice versa.

The top decks were for the fight-
ing freemen. Forward they fought
with battle axe and catapult; aft
were the archers in soild phalanx
about the ship’s commander. A huge
ram stood out of the ship’s bows, pre-
pared to sink any eraft it crushed
against,

The great fleet of Venice, which
for a time ruled the seas, was or-
ganized on this plan.

The ships of the Vikings were
smaller and not always manned with
galley slaves. The rowers, freemen,
sat in plain view along the gunwales,
protected by their’ shields and took
their part in battle.

The ill-faicd Spanish Armada de-
stroyed by the English, offers the best
connecting link between the ancient
warships and those of the present
day. The Armada was equipped w:th
cannon. After the Armada came thes
faster and better ships 6f the time
of Drake.

Students of naval history are fam-
fliar with the craft that followed—
the armored gunboats and the de-
velopment of armor plate and high
power guns found ir our present
battleships.

We may laugh at the feeble galleys
of the ancients, but what will they
think of our dreadnoughts a thou-
sand years from now?

GERMAN RETREAT.

PARIS, Sept.. 18, 11.30 a.m.—It is
announced at the Russian capital ac-
cording to a despatch to the Havas
News Agency from Petrograd, that
the Germans who were campaigning
in the Kielce province of Russian Po-
land, upon learning of the Austrian
defeat from Krasnik to Mascoff, re-
treated rapidly to the southward with
the intention of rallying he routed
army.

Makes Appeal
to Americans
For Assistance

[By Special Wire to the Courier]

NEM YORK, Sept. 18.—Ma-
dame Vandervelde, wife of the
Belgian minister of state, reach-
ed New York to-day aboard the
Cretic, with an appeal to the men
and women of this country for aid
for the.-people of Belgium, whose
homes have been laid waste by
war, Madame Vandervelde was ill
when the vessel docked and de-
clined to see interviewers. From
her cabin she issued the following
statement:

“Madame Vandervelde, wife of
the Belgian minister of state, has
come to the United States from
Antwerp to appeal to the gener-
osity of the great American de-
mocracy on behalf of her coun-
trymen--me nan dwomen—whose
land has been ravished by the
borrors of war through no fault
of their own, and thousands of
whom are now destitute.  Thou-
sands have lost all they had, land
houses, farms, money, and the
very tools with which they got
their daily bread. Thousands are
even without clothing and have
-become  wanderers-and -outcasts
at the gates of the earth.

“Madame Vandervelde wishes
to tell what she has seen herself
—the stream of refugees leaving
Malines during the bombardment,
the murderous raids of Zeppelins
and the.story of the burning of
Louvain. She wishes to tell also
of the sublime courage of the Bel-
gign people.

‘A few hours before she left
Antwerp, King Albert of Belgium
sent his secretary to Madame
Vandervelde to wish her good
luck, and to tell her that the king
approves her intention of appeal-
ing for help to the people of Am-
erica. She prought with her the
following letter from Queen
Elizabeth:

“Her majesty, the queen, wishes
to tell you that she approves your
project of putting before public
opinion in England and the Uni-
ted States the sufferings which
the German invasion has inflicted
upon our peaceful people. Five of
our provinces are devastated and
thousands of families driven out
of their houses are at this moment
without homes. It is deserving
well of one’s country and of hu-
manity to try to help them. Best
wishes of the Queen accompany
you to these two countries which
love to give help to those in dis-
tress.” v

TOOK THEM PRISONERS.

NEW YORK, Sept. 18.—The Dutch
steamer Commewijne, from Cartha-
gena and other ports in South and
Central America, was stopped. and
searched off Ambrose Channel light-
ship this foremoon by the British
cruiser Lancaster. Twenty-seven men,
the British officers decided, were Ger-
man reservists, and weré taken off the
ship and transferred to the cruiser.
Those arrested were discharged em-
ployees of the Hamburg-American
line steamers Albingia, Mecklenburg
and Virginia, which are interned at
Carthagena. The prisoners were in-
formed that they would probably be
sent to detention camps in Canada.

