The news was received to-day by
Mrs. A. D. Hardy, of the death of
her nephew, Williamm Curtis Hewson,
who was killed in action in France
on his twentieth birthday, January
the 9th. Private Hewson left with
his regiment, the 13th Canadian
Mounted Rifles in July last from
McLeod, Alberta, and on his arrival
in England was transferred to the
Strathcona Horse. He left England
during the Somme fighting with a
detachment of hig regithent and was
then attached to “C” company, 27th
Canadians, infantry, at the time of
his death, being a member of the
machine gun squad, having been on
the firing line continuously since
September.

Committee Proceeded With
Examination of Dairy-
men Last Night

The guestion of the price of milk
occupied the attention of the eom-
mittee on the high cost of living at
its meeting last night. Although re-
presentatives.from three of the lead-
ing dairy businesses of ‘the city were
believed to have been summoned to
the meeting, Mr. John A. Hainer,
manager of the. Hvgenic Dairy, was
the only one to put in an appearance,
and he was accordingly examined by
the committee unon-the matter in
hand. The opinion expressed by Mr.
Hainer, was to the effeet that what-
ever increases had taken place in
the price of milk during the war
were entirely justifiable, from the
standpoint of both the producers and
the retailer dealers, and that there
was at the nresent time muech less
profit in the business than in
past. #
The Examination.

At the outbreak of the war, Mr.
Hainer’s firm had sold pasteurized
milk at eight cents mer auart, and
the unnagteurized at one cent less.
Near the first of Decémber last these
prices had been increased to nine
and eight respectively.
In July, 1914, $1.50 ver hundred
pounds, at 15 cents ner gallon, had
been naid by the firm for its milk.

dred nounds, or 21 1-2 cents per
gallon, an inerease of 6 1-2 cents.
Mr. Hoiner considered that there
would be between 25 and 30 wagons
delivering milk in the ecity at the
present time. His firm employed
virtually five drivers, using four
wagons ~nd cne cor.

MARGIN TRADING

Personally I do not approve of margin trading as I consider it akin
to gambling.

Many small investors after becoming inoculated with the “Get Rlch
Quick” germ take to margin trading as a short cut to wealth but in
time thcy find it but a trap where they rarely emerge with anything but
experience,

The man who works hard for his money and manages to save a
few hundred dollars with a view to investing should beware of margin
trading for, in my opinion, investment and margin trading are diametrically
opposed to each other.

Some brokers attempt to defen d margin trading by saying it is the
same thing as buying a house with a mortgage on it but this is not
exactly true, for when you buy a house with a mortgage the home is
yours as long as you pay interest on the mortgage, while the stock you
purchase on margin can be sold by the broker at any time with or with-
out notice.

No broker as a rule will sell out a client’s stock until the margin
is close to the exhausting point, but according to the rules of the game
he can do so if he so elects.

What I dislike about margin trading is the fact that it sooner
or later makes a gambler out of a man and in time he buys and sells
securities sxmply to make a quick profit without giving intrinsic value,
future earnings, or dividends any consideration,

: Experience has taught me that fully 90 per cent. of investors lose
their money in margin trading and any honest broker will confirm, this |
statement with figures from his books.

The investor who buys on margin sooner or later loses his money,
while the investor who buys outright seldom loses a penny providing
he makes his purchases \through some responsible brokerage house that
gives clients honest advice.

Your own intelligence will convince you that it is far better to
depend on your broker when selecting investments than on your own
judgment, for where you have one opportunity of investigating a pro-
position the broker has twenty.

In addition the broker has ways and means of ge{ting confidential
information that is not open to the average investor, therefore, if. you
have the right kind of a broker, he will never recommend an investment un-
less he is fully satisfied it is meritorious in every way,

THE SITUATION
The ovetwhelming fact in €onnec-
tion wlth recent wdr occurrences is
»thef circumstance, as conveyéd over
the Courier’s leased wire to-day, that

the United States has severed diplo-
matic relations with Germany, that

at Washington, is to be given his
walking ticket, and that Gerard, U.
S. Ambassador at Berlin, is to be
ordered home. :

The bréak has come at last; the
wonder is that it should not have
sooner done so.

To many, the murderous sinking
of the Lusitania and the Sussex,

looked lke prime reasons for the |

extreme step, but Wilson and his ad-
visers withheld their hands with
amazing, not to say, dubious self-
control.

