There has been as great an evolu-

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TEST CASE IN SIGHT

A few months ago, during the coal
famine the Government was forced
10 admit the inferior and embarras-
sing position which the province
is in respecting the land sottlement
under_ the autonomy terms, and now
that they are comsidering, the ques-
tion of secomdary education they aTe
up ageinst it again with 'gespect to
the separate school surrender in the
Saskatchewan Act.

Mr. Haultain warned the Govern-

The Govern-
ment has no alternative in this mat-
except to pass legislation giving the
Catholics their own high schools and
maintain them out of the public
funds of the province. Mr. OCailder,
knowing how such a ‘policy would
work out ‘im ‘practice has chosen a
policy of attempted evasion, and con-
siders that because they create the
hlgh school as_a‘separate institution
they are not infringing on the rights
of ‘the minority, but  Mr. Haultain
has pointed out where the measure
conflicts ‘with the . automomy scttle-
ment. 'He has pledged his support,
however, to the bill, for it is in Yine
with his. pelicy,, and: he says the pro-
vinece should be iree to pass such
legislation. :

It . afforded Mr. Haultain great
pleasure to congratulate the minister
of education on the principle of his
legislation, but,there was a full stop
to the applause with which they re-
ceived his remarks when he unveiled
the comstitutional skeleton, and there
were gasps from members opposite.
The sktl_lition has to be met, how-
ever, and the Government .cannot
withdraw the bill. It is with inter-
est therefore that the country will

await the action of the mimority in
this matter, .for @n appeal to tb‘
courts will throw tho whole comsti-
tutional question open, thus bringing
the Government to the point. whieh
they took such precautions to cvade.
There is another feature of this
situation. which is also very intercst-
ing. *H the minority asks for disal-
lowance of this legislation or takes
a case to the courts, the Govermiment
will, as Mr. Lamont says ‘‘fight for
the rights of the province.”” 'This
means that they will take the stand
that the Saskatchewam Act is un-
constitutional, and this is the only
ground they cam take and keep the
pledge of the attorney general to the
legiislature.

There was complete unanimity in
the legis ature yesterday wnon Mr.
Calder moved the second reading of
his uniwersity bill. Mr Haultain
followed. the commissiomer of educa-
tion and expressed his approval of
the principle of the measure.

In speaking to his motion Mr. Cal-
dew. said that in all the subjects be-
fore the legislature this session none
was of more importance than the
university bill. This matter had
been in the minds of the people for
some time and the government felt
that the time had-arrived when the
firat steps should be taken for the

full control over the finances. and
business aflairs of the university as
district from the scholastic :side.
They would be men of business < and
affairs and should be chosen for their
business qualifications rather than
their scholastic attainments. Of the
six members the government would
name three, whilst the president gud

‘two members would be elected by

the senate and would comstitute the
other three.

The senate would consist of mnot
less than sixteen members, four of
whom would be ex-officio members,
three to be appointed by the govern-
ment and nine to be elected by’ con-
vocation.

So
much so that the progress and sta-
bility of the order heave often been
ascribed to him personaly.

o man was ever more jealous of a
reputation than was he of the good
name and fame of the society of
which he was head. Although sub-
ject to criticism in the past half a
dozen years, he was ever ready -to
prove  his ecritics wrong, and the
Principle and progress of the onder
sound and honorable.

DAY ACT

Pnnc:pal Prcmsxons of I.egzsla-
tion Which Took Effect
March 1st

.

The’mew Lords’ Day Act passedby
the ‘federal house last session came
into effect on Sunday, March .3rd:
The prmclpal prowmons of the act

are :
’I'he act proper cousists really of

“It shall mnot be lawful for any
pPerson on the Lord’s day. except as
provided herein, or lin any provincial
act or law now or hereafter in force
to sell or offer for sdle; or purchase
any goods; chattels, or other person-
al property, or any real estate, or
to ‘carry or transact any business of
his ordimary calling, or in connec-
tion with any calling, or,for gain to
do, or employ any other person to
do on that day amy work, business
or labor.”’
