A Tell-Tale Trunk Discovered in Toronte
Which Belonged he Dead Girl—
Hammond's Father's Attempt ‘to Get
Possegiion of the Evidence Frustrated
by the Police,

Toronto, March 14.

When William Thomas James Ham-
mond appears before Police Magistrate
Henry Castle and Mayor McNeill in
the Gravenhurst FPolice Court next
Wedncsday, to answer the charge of
Bhaving murdered his wife, Katherine
Elizabeth Tough, he will be confront-
,ed with a mass of circumstantial evi-
dence that has a strong tendency to
gonfirim the suspicion that the young
woman came to her death by poison
administered to her by her husband,
the motive being to gain the proceeds
of several policies of insurance on her
“life, the prisoner being the beneficiary.

it is now beyond doubt that the de-
ceased cariied a ¢ [Jerable amount
of insurance, all of whic as taken
in the name of “James,” and in case
of death would revert to her husband.

Some faur wecks ago deceased took
out a palicy for $3000 in the Provincial
Provident Institution of St. Thomas.
She had also recently taken out a
policy for $2000 in the Metropolitan of
New York.

Chicf of Police Archie Sloan came
to Toronto on Thurs ; and Inspector
Stark detailed Detective Burrows to
help him in the case,

There were numerous trinkets, but the
important find consistéd of the two
insurance policics in the Provident
and Metropolitan, a number of letters
and a marriage certificate,

Among the letters were several from
deceased to Hammond, one of which
was dated .29, 1895, and would
lead to the f that policies had been
taken out, or that applications had
been made by deceased for-insurance
in the IEquitable and New York Life
companies The letter was written
by deceased at DBuffalo to the prison-
er, who was then in New York,

The wedding of Katie Tough to Wil-
liam Thomas James was shown by the
murriage certificate to have been sol-
emnized by the Rev. Edward Whit-
man, a Baptist minister, at Buffalo,
on Nov. 19, 1896.

One of tne letters that were found
in the trunk was from Hammond to
his wife, which would lead to the in-
ference that he was hard up and ex-
pected to get money from his wife,

Another letter was written by Mrs.
Hammond from Gravenhurst after her
return home, She asked for her trunk,
which was in the city, and said that
her parents upbraided her for being so
much away from home. Her parents
argued from the fact that she had not
her trunk that she had been out of em-
ployment and that her trunk had been
v tained for her board. She said that
she had told lies to coriceal the real
state of affairs from her people. She
hegged him to write t6 her as she had
written four times and recelved no an-
swer. That letter was dated Feb, 24
of tnis year.

It was on Jan. 9 that Mrs. James, as
she was called, went to Mr, Armbrust
of the Provinelal’ Provident Institution
and stated that she wanted a policy
for $3000 payable to hér husband, Wm.
Thomas James. She was examined by
Dr. R. D. Moffatt, 811 Parliament-
street, and accepted As a good rigk.

The Cities Municipal Act—An act to
an end the Municipal Act—Mr. Marter.
It authoriz:s Mayor and Chairman of
tip‘t blnqnce Conimittee to sit with the

1blic School Board, the High School
Becard and the Public Library Board
while they are preparing their esti-
mates. It applies to cities of one hun-
dred thf)usund inhabitants, and ¢nables
such cities to maintain public lava-
teries and other conveniences, and also
enables the Couiil of any municipall-
ty to pay rewgfds for the discovery
and apprehensidn or conviction of im-
pursonators.

An act respecting traveling shows,
circuses and other like exhibitions—
The Attorney-General—prohibits the
exhibition of traveling menageries, cir-
cuses, wild west shows and  other
shcws of that kind without a license
having been obtalned for that purpose
from the Provincial Treasurer, The sum
of fifty dollars per day is to be pald
furv(*\'vr\' day during which the show
i3 liccnsed to be exhibited. It Is made
the duty of the provincial detectives
to be present at every place at which
the show is to b: exhibited,
to see that the law is obeyed, and to
protect the public from fraud and im-
posture.  The act also provides that
Dominion and Provincial detectives
and constables are to have free access
to cvery nicnagerie, circus or other
like show, and to every horse race, ag-
ricultural, horticultural and industrial
exLibition, to the grounds, tents and
buildings in which the shows, races
and <xhibitions are held, and every
part therecof.

