The fifth annual convention of the 
Canadian Weekly Newspaper Associ­
ation. was held last Thursday, Friday 
and Saturday at Toronto. Nearly four 
hundred delegates were present from 
all parts of Canada, and in addition 
two attended from Newfoundland. Nova 
Scotia was represented by Harry Oren­
burg, of the “ Progress-Enterprise ’ . Lun­
enburg; H. S. Anslow, of the “Hants 
Journal”, and Miss Forbes and Mrs. 
Fielding, of the “ Windsor Tribune”, 
Windsor; H. G. Harris, of the “ Adver­
tiser”, Kentville; H. P. Davidson, of 
“The Acadian”, Wolfville; F. W. Gil­
man, of the “Victoria News”, Bad- 
deck; and D. W. Jones, of the “Greet­
ings”, Port Hood. ,

The weather was ideal and all the 
delegates thoroughly enjoyed their vis­
it to Toronto, and derived much profit 
from the discussions and addresses. The 
meetings were held at the Physics Build­
ing, University of Toronto, and the 
delegates were quartered in the Uni­
versity buildings.

The convention opened Thursday morn­
ing with the President, J. Edouard 
Fortin, Beauceville, Que., in the chair.
Sir Robert Falconer, president of Tor­
onto University, welcomed the con­
vention and gave a splendid address on 
the growing importance of the press in 
public leadership. Interesting reports 
were given by the Manager and the 
different committees, as well as by the 
different provincial divisions. «

At the afternoon meeting a most in- ^ 
structive forum on advertising was con­
ducted by W. R. Davies, of Renfrew, 
Ont., chairman of the advertising com­
mittee. Various matters in connection 
with advertising were discussed by the 
different members and many helpful 
suggestions given. This discussion was 
followed by an address on “ Salesman­
ship” by C. S. Brett, B. A., P.L.D., of 
the department of Psychology, Toronto 
University.

At the afternoon session a forum on 
Job Printing was conducted by Fred B. 
Elliott, of AUiston, Ont.; and a forum 
on Circulation and Subscriptions was 
conducted by J. J. Hunter, of Kincar­
dine, Ont.

The time for holding the annual school meetings throughout 
K ; Scotia will be at hand in the course of a few weeks. These 
gatherings, in some sections at least, are not so weM attended now 
as formerly, but should be numbered among the most important 
events of the y“ar. Nothing shoukr be allowed to prevent the pres­
ence of those emo make up the community. Due preparation should 
be made for the business to be presented which ought to be thor­
oughly discussed and understood by every ratepayer before def­
inite action is taken. The best men available in the section should 
be selected as trustees and they should be directed by the school­
meeting to provide the very best possible conditions for the physi­
cal and mental development of the boys and girls who constitute 
the school. In many sections a generous amount is alway-Tvoted 
for carrying on this important work, but in too many instate! 
penurious policy which is anything but wise is often followed. ,, 
person whose duty required the visiting of the schools of a large 
district once remarked in the presence of the writer that the school- 
house was very frequently identified as the plainest and least pre­
tentious edifice in the settlement. This ought not to be the case. 
On the contrary the aim should be to make the school-building and 
surroundings attractive and comfortable and to have it equipped 
with everything necessary to ensure a systematic and eflkent train­
ing of the youth of the community. Money wisely expended in the 
proper education of its young people is the best investment which 
any community can possibly make. More and more this fact is 
becoming recognized. The children of the present day enjoy ad­
vantages unknown by those of a few generations ago, and yet our 
schools are very far from what they should be. The welfare of the 
future men and women of this countiy demands that the very best 
possible conditions should obtain in regard to the instruction given 
in our schools, the construction of our school buildings the lighting 
and arranging of our school-rooms and the general equipment 
ployed in this most "important ^branch of education.

In 1904 the meeting was held in South 
Africa, and in 1914 in Australia. With 
these exceptiçns the Association fias 
never met outside the British Ides. 
Famous scientists from all over the 
world will atubd the Toronto meeting.

Smart- 
L, under the sting of having been forc­
ed into bankruptcy, the man posted on 
his front door a list of 
declared owed him money and stated 
that if they had paid their debts he 
uould have been able to pay his. “ These 
i—ople forced me into bankruptcy ”, 
Sid the sign over the names.

In the list, says the correspondent 
«porting the affair, were the names of 
erne of the prominent housewives of 
the town. They were naturally but 
not righteously indignant, and about 
twenty of the women stormed the shop 
4nd tore the sign down, i 

Of course it was humiliating to them 
do have their names exposed to the pub­
ic gaze in this unpleasant way; yet, if 
the butcher told the truth—as he prob­
ably did—their shame was not unde­
served. The bankrupt suffered more 
than humiliation; he tost his business as 

il result of extending credit to persons 
Who failed to meet their obligations; 
and he can hardly be blamed for want­
ing to share his humiliation with those 
«sponsible for it.

The incident is humiliating as an 
eaamplc of the manner in which petty 
defalcations in the aggregate affect 
business. Probably none of the butch­
er's debtors owed him more than a few 
dollars each. Yet in their total these 
bad debts rpined him, and his insol­
vency in turn will prove at least slight­
ly emlxirrassing to his creditors. Mis- 
plaivd trust may cause annoyance to 
fir more than those directly concerned. 
Happily most people pay their debts; 
gthennse it would be impossible to do 
business on a credit system, and without 
«redit commerce would languish.

The southern house wives whose 
names were made public as defaulters 
arc angry now; but no doubt down in 
their hearts they are also a little re­
morseful. They have been taught 
the consequences of not paying 
snail debts may be.
