A Song’s History.

(By Robert F. Walsh.)
Just béfore sailing for New York I
was toll a pretty story about an old song
that will be ioterceting veading to all
lovers of o!d mclodics.
Pechaps the most  popular  cong ever
written is ‘Ever of Thee! There is no
oountry on the face of the earth where

and many a 'cvesick weatal told the

story of his woes by singing 1t to his
idol, or, if h: was too burhful, by send-

ing his inamorata a cupy of it,

It 18 not untruc to state. that no socg
ever had such a2 sale, aud eertainly no
pub'i: Ler ever ieapud so great a harvest
from a soug as did Mr. Turecr from the
publication uf ‘Ever of Thee'

But there is a rumance attached to it
which, uotil now, bas not been wiittea.
Untihuow tise mitlives who hum it and

sing ii and koow it vever dreawt that
Turuer was not the eomposer, and it 18
strange that the truth coneerning it
could only be lcarned in New York, three
thousand miles from the place it was
composed 28 years ago.

It heppened in this way. On a cold
day in January of 1850 the . door ef Mr

Turner's music store, in the Poultry,
Loudon, was nervously opeved, sand a
most unclean, ragzed specimen . of hu.

manity dragged himself -in. He looked
as though he hadn’t been washed for
moanths. His beard was uskempt and
dirty and matted. For boots he wore
some folds of filthy rags, and in all he
was a specimen of the genus ‘Ged help
One of the clerks, a Mr. Mills, said
to him, ‘You get cut o' here.’

Two ladies who happened to be in the
shop noticed his woe-begone look, and
were about to offer him some money,
when & Mr. 7 (then a olerk in
the establishment and now a merchant)
in New York), seeing the poor fellow!
shivcriog with the cold and appareat
busger, pitied him aud brought him
into the workshop so that he might have
a ‘warm-up’ by the stove. A few min-
utes after, Mr. Turner, the proprietor,
came in, and seeing the ragged individual,
asked what he wanted and ‘who allowed
bimin? ‘I did,, said Mr. T ,
‘the poor fellow looked 30 cold and mis-
erable, I couldn't send bim out in the
piercing wind without giviog him a
warm, and, besides, he says he has got
som> business with you.'

‘Business with me ?’

‘Yes, sir; I bave a song I should like
you to listen to.’

Turner eyed him from head to foot

BT,

The miserable looking object at the
stove began to grow uneasy, and begged
to_be allowed to play the air of his song,
whioh he then wnearthed from his rags
snd handed ta the music publisher,
Turner looked at it and-said—

‘Who wrote this ?’

‘I did, sir,’ came from the 1ags.

‘You! Well, U'll bave it piayed over,
and if it's any good, I'll give you some-
thing for ic.’

‘I beg your pardon sirl
to play it myself.’ 5

‘What! You play? Well, bring
him up to the piano room whes he gets
warm, and well humor him.’

