The matter was enquired into
by a commission, which found the officers
guilty of negligence on two occasions, and
the master was suspended, which suspen-
sion did not amount to much, because
meither master nor officers had certificates
of competency. Neither was the master of
the Newfield certificated, and it was strange
that while certificates were required of
masters of ordinary vessels before they
eould clear from the Customs house, mas-
ters of Government ships could be without
eertificates. The master of the Newfield,

BILLS OF EXCHANGE.

A question of the highest importance to
the mercantile community has just been
before the Judge of the Hudydenﬁeid Coun
Court. The London and Yorkshire Ban
held bills of exchange representing £24,000
which had been endorsed to them by a
customer against advances to the amount of
about £18,000. The custottter failed, and
the trustee of the estate claimed that the
bills, which had not been discounted, should
be handed over to him for the benefit of
the general body of creditors, and the trus-
tee moved accordingly. The County Court
Judge had to decide whether bills pending
discount were *‘ securities” within the
meaning of the Bankruptcy Act of 1869.
