One would naturally suppose that every 

person who enters a shop is aware of what 
lie requires. Our experience, however, 
shows that shopkeepers and shopmen are 
accustomed to recognize two classes of 
customers, those who know what they 
want, and. thos<# who do not. In the first 
is to be found that customer who is so 
rare and so perfect that we will call him 
(he Ideal customer. He exists as a kind 
of fond dream in the mind of the shop­
man, sometimes, but all too seldom, real­
ized. He knows what he wants, and he 
knows the price ; he asks for it, pays for 
it, and takes it away. Heaven prosper 
him on his way ! He is a model to all 
customers.

Now if (be shopkeeper did not possess 
the article required by the Ideal custom­
er, he would inform him so, and the cus­
tomer would leave the shop. In this re­
spect, and in this only, he différa from the 
Obstinate customer, who, although quite

horror and delight of shopkeepers. We 
will navra.e a fact^we^came across to illus­
trate this.

A shabby old gentleman walked into a 
jewellers shop, and asi.ed to be allowed 
to look at some topazes.

That looks more like what I want, said 
he $ let me look at that one, will you ?

l.ke to give. The stone you have is very 
good, sir. J

/u a biuiot voice, the old gentleman 
asked if the stone was for sale or only on 
view. At this rebuke the jeweller pro­
duced it, naming a high price. It wag 
mrdediately chosen ; and his customer 
taking a sketch from his pocket, said : ’

Get dial coat-of-arms engraved upon 
n, and send me word when it’s done

He gave his name and address. ’ He 
was a no ole earl, and the shopkeeper had 
committed the grievous error of treating 
him as an Indiscreet, when he was an 
Unknown customer.

One of the most remarkable specimens 
is the Communicative customer. This 
person, it, appears, will, with the slightest 
enconiagement (and sometimes without P 
converse freely about his personal and 
private affairs over a shop counter, to an 
individual he has never seen before in 
his lue. A gentleman of this class, on 
the simple intro motion occasioned by the 
purchase of half a pound of figs, told the 
g ucers assistant that he should have 
been in the grocery trente- himself if he 
had stopped down in the country, where 
he was born ; but that he always bad a 
fancy to come to London ; so he ran away 
and came.

more trouble. For he is no sooner in­
formed that the article he wishes is not 
kept, than he betrays a ^belief that it is, 
and that only laziness or lack of under- 
handing prevents his obtaining it. He 
therefore institutes a little search on his 
own account throughout the shop, natur­
ally inflicting annoyance ^on the feelings 
of the shopman.

We will suppose the Obstinate custom­
er enters a chemist’s shop, and asks for a 
pair ot washing gloves. He is told that 
“ we do not keep them.”

Don’t keep them? he exclaims, gazing 
keenly around the shop; dear me, that’s 
veiy awkward ! What is that pile of 
things on the shelf just above your head 
there ?

He is told that they are chest-protec­
tors.

Oil, indeed ! chest protectors, eh ? They 
wouldn’t do then—they—wouldn’t—do. 
This is said slowly as the speaker’s eye 
wanders searchingly around the shop. 
Presently he says again, probably point­
ing rudely and officiously with his um­
brella :

Isn’t that pile of things there with the 
red borders to them washing-gloves? 1 
think they must be !

They are accordingly taken down and 
shown to be something quite different to 
washing gloves. A glimmer of intelli­
gence will then, perhaps, shine upon him, 
and lie will say, “ Well, if you haven’t got 
them I can’t have them—can I ?” And 
then, casting suspicious glances around 
him, he leaves the shop slowly, and the 
shopman may think himself fortunate if 
something in the window does not at­
tract his notice, and bring him back 
again.

A customer much to be avoidedYs 'the 
indiscreet customer. He orders readily, 
and speedily finds what he wants. But 
he never thinks about price, and general­
ly never inquires until his parcel of goods 
is packed up. It most frequently hap 
pens that the price is three or four times 
what he expected or can afford, and an 
awkward dilemma is the result. It gen­
erally ends in the parcel being opened, 
and goods extracted until the amount is 
reduced to within the reach of the Indis­
creet customer’s pocket.

Phis customer is the more annoying, as 
the mode of dealing with him is so diffi­
cult. If it be attempted to discern the 
probable worth of the individual by his 
dress and appearance, there is the ut­
most danger of confounding him with the 
Unknown customer, who ia at once tho

I wasn t worth much when I first arriv­
ed, said .he Communicative customer*, 
but I ni worth a few thousands now. 1 
bought a house yesterday that cost me 
over fifteen hundred pounds; and I'm 
going to furnish it, and let it furnished. 
I never could get on with unfurnished 
houses.

