A very timely paper was ieid by 
Mrs Barry, a former and very suc­
cessful school teacher, as follows:

Teacher and Parent Cooperation
To co-operate means to work .to­

gether for the same end, and in this 
short definition do we not see a 
great deal of what this means to 
parent and teacher. The end we aim 
at Is the educating of our children.

So often this means but one thing 
—filling the little heads with book 
knowledge, showing them how to do 
a few sums, bow to write or how 
to read. This Is beyond, a doubt 
mopt necessary, but It la pot the 

,5^|le of education
To educate Is to lèad, to draw 

out, to expand, and an all-round edu­
cation such jps we wish our child­
ren to acquire in tender years, can 
best be given to the child by the 
help and hearty co-operation of the 
parent.

How, then, have we co-operated 
with our teachers in the year that 
is past? And in a truthful ^nswer 
we will recognize our successes and 
failures.

First, then, have we helped our 
teachers as we might by as liberal 
salary as it was in our power to 
give? in no Other sphere of labor is 
the laborer more “worthy bf his 
hire” than in the profession of 
teaching. Have we reached forth a1 
friendly hand, to the man or woman 
who daily meets our child^fen and is 
their leader, guide and counsellor 
for five hours at least of every day? 
What do we really know of the teach­
er? Often the teacher Is a long way 
from home, among strangers, and a 
little "Cultivating” on our part can 
never go amiss and can. be the means 
of a great deal of good. Were I 
speaking to young people about tb 
enter the profession I would advise 
them to ponder well and know if they 
are sure they are willing to lead a 
life of hard, earnest work—a life of 
self abnegation where great efjprt is 
so often unrecognized, actions mis­
understood, and unknown difficul­
ties tp be surmounted. Have we help 
ed our teachers then by remember­
ing that our child Is only one among 
many, and In school, as in any other 
“World,” many men, many minds 
prevail It is so easy to see our side 
of the question, so hard to remember 
that all other children have equal 
rights and privileges.

Have we helped our teachers again 
by sending our little ones to school, 
sound In boc^y, sweet in temper, well 
fed. comfortably clad, taught to be 
gentle to all about, respectful to 
their leather, obedient to school laws 
and* rules?

And once more, 'bave we helped 
our teachers by a kind and discreet 
silence regarding the faults and 
shortcomings of the teacher? I 
would that we as parents would be 
more guarded in what we say before 
our little ones. So many times our 
words are repeated (and with what 
coloring at times)! causing misunder­
standing and trouble. At {he first in 
stance of gossip our little ones 
should be corrected end made le see 
the folly of such a courue, find by 
judiciously guiding the conversation 
In the home circle our fthtefrtn will 
at least not have the example of

Soldiers to Vote

All Mothers, Wives, and Daughters 
of Enlisted Men.—Certain Vot­

ers to be Disfranchised

The new franchise act which was 
introduced in the House of Commons 
Thursday afternoon by Hon. Arthur 
Melghen, Secretary of State, con­
tains three main features:

1— The enfranchisement of all re­
latives of Canadian expeditionary 
soldiers. This includes mothers, 
wives, sisters and daughters over 
twenty-one.

2— The disfranchisement'' of all 
aliens of enemy birth who have been 
naturalized fifteen years or less. The 
disfranchisement will extend to Ger 
man speaking aliens who come from 
Russia or other European countries. 
It will not include Germans born in 
the United States.

3— The disfranchisement of all con­
scientious objectors, including the 
Mennonites and Dukhobors, who will 
not be subject to call under the Mili­
tary Service Act.

The St. John Globe, in replying to' 
the above says:—

In the taxation of wealth a main 
fact to be kept In mind is that the 
war debt will not be discharged this 
year nor next, but will weigh heav­
ily for years to come. Therefore 
taxation should be on a scale which 
will not too greatly oppress wealth 
and make difficult the task wealth 
faces In the coming years At the 
same time it should be as heavy as 
wealth can conveniently st&ncf, for 
the more of the war debt that is now 
paid the lighter the burden on trade 
and Industry in the reconstruction 
period, when great difficulties must 
be faced in re-establishing permanent 
and profitable business. War Is mak­
ing heavy cells on both the manhood 
and the wealth of the country, and 
while It is right and proper to de­
mand heavy financial assistance from 
those who by reason of war are earn 
ing large profits the great fact must 
not be overlooked that only through 
the development of industry can the 
fruits of victory be made permanent.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH­
WEST LAND REGULATIONS

THE sole head of a family, or any 
male over 18 years old may home­
stead a quarter-section of available 
Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskat­
chewan or Alberta. Applicant meet 
appear in person at the Dominion 
Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for the 
District. Entry by proxy may be 
made at any Dominion Lands Agency 
(but not Sub-Agency), on certain 
conditions.

Duties—Six months residence open 
arid cultivation of the land in each of 
three years. A homesteader may live 
within nine miles of his homestead 
on a farm of at least 80 acres on 
certain conditions.
