The new franchise act which was
introduced in the House of Commorns
Thursday afterncen by Hon Arthur
Meighen, Secretary of State, con-
tains three main features:

3—The disfranchisement of all con-
scientious objectors, including the
Mennonites and Dukhobors, who will
not be subject to call under the Mili-
tary Service Aet.
