It has been computed roughly that 
one million seal skins are marketed

700,000 seals have been claughtered 
by the entire Newfoundland fleet In a 
single season.

A novel method of hunting seals, 
under the auspices of the Govern­
ment of Newfoundland, is to be intro­
duced in the spring by two Nova 
Scotia aviators which. If succoFsful, 
may revolutionize the entire industry.. 
The party of three men. with two 
aeroplanes and dirigibles of the type- 
used so successfully during the war 
to "spot" submarines,, will leave 
Montreal to join the Newfoundland1 
sealers at St. Johns, the augmented 
party of thirty-five or forty, lea vins 
for the Labrador ice fields.
«• Hitherto the locating of seal herds 
has been done by men in the rigging 
of ships whose range is naturally 
limited. This work it is Intended to 
do with planes, ‘■spotting" being pos­
sible by this means within a radius 
of fifty miles. The meibod. then, is

season was established for fifteen 
years, and pelagic sealing forbidden.

All the year round hair seals, 
which are great roamers. have been 
In the habit of infesting the Fraser 
River and the Gulf of Georgia, in­
habiting Inaccessible flats, and by 
-consuming large quantities fish 
-already taken in nets, have comtitut- 
ed themselves a general nuisance. 
Various methods of combatting this 
pest have been tried unsuccessfully, 
and experimentatlcn is continuing, in 
the belief that a succecsful method of 
trapping will not only terminate the 
mischief these animals are doing, but 
result In the creation of a new and 
Important Industry on the Pacific 
Coast

The hair seal Is valued partly for 
Its bide, which Is used In making 
various kinds of leather, for oil which 
Is extracted from the carcass, and on 
the Pacific Coast, for use In the 
manufacture of fertiliser. The hair 
•eal Is a particularly valuable ani­
mal at the present time, his bide sell­
ing tor as high as $176. A recent 
development tn the seal Industry is 
the utilization of the fklns of old 
male», a hitherto unprofitable sec­
tion. which considerably enhances the 
value of the seal catch to any country. 
Canada draws revenue from seal fish­
ery on both the Atlantic atfd Pacific 
coasts, and the amounts accruing 
irom these are, at the pressât time,

I

the shores of Labrador. In the year 
1919, Newfoundland’s share of the 
seal fishery accounted for 81.293 
seals with a market value of $278.000. 
The industry on the island accounts 
for the employ ment of 1,685 men and 
numerous vessels take part In the 
often hazardous undertaking.

The seal Industry originated in 
Newfoundland in 1763, and for some 
years after that the annual catch did 
not exceed three or four thousand 
skins per season. With the increas­
ing demand for oil and skins, how­
ever, the industry grew, and more 
men and vessels came to engage ex­
clusively in It. By the beginning of 
the nineteenth century, the annual 
catch exceeded 60.000 skins, and lar­
ger and larger vessels were built for 
the pursuit, till later these were 
superseded by fast steamers. At the 
present time, though there are some 
sailing vessels still engaged, the 
steamer Is the big unit in the activity 
and accounts for five-sixths of the

Of late years the seal catch of New­
foundland has fallen off somewhat 
due to the heavy toll and Indlscrlm 
inale killing which Is now regularised 
by legislation. The 190$ catch, for 
Instance, numbered 213.663 seals ahd 
that of the following year 269,320 
animals. A single vessel has been 
known to brjng in to St. Johns a 
catch of 42,000 and a total of nearly

carries five men besides the pilot and 
mechanic, descends to the ice where 
the animals are despatched by bul­
lets from pump guns. The skins are 
then packed in bundles about the 
base of poles to which a flag is at­
tached. This kind of hunting con­
tinues to the end of the season when 
the ice breaks up, the hunters pro­
ceeding from place to place trans­
ported by plane as new herds aro 
‘spotted". At the close of the sea­
son the vessels visit the Ice breaks 
and pick up the bundles, being ma­
terially assisted by the planes in lo­
cating and signalling.

Close upon the announcement of 
the projected activities of these avia­
tors there arrived in SL John’s two 
"blimps" or war airsK.je, a present 
to Newfoundland fi ou. the Imperial 
Government These It Is intended to 
use In the seal fisheries a the same 
manner, the cost of operation, esti­
mated at $60,000, being borne jointly 
by the Newfoundland Government 
and the owners of the sealing vessels 
assisted In their catch.

The co-operation of the government 
In this new venture would augur a 
belief In the practicability and suc­
cess of the novel „ enterprise, and 
doubtless their euccess. which Is 
highly probable, will have a marked 
effect upon sealing on both coasts, 
and tend to bring about a revolution 
in hunting methods.

OTTAWA, Oct. 19—(By Canadian 
Press)—The coming general election 
will be the first in Canada which has 
been held since the abolition of the 
office of the Clerk of the Crown in 
Chancery. Provision was made, in 
recently amending the Dominion Elec 
tions Act, for abolition of that office, 
and the appointment instead of Col. 
O. M. Biggar, of Ottawa, as Chief 
Electoral Officer, as set forth in the 
Act, are:

(a) Throughout every election to 
properly direct all returning officers, 
and, in case of incompetency or ne­
glect of duty on the part of any of 
them, recommend his removal and the 
appointment of another in bis stead.

