Paris. But the speedy suppression
of the Commune lulied men into
funcied security. German Socialism,
Russian Nihilism, Austrian Anar-
chists, French Workingmen . and
their dynamite, Belgian riots, Ameri-
can street conflicts, these were need-
ed to awaken men to the full sense
of their insecurity. “And one must
be wilfully blind,” sid the speaker,
“if at this moment one does not see
the existence in society of two dis-
tinet currents, one sialutary, the
other menacing. Aud if the latter
once overflows its banks, it will cre-
ate ruin such us the world has never
yet seen.” He next described So-
cialism in its two ditferent divisions,
one division anarchal in character
has only at intervals shown itself
openly ; it awaits its hour. The
other division is that Socialism
which holds power™ in the Paris
mugicipality, which is gathering
strength daily in all parts of the
Euaropean Continent, which sends
its members to the German Parlia-
ment, which holds its congresses
and directs ‘ts strikes with organ-
ized oxactitude. It is subversive of
all Conservative principles ; it strikes
at the very root of Christianity, for
it teaches the workingman to say,
“The Earth is onough for me ; let
it be mine—Heaven I renounce.”
The speaker said that the doctrines
of this Socialism concerning the
place of women in society were such
that he could not repeat them ; he
