The Ballot in Munioipal Blections:

The approaching municipal elections
will introduoce us to the first application
of the system of voting by ballot in thiy
direction, the old system of open voting
having become one of the matters of the
past.  Already the ratepayers are dis-
oussing the likely men to represent them
in the Councils for 1876; but as
nothing like definite information
oan be given upon this matter at pre-
sent we shall here give a fow important
faots with reference to the next imter-
esting subject— the new mauner of vot.
ing. The Municipal Act 1 very similar
to the Dominion Act, except in a few
matters. The nomioation will take on
the last Monday in Decembér, at the
hour of 12 o'clock noon, in the usual
manner of moving and seconding the
nomination of & candidate. When a
poll is demanded, tho election will take
place on the first Monday in January,
These who are entitled to vote are they
whose names appear upon the revised
voter's list for the present year, In
each polling booth printed directions of
the manner of voting will be posted wp
for the guidanceof theclectors. Previous
o the receiving of ballots and after the
hour of polling has arrived, the deputy
returning officer shall open the boxes to
show that they are empty, and they
ahall remain in his view during the day
(the officer may have a clerk); and she
room shall be oleared of all personas,
with the exception of the azents of the
candidates, and only one voter shall be
admitted ata time. The ballots are all
10 be initialed on the back by the officer,
and when a voler presents himself, and
his name being found upon the veter's
list, he shall ba prosented with & ballot
paper and baving retired toan epart-
ment provided fur the purpose shall
mark a cross opposite the name of the
oandidates he approves off. If he makes
tovo many crosses, or makes any mark
by which he may be ideatified his ballot
is useless; or if he makes a mistake and
ncnidonuily destroys it, he can be pre-
vided with another, When it is marked,
the voter shall fold it s that none may
eee how he has voted, and then hand it
to the officer who shall deposit it in the
ballot box. In the case of blind persons
or personc  who through physical in-
oapacity are unable to wike their mark,
the officer will mark the ballot as he is
instructed by the person; but those pre
sent must not divulge hov e voted. Per
sons unable to read are rquired to take
an oath to that effect, when their ballots
will he marked for then. An elector
incurs a mevers penalty who willfully
destroys his ballot or curies it away or
otherwise violates the provisions of the
law; and the deputy returning officers
have to be striet in the discharge of
their duty, an uffence incurring & penal
ty of twoyears' imprisonuent and a fine
of $400. When the bour of closing the
polls has arrived, the hllots which
bear the tni ials of the returning officer
are counted, with the exeption of those
which may have to be rscted as des-
troyed.
