As Tom Woodliffe was a capital musi­
cian, he frequently entertained us at 
night on his clarionet while all eat 
round our cheerful camp-fire {after the 
day's tramp waa brought to a close, and 
as the delightful strains of such airs as 
‘ The Uirl I left Behind Ms,” or “Home 
Sweet Home," floated o'er the vast 
plains, with almost » sacred stillness 
prevailing more or less, none of us could 
help being affected by the rare and 
novel scenes with which we were sur­
rounded.

Tuts pleasant state of affain was at 
last interrupted by a most violent 
hail storm, great lumps of frozeo snow 
pelting on both man and beast that it 
really became impossible for a time to 
move on, while eoveral of the horses ac 
tually turned tail and ran off's long way 
in an opposite direction. After this 
another twenty-four hours brought us to 
Fort Kearney,where we halted for a day 
to make some necessary repairs to our 
outfit, and shoe our horses. As less than 

dozen people comprised the whole 
place, no inducements existed for our 
staying any longer. Pursuing the even 
tenor of our way for another two weeks, 
we came in sight of a large party of 
Mormon emigrants bound fur Salt Lake, 
and for days and nights we travelled and 
camped alongside of each other, till we 
reached Fort Laramie, a small trading 
fort of little or no importance and possess­
ing only s few inhab:taute, a doctor be 
iog included in the number.

About a clay or so before we reached 

this place I noticed some people fsnoing 
a sick man in one of the Mormon Wag 
gone near me, and before night he died, 
and on learning that his death was 
caused by cholera, we were all more or 
less alarmed. The poor fellow was iin 
mediately buried. A few hours after, I 
was stricken down with the disease, the 
first symptoms being entire loss of appe 
tile, contraction of the muscles, followed 
by great difficulty in moving my jaws;

Before leaving, the doctor kindly gave 
me a bottle of wine, for which he would 
take no remuneration, and which I was 
to drink in case I should recover, but 
which he quietly told my companions, 
wm just about iirpossible.

at least, fifteen hundred lives had been 
lost between the Miaaouri and this place, 
and the numerous graves along our 
route, with human retnaiua frequently 
in view, being dug up by the wolves, 
plainly attested the truth of the fright­
ful mortality. A week or eo brought ua 
to the Platte river, poeeeMing a shallow 
quickMnd bottom, and perhaps a half a 
mile wide, which wm ao difficult to cross 
that it took six horses on each 
waggon to get them through, the poor 
brutes making up to their knees at every 
step. The Mormons often had aa much 
as twelve yoke of cows oo their waggons 
at a time in crossing at this place, oxen 
being found too.heavy for the purpoM. 
To lighten my waggon aa much as patri­

ot Mit fond. It was quite amusing 
travelling in company with these Mor 
mon parties, as in their large covered 
waggons, they carried almost everything 
known in domestic creation, it being a 
very common tiling to hear mingled with 
the etriking of a 1> itch cloak, the «'trill 
crowing of the rooster, the cackle of the 
hen», the grunting of pigs and the bleat­
ing of the sheep. Thanksto a good con 
•titutiou, I L und myself oo the roa.1 to 
recovery, and in due time war aolc to 
take my chare of the work, and oi.ee 
more assume the charge of a team. I had 
however, wasted so much away that 
when Lancaster one day handed me a 
small looking glass, and seeing how my 
face wm all twisted ont of ehspe, I could 
not help exclaiming “Why,that ain’t Tom 
D«rk !" The tiresome crosaieg of the 
Platte, and various other causes now 
made ns anxious fir a little relaxation, 
and as soon as » suitable place for camp 
ing purposes could be found we deter­
mined to rest a while to recruit up. 
Feed was not so plentiful now, as ths 
large parties ahead of us with their (took 
of horses, cattle and sheep, had made 
considerable inroads into the pasture, 
in consequence of which we were com­
pelled to shorten our day s march for

week’s journey from the Piatte an inci­
dent occurred one beautiful bright moon­
light night which threw us ail into a 
tremendous state of excitement and 
alarm. We had camped at » pretty little 
spot somewhat resembling a beaver 
meadow, and which waa surrounded by 
tall g rase and high bushes. T happened to 
be on guard, ifi company with a man 
by name of Hill, who came from Vir­
ginia, and whom we picked up, I can't 
vary well tentent btr now where. Being 
pretty close together and hearing no 
noise, I wm startled and surprised at hie 
calling out, evidently in great pain, 

“dark, i am shot !" 
and with that he immediately raised his 
rifle and fired in the direction, where 
the enemy waa supposed to be, the re­
port woke up the whole camp, and in 
lees time than it takes to recount it 
here, all were astii, wondering of course 
what it wm all about. Surely enough 
Hill wm badly wounded, an arrow hav­
ing entered the fleshy part of the thigh, 
just exposing the point on the other 
side. No time wm lost in looking after 
the injured man, and at the Mme time 
placing ourselves in a position of defence 
to resist attack, if necessary. Strange to 
say, no Indians were in eight, but we 
concluded it was just one sneaking, cow­
ardly rascal, hidden in the tall grass, 
who, poaMsied of the instincts of hie 
race, could not resist the temptation ot 
shedding blood.

