BUDGET HORIZON

iPremier Asquithjand Cabinet May
Resign if Lords Reject the Fin-
ance Bill.

London, Nov. 13,—Premier Asquith
and his cabinet will resign in a
{ body if the House of Lords rejects the
! budget. According to reports from
'an official source this unprecedented
step will be taken in order to throw
upon the CQConservative leaders -the
onus ‘of providing for the country’s
financial needs.

Whether or not this report is well
founded, Lord Lansdowne’s delay in
presenting his expected resolution of
rejection of the budget in the House
of Lords has given rise to the idea
that a new storm is gathering on the
political horizon.

The question of rejection is giving
the responsible Unionist leaders time
for a pause for reflection. While it
is known that many influential men
on the Unionist side are averse to ac-
cepting the rieks of the unprecedent-
ed course of rejecting the budget, the

B.C. GOVERNMENT

Minister of Justice [Explains Why
Court of Appeals Judges Have
Not Been Named.

Ottawa, Nov. 12—The House of Com-
mons sat for only oné hour this aft-
ernoon, the proceedings being econ-
fined to the presentation of the de-
partinental blue books, and a discus-
sion of the questions of the alleged
delay in the appointments of a chief
justice and the judges of the new
court of appeal for British Columbia.
Twenty-three biue books were laid on
the table which constitutes the re-
cord- for parliament.

R. L. Borden, leader of the opposi-
tion, drew aftention ‘to the situation
regarding the recently created court of
appeal in British Columbia. The
British Columbia legislature in 1907
had passed an act providing for a
court of appeal, which would go into
force upon a date to be announced
by the lieutenant governor. The Fed
eral government was advised of the
act and im 1908 legislated accordingly,
naming salaries. Last May the date of
the coming into force of the act, Sep-
tember 1st, was announced to the gov-
ernment so that immediately upon
proclamation the court .counld be or-
ganized.

Unpleasant Rumors.

The British Columbia act, therefore,
was brought into force on September
1st last and the jurisdiction transfer-
red to the court of appeals. As yet no
appointment had been made bw the
Dominion government. There had
‘been very unpleasant rumors as to the
reasons for the delay. It had been
stated that the gentlemen taking part
now in the British Columbia elections
and whose names were mentioned had
some understanding or intimation that
their claims to appointment would be
well considered.

The, opposition leader described it
as a disgrace to the administration
of justice in Canada. He asked jor a
category in full and explicit answer to
his question why the government had
allowed ten weeks to pass without
making an appvinument. Légal busi-
ness was at a standstill and this was
absolutely detrimental to public and
private interests of British Columbia.

Han. Aylesworth’s Explanation.

Pon gAe B, . Aviesworth explained

[that the provincial statute had been

assented to on April 25, 1907, and as
the Dominion parliament had pro-
rogued two days later the announce-
ment did not reach Ottawa in time to
be dealt with”in 1908. -The Federak
pariiament passed legislation provid-
g for salaries. If there had been
any crying need for action he would
have supposed that those charged with
the administration of justice wduld
have acted with promptness. The at-
torney general of British Columbia
had been in Ottawa last spring and
had said to him thav the proclamation
would bq made on the following day.
He was in Ottawa four weeks  after
that, but had heard Tmothing, for no-
thing was done.

Finally Mr. Aylesworth said he went
to Europe and-he honestly thought
that the statute never would be
bronght into effect. His own respon-
sibility for the delay counted from
four weeks ago, when he returned to
(Canada and found the proclamation
had been made‘on September 1st, and
that the first meeting of the court of
appeal, was to take place on November
and. He had received a telegram from
the attorney general of Briitsh Colum-
bia pointing this out. However, he
wag not ready to make a recommenda-
tion to the ministers, and he had re-
plied accordingly. To this he had
received no answer. He proposed still
to delay a little longer, until he is
able to make all fhe appointments at
once.  He ’hoped}t-hat this would be
done before the end of November.

Burrell Takes Excebtion. "

Martin Burrell ~(Counservative, of
Yale-Cariboo), reiterated that due
notice Wad been given last May, and
the government should, have been
ready with the appointments. The
personnel of the appointees had been
discussed by the Liberal newspapers.
Indeed the laté leader of the Liberal
party in Brjtish Columbia had resign-
ed when m#mioned for a seat on.the
bench, but to his great oredit he had
taken no part in the elections. He
noted that the minister of justice in-
tended to delay a little longer. This
was significant in view, of the fact that
the British Columbia elections were
to take place on November 25th. After
W. 8. Middleboro, (Con., of South
Grey), had spoken, the House ad-
journed.