TRADE GETS BETTER

OTTAWA, Sept. 18.—Advices to
the Department of Labor show that
Canada is enjoying a timely area of
industrial peace, there being no la-
bor disputes of note, and no boards
of concilidtion sitting.

Fourteen Lives Lost in
Marine Accident in St.
Lawrence.

[By Specinl Wire to the Courler)

QUEBEC, Sept. 18—Fourteen lives
were lost shortly -before five o'clock
this morning, when the government
steamer Montmagny was rammed by
the Black Diamond collier Lingan at
Beaujeu banks. a mile pelow Crane
Island. and some 26 miles below Que-
bec City.

The Montmagny was on her way
from Quebec to the gulf "and the
Straits of Belle Isle, Newfoundland,
where she was taking the families of
two light housekeepers together with
coal and other provisions for the
wireless stations down the coast.
The boats struck in a bank .of fog,
not far from Crane Island and the
early hour at which the fatality oc-
curred is responsible for the heavy
loss of life.

The Montmagny is not a passen-
ger carrying vessel but she has quar-
ters for the families of the light
house keepers and, on this voyage,
Mrs. Richard. wife of the lighthouse
keper at Belle Isle with her seven
children was on board, with Mrs. La-
vallee, wife of the lighthouse keeper
at Flower Island, who perished with
her four children.

Second Officer Lachance is among
the dead, according to the initial list
~iven at Crane Island. .He died with
two children he had in his arms try-
ing to save them.

The crew was picked up by the
Steam Collier Potana and taken over
to *Crosse Isle whence the govern-
ment boat Alice is coming to Quebec
with them and the bodies of two in-
fants.

Great Artillery Duel Still
Goes on Along Banks
of Aisne.

[5y Special Wire 2 The Courler]

LONDON, Sept. 18, 10.10 2. M __
—As far as the public knows the
great artillery duel along tne
ine of the River Aisne continues
to be a draw. In the pause of
the thunder of the huge guns, the
infantry and cavalry units scatter-
ed along the line of battle are
beifig flung into the fray without
appreciable effect on its outcome
An official statement written by a
staff officer who has been on the
scene of the operations and which
is authorized by the British War
Office gives details of the actions
closing with the crossing of the’
Aisne, but only the most meagre
communications have been issued
concerning the fighting of the
last two days.

Roughly speaking the line of
the advance of the allies is
threaded by six rivers, four of
which have already been crossed.
The crossing of the Marne, mark-
ing the assumption of the aggres-
sive by the allies, was purely a
rear guard action in which Gen-
eral Von Kluck managed to keep
the German right from being out-
flanked. .So far as the = British
were concerned the passage of
the Ourcq was not contesteqa. The
Vesle River was only slightly de-
fended by the Germans, whiie, as
is now well known, the resistance
of the Germans at the Aisne was

If the allies hold the beach
across the Asine,  which they
gained despite the heavy artillery
fire from concealed German bat-
teries on the heights of the river,
two more rivers, the Ailette and
the Oise( remain to be crossed.

It was only a few days ago that
the crown prince telegraphed to
a Berlin newspaper asking it to
colelct and forward tobacco to
cigars for his soldiers.
he healing of the wound of
Prince Joachim, the youngest son
of Emperor William is_progress-

ing normally, but it willi possibly’

be several weeks before he is
wholly restored, according to an
announcement at the imperial
court to-day.

No news from official sources
for publication has been received
since the midnight bulletin whose
reports of attacks and:counter-at-
tacks indicates that the battle is
still progressing. Otherwise there
is little illuminating news for the
German public and not the siight-
est hint of the movements or pos-
itions of the German army for
the last ten days has been dis-
closed by the military authori-
ties, who are determined to veil
the situation in absolutely mys-
tery untii a decision is reached.
They decline to discuss the state-
ments made in French and Eng-
lish despatches.