The last ultimatum of the Kaiser-
ites, however, has proved more than
flesh and blood could stand even in
the case of a tenth rate power. For
the United States, which is in the
front rank among the countries of
the world, its acceptance was not
only intolerable but imnossible.

The plunge which Uncle Sam has
now taken will in all probability be
closely followed by other neutrals,
so that the spectacle is likely to be
presented of practically a whole
world in arms. This is the awful
climax to which the lust of the Kai-
ser and his war lords has brought
civilization. In their desperation,
they ake ready, if they can, to bring
the whole fabric tumbling down, but
they will not succeed. More than
ever, there will be the united deter-
mination to crush the Teutons and
their Allies into the dust and to des-
troy their power for future e}'il.

MR. COCKSHUTT'S SPEEECH -

Elsewhere in this issue T’he Cour-
jer gives the complete report from
Hansard of the speech which Mr.
W. F. Cockshutt, M.P. recently made
in the Dominion House. The mem-
ver for Brantford spoke With his us-

rank as a very notable contribution
to Parltamentary discussion of this
or any other session.

As was to be expected at such a
period of Empire stress, Mr. Cock-
shutt devoted himself entirely to th2
war, and matters cognate thereto.
Speaking of Camp Borden he was
able, by personal experience to cou-
fute the disparaging statements
made previously in the debate by
Mr. Nesbitt, member for North Ox-
ford and his testimony fully agrees
with that of Col. Hal Donly of the
Simcoe Reformer (Liberal) who,
as the result of more than one visit
to said Camp, has quite often tak-
en occasion in his paper to call to
aécount those who have sought to
traduce the really excellent location
and equipment.

Mr. Cockshutt voiced his  just
pride in the faet that he lived in
No. 2 Militdry District, which has
already furnished its full quota of
the 500,000 men promised from the
Dominion and in this regard he paid
fittting tribute to the splendid res-
ponse from Brantford and Braat
County. In this respect he made
the claim that ‘it is up to other
parts of Canada, if recruiting is
slack to bé getting busy and doing
something.” The speaker of course
had special reference to Quebec and
later on he made that very clea-.
He expressed his high admiration
for the Tri Color as unfurled by
such men ds Briand, Joffre and
Nivelle, but most emphatically not
as waved by Bourassa, Lavergne, or
Cannon—Laurier’s protege in thp
Dorchester bye-election. Mr. Cock-
shutt dwelt in eloguent terms upoa
the glorious part taken by the
French in the present struggle, es-
pecially emphdsizing Verdun, and
thought that the call to their French
compatriots in the Dominion should
resound throughout Quebec. He be-
lieved that the leaders of that pro-
vince could make it so resound if
they did their plain duty.

Brantford’s membér devoted a
good deal of scathing egriticism to
the amusing course of President
Wilson in seeeking to find what
the war was about, and he quoted
the forcible words of ex-Presideat
Roosevelt with reference to United
States inaction. 5

Mr. Cockshutt also again drew at-
tentioh to & resolution which he had
introduced in the House some eigh-
teen months previously with regard
to the control of foodstufffs, both
as to prices for homey conSumption
and as to export. He pointed out
that such steps had been taken by
dlmost every country engaged in the
great struggle and re-affirmed
his belief that a' similar step coull
be taken in Canada to the distinct
advaMhe working classes.

Mr. W. F. Cockshutt, Brantford;

The War

After another year of war we find
ourselves confronted with a situa-
tion perhaps, as serious as any that
has confronted this Empire in moi-
ern times. I do not desire to be
either a pessimist or an optimist in
the few remarks I shall make in
regard to the war. 1 look upon the
war as the supreme question that is