An act to amend the Judicature Act
and the law relating to the Superior
Ccurts—The Attorney-General.  This
act contains a number of amendments
mad- In anticipation of the revision ¢
the statutes. Among other things,
{3 provided that all actions aga
mu nicipal corporations in respect
irjuries sustained through non-repair
of strec roads or sidewalks shall
hereaft be tried by a#udge without
a jur and enables peace officers
against whom actions are brought to
have the same security for co: as
police magistrates or justices of , the
peace.

An act to correct a_clerifcal error in
the Debentures Registration Act—The
Attorney-General. It any nds section
4 of that act so as to make the word,
“ Lolders " mean ‘* debenture holders.”

An act respecting bills of -sale and
chattel mor ges in unorg;
ritorics—The Attorney-G
makes provision for the place of regls-
try and the time of registration in Al-
goma, Muskoka, Parry Sound, Ralny
River and Haliburton,

An act respecting fraud by debt col-
lectors--The Attorn eneral. It im-
poses a penalty of $20 for every day
upon which the offence is committed
of sending out notlces or forms In
imitation of the forms appended to the
Division Courts Act, or calculated to
induce the persons receiving the same
to believe that they are process-issued
within the Division Court.

An act respe ng Surrogate Courts—
The Attorney-General. Thig enables
Surrogate Courts, where the estate is
less than $1000, to rémove an executor
or administrator, It also provides that
the executor of an executor shall not,by
virtue of such executorship, be an ex-
ecutor of the estate of which the tes-
tator Is appointed executor. The act
further repeals the provision which
makes County Judges ex-officlo judges
of the Surrogate Court, But the repeal
dces not affect judges heretofore ap-
pointed.

ED BY DAVID GRAHAM PHILLIPS-

Muscle Groups That Can Depict Any
Emotion Irrespective of the Feelings—
Darwin's Theories and Duchenne’s Ex-
periments.

The subject of this article is of imme-
diate interest to every intelligent hu-
man being. Players on the stage, play-
ers at poker, all th who habitually
try to mislead ‘by assuming deceptive
fagial expressions, canno* afford te

“¢tglect it. All women, all befidless
men and such bearded men as have
odd_patches on their cheeks and fore-
heads, without a sufficiently thick
envelope of hair will find it highly
useful.

Over in France they have revived
the discussion of the causes of change
of expression in the human face and
of the method by which those expres-
sions are made. It has leng been es-

grand zy tic le in either cheek.
The contraction of these two muscles
is sufficient to give the expression of
laughter.

In figure 5 there are contractions of
the upper and lower muscles of the

CARACAS RAILROAD

Vesesuela Has One of the Best Bits of
Engineering in the World,

This §8 & scene on one of the most
remarkable rallroads in the world. It
is thé rallroad between Caracas, the
capital of Venezuela, and its port, La
Guayra. As thée bird flies, the two
tcivns are orly about six- miles apart,
but the railroad that joins them I8
nearly 24 miles long. Cardcas is. in &
deep valley, but it is two-thirds of a
mile highcr than La Guayra, and the
mountains between the are nearly
9,000 feet high.

So the rallroad train that never ex-
needs five or six small and very light
cars, winds along the precipitous flanks
of the mountains, puffs up one side of
the valley and down the other, garts
through short tunnels, and keeps up
its very sinuous way until finally the
glorious valley of the capital - city
bursts into view. Then steam is shut
off, the brakes are applied, and slowly
the train slips down the inward face
of .the mountain to its station in the
city.

The most charming and exhiliarating
views are revealed at every stage of the
journey; but this short trip is not one
of the safest in the world. We have
not heard that nature has ever bom-
barded a train with rocks from above,
but this is a contingency that might
happen. Sometimes during violent
storms rocks are detached from the
mass that towers above the road bed,
and go thumping down upon the track.
During the rainy season traffic has
sometimes been interrupted for more

than a week at a time by the damage

done in this way to the track. It is a

BANK OF ENGLAND NOTES.