In s few midutes the bundle of rags
was'seated at a ooncert grand piano,
and ‘Ever of Thee’ was played for the
first time by its composer, James Law-
son.
His listeners were eleotrified when
they heard thie dilapitased looking tramp
make the pisno aslmost speak. His
touch was simply marvelous, and his
very soul seemed to be at his fingers tips.
When he bad finished be turned to his
little audience and said, ‘I'd like to sing
it to you, but I have a terrible cold. I
haven't been in bed for five nights, I'm
‘uogry, sir, and I feel I oould not do it
justice.” Turner was almost dumb with
smasement. The sir would take; he
koew it would be a suoccess, and he de-
cided that man had a Listory which,
perbaps, might advertise the song. So
be determined to cultivate him, and in
flattery, (as he thought) pressed him to
sing ‘just one stansa.’ Lawsoo protest-
ed, but fioally agreed, a~d if Turner was
amased when he heard him play, he was
positively enraptured whea that hungry
voieo, hupgry with love, hungry physi-
eally, poured out in the aweotost of
tenors the first stansa of the song in
which his soul lived. It was the story
of » lost love, but he cherished it, and as
he sang it it was easy to see that he
lived and breathed only for that love.
‘Ever of Thee' has never becn susg 80
since. But the trial verse n.ade its sue-
cesy, and to the experienced publisher,
Mr. Turoer, it was decidedly apparent
that he had scoured a great song.
Addressing Mr. T , he said.
‘T— , take shis mac along, get him
o bath, o shave; some deosnt elethes ; in
faet fix bim up like a gentlemen, and
then hring him hore and we shall see
about this song.’ T , ‘brought
him along.’ He took him to a bath, and
while unclean was being made clean, be
bought him » shirt, 'a pair of shoes, some
stockings, collars, ouffs and underwear,
Then he had bim shaved, Then they
hied to a clothier's, and having remeved
the rags, Lawson was quietly eolad in
fino raiment. The change was beginning
to tell. Already the tramp seemed to be
the guide aod treasurer. He wasa
splendid looking fellow sod had quite s
distingue sppearance. But the hat was
still there, snd a mirror like stove-pipe
was purchased to eomplete the make up.
T laughed when all was finished. |
He was in his working olothes and this
unfortunate looked hke a duke. The
good clothes fitted him and they suited him
and his appearance much too well to con-
tinye the assumption that Mz. Lawson
was s trswp. He was a gentleman
straight through, aad lookedit. T
said to him, ‘Mr. Lawson I wish you
would go into the store before me. They
won’t know you and it would be such a
joke." ‘I dou’t mind that, Mr. T ;
but won't you let me bhave a drink? I
waat it—please let me have a drink.’
T'——refused to stand the drink ; he
told Mr. Lawson that if he waoted a
dioner he could have it, but drink he
oould not have. Finally the two went
into the Ship and Turtle dining saloon,
and, over chocolate and sirloin steak, the
author of ‘Ever of Thee’ told the follow-
ing story :

‘I was once rieh, Mr. T , you
koow what I am now. You were as-
tonished to hear me play the piano so
well. 8o was Mr, Turner ; and I dare
say you hardly believed that 1 was the
composer of the little song I just sang to
you. That's sll right. I koow you
couldu’t understand 1. Now when you
see me ns [ used to be, you are not sur-
prised. Ah! soitis. He says I was
nobody. I wasn't believed. Now that
I am well dressed should I offer him my
song he would treat me differently. Yes |
I know, I am decidedly gratefal to him
for what he has done. But the humili-
ation of the thing! It was dreadful.
But whatoould Ido? Thet little song
| has been the valy companion from which
I geined any comfort for the past cwelve
moanths. It brought back to me the days
whea I was rioh, loved, looked up to and
bappy. Of course it has its sad side to
me. But the memory of what it recalls
is She dearest thing in my existence.'
T——interrupted oim and indieated
that it was growing late. ‘Please bear
with me,’ rejoined his companion. ‘Let
me tell you how and why I eomposed
this little song. Two yearsago Imeta
girl in Brighton, IfGod ever allowed
oue of his sngels to come om earth, she
was that one. I adored her. She seem.
ed to return the affection. I escorted
her everywhere, was at her beck and
oall morn, nooa sod might, snd it was
ouwsrently believed that Miss Blask and

I were cogaged. I bad b0 retara ¢

Loundon on business, and when I went
back to Brighton she was gone.

‘Three months after I met her at a
ball. She had just finished a walts with
a tall 2ood looking man, and was prom-
enading the hall on his arm. She re-
oognized me. But when I said “How
do you do, Miss Blunk ?” she quickly
rephed, “l am well, Mr. Lawsoa. but |
am surprised to Fear yon cal' me Miss
Blask. When you left Brighton so
suddeuly i t 1 should oever see
you agzain, Y¥o. wft no address, uover
“To whom,” I gasped. - *“To' #r.
Prize,” sbe rrpli‘;d. ;vulu’ini,; at
timse o the gentleman with  whow she
bad been daveing. That ended wy life.
My Marie, my dream was gouc. 1 jeft
the hali, went to & low gaming-placy, sud
iu drink, women and gambling cndeavored
to kill wy grief. 1t lasted for a lttle
time for in four mbuths I was penniless.
Then came my trial, The men who
played with me shunned me. My friends
shut their doors and a few days later my
last sovereign was gone. I was as utter-
ly stranded, homeless and unhappy as it
would be possible to make a human
being. For nights I slept in the cab-
mén’s coffee house ; then I was oonsidered
& puisance, and some hallway served me
for a bed. I pawned every trinket, de-
oent suit of clothes—everything, and
fivally I spent three months in a work
house under an assumed name,