Another instance was a man who with­
in five minutes of enteiing the shop, in­
formed the shopman where he was going 
to dine, what he was going to have, and 
what his balance was at his banker’s 1 

Of course, the most troublesome ot all 
customers are to be found amongst those 
who do not know what they want. Fore­
most among these, we are informed, are 
ladies. The difficulty these fair creatures 
have in making up their mind is only 
equalled by the difficulty the shopman 
experiences in making it up for them. 
They are impressed with the idea that 
the task of buying must be perfonned 
slowly ; and if an article is found speedily, 
that is prima jacie evidence that it is not 
suitable. The experience of a shopman 
in a fancy shop was interesting on this 
point.

If a lady and her husband are about 
to purchase, the lady herself of coursa 
performs the selection.

That's pretty, dear—isn’t it? she will 
say.

Yes, very. Suppose you have that ?
The fair one shrinks from the conclu­

sion. She searches further. Presently 
she exclaims again—

There 1 I think I really like that tha 
best of any.

Her husband observes, not unreason- 
ably—

Well, then, my dear, you’d better ha va 
that one.

And we are assured that the lady will 
then invariably put it on one side, and 
look over the others again.—Cassell's 
Magazine.

A Criminal’s Daring Escape.

Memphis, Tenn., Sept. 7—Some ten 
days since quite an excitement was creat­
ed in the eastern suburbs of this city by 
the arrest of J. E. White, a prominent 
citizen, on a charge of horse stealing, and 
within a few days subsequent no less than 
a dozen specific charges for similar offenc­
es were made public. He was committed 
for trial without bail. To day his wife 
called to see him, and after spending 
about half an hour with him came to the 
gate and asked to be let out. When the 
guard opened the gate White presented 
a cocked revolver at his head and cried, 
let me out or die The guard sprang 
back, and White darted out and mount­
ed a horse which was in waiting, and dash­
ed off before an alarm could be given. 
Pursuit was instituted as early as possible 
but up to dark he had not been recaptur­
ed. His wife had carried the revolver 
enveloped in her panier to him and had 
the horse in waiting.

The Site of Calvary,
A despatch from London was, a few 

weeks ago, printed in the -newspapers of 
this country, announcing that a geologi­
cal plate just completed by the Oriental 
Topographical corps gives especial prom­
inence to the skull shaped lineof hill out­
side Demascus Gâte and near the North 
Wall of Jerusalem, The despatch went
on to state that this supports the theory
of this hill being Calvury. If the <explo­
rations of this able and scientific body of 
topographers shall result in establishing 
this -theory it will be a great point gamet7 
in our knowledge of the Bible Lands, but 
the chief credit of it will be due to Amen 
can scholarship. Hr. Robinson and Hr. 
Eli Smith made the first careful an 1 con­
clusive attack upon the authenticity of 
the commonly received location of the 
Holy Sepulchre, and another American 
investigator, Mr Fisher Howe of Brooklyn 
two years ago published au ingenious 
monograph on “ The true Site of Cal­ory,7’ which asserted and went far to
prove, what Hrs. Robinson and Smith 
shrank from assuming, that the skull- 
shaped hill by the Hemascus Gate, usual­ly designated as the Grotto of Jeremiah, 
was the spot made memorable by the 1 as- 
gion and Resurrection ol our hord.