(b) Exercise general direction and 
jurisdiction over the administrative 
conduct of elections with a view to 
ensuring the fairness and impartiality 
of all election officers and compliance 
with the provisions of this Act.

The Chief Electoral Officer holds of­
fice “on the same tenure, Is removable 
only for cause and in the same man­
ner, and is from time to time paid 
the same salary and superannuation 
allowance as a puisne Judge of the 
Supreme Court of Canada. “He shall 
rank as a deputy head of a depart­
ment, shall communicate with the 
Governor General through the Secre­
tary of State of Canada,” the Act 
states, and in additioh to taking 
charge of the administration of elec­
tions he is required to act as counsel 
for the crown or the attorney general 
and make such enquiries as the gov­
ernor general may direct.

Outside of his assistant and two 
stenographers, "all of whom shall be 
appointed by the Governcr-in Conn 
cil,” the Chief Electoral Officer is not 
given any permanent staff attached to 
his department. Provision is made, 
however, for him to appoint such tem 
porary help as may be necessary from 
time to time for carrying out his du­
ties in connection with the holding of 
elections. The Chief Electoral Offi­
cer is, of course, in charge of all 
other election officers.

It is not generally known that pro­
vision is made in the Dominion Elec­
tions Act for the penalizing of any 
election officer “who is guilty of any 
Usfeasance or any wilful act or omis 

sion in violation of this act.” The act 
provides that such election officer

Voters are required to vote with 
out undue delay, and as soon as they 
have voted the law requir.es them to 
leave the polling station. Provision 
is made that in each po ling stat.on 
there must be separate rooms, or 
parts of the room curtained off into 
which the voter may retire for the 
purpose of making his ballot, and 
these must be fitted out with a table 
and a pencil.

A section of the Act governing 
court procedures under the Act pro­
vides that “no person may be requir­
ed to state for whom he voted” In 
any proceedings which may arise.

Penalties are provided in the act 
for persons guilty of illegal- or cor 
rupt practices at elections. Sections 
86 of the Act provides that: “Any 
person who during an election com­
mits a corrupt practice or an illegal 
practice shall ipso facto become dis­
qualified from voting and incompet­
ent to vote at such election. He shall 
also in addition to any other punish 
ment for such offence by this or any 
other Act prescribed, forfeit to any 
person who in any competent court 
shall therefore sue:

(a) For every corrupt practice 
committed the sum of two hundred 
dollars and costs; and

(b) For every illegal practice com 
mltted the sum of one hundred dok 
lars and costs.”

1 subject to deterioration should not be 
out of date, a shipment was arranged 
so as to correspond as nearly 98 pos­
sible to the time it would be requir­
ed. This explains why some am­
munition 1$ arriving now. Clearly, 
therefore, no present expenditure Is 
involved in this arrangement.

Gill University is already a hundred 
years old, the roots of that great 
educational institution reach still 
further into the past. In the fas­
cinating volume “McGill and Its 
Story” just published, Cyrus Mac­
Millan, the author, states that the 
L'itish settlers in Lower Canada 
LÎter the conquest of Quebec were 
« .uer that their children should 
have at least an elementary educa 
tion. It was felt, too, that in the 
unrest and the uncertainty of the 
period immediately following the 
American Revolution it was not 
advisable to send students in search 
of higher professional training to 
the1 universities of the United States, 
which in the days of their British 
allegiance had attracted Canadian, 
students in large numbers,

Efforts were accordingly made to 
establish a system of free schools 
with the hope that later a university 
might be founded. As a result of 
the agitation for the providing of 
educational opportunities in Lower 
Canada, The Royal Institute for the 
Advancement of Learning was es­
tablished under this Act, the King 
gave directions for the establish 
ment “of a competent number of 
Free Schools for the instruction of 
children in the first rudiments of 
useful learning; and also as occasion 
should require for foundations of a 
more comprehensive nature.” Ac­
cordingly, elementary free schools 
were soon erected in different parts 
of the Province, one-room buildings 
of cedar logs. Indeed, they were 
mere log-huts, but they provided the 
first free English Education in 
Lower Canada, and laid the founda­
tion for a Canadian nationality. The 
Secretary’s salary was always many 
months in arrears, and he frequency 
complained, with unfortunately but 
little satisfaction, that not only had 
he riven his time for some years 
without remuneration, hvt that he 
had expended even his own fuel and 
ond’es. It was not un *stal for 
teachers to be censured “for not 
keeping âchooî at all.” or for givir.p 
too many holidays, or for tardiness 
5r opening school in the morr.ir' 
a-d eagerness in closing it in the 
afternoon.