Com smut Ls n marked exception 
to most other kind if smut, in that it 
forms its spore mas; » in any part of the 
plant except the roots, instead of being 
always found in none definite place. 
Cutting out, says the authority under 
consideration, ought to be practiced in­
telligently and persistently, and farmers 
should co-operate. The smut should be 
cut out as soon as it gives the first evi­
dence of its presence by the swellings it 
produces, and before any of the spores 
burst through the epidermis. Com is 
probably the only crop.ln which the smut 
becomes evident long enough before ma­
turity to make treatment effectual or 

le. As soon as the spores begin to 
out they will be scattered far and 

wide over the whole field. Any ears tliat 
are partly smutted at the husking should 
not be thrown in with the rest, and 
smutty stalks that are standing when the 
com is cut should be kept separate, and 
both should be destroyed.

Farmers will urge that they cannot 
afford to cut out the smut. In answer to 
this it is said a forty acre field should 
produce |800 worth of com, and that 
there is rarely loss than one smutty ear 
to the square rod, which would be a loss 
of 2 per cent on the crop with frequent 
losses much greater, and unless preven­
tives are uned it is liable to constant in­
crease. Outward applications are in­
effectual, because tlio fungus is entirely 
within tissues until after the damage is 
done. To destroy the spores adhering to 
the seed grains, immersion in a strong 
solution or coppo lphatc (blue vitriol) 
has been used with good results. Only 
a few minutes are required, just long 
enough to wet the seed without injuring 
its vitality. Pure seed, however, will be 
of no avail against smut snores in the 
manure used, or smutty ltalks left in the 
field. ________

Drat ve. Flint Corn.
In the eastern and middle states the 

flint vurietioe of com have the prefer­
ence. while at the west and in the south 
the dent or horneto-.tli kinds qrc largely 
grown. The latter In ve larger stalks 
and are usually 1 her in ripening than 
eastern flints. Kkv. ter seasons, says 
American Cultivator, have obliged farm­
ers in New England to select com for 
earliness, and this, indeed, in some sea­
sons is anywhere a most desirable qual­
ity to have, pf late years some very 
early dent corns have been originated in 
the northwest. The Pride of the North 
to one of the best of these. Its habit of 
growth ia stalk to between the flint and 
dent in rize, but tho car and grain have 
the deep kernel.-, characteristic of all 
western dents. This com will not wetok 
ns heavily per bushel of grain as will the 
harder flint varieties. It is porous and 
needs a good deal of drying to fit it for 
market, In the ear these dent corns are 
much heavier than tho smaller grained 
flints. Handling a bushel basket of the 
cars to much like the handling of an 
equal bulk of potatoes. The liability of 
dent corn to mold in tho crib in warm, 
moist weather explains, and to some ex­
tent excuses, the western habit of leav­
ing com husking until severe cold freezes 
it dry. This is one reason why the west­
ern fanners complain cj much of poor 
com seed.

Cost of Gaining Strawberries.
We have often surprised novices, says 

Country Gentleman, by tolling them that 
strawberries can be raised as cheaply as 
potatoes, before harvesting, and with 
about as many bushels to the acre. To 
accomplish this result, all hand labor 
should be reduced as much as possible or 
entirely avoided. The preparation of the 
soil should bo commenced the previous 
year, and tho ground manured and fitted 
In autumn. Plant early in spring as 
coon as the first growth commences. 
Set in rows lwth ways, or in check rows. 
Cultivate with a horse both ways, and 
save hand hoeing. A light one horse 
harrow to a good implement for this 
work. Run close to the straight rows, 
but very shallow, so as not to cut the 
roots. The plants will form large stools 
and bear abundant crops of fine berries 
the second year. It is much cheaper to 
make new plantations than to clean out 
weeds and grass from old ones. But if 
the ground has been well prepared before 
planting and cleared of foul stuff, weeds 
and grass will be slow in coming in. 
Hence the importance of making good 
preparation tho prcvi.vaa summer or 
autumn, dither by some kind of Eunur. 
fallow, or by a hoed crop kept perfectly 
clean.