PUBLIC CENSOR OF DRAMA.

Committee\of Commons Will Extend

AT LAST IN OPERATION

Street Cars Were Operated Punctu-
ally on the Dot Yesterday The
Daily Tie Ups of the Past Will
Not Occur if Predictions Are Ful-
filted.

Yesterday Ed-
monton received the first ocular de-
monstration of the effects of the new
service. All day long cars through-
out the city and on the interurban
line dashed up and down the rails »x-
actly on the scheduled time. There
were no dead cars standing on the
rails and the speed attained in run-
ning up and down the hills from the
bridge, made the passengers sit up
andy wonder what the trouble was.

At noon yesterday one of the thrze
new engines, the Belliss Morcam,
with a Crooker Wheeler generator
was switched on. All afterncon and
evening it ran smoothly .and well to
the delight of the directors. The new
engine is a bpauty and its operation
is almost entirely noiseless.

Each one of these three engines

alone supplies about one fourth more
power than has been aailable during
the past twelve months. . It is thus
apparent that the new service will
furnish abundant power for some
time to come.
-~ The two new Rcbb engines are jyes
ing put in good shape. One has al-
ready been tested and the other will
be ready early next week. The set
will be able to take care of from
thirty to forty cars, a number which
will ‘not be used in Edmonton for
some time to come.

Superintendent Taylor says that oe-
fore increasing the ‘cars on the ser-
vice he wishes to get the cars now
in operation down to the exact sche-
dule so that they will be sharp on
time at all points.

TWO MURDERERS
LYNCHED BY M0B

Illinois City Scene of Wildest Disord-
er—Negro and White Man the
Victims.

Caro, Ills., Nov. 11.—Two men, one
& negro, the other a white man, were
lchhed tonight on the streets of
Cairo by an infuriated mob.
~Under the glare of 100 electric
]zghp, in the centre of the business
section of the city, Will James, a ne-
gro, who is said to have made a con-
fession of his participation in the
murder of Miss Anna Pelley, whose
dead body was found in an alley last
Tuesday morning, was strung ﬁp (5]
an immense steel arch that spans
Eighth and Commercial streets, the
most important corner in the eity.

The Rope Broke.

While the mob was giving vent to
its expression of anger at the action
of the wretch who was swinging from
the tall arch, they were horrified io
see the rope around his neck break,
the negro falling to the ground. As
he lay writhing there begging for
mercy, a doZen shots rang out on the
night air. Most of them found their
mark. The negro had been shot %o
death. A woman sprang forward and
making her voice heard above the tu-
mult, she eried: “Burn him !”

A hundred men seized the rope still
attached to the negro’s neck, and he
was dragged through a mile of Cairo™s
principal streets to the scene of he
murder. Here an immense bon fire
was built and the body was thrown
on to the flames.

'’ Woman Lighted: Fire.

The woman once more was to *he
front. It was her hand that applied
the match to the pyre. The flames
lighted up almost in an instant. The
mob of men, some women and many
| boys of tender years watched and
cheered and exaulted as they saw
the body of the unforunate negro
burned to a erisp.

Then drunk with the sight of this,
in- realization of its own power, the
mobh, re-inforced by this time, moved
again on the jail. Possession was
easily gained. Henry $Salzener, a
white man, accused of the murder «f
his wife, was dragged from his cell.
He pleaded for mercy, and protested
his innocence, but the spirit of fury
was in the mob. Salzner was taken
to~& nearby telegraph ‘pole ind'hang-
ed. The mob seemed satisfied then
and then only with its awful night's
work.

Mob in Possession of City.

The mob still has possession of the
streets of the city, and is running
things to suit itself. The police are
powerless. Company K Fourth In-
fantry, Illinois National guards, have
been ordered out to preserve the
peace. The company of militia is be-
ing rushed to the ‘city from Spring-
field. Other troops will be asked for
if order is not soon restored.

|BALFOUR AND GEORGE
EXCHANGE COURTESIES

Political Rivals Pay Compliments to
Each Other at Banqueth—Re-
markable Spectacle Which Could
Not be Seen in Any Country
Other Than Ensgiand.