The wording of the latest Ger-
man bulletin may perhaps be in-
terpreted as indicating that there
is only a series of minor engage-
ments in progress, but it is under-
stood that this is not the case,
and that the attacks and counter
attacks mentioned are part of a
heavy general engagement.

Meanwhile the severity of the
censorship on the Russian fron-
tier has been relaxed, and a num-
ber of stories are coming through
from which it is possible to draw
a general picture of the opera-
tions against General Rennen-
kampf’s Russian army.

From. Sept. 7 to 13 the Rus-
sians took a strong position on
the line from Angerburg to Ger-
dauen, Allenburg and Wehlau, the
left wing resting on the Mauzur-
jan Lakes, and the right wing
protected in the rear. and flank
by the forest of Frisching, whose
pathless woods and swamps fur-
nished an almost impregnable pos-
ition. The Russians devoted great
efforts to entrenching their pos-
ition and brought up %esidcs their
heavy artillery. Russian cavalry
scouted far to the west and south
but otherwise the army under-
took no offensive operations in
the days following the battle = of
Tannenberg.

to the German official account,:

were comrposed of ~the second,
third, fourth and twentieth corps,
two reserve divisions and five ca-
valry divisions.

General Hindenburg, the Ger-
man commander, meanwhile was
assembling ‘every available man,
depriving the fortress = of their
garrisons and calling in all but a
bare regiment of the force pro-
tecting the southern frontisr in
the vicinity of Seoldau, adding
them to reinforcements received
from the west. General Hinden-

burg again resorted to the cus-

to the south, the same character
of movement by which the Rus-
sian Narew army was trapped and
captured a short time before, and
which in case of failure might
have been equaliy disastrous for
the Germans.

The strategy however succeed-
ed, although General Rennen-
kampf offered a desperate resis-
tance to the frontal attacks. Af-
ter three days’ fighting the Rus-
sians were forced back slightly in
the centre. When the flank move-
ment of the Germans was discov-
ered already threatening the flank
a counter movement was launch-
ed against it with a new army col-
lected at Lyck, including the 22nd
corps and the third Siberian corps
just arriving from Irkutsk, .and
the balance of the Narew army,
but the counter attacks failed, and
on Sept. 10, the Russians began
to fall back on their main pos-
ition, retreating in good order and
well covered.

~The Russian artillery in the
right wing appears to have made
a good retreat, owing to a timely
start, while the left wing was
hard pressed from the enveloping
movement of the German army.
From here the Russians retreat-
ed across the border in ‘two' col-
umns, while tae others went in a
northeasterly direction, pursued
by the Germans who advanced
far from the border.

The German Government has
appointed Count Von Merveldt as
governor of the Russian province
of Suwalki and other points oc-
cupied by them.

The University of Koenigsberg
conferred upon General Von Hin-
denberg honorary doctors’ de-
grees from ail four of the depart-
ments of philosophy, theology,
law and medicine.

The Berliner Tageblatt prints
the following regarding the oper-
ations in the west:

“We are standing on the defen-
sive on a xziamilc battle line, and
because we have been spoiled by
a rapid series of victories many
are unable to realize that a de-
fence under certain circumstances
is as justified as an offensive.

“We have learned little con-
cerning the situation, but we can
point to some successes, such as
the repulse of the French night
attacks.

“The abandonment of our or-
i&inal positions between Paris and

erdun, for strategic reasons, is
in itself nothin% momentous. ..In
many days of battle and shifting
positions, final results alone are
important.”

“The Thunder Ride”

From what has transpired .up to
the present respecting the conduct o
the German cavalry when opposed:to
the French mounted troops, it would
appear that the formier are scracely
living up to the traditions of Mars-la-
Tour. That was the memorable occa
sion, it. may be recalled, when at the
commencement of tlre series of Gra-
velotte battles, General von Bredow’s
brigade charged the head of a French
column of infantry, penetrated right
through a brigade of French cavalry
and by doing so led to a. complete
dislocation.of a French movement
which was in progress, and had for
its object the detemtion of a German
army marching with the Prussian
King’s group of army corps. This ex-
ploit is known in military history as