before this country, just as it was |

a year ago, and the winning of the
war should be the first auty of ail
Canadian citizens. The
are out to win the war are the men
that ought to be esteemed for their
work’s sake, and any Government
that leaves anything undone  that
could be done to win the war will
not commend itself to the people 1
Canada, or of the Empire. In re-
viewing the operations of the past
year we find that comparatively lit-
tle progress has been made on either
land or sea. That, we confess; and
where progress has been made it has
been made more in the wrong di-
rection than in the right. The loss-
es of the various belligerents are
staggering, simply astounding. I
have not heard any gentleman who
has spoken so far attempt to tell
the House how many the total cas-
naitics have been. We have heard
the Dominion casualties placed at
about 70,000, but the casualties of
the two great contending parties
have not been mentioned so far as
I know. I made a rough estimate a
few weeks ago and tried to be con-
servative in my figures. I figured
that up to that time the casualtics
on both sides amounted to sixtesn
and-a half millions. That seemed
an astounding number, and 1 was
afraid that I had over-estimated it.
A few days later, however, General
Von Hindenburg, who has been
heard of considerably duwring the
war, gave an ‘interview to the press
in which he stated that the losscs
to the Allies alone amounted to fii-
teen millions. When I saw that
statement, I began to think I had
been fairly conservative in putting
the figure at 16,500,000. The cas-
ualties on the German side, which
are all published, amounted to up-
wards of 4,000,000 at the beginning
of the year, according to their owa
lists. The French casualties are not
reported, and thergfore we ecannot
very well tell what their figures
are. The Russian casualties have
run into several millions, probably
6,000,000 to 8,000,000; for it must
be remembered that Russia is hold-
ing ‘almost entirely alone about
1,000 miles of battle front with the
assistance of only a small country,
Roumania. The recent enfry of
Roumania into the war has not
brought that advantage to the Al-
lieg that we perhaps at first expec*-
ed, and I very much regret that her
entry into the war should have been
signalized by such severe losses as
they sustained almost immediately
and which thev apparently have
continued to sustain up to the pres-
ent time. Evidently they were not®
prepared for the encounter. Who

French went through the Germans
like butter, despite their inferio*
numbers, and simply shattered the
enemy. They took between 11,00
and 12,000 Dprisoners, including
nearly 300 officers, capturing\ sev-
eral seemingly impregnable posi-
tions, of which Pepper Hill was the
centre, and regaining 21l the grouna
February 2t.
In. addition the German killed anc
wounded amounted to over 30,000,
no fewer than 160 guns were taken
or destroyed, while the most mar-
vellous part of this great feat ot
arms was the French losses, whicr
all told, did not exceed 1,500.

should point out the difference to
him it would be a blessing.

Mr, Pugsley: It is claimed in the
United States that what he said was:
‘“‘as claimed by their respeetive gov-
ernments, and as announced to their
own people.” This is the qualifica-
tion that is put upon it there.

Mr, Cockshutt: TUnless niy hon.
friend is an emissary from the Pres-
ident, I do not think I ean gquite ac-
cept his interpretation.

Mr. Pugsley: I happened to be in
the United States when the note was
sent, and when it was quoted in the
newspapers. That is the interpre-
tation that was put upon it.

Mr. Cockshutt: My hon. friend
was probably reading it in the apol-
ogy for the first remarks. It is very
clear to my mind, though it may not
be clear to the hon. member for St.
John city, that the President sees
very little difference between the
aims of the respective sides. That,
I think, he has made clear. He sees
very little difference in the objects
for which we are striving, and he
_thinks it is a good time now to ecall
it off. He says that there can be no

. beace with victory; that neither side
will get the victory. I do not want
to misrepresent the President of the
United States; he is very high up
‘.}n_d I am very low down. My. hon.
friend thinks that I misquoted him,
Oor misunderstood him. If that is the
case I do not care to .cut very much
of these clippings on Hansard, but 1
wish to read expression of
opinions held by others with regard
to the utterance of the President.
The following appeared vesterday in
the local press, copied from the Lon-
don Globe—not the Toronto Globe.

Continuing, the newspaper says:

And then you wrote a second
note, and then a third, because you
were seeking the suffrage of elec-
tors in whose ears the last cries of
their drowning countrymen were
smothered beneath the tinkle of pil-
ing dellars.”

“You did not dare resent the pir-
acy and murder and now, forsooth,
we who have given our best and
bravest by the hundred thousand

sure by the thousand mil-
lion to save the world, we must at
your bidding lay down our arms and
dreamn with you your fooligh dream
of ipeace.

.“You and the great nation whose
chief magistrate you are, stirred no
finger to save public law from be-
ing violated. You may say, and say
truly, that the United Statgs had not
the power. How, then, caff “you" ask
us to trust our lives and ‘liberties,
the future of our race, the safety of
our Empire and the destinies of all
mankiid to the flimsy guaranteés
with which you would buckler the
peace of the world?

“The men who tore up the scrap
of paper; the men who 'laughed at
your notes and sunk fresh ships
while you were thinking of fresh
phrases, will respect force and noth-
ing else.”