They Are Never Reissued and are Al-
ways Crisp.

No, note out of the 50,000 or 60,000 now
issued dalily is ever issued twice. If,
as a depositor, you should draw any
amount in notes at the bank and pay
them back into your account ten min-
utes afterward, they would be can-
celed.

So, also, any notes received by you
from any other bank in London are
always new ones, crisp from the Bank
of England presses of the day before,

The signature is cut off immediately

after a note is paid in, and the cancel-
Jation departmend proceeds to file them
in their regular order, taking notice and
keeping account of all notes which have
not been returned.

One of the curiosities of this depart-
ment is a £26 note which was pald in
ofter being out 111 years. The bank
note library is also here with albums
containing old bank notes of very large
amounts, with the names of noblemen
for whom they were issued. There I8
also the £1,000,000 hank note, a bit of
paper which in its day was worth $5,-
000,000 and was issyed for convenience
in closing an undertaking of unusual
moment.

CARACAS RAILROAD.

Venesuela Has One of the Best Bits of
Engineering in the World.

This s a scene on one of the most
remarkable railroads in the world. It
i the rallroad between Caracas, the
capital of Venezuela, and its port, La
Guayra. As the bird flies, the two
tcwns are only about six miles apart,
but the railroad that joins them is
in a
deep .valley. but it is two-thjfds’ of a
mile highcer than La Guayra, and the
mountains between them are nearly
9,000 feet high.

So the rallroad train that never ex-
mreeds five or six small and very light
cars, winds along the precipitous flanks
of the mountains, puffs up one side of
the valley and down the other, darts
through short tunnels, and keeps up
its very sinuous way until finally the
glorious valley of the capital city
bursts into view. Then steam is shut
off, the brakes are applied, and slowly
the train slips down the inward face
of .the mountain to its station in the
city.

The most charming and exhiliarating
views are revealed at every stage of the
journey; but this short trip is not one
of the safest in the world. We have
not heard thdt nature has ever bomi-
barded a train with rocks from above,
but this is a contingency that might
happen. Sometimes during violent
storms rocks are detached from the
mass that towers above the road bed,

— A three-roomed
hou-e boat with timbers scraped, oiled
and shining, lay at anctor at the head
ol mer navigation of the Yang-tse-
K.n On the northern bank a low,
I»m‘k',g‘\moomformble un'idy row of '
houses designated the habitation of
man, on the soath, beautiful hills—
conical, pyramidal, square—with fertile
valleys  intervening, —exhibited the
purity and loveliness of nature un-
tarnished by man's hand.

We believe that the
stone that has been spread on the
streets of Athens has cost fully one-
third more than they should. People,
no doubt are ready to ask, “what is
your remedy ¥’ We say, advertise for
a given quantity of unbroken sione to
be delivered at given points in the
village. They are drawn, piled and
the overseer knows exactly how many
yards of stone there are in th: pile.
Then, have them broken by the load or
yard, thus giving employment to men
whose home is in the village. When
the time arrives for spreading them, a
teami and a couple of men will put
them right where they are most
needed, at the time they are needed,
and the work can be rushed to com-
pletition in a_short time. We ray, try
it one year, and if the town is rota
saver by fully one-third in the opera-
tion we will be very much disappointed.

Another - great mistake has been
made by some of our overseers in the
quality of the stone used for laying
the stringers for sidewalks on. In
too many cases, small, rough stones
have been used which loosen by con-
stant jurring or action of the frost, and
by sagging the sidewalk boards become
loosened or broken and the whole
structure gives away and hus to be re-
built. On several of the stieets there
are placen where good stone could be
procured for the purpose, and where
their removal would be a benefit to the
voad bed and the appearance of the
street. The stone thrown out by a few
blasts would make excellent material
for building sidewalks on, and save the
time and expense of going half-a-mile
or 'more for an inferior article.

We believe that the above is worthy
the sericus consideration of the village
council, road commissioners and over-
seer, and we believe, from interviews
thut we have had with a large number
of prominent ratepayers, that it voices
the opinions of a large percentage of
onr citizens.