‘It was thers the presence of Marie
hauntedme again. Quoe day—Christmas
day—we were at dinner, Several rich
people came to distribute among us
Sweetmeats, tobsoso, warm olothing, ete,
I was huogry and didn't look at the
visitor ; when suddenly a voice I knew
said to me, “My good man | which would
you prefer, some watwm clothing or some
pipes and tobacco 7 I looked wp, It
was Marie. I rushed from the table out
into the fields, aod there I was found,
hours after, insensible,

‘Wheu I regained conseiousuess the
memories of the past creptinto my braiu.
I remembered well—ah | wo well—that
the first kind words spoken to e since
my fall were by the girl I loved ; and 1n
my bed, there in that workhouse hospital,
I wrote the werds of that song you heard
me sing to-day. Then I got woll, and,
sick of the life, I left the place and be-
came night watehman on some new build-
ings they were putting up on Aldersgate
street.  While there the music of my

song came to me. I got a serap of man-
usoript paper and jotted it down, and

for a time I was happy. My old friends
passed me at night, jolly and careless,

little dreaming that James Lawson #as
the poor night watchman who answered

their insolent questions.

‘Often, when all was still, I poured out
my soul in this little song, and after a
while the street gamins came and listen-
ed to me. It pleased them. To me it
brought back the mewory of a dead love
and a ruined life. But you are tiring of
my story, There is littie wmore to tell.
I could not endure the solitary medita-
tion of my past.

‘Lagain begau to drink. I lost my
situation, and as a last resort I thought
that perhaps my littie song was worth a
few shillings, and brought it to Mr.
Turoer. At this the poor fellow burst
into tears. When he was himself again
they went out, and a few miautes after-
ward, Mr. Turner, addreasing Lawson,
said: ‘Mr. Lawson, here is ten shillings.
It ie enough to get you a supper and a
decent room tvnight. Tomorrow I
wan you to call here and 1 will give you
a good p in my warehosse. As
for your song, I waut you to remember
this: If you keep sob>r 1 will pay you
a good royalty, but if you spend these
in drink, not aoother penny will you
get.'

'Laweon left the store, and did not
make his appearance for five days.

Then he wasin a ‘condition almost as
bad as when he first entered it, His
vest was gowe; his hat was —well, it was
an apology for a hat. His coat (an old
on3) was buttoned tight around his collar

lees neck, and his face was unkempt and
uonsi:aven—as unclean as it was five days
ago. Mr. Turner looked at him.
did not even speak to him. The smell of
bad rum suffieiently told him all he wish-
ed to xnow. He took a half-erown from
his pooket, handed it to Lawson and
tarned on his heel. Addressing Mr.
T——, be said, ‘If this man comes here
again, put him out.’

The composer of ‘Ever of Thee’ im-
mediately left the store, and God only
koows what his fate has been. OCertain
it is that be never ealled at Turner's
again,

the song uonder his own name. In five
moaths it reached its seventeenth edition,
The splendid houses on Cornhill, oppos:
ite the Royal Exonange in London, were
built out of the proeceds of it, 'I'urner’s
estate was eoriched. Men, women and
childrem of every oolor and clime sing the
soug of the tramp, Lawison. And the
composer and his sad life are forgotten
and unreeognised in the dear old song
‘Ever of Thee.’

Mulock madc a determined attack on
the mnister of militia, accusing Sir
Adolphe Curou of incompeteney, extrava-
gance and political partizanship in the
administration of his department. The
basis of his attack was portions of the
evidence taken before the public accounts
committee re the military eclothing con-
tract.—Recess.