For a longtime it seemed like impiety 
for any one to intimate a doubt of the 
authenticity of the places which have been 
revered for centuries as shrines olfaith. 
Mr Williams, in his elaborate and impor­
tent work, ‘The Holy City ’ distinctly in­
timates that he holds that orthodoxy is 
interested in upholding the received tras
rlition He says, the credit of the whole cfil, for fifteen hundred years. 
some measure involved m it, and adds 
that, the moral character of one impor 
tant branch of the Church, if not the 
whole Church, is at stake. He makes the 
mistake, which is always deplorable, of 
imagining there is anything preferab e 
to truth. Neither in science nor m his­
tory has Christianity anything to feai 
from the fullest investigation, audit is al­
ways to be regretted when its defenders 
in their indiscreet zeal, try to create the 
impression that it is threatened by a new 
reaction in the laboratory, or a new fact 
in geology or archaeology. In the case of 
the Holy Scripture, the traditions are 
worth nothing whatever. At the time 
when Helena the mother of Constantine, 
made her pilgrimage to the Holy Land in 
the year 326 of our .era, there were few 
trustworthy means of information in re 
card to the history or topography of the 
ancient city. It is not even certain that 
the churches ascribed to her were built 
Lv her order, and if they were, they were 
more likely to have been mere memori­
als of the events whose names they bear 
than to mark the spots where these 
events took place. At all events, it is im­
possible that the site of Calvary should 
have been the place now occupied by the 
Hoiy Sepulchre. The accounts of the 
Crucifixion given by the; Evangelists 
clearly require several conditions. lhe 
place was without the walls of Jerusalem ; 
in the immediate vicinity ot the city; 
it’was known as the place of the skull; by 
a* leading thoroughfare; conspicuous 
from a distance; in a neighborhood occu- 
rued for gardens and for sepulchres. Çhe site of the Church of the Holy Sep­
ulchre lacks all these conditions In 
spite of all the efforts of Mr Williams 
and others to establish the contrary, it 
has long been probable, and the research­
es of the English engineers have made it 
perfectly evident, that the ‘ second wall 
Jf Jerusalem included in its limits the en­
tire district of Akra where that church 
stands, and that the Hemascus Gate at 
present existing, is built upon the foun­
dations of the ancient Gate which stood 
there in the time of Titus. lhe skull­
shaped hill, referred to in recent de­
spatches, on the other hand, satisfies all 
these requirements. It stands just out­
side the Hemascus Gate, near the great 
thoroughfare by which the country peo­
ple from the region north and west ot the 
city come in and out of Jerusalem ; its 
conformation instantly suggests a skull 
to all observers ; and its relative distance 
from those portions of the city whose po­
sitions has been ascertained in every in­
stance agrees with the statements^' the 
Gospel. - . t, . '

The labors now in progress iu Pales, 
tine are of incalculable benefit in estab^. 
listing the truth of disputed passages o 
sacred history, and in replacing in the 
light of demonstration which have been 
hitherto supposed to rest merely upon 
faith. Already they have greatly modifi­
ed the science of Scriptural exegesis. Tra­
dition and conjecture are of very little use 
when the engineer stands ready with bis 
pickaxe and plumb line to reduce to no 
thing in a day’s work the laborious 
structure of years of mere study. It was 
for a long time said by skeptics that the 
Bible accounts of the glories of Jerusalem 
were mere figments of Oriental imagina­
tion. But the colossal remains of hewn 
stone found by the English explorer? un­
der th& svil ot Jerusalem bave fully jus

After a short interval of rest, oc 
casioned by unavoidable hindrances to 
activity, we once more appear before our 
kind friends and generous patrons. It 
may be asked, what prevented the ap­
pearance of “ The Star” during the 
past week ? Altho’ we do not feel 
disposed to publicly state the cause of 
the “ calamity ^’nevertheless,in justice to 
our indulgent supporters, we cannot re­
frain from observing that an unexpected 
and, possibly, premeditated attempt to 
extend to us the pernicious influence of an 
overbearing monopoly—the evils accru­
ing from which have, for some time 
past, been sorely felt by this community 
—has, as a natural consequence, inter­
fered with our business as well as that 
of many others in this town.

The baneful effects of monopoly, in 
regard to the trade of this country, must 
certainly be experienced wherever exer­
cised, and to the people of this district 
especially—many of whom are now 
smarting from the “ slings and arrows 
of outrageous fortune,” in the way of 
unproductive fisheries—the evil has be­
come almost intolerable. A few years 
past a brisk and profitable trade was 
carried on here, affording remunerative 
employment to many of our tradesmen 
and others not immediately engaged iu 
the fisheries ; but, alas ! “ the fat kine 
have devoured the lean,” and our trade 
at present is entirely in the hands of a 
few individuals who have directly and 
indirectly, and by means only resorted 
to by petty tyrants and misanthropes, 
forced the ingenuity and talent from the 
district, and erected palatial residences 
on the deserted ruins that once marked 
the happy homes of our hardy fisher 
men and industries tradesmen. Too 
vividly, during the past week, has the 
force of the following lines been portray 
ed to us—