The Royal Institution for the Ad- 
wxncemc ; of Learnin - ij: 
the establishment of M CT'l '"..'.lege 
and' di’-es ted it in its ». f.v for 
under the Act of 1801 all property 
and money given for educational 
purposes in the Province of Lower 
Canada was placed under its control. 
James McGill is described by his 
non temporaries as of “a frank and

social temperament”; in figure, “tall 
and commanding, handsome in youth, 
and becoming somewhat corpulent in 
his old age,” and in his leisure 
‘much given to reading.” James Mc­

Gill diet! in 1913 ar.d »n his wiii be­
queathed to the Royal Institution fdr 
the Advancement of Learning, in 
trust, the sum of £10,000 ana his 
Burnside Estate of forty-six acres, 
ogetner with the dwelling house 
md other buildings for the erection 
in the estate, and the endowment, 
of a University or College.

The first Principal of McGill was 
the Reverend George Jehoshaphat 
Mountain, who was appointed Prin­
cipal in 1324 while the university 
was only a name. The official open- 
.ng did not take place till June 24th, 
1829, and was attended by what the 
contemporary press called a gather 
ing of “numerous and respectable 
individuals." .j.nxious years marked 
the early history of McGill, due to 
ack of funds and quarrels between 
the Board of the Royal Institution 
and the Governors of the Co liege. 
In November, 184S, the Governors 
had only the sum of £54 at their 
disposal. They divided it between 
:ne Bursar and the two Lecturers 
n proportion to the amount of sal­
ary in arrears ard as a result the 
lecturer in French, M. Monticr, re­

ceived £2 14s. as his share from 
January 1st, 1348, to November 29th. 
1848. That was the full amount of 
salary received by him during the 
year; but he still, says the author, 
had his cow and his garden!

Dr. D. C. Maccalum wrote an 
account of medical student life about 
this time. “A large proportion of 
the students,” he said, “were men 
verging on, or who had passed, 
middle age. Indeed, several of them 
were married men and the heads of 
families. There was sufficient of 
the youthful, however, to keep things 
lively, ‘Footing Suppers,’ practical 
jokes, and special country excursions 
to secure material for practical an­
atomy were of frequent occurrence. 
The last, involving as it did a cer­
tain amount of danger, commended 
itself particularly to the daring 
spirits of the class, who were always 
ready to organize and lead an ex­
cursion having that object in view, 
these excursions were not at all 
:imes successful, and the participa- 
ors in them were sometimes thwart­

ed in their attempts and had to beat 
precipitate retreat to save them- 

'Chcs from serious threatened in­
jury.

The first real progress was made 
vhen the late Sir Y/iliiam Dawson 
became Principal. “When I accepted 
the principaîshîp of McGill,” he said 
in his reminiscences. “I had not 
een in Montreal, and knew the col- 
ege and the men connected with it 

only by reputation. I first saw it 
in October, 1856. Materially it was

represented by two blocks of un­
finished and partly ruinous build­
ings, standing amid a wilderness of 
excavators’ and masons’ rubbish 
overgrown .with weeds and bushes. 
The grounds were unfenced and were 
pastured at will by herd? of cattle, 
which not only cropped the grass, 
but browsed on the shrubs, bavin *
r.hurt only one gre.'.t elm, which 

stil! stands .ns the ‘founder’s tree/ 
nrd a few oid oaks and butternut 
trees, most of which hive had to 
give place to our new buildings. The 
only access from the town was by 
a circuitous and ungraded cart track, 
almost impassable at night. X The 
buildings had been abandoned by the 
new Board, and the classes of the 
Faculty of Arts were held in the 
upper story of a brick building in 
the town, the lower part of which 
was occupied by the High School.

A direct appeal for financial as­
sistance was then made to the citi­
zens of Montreal. It met with an 
encouraging response, which greatly 
relieved the situation, and was what 
Dr. Dawson, forty years later, called 
“the beginning of a stream of liber­
ality wnich has floated our Uni­
versity barque up to the present 
date.”

The more recent expansion of Mc­
Gill to its present strong position is 
well kno\Vn. The appointment of 
Sir Arthur Currie as Principal and 
:hc still more recent election of Mr. 
E. W. Beatty, President of the Can­
adian Pacific Railway, as Chancellor 
have given it a practical adminis­
tration which is calculated to en­
sure its continued progress as an 
essentially National University. In 
the Epilogue to his volume Professor 
MacMillan writes: “There is a new 
spirit in McGill. To-day its puls­
ing life, under the guidance of its 
great Canadian leader, reaches 
through all grades and faculties and 
departments of its students as it 
has never done before. There is a. 
general forward movement unhamp­
ered and undivided by considerations 
or competitions of sections or of 
faculties. The University is closer, 
oo, than it once was to the current 

of national feeling. It is seeking to 
Minister to Canada, the land which 
gave it birth and from which its 
greatness sprang. But while it will 
seWe Canada, it will continue to 
draw its students, like the true 
Studium Generale,” from every 

country on the globe, and to send- 
them back to serve their individual 
Gentries to advance the enlighten­
ment of the world.