Here and There.
The new cotton mills have succeeded 

in producing from low grade cotton 
cheap substitute that will probably su­
persede the use of juto bagging entirely. 
This is an important change. The new 
bagging is made of home product instead 
of an imported one, and another new in­
dustry is established in the south.

Experiments with thick and thin seed­
ing at t$te Indiana station are reported as 
showing that at least six peeks of wheat 
to the acre should be sown on land of 
medium fertility. Thin seeding almost 
invariably suffers most from severe win­
ters.

The word of praise 
is a recognition of our endeavor, if not 
nur success, through some month-piece 
of our little domestic public ; and its 
absence ia doubtless the removal of a 
considerable atimuiny to exertion, how­
ever unfortunate it may be that it ia so. 
Of course it is necessary to aay that the 
effort shoo'd be made all the same, but 
every teed has harvest, and a part of the 
harvest is recognition, even it it ie no 
more a part than the bloom upon the 
plum or the husk upon the grain.

THE It A IL WA Y Q U EST ION.
We believe Reeve Proudfoot and 

Deputy-Reeve Smith did a proper thing 
»t the lait meeting of the council when 
they brought forward a motion asking 
that a joint railway committee, composed 
of councillors and prominent private 
eitizene, be formed to work together for 
the promotion of the railway ioteresta of 
the town. True, the motion was voted 
down, but that does not prove that it was 
not in the interest of the town—it only 
shows that the majority of the members 
of the present council believe that the 
town council can receive no information 
from outsiders upon public questions.

With all due deference to the gentle­
men who voted down Reeve Proudfoot’» 
motion, we will ventuie the statement 
that, if tomorrow a communication was 
received from Mr. VanHorne, stating 
that he wanted a delegation of a dozen 
Goderich men to go into the eection of 
country between this point and Guelph 
to further the scheme and promote 
the interests of the road, not one of the 
gentlemen who voted in the negative 
would have a place on the contingent. 
And for a very good reason—not one of 
them has given sufficient thought to the 
question to be qualified to act in such a 
a capacity, even bad he the ability.

It is all well enough for seven men 
out cf twelve to claim that they, and they 
only, hare a right to look after the rail­
way iuteresta cf the town, but it is not 
right that the town should suffer be­
cause so absurd a view ia taken by the 
seven men. So tar as being a councillor 
is concerned ,the mere jelevation to office— 
on perhaps a chance vote—does not make 
the councillor more intelligent than when 
he waa aprivate member of eopiety.and the 
defeat of a councillor does not make him 
less able to give intelligent attention 
to matters pertaining to the interests of 
the town. The membership of the 
council changes annually, and it is folly 
for any man to imagine that because he 
is elected, with a dozen others, that the 
brainpower of the town has been placed 
on a pinnacle, ai d no intelligence is left 
outside the council chamber railing, 
But Goderich has always acted that way 
at its council board, and if instead of the 
intelligent gentlemen who voted with 
the majority on the Reeve’s motion last 
meeting, a lot of ninnies would be elect­
ed next year, and a fresh lot the year 
after, they also would continue to vote 
down progressive motions, and believe 
that they carriedtha intellect of the town 
under their hate—and the greater 
the ninnies they were, the more 
jealousy would they guard what they

that hat worked so successfully in Toron­
to, Hamilton,London,Brantford, Guelph, 
Stratford, St. Thomas, and every place 
that has made any bid for fxogreesion ; 
and that is the way Goderich will have 
to act if the town ia to be pushed ahead. 
Ool. McGivern, the late Hott. Thoa. 
White end Mr. Adam Brown, were not 
working as municipal legislators for 
Hamilton when they incepted and forced 
on the W. G. A B. R. ; Mr. George 
Lsidlaw and the larger number of hie 
associates had no seats in the Toronto 
city council when they built the T. G. 
A B. ; Mr. Joseph Atkinson and hia 
colleagues, of London, were not inside 
the municipal pale when the L. H. A B. 
scheme waa either broached or consum­
mated. And the aldermen in these 
cities did not feel jealous of the outside 
assistance that helped to increaae the 
railway facilities in each instance. Al­
dermen are willing to receive assistance 
from outsider!, but when you get down 
to town councillors you will always find 
some who think they know it all.

Speaking seriously on this question, 
we are of opinion that the plan pro­
posed by Mr. Proudfoot ia in the best 
interests of the town. A good joint 
committee, not large but influential, is 
what is wanted, and we hope the ques­
tion .will not be allowed to drop. Let 
the town council select, say, four mem­
bers, and let a like number be chosen by 
the citizen’s railway committee ; and let 
the eight members to (elected constitute 
the railway board for the current year. 
If this plan were adopted now a good 
railway committee could be had, into 
whose hands the railway interests of the 
town could be confidently placed.