London, Nov,. 10.—There avas  a
pleasing exchange of amenities when
the Chancellor of the Exchequer and
Mr., A. J. Balfour, M.P., attended
the annual dinner of the’ Honorable
Society of Cymmrodorion at the Hotel
Cecil. - Mr. Balfour was the guest
of the evening, and the toast of his
health was proposed in {felicitious
terms by Mr. Lloyd George, the reply
of the Leader of the Opposition be-
ing similarly felicitous.

After loyal toa
George, who received a great
tion, said that the counecil
society had conferred a great honor
upon him in inviting him to propose
the toast of Mr. Balfour. The chair-
man had well observed that the
society was a non-political organiza-
tion, although not necessarily a non-
controversial one. (Laughter.) The
society was founded at a time of
fierce political controversy. It had
passed through a period of great con-
tention in this country, and yet dur-
ing the whole of that period Welsh-
men, who, wherever there was any
contention going, liked to have their
full share—(laughter)—had been able
to meet in the council chamber of
the Cymmrodorion and to gather
round the festive board without dis-
tinction of creed or party.

“Tonight,” Mr. Lloyd George pro-
ceeded, “we are assembled to do hon-
or to one of the most distinguished
men of the day. (Cheers:) I will not
speak of his interest in science and
art, of his literary interests, and still
more of his literary attainments. T
know him better.as a statesman and
as a member of the House of Com-
mons. 1 say the House of Commons
has a special pride in Mr. Balfour—
a pride in his great gifts, a pride n
hic courage, a pride in his chivalrous
bearing. There is no debate in the
House of Commons in which he takes
nart which he does not enrich by his
centribution. He is one of the great-
est assets of our House. (Cheers.) If
I may say so, he is one of the luxur-
ies—(laughter)—for many a weary
hour which we perforce spend in that
assembdly is fully recompensed by one
speech from the guest of the evening.

“He ahd I have not always seen
eye to eye—(laughter)—not on every-
thing I am sure that is all due to a
misunderstanding which © will ' be
cleared up in due course. It has
been my painful duty on one of two
occasions even to criticize him. It
has been my still more painful duty
t and listen while he has been
criticizing me. (Laughter.) But I
can assure you, as one who has un-
dergone that ‘painful operat®n more
than once, that those who suffer most
deeply the damage inflicted by his
blows are also those who admire most
deeply the consummate skill with
which they are always dealt.

UNDESIRABLE CLASS IN

HIGH RIVER DISTRICT:

Efforts Bemg Made to Deport Colony,
of Gypsies Recently Landed in .
High River, and Who Atfended ,
the Edmcnt’tu\F:ir as Fortune
Tellers.

High River,. Nov. 10.—Jann Mit-
chell, a prosperous farmer about eigh-
teen miles i‘est of High River, has
gypsy andestry. and seems to have
a large family circle of nephews, nie-
ces, coutsins and other rela‘ions. Jann
tried to get a family named Megal,
alias Mitchell, understood to be
Jann’s nephew-in-law, but failed. He
made & personal visit to Ottawa to in-
tercede with the authorit but their
answer was ‘‘No.”” This was last
September. He then sailed for Liv-
erpool and shortly afterward return-

suspect were conveyed by a tramp
steamer to Capnada and evaded the in-
spec‘ion of the immigration officials.
Tn the meantime Jann’s community
has been largely .augmented by an-
other band of his kith and kin from
Vancouvér,” who landed Oectober 19 at
High River, They are very dirty
gypsies, and were a nuisance to the
community, alternately begging and
telling fortunes. They have since
moved out to Jann’s farm, where they
are living in tents and constitute
a village:

of the Edmonton farr.

The Gypsies are .a motly bunch -1
men, women and very numerous chil
dren, about forty all told, and hocw
they ran the gauntlet of ipmigration
inspec‘ion has not yet bo% explain.
ed, but they are, to s the least,
very undesirable bunch 0f immigrants
and do not look good to Immigration
Agent Humphries, and if they are not
deported’ it will not be his fault.

They are the same bunch that were
mixed up in the abduction of a white
girl at the city of Ottawa a few weeks
ago.

Gift From British Goveérnment.