“That is one view of a British pap-
er. | Here is a view from the land of
France: —

“*A peace which has for its begin-
ning the greatest crime in history
will- not be a just nor solid peace.
First we wish ‘sanctions and repara-
tions’—if President Wilson accepts
these indispensible guarantees, the
future is easy.”

This French paper thinks that we
would be building a peace on the
greatest crime in history. I have
only one other expression of opinion
here; it is that of a man who has oc-
cupied the same position as Presi-

dent Wilson and is, therefore, entit-
led to some consideration. I refer
to Colonel Theodore Roosevelt, who
should know something about what
the attitude of a president of the
United States should be. The article
says:

“The colonel bitterly
that until an emphatic stand is tak-
en by the American government on
the Belgian deportations any state-
ment about our ‘‘stand for right-
eousness in the nebulous future is
both ridiculous and insincere,”

“It is well, however, unless
words of our governmeént in this
matter are to be adccepted as the
nost empty of all idle and empty
words, to remember two or
three plain bits of homely fact.

“The first is that it is worthless
to mak.e promises about thé future
unless in the present we keep those
we have already made.”

i That is a truism.

‘Unless this government is prepar-
ed at this moment to take emphatic
position as regards such a hideous
outrage as thg deportation of the
men and womén of northern France
and 'Belgium it is both ridieulous
and insincere for us to mouth about
standing for righteousness in the
nebulous future.

“Moreover, unless the government
can bring the peace of justice to
Mexico it had better not talk about
securing the peace of . justice
throughout the world.

“As regards freedom of the seds,
the most important element in it
ls‘freedom from murder, and until
t!ns government has taken an effec-
pve stand to prevent the murder of
its citizens by submarines on the
high seas. it makes itseif an object
of derision by speaking for the free-
d_om of the seas. Interferring with
life is worse than interfering with
property.”

That is part of what ex-President
Theodore Roosevelt has to say
about it. It seems particularly un-
fortunate, therefore, that our es-
teemed fellow-citizen to the south,
President Wilson, should have felt
called upon to interfere in the bat-
tle that is going on among pretty
nearly all the nations of Europe.
One of the proverbs of Solomon
comes to my mind just at the mom-
ent; it is this: ‘“He that passeth by,
and meddleth with strife belonging
not to him, is.like a man that tak-
eth a dog by the ears.” He will get
bitten on the right and he will get
bitten on the left—and behind, an
hon. gentleman says. .

We would have been delighted to
see President Wilson and the great
nation that he represents get in the
water while the swimming was
good. In other words, we would
have been delighted to have them
ast their lot with the allied nations
who are fighting for civilization, for
humanity and for the right of the
smaller nations of Europe to live.
He had a good chance to do it. He
now has a Utopian idea that he
wants to introduce and that he
wants incorporated in the peace
which is to come. Well, although I
believe that this war will terminate
within the next two or three years,
I believe that if we have to incor-
porate President Wilson’s Utopian
idea in the peace arrangements, we
won’t "have peace in a hundred
yvears. 1 do not believe that it will
be accomplished. It is not for this
world; it is for the millennium. It
belongs to the next world entirely,
and will never be found here. The
views of President Wilson are en-
titled to our consideration, but, as
we are reminded by Theodore
Roosevelt, he has a think coming as

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Wh’at is the automobile industr
going to do with its second-hand ear
problem? "With used cars backing up
on the dealers as they have been, ty-
ing up needed working capital and
dividing valuable sales energy, a situ-
ation is 'developing which bids fair
te'become a‘serious mengce to ' the
future of the ‘industry. Automobile
manufacturers have long been aware
of the situation. In fact Printers’ Ink
printed an article by Hugh Chalmers
as’ early -as 1912 ' pointing out the
danger. But up to the present, inter-
est in the problem has been con-
fined to makers and dealers. With
the record production of last year,
and “plans under . way for an even
greater production this year, the sec-
ond-hand problem seems to have
broken through this inner circle, and
is nmow engaging the attention not
only of those in the automobile in-
dustry, but of advertising men and
bankers as well.

Only the other day Printers’ Ink
was informed of a bankers’ meeting
held behind closed doors to discuss
this very problem. In the same city,
and almost at the same time, an-
other mieeting was held to lay the
plans for a gigantic second-hand car
exhibition. This meeting was attend-
ed by the moving spirits of the Chi-
cago Automobile-Trade Association.
And from'all parts of the country
comes news that gives evidence of a
growing appreciation of the import-
ance of the second-hand problem and
its necessary soliution. Even advertis-
ing men are asking themselves what
will happen to the present volume of
automobile business, if the advertis-
ers’ distributing channels become
choked with second-hand cars.