Mr. Mulock continued his attack on
Sir Adolph Caron for two hours aftcr
recess, closing with the followiag amend-
ment to supply :

“That the administration of the depart-
ment of militia is unsatisfactory to the
militia force in Canada and does not com-
mand public confidence.”

Sir Adolphe replied with a power and
eloquence that surprised bis oldest friends.
Round after round of applause grected
the minister as he answered charge by
charge.

After further discussion a division was
called when Muiock’s amendment was
defeated, 54 to 99, and the house went
into supply on Hon. Mr. Foster's motion
at 2 o'clock this morning.

Clark, Wallace and Cimon voted with
the opposition, and Chouloard with the
government,

As soon a8 the house went into supply
Sir Richard Cartwright arose 1a a tower-
ing rage and denounced the government
tor forcing on buisness so fast,

Hon, Mr. Foster replied that the op-
position had wasted the whole day and
that some buisness must be dome. He
was checred to the echo and the house
went on with buisness till a very late hour,
April 26.—Mr, Prier breught up the
question of the illegal seizure of British
vessels in Behring sca, He diseusted
the United States claim of exolusive
jurisdiction and tended that oothi
could justify the recent seigsures. He
urged the government to ask the imper-
ial authorities to send a vessel to those
waters and felt certain that if a British
gun-boat showed its nose close to the
Aleutian 18lands we would hear of ne
further seizures.

Mr. Davies agreed with Mr, Prior as
to the importance of the matter, but
argued that the delay in doing justice to
the owners of seized Canadian vessels
showed thc necessity of Canada being
represented at Washiogton,. We must
have the rvight to negotiate our own
treaties.

8ir John said parliament had aiready
passed on the question of - establishing a
commercial agency at Washiogton. The
question was one affecting all maritime
nations, who would he felt ocertain resist
the iniquitous attempt of the United
States to claim all Behriogs sea. Eng-
land was pressiog for a settlement of the
Canadian claims, w.iich she had endorsed.
The result of the United States continu-
ing to insist upon its pretentions was
something upon which he dared not now
look, but he assured the house that Can-
ada would insist upon her rights,

Sir Richard Cartwright put all the
blame on the foreigo office and deelared
the American cootentions absurd, He
waoted (anada to assume the treaty
making power.

Mr. Weldon, of St. John, ridiculed
the American contention, and, of ceurs~,
put all the blame of delay in the settle-
meat of damages to our vessels on the
Canadian government.

8ir Joho Thompson dealt with the
legal side of the csse and showed that as
Canada could not appear as a suitor in
American courts, her only ocourse was to
press the claims of her aggrieved subjeots
through diplomatic chanoels.

The demorlized state of the opposition
was again manifested to night, when Mr.
Barron muved a want of confidence resolu
tion censwi ing the government for inereas-
ing the export duty on logs.

Mr. Charlton - pounced on him like a
hawk on a Jure bug, denouncing the re-
solution as untimely, uncalled for and
uttorly opposed to the interests of the
lumbermen for whom Mr. Barron pro-
fesscd to speak.

Mr. Mills tried to justify Mr. Barron's

urse. -

Sir John stated that the export duty
had been raised at the express wisn of the
lumbermen, who now, on account of
threatcned retaliations by the United
States, wanted it renewed,

Mr. Perley sustained the premier's
statement. Mr. Perley was one of the
delegation who waited on the government
two years ago asking for an increased
export duty and Mr. Charlton, who
brought the matter up the other day,
had dropped it at the request of tho
Cavadian lumbermen’s assvciation, they
not desiring to embarass the governmeut,
which had the question under considera-
tion,

The voice of several oconservative
speakers was raised in denunciation of
the oppositions’ idea of shaping our
policy in abject imitation of the Ameri-
©an pation,

Mr. Weldon of Albert argued that
under section 91, subseotion 3, British
North America sct, Canada had power
to impose export duty on New Bruns-
wick cut lumber, such power being con-
currently held by the provineial legisla-
ture. A division was taken at 10 o'clock,
when Mr. Barron’s motion was defeated,
90 to 54.