The manner in which inquiry was first 
aroused upon the matter was somewhat 
singular, Mr. William Miller of Placen­
tia, when at St. Pierre in July last, was 
handed one of the blank forms not signed 
by a Frenchman, who was aware that it 
was of no value, and, we understand, knew 
that it had been picked up from the 
Gaspe. Mr. Miller kept the note in his 
possession till ho came to St. John’s a few 
daya^igo, when he took it to the Bank. 
This was the first intimation to the Bank 
of the recovery of the lost forms. The 
numbers upon the lost forms being known 
at the Bank (6000 to 8000 inclusive) steps 
were at once taken to stop the circulation 
of notes bearing any of these numbers. 
Very soon afterwards a note numbered 
about 7000 was presented at the Bank, 
which upon examination was found to 
have been forged, and others have since

come in.
After Mr Miller had left town a police 

inquiry was set on foot. It was thought 
that Mr Miller might have some of the 
forged notes in his possession, or know 
something more about the matter. Ac­
cordingly a telegram was sent to Mr 
Prowse, J P (who was then on his way 
from Placentia, and met Mr M filer who 
was bound there, at Holyrood,) to bring 
Mr Miller back with him. Upon further 
inquiry it was found that Mr Miller knew 
nothing more than we have stated.

We are glad to be able thus to relieve 
Mr Miller, who is a most respectable 
young man, from the unpleasant conclu­
sion which may have been formed from 
the fact of his having had the bad note in 
his possession, and his being brought 
back to St John's in a manner which at 
first would appear to be suspicious.

Not only are the tradesmen compelled 
to leave the town in quest of employ­
ment ; but many of our fishermen are 
also forced to settle in other parts of the 
country, and take their supplies from 
St. John’s, where they get cash for their 
produce, and receive the treatment due 
to hardy, independent men, not the 
usage they are accustomed to here— 
such as the serf experiences in Russia.

To remedy the evils complained of, 
the monopolists alluded to must be de 
prived of the control they now exercise 
over the trade, and with a view to the 
accomplishment of this desirable object 
we would suggest to the people gen­
erally the expediency of distributing 
their patronage among the smaller firms 
and demanding, in all cases, cash for 
their labor and produce. By such a 
course a wholesome competition would 
ensue, the abominable “truck system” 
be abolished, and the fundamental 
principle on which it is based—monopo­
ly—speedily ‘ die the death it deserves.'

The Coming Elections.—The ap­
proaching Elections appear to absorb 
a great deal of public attention, and 
some of our contemporaries are spirit­
edly discussing the merits and demerits 
of the Candidates already in the field. 
We are still without any Candidates; 
but our respected townsmen W O. 
Wood and Joseph Godden, Esquires, 
are spoken of as likely to be called out. 
Both these gentlemen possess all the 
necessary qualifications to recommend 
them to the suffrages of the people, and 
would, we have no doubt, faithfully re­
present the district and protect and 
foster the interests of the people ; and 
be likely to do right, in all mat­
ters, according to their own honest con­
victions—a course, as it would seem, 
come what rare.

COMMERCIAL BANK OF 
NE WFO END LAND.

When the steamer Gaspe was lost at 
Langlai■> in the spring of 1872, there was 
on board a parcel containing 2000 print­
ed forms of Commercial Bank £5 Notes, 
on the way from London where they had 
been printed for the Bank here, where 
they were to be signed in the usual way 
and put into circulation. It was suppos­
ed, when, the vessel was lost, that no­
thing would ever be heard ot the blank 
Bank notes. It appears that the' notes 
were recovered and that the discoverers 
have availed of the assistance of forgers 
to forge the signatures of Mr. Brown 
the Director, and of Mr. Cook the Ac­
countant of the Bank, and to put the 
notes into circulation.

Since the discovery was made, a few 
days ago, several of the notes have turned 
up in St, John’s, and the forgeries on all 
are skilfully executed.

A despatch from New Orleans says 
great anxiety is felt regarding the yel­
low fever in Galveston and Shrewsport, 
and that as all boats from the former 
place are quarantined at Houston, 
through traffic is stopped.

The story by “ Le Figaro,” of an 
attempt of the Communist convicts to 
lynch Rochefort on board the “ Virgin­
ie,” turns out to be a hoax. Rochefort 
is said to be supporting the voyage bet­
ter than was anticipated.

The investigation into the Wawassett 
disaster has resulted in the revocation 
of the engineer’s license, and a recom­
mendation that the Potomac Ferry 
Company be fined to the full extent of 
the law. /.