Gentlemen of the town council,look at 
thia question from a broader point of 
view than you have been doing, and 
let your little ward politics slide for the 
timebeing when the interests of the town 
are at stake.

Two organ factories and a furniture 
and chair factory are now on the cards 
for Goderich, and savers! other indus­
tries are to be heard from. Next,

Inner political circles were agitated 
yesterday by the rumor that Hon A. M.

Treasurer, Hon J. M. Gibaon.Provmcitl 
Secretary, would become Minister ol 
Education, and Mr Harcourt would take 
the Secretaryship.

This reconstruction would notetrength- 
en the cabinet. Hon G, W. Rose is a 
strong man where he ia, and Mr Har­
court has ample ability to take charge of 
the Treasury department. Mr Har-
coert’a emry into the cabinet should not 
make such s commotion is the preced­
ing paragraph would indicate.

Mr.Richard Harcourt is a rather hand- 
somi young man, of good presence and 
polished language. He is recognized as 
ameng the foremost debaters in the 
House, not exceptiug the cabinet min­
isters.

FROM THE CAPITAL

RECIPROCITY IN WRECKIN''.. ,
Mr. Kirkpatrick’s bill to accord recip­

rocity in wrecking passed through com­
mittee, but not without much discussion, 
A feature of the debate waa the stand 
taken by some of the Ministerialists in 
favor of reasonable relations with the 
United States. Full trade relations 
these gentlemen will not have, but recip- 
rociprocity by piecemeal they do not 
seem to object to now. This attitude is 
a decided improvement upon that of last 
year, when reciprocity in wrecking was 
not even listened to. It is a curions cir­
cumstance that Mr. Haggart not only 
favored this reciprocal measure last ses­
sion, but actually moved it. His pres­
ence in the Government renders it im­
possible for the Ministry to have a policy 
on the subject. A more important point 
with regard to the measure is the fact 
that even the legal lights in the House 
are uncertain as to what it means. The 
American offer of reciprocity accords, in 
the event of its acceptance, wrecking 
privileges to Canadians in the waters of 
the United States contiguous to the Do­
minion of Canada. Whether this means 
only the great lakes, or on the sea coast 
as well, it waa impossible for the House 
to decide. The bill that passed the 
committee» overcame the difficulty by 
using the language of the United States 
Act applied to Canada. Should the of­
fer be accepted American vessels will be 
able to pursue the wrecking business in 
the waters of Canada contiguous to the 
United States, whatever that may mean. 
It may mean a little and it may mean a 
good deal. To make the measure more 
comprehensive, Mr Charlton proposed 
that the towing privilege be also offered 
and demanded in connection with the 
wrecking. This proposition was reject­
ed by a vote of 67 to 21, Sir John 
Thompson, Messrs Dewdney, Haggart, 
Tupper, and Bowell voting for it, and 
Sir Hector Langevin and Sir Adolphe 
Caron voting in the negative. The 
third leading of the bill is postponed.

EVERYDAY lessons in the vari­
ous BRANCHES OF FARM LIFE.

Modern Contrivance. That Rival the Old 
WaU la Sopplylng as Abundance 

* Po»» Water Described aad Cata-

Tbo ease and certainty with which 
modern machinery will supply almost 
any place with an abundance of pure 
water is, says Massachusetts Plowman, 
not so well understood as it ought to be. 
The old time well is Inadequate to 
the wants of modem times. To meet 
these more extended demands a- deep 
and abundant source of supply is 
wanted, and this, according to the 
authority quoted, may be obtained most 
easily, in general, by the ordinary driven 
well. Following are additional state­
ments and suggestions made:

In most cases it costs loss to hire a 
professional well driver with his tools 
than to attempt to drive a well without 
experience. The best way is to drive a 
three inch or four inch pip", and when a 
good supply of water is reached to insert 
a suction pipo 1 j or 1J inches in diame­
ter, which can easily Ik drawn out for 
repair in case of need. There are very 
few places where r. good supply of water 
will not be reached lief ore the well strikes 
the bed rock, which is reached at vari­
ous depths, from ten to sixty, and even 
more, feet below the surface. Some­
times it will be found necessary to drill 
the bed rock. This is always expensive, 
but we have known excellent veils ob­
tained on very high land where the drill 
was driven thirty or forty feet into the 
solid rock.

When a good supply of water is 
reached it will sometimes rise in the well 
within a few feet of the surface, but in 
general will need to lie pur.] vd to an 
elevated reservoir, whence it van bo 
drawn at will.