A most important gift has been
made to the people of Canada by the
British government. This is the com-
plete dnd ~ original éorrespondence
sent by the governor genmeral to ths
home office from the year. 1791 ‘o
1840, the peried during which upper
and lower Canada- were arate pro-
vinees. -After a cursoryggance ovar
some of the papers, Dr. Doughty, Do-
minion archivist, in whose care they
have been plaeed, i umnable to say
that they will‘have the effect of modi-

[ing’ 11" others; ‘data.which have hith-
erto been.considered historically ac-
curate. The correspondence deals
with such intertsting subjeéts as the
division .of country into upper and
lower Canada in 1791, the abolition
of slavery inm upper Canada in 1793,
the exclusion of judges from parlia-
ment in 1811, the first treaty with the
Northwest Indians in 1817, the Earl
of Selkirk ‘signing it on bhalf «f
King George II1., the rebellion of
1837, the beginning of the difficulties
regarding United States fishermen m
British waters, and ending with the
union of two _provinces under the
name of the Province of Canada, a
vear after the death of Lord Durham.

Assuming that the Hudson’s Bay
route comes into commercial use in
the next few years, I do not see how
it will successfully ecompete with the
Pacific route, via the Panama Canal,
so far as Alberta is concerned.”

Toronto, Nov. 10—Three days of the
twenty-ninth annual convention of the
American Federation of Labor have
passed without inharmonious inei-
dent.

This is be-
cause the same man is looked upon to
lead the insurgent forces in fboth bat-
tles. This man is Max Hayes, of
Cleveland, Ohio. Hayes iz a member
of the International Typographical
union delegation. With Victor Berg-
er, of Miiwaukée, he has 1 the fed-
eration sccialistic iorces during all
these vears, and ‘side by side the two
intrepid disciples of Marxian phil-
osophy have waged many battles
against Gompers and the other “pure
and simple” trades unionists, Berg-
er, although a delegate-elect from the

W.:C. Ginter, contractor and driller of
647 Elizabeth stret, who capped the gas
well at Pelican Rapids takes exception
to the report that it was by accident
that the cap was again blown off seme
days ago. The work of endeavoring to
preserve the. ouflow of gas was done by
Mr. Ginter under the direction of Wm,
Pearce of the public works department
at the rdquest of the mines branch of
the department of the interior.

2. A list of officers recommended
by the Becretary of State for the
Colonies and the Secretary pof State
for India shall be forwarded to the
Home Office in the month of Oecto-
ber in each year.

3. Each list shall contain the name
and rank of each person recom-
mended, the police force or fire bri-
gade of which he is or was a mem-
ber, and particulars of the action
or servicefor which the grant of the

medal is recommended.

4. The number of medals awardedf
in any one year shall not exceed
one hundred and twenty, of which at
the, most forty shall be awarded for
service in the United Kingdom pf
Great Britain and Ireland, the Chan-
Inel Islands, and the Isle of Man,
| thirty for service in. His Majesty’s
Qominions beyond the Beas, and fifty
for service- in the Empire of India.

HEYWOOD'S VIOLENT
SPEECH IN MONTREAL

American .Sogialist Hands Out Some|
Foolish- Statement About Mac- |
kenzie King and Roasts Roose-
velt, Taft and Bryan—Advises Un-
employed Men to Steal.

Montreal, Nov. 10.—In sharp,
vigorous terms, edged with a vitriolic
wit and a fine power of ridicule,
William D. Haywood, the ex-secre-
tary-treasurer of the Western Federa-
tion of Miners, and who will be re-
membered as one of the principals
in Boise, Idaho, based on the con-
ession of Harry Orchard, spoke last
night before a ‘large audience on
“The Class Struggle in the West.”

Mr. Haywood is a good speaker
and although his speech was marred
by the wusual extravagant and fiery
tone of the Socialist platiorm ~and
press, he gave a powerful explana-
tion of the doctrines of Socialism
and drew an equally powerful pic-
tute of the development and vicissi-
tudes of the Western Federation,

He gave the usual Secialistic argu-
ments. He advised men to steal
rather than starve, owing to lack of
work. He said that they were com-
pelled to do it when out of work. It
was even against the law to .starve.

They were prevented by law from
begging, stealing, or committing sui-
cide. Allowing themselves to die
from hunger. was equal te the latter.
Therefore they . should take ' what
they wanted when they wanted it.
The speaker said that Lincoln had
given workingmen the same eadvice.