Strange as it may seem, the sec-
ontl-hand car problem is not a prob-
lem of demand, but-a problem of
merchandising, “As far as I can see,”
said Ralph Van Vechten, vice-presi-
dent of the Continental and Commer-
cial National Bank, of Chicago, “the
time will never arrive when the sup-
ply of second-hand cars will exceed
the demand. Judged from that angle
the second-hand problem will never
be a serious menace to the industry.
The reason for this is that there is a
great stratum of our population
which is capable of absorbing thou-
sands and thousands of cars every
year. I refer -to the mechanic and
laboring elasses who are fast ac-
cumulating a cash surplus and who
are able and willing to give the sec-
ond-hand car the attention it. re-
quires. This population, coupled with
the thousands of liveries and taxi:
cab companies which are springing
up in small towns, to say nothing of
the “jitney” drivers who are gradu-
ally spreading out their field, will, in
my estimation, take ample care of
all the second-hand cars which go
back on the market for many years
to come. Then it must be remember-
ed too, that the life of an automobile
is not everlasting. It wears out just
as a pair of shoes wear out, A man
might just as well talk about a point
of saturation in the automobile in-
dustry as in the shoe industry.”

Second-hand- Problem Defined .

But the second-problem - that the
bankers see is the same problem that
the manufacturers  have seen . for
many years, the effect that trading
in old cars for part payment hasg on
the merchandising:efficiency of . the

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‘Wi#‘fztia te be Done With the Second-Hand Cdr?
. Some New Uses for It Must be Found

dealer. Hugh Chalmers puf this quite
clearly in his Printers’ Ink article of
four years ago. “It means making
two .sales to make oné profit,”” he
wrote, “‘and unless a dealer is a
pretty shrewd trader, it is very apt
to mean two sales without any pro-
fit. No end of = automobile dealers
have traded themselves out of busi-!
ness.”

Just how serious the situation is
from the dealer’s point of view,
which necessarily is of prime ‘con-
cern to the manufaeturers, is indi-
cated in a circular sent out by the
Chicago Automobile Trade Associa-
tion in connection with a market re-
port which it furnishes to dealers.
The purpose of this report ‘is to
standardize trade-in-values, and fix
a certain standard price for various
makes of cars, in various stages of
wear and tear. The figures quoted
in this repert are compiled by ap-
praising committees from the various
organizations of dealers who meet at
the end of the three months sales
period and submit their estimates
on all cars listed in the quarterly
report.

““The second-hand business of most
dealers,”” states this ecircular, “has
been as uneertain as wooing ‘war-
bride’ stoeks on an unlucky day. It
is the fly in the sales ointment to
dealers, sales managers and mak-
grs.” Unless, as Hugh Chalmers puts
it, a dealer is a shrewd trader, he is
sure to make a good many bad trades
in the course of a year’s 'business.
In his anxiety to make the sale he
allows more than he ought to on
a car. Consequently, to break even
he has to get more than the car is
worth. With the present carefully
maintained prices for second-hand
cars this is not easily done, with the
result that the dealer finds himself
possessed of a white elephant. By
and by he adds other white elephants
to his collection, until pretty soon he
finds that all his working capital is
tied up in the white elephants, and
about 80 per cent. of the selling en-
ergy of his organization is wasted
trying to dispose of undisposable
cars. There is only one solution. He
must take a loss. p

; At first theught it might seem that
it doesn’t make any difference to the
manufacturer and his financial back-
ers how many white elephants a
dealer has graving off his bank ac-
count. - Butthe. manufacturer is
largely dependent on the dealer’s
working capital to absorb his output
for cash. “Pragtieally every autoemo-
bile sold in this country,’” said Mr,
objectives and the German attempts
Van Vechten, in explaining how the
automobile industry was financed,
“is sold for cash to the dealer. Con-
trary to public conception, there are
no manufacturers I know of who
finanee 'their dealers, with the ex-
ception of one or two who are inter-
ested.in concerns organized for the
purpose of handling the dealer’s pa-
per. When the dealer gets the stock
hei has paid for he puts it into the
warehouse, insures it against fire’
and theft, and gets a warehouse Te-
'eeipt. This receipt he brings to his
banker, whe in turn loans him the
money against it. This money he can
use-either to run his business or buy
new cars.”