It is uuderstood thesc resslutions
were the result of Friday right's grit
caucus, when in order to down the
oolossal spectres of jealousy and discon
tznt, which loomed up behind the chairs
of Messrs, Cartwright, Milis, McMullin,
Davies, Jones, Charlton and sther would
be ieaders, Lauricr reluctantly consented
to give an opportuoity for all to put their
pecaliar views on record. It took nearly
four hours to finisu concurrence,

The goveroment majority stood at
about thirty on all divisions, but the op
position elaim to be satisfied with the
result, which they label as moral vie-
tories.

The most  sanguinary debate of the
session took place Saturday night over
the gitt of $30,000 to the Fredericton
and 8t. Mary's Bridge Co., set out in the
last batch of railway subsidies. As both
sides of the house held s card wvp their
sleeve and Mr. Temple bad scveral eards,
and as everybody knew what everybudy
else had, no mau dared oast the first
stone. To quote a ecopy-book text,
“Conscicnce makes cowards of us all,”
and as cowards are loud mouthed bullies
when there is nobody to hold their coats,
the talk was precwioently pugilistic.
It lasted from 9.45 till midnight. Your
correspondent is io a position to state,
without reservation, - that the grant of
$30,000 to the Fredericton bridge ante-
dates any negotiations toushing the
freedom of thie bridge to the Canadian
Paaific railway.

Mr. Weldon of 8t. John opened the
ball by asking why this graot was given
to a bridge aiready completed, and then
Cartwright snd others asked who com-
posed the company that buile it, what
the work cost, what rate of interest was
paid on the government loan, how long
the work has been open for traffie, what
security the goveroment had for 1ts
money, and if it was a public bridge and
was used by Mr. Gibson alone,

Sir Johu replied that the grant was
given on the usual basis of 16 per eent.

Mr. Ellis briefly supported the amend-
ment,

The government fulfils its duty best
that most protects its choicest treasares,
and these treasures are its homes, but in
the presence of that liquor power, home
is to-d.y like & shorn lamb to which no
wind is tempered.

The threc sworn foes of boyhood and
young manhood arc the saloons, the
gambling house, the haunt of shame.
You would scorn to give a legal status to
the last two. Why do you give a legal
status to the first, with whioch the others
are almost inseparably linked ?

Prohibitory laws are vastly better en-
foreed than license laws, and that ‘they
are more effective ngainst the enemy, is
amply proved by their wore strenuous
efforts against prohibition,

High license is the brake put on by
politiowsns to slow up the prohibition
train ; it is the Trojan horse, concealing
deadly foes, admitted by the unwary to
the temperance camp. No enemy so
powertul as one who comes in fricndship's
guise,

The simple fact is that high license
proposes the contiouance of the saloon,
and does not provide for discontinuing
its eousequennes, which are disease,
poverty, crime and death. Henoe, in
effect, the compact which high license
makes with s mauvicipality amounts to
this : the taxpayers take collateral and
the home take the consequences,

Representatives of the liquor traffic

will speak to you in behalf of what is
dearest to them ; they will tell yon of
vested intereats in brewery, distillery and
dramshop. [ speak instead for thosc
whose vested interests are the sons for
whose sake they w nt dows into the
valley of unutterable pain, and in the
valley of death, with the dew of eternity
upon their forecheads, passed the racred
but terrible ordeal of motherhood.
In the name of boyhood bewildered
aod manhood betrayed ; in the wame of
womanhood tortured and home violated
snd destroyed, | denounce high license
ti and upon it the
amathema maranatha of the Amerioun
home. It is the devil's counterfeit for
the pure gold of probibitien. It¢ binds
men to moral distinetions, sells them to
the demon of expedienoy and sets its
grinding heel upon the pure face of right-
eousness and truth. It merits the
malediction uttered by the gentlest lips
that ever yeu pronounced s ourse,