Probably the best and cheapest power 
for pumping in most eue, s iî f mail in 
the windmill. A good mill of twelve or 
fourteen feet in diameter will give abun­
dant power for pumping all the water 
needed for watering stock. domestic 
uses, etc., where less than 100 head are 
kept, and will also ran the churn, the 
grindstone, and with a good breeze, a 
circular saw for cutting wood. In gen­
eral, howex or. when it is desired to saw 
wood, grind grain and do ranch heavy 
work, larger mills will be required. The 
small mills have the great advantages of 
comparative cheapness, of being less sub­
ject to accident, and of giving greater 
power in proportion, to 'heir u.:e than 
the larger ones. We have iced for the 
past thirteen years an Ecliptic mill for 
pumping water, and the repairs in this 
time have cost only five or six dollars. 
It has saved us many times its cost in 
furnishing water at a far cheaper rate 
than is done by the city waterworks 
where wo live, whose rate is 35 cents for 
1,000 gallons by meter.

There aie days, sometimes three or 
four days together, when a windmill 
will not work for lack of wind. 11 is 
therefore necessary to have a large 
storage tank, large "enough to hold sev­
eral days’ supply in order to he provided 
against such times. Lut we have never 
seen a farm yet where such work has 
been done,'that the o ncr did not re­
gard it as a most profitable investment.

Seed Distribution.
the l:v\v establishing the department of 

agriculture clearly states that the pur­
chase and distribution of seed shall be 
confined to* such seeds ns are “rare or 
uncommon to the country” or “ouch as 
can l>e made more profitable by frequent 
changes from one part of our own coun­
try to another.” The pnmàry object of 
the distribution is to gi ve increased value 
to production, to ascertain the best geo­
graphical distribution of varieties and to 
introduce them more rapidly imo the lo­
calities to which they are best adapted. 
Every plant lias a natural habitat, which 
is limited in extent,1 and it is an estab­
lished fact that when an attempt is made 
to grow it elsewhere it soon deteriorates 
and requires renewal from seed grown 
under tno conditions of bc il and c limate 
most favorable to its perfect develop­
ment.

This statement, says the commissioner 
of apiculture, in his last annual report, 
is corroborated by the large number of 
reports of experiments mad a with seeds 
sent out by this department during the 
past two years. The remarkable yields 
reported are mainly attributed to the use 
of fresh seed grown in localities where 
each variety attains its highest perfec­
tion, and the introduction oi such seeds 
has been of much importance to the 
country. While the commissioner has 
endeavored to secure the greatest practi­
cal benefit to the farmers under existing 
laws as they relate to seed distribution, 
he expresses the opinion that the object 
aimed at could be bettor secured through 
the state experiment stations that were 
provided for uy law at the last session of 
congress. These stations could do the 
testing and experimental work much bet­
ter than the farmers, r nd no seeds should 
then be distributed that were not meri­
torious and found w, 11 adapted to the 
several localities. In this way the de­
partment itself worn ! l>o relieved of the 
duty of testing and ..i tri bating seeds 
and be enabled to work in other direc­
tions of great importance to the agricul­
tural interests ci the country.

Effect of Inhaling Flour Mill Dust.
In order to test the el Feet of constant

No one 
can with impunity neglect the condition 
of their fet during these months, and U 
now has become a well estahli.hed fact 
that wet and cold feet aie a prolific 
source of disease,

There are three things ne-esevry in or­
der to secure the moat healthy condition 
of the feet ; they should be kept wan 
dry and clean. The first requisite is 
obtained by wearing suitable stockings. 
In selecting the materiel we should re­
member first, what fabric it the beet 
non-conductor of heat, and second, 
which ie the most comfortable to the 
wearer. Experience baa taught ua, that 
woolen is the moat petfect non-conduct­
or, therefore It ia more generally used 
for winter wear than cotton or silk. 
Care should be taken to use only one 
kind during the season. It is not wise 
to wear cotton today and woolen tomor­
row, and thus alternate from one to the 
other, as in this way it is very easy to 
catch cold. But the choice of either 
material must tie left, to the wearer. The 
natural heat of the body caused by the 
actt.ily of the circulation will suggest 
which is best for his own individual use. 
Thus for one who has a large amount of 
natural heat, woolen retains this surplus 
uf heat, profuse preepiratiuu ie indue 
ed which soon becomes condensed by 
the cold which comet through the boot or 
shoe, and the fret are thereby kept 
clammy, damp and most disagreeably 
cold ; but if cotton or $jlk hose is 
worn, the extra heat ie conveyed away, 
tl ill leaving enough to keep the feet com­
fortably warm.