It is obvious, then, that if this sur-
plus working capital is sunk into
§low turning and dead merchandise,
it ‘not emly cripples the dealer; but

the manufacturer is deprived of its
use. Instead of buying one hundred
cars the dealer will only buy twenty-

varjous problems, both manufactur-
ing and selling for the maker, If al-.
lowed to .run.its .course.. it would-
soon place the automobile manufac-
turer in an umenviable position. Fur-
thermore and of still greater import-
ance, the manufacturer will only get
a portion of the selling energy. of
the agency, whereas he already re-
quires every ounce of energy  an,
agency can give to his proposition.
It is human nature that a salesman
will try to unload his slowest-moving
stock first, and ,of course if the
dealer sells a second-hand car, where
he might have sold a new car, the
new-car maker must shoulder the
burden.

So then it becomes clearer how the
second-hand problem directly affects
the maker and advertiser of automo-
biles. But it is not so clear what the
user and.maker of automobiles can
do to divert this growing menace.
The Trade Associations of both Chi-
cago and New York have done good
work along these lines, especially in
maintaining a uniform standard of
values on second-hand cars, But au-
tomobile manufacturers and dealers
interviewed by Printers’ Ink seem
to feel that the problem is still a
long way from being solved. That it
will be solved, and solved in the very
near future, few of the more repre-
sentative manufacturers seem to
doubt. But how, none was prepared
to say.

Of all the plans which have been
tried out the one which seems to
come nearest to a solution is what
is known as the ‘“Milwaukee” plan.
This plan was explained to Printers’
Ink by a Chicago dealer. “It is still
too early io say whether the Milwau-
kee plan is going to succeed or not,”
he said, “but it looks promising and
is bejng very closely watched by all
the manufacturers. As I understand
this plan the various members of the
Milwaukee dealer’s assoclation got
together and agreed that something
had to be done about ridding their
skirts of the trade-in and second-
hand problem. After some discussion
they decided that the easiest way
to get rid of it was to rid themselves
of it. So they all agreed that after a
certain date they would no longer
accept used cars in part payment for
new ones,

‘hands before he could be induced

to buy a2 new one, and they realized
too that, properly handled,. it was
possible to make good money out of
these second-hand cars. They all
agreéd, however, that it was a busi-
ness in ifself; that selling ~ second-
hand cars and selling new cars were
just as much apart as selling paste
pearls alongside of real ‘ ones. It
takes one kind of a salesman to sell
a paste pearl and another type to
sell a real one, and for the same
reasons It takes one kind of a sales-
man to sell seeond-hand automobiles
and another kind to sell new ones
which the factory stood behind, and
which were a credit, rather than a
black mark, to the good pame of the
dealer gelling them.

“Apparently no ome in the.auto-
mobile business seemed to have fully
grasped the fact that dealing in sec-
ond-hand cars is a business in itseli"
But in that thounght the Milwaukge
dealers saw the solution for their
troubles, so far as used cars were
concerned. ‘Why not all chip in and
start a second-hand business to-
gether?’ spoke up one dealer. And
that is exactly what they ‘did. A
$100,000 corporation was formed,
and the stock subscribed to by a}l
the dealers. The sole purpose of this
company was to deal in second-hand
ears, and it is spoken of in the
trade as the. ‘clearing house.’ No
member of the association will touch
a second-hand car. But he ‘will hon-
or the clearing house’s certificate.

“Now let’s see how this plan works
out from the standpoint of the deal-
er, When a buyer gets ready for his
new car, instead of taking it from
dealer to dealer, playing one against
the other to extract the biggest al-
lowance, he is referred at once - to
the clearing house. The clearing
house manager appraises his car,
and pays him the scheduled price for
it. This payment is made in the form
of a certificate, which any member
of the clearing house will accept as
cash in payment on the car he finally
decides to purchase. The dealer mak-
ing the sale in turn takes the certi-
ficate back to the clearing house,
which redeems it at its full cash
value.”

Such a plan, it would seem, should
go far to remedy an already _bad
situation in cities having trade as-
sociations. It leaves the dealer and

his salesman free to give all their |

time to pushing the manufacturers’
cars, and puts the whole used-car
problem into the hands of experi-
enced men who are able to give it
their entire attention. In this way
the distributing machinery of the
manufacture is speeded up decidedly
all of which means more money for
the dealer, more for the manufac-
turer, more for the advertiser—with
less rigk'for’ the banker. -
