dian Marconi Company.

The Postmaster-General told the 
witness that he took so serious a view 
of his dealings in Marconi stock that 
lie could not allow him to remain in 
the position he occupied.

The chairman read the report of the 
Postmaster-General stating that Tay­
lor had been in the Department twen­
ty-four years. He was reduced in 
rank.

Officers Blame German Training For 
Turkish Reverses.

The collapse of the Turkish army 
has naturally resulted in a great deal 
of comment and spculatlon as to the 
causes of its extraordinary failure. 
There are many divergent opinions, 
but the view that the Turkish defeats 
indicate, at least to some extent, that 
German military training has been 
over-estimated is general.

Major-Gen. Sir Alfred -Turner said : 
“In the Russo-Turkish was of 1878-79 
the Turks fought magnificently. Their 
army was then trained under the Eng­
lish system. To-day the Turkish army 
has been many years’ training under 
German methods—a system which un­
doubtedly makes highly efficient, cap 
able soldiers.

“But their attitde in the present 
Balkan war is unaccountable—arnaz 
ing. The long list of their defeats is 
extraordinary. The men seem to have 
no enthusiasm, no fighting spirit, no 
esprit de corps. What is the matter 
with the Turkish army? We all know 
that the Turkish soldier is one of the 
best fighting men in the world—he 
has proved himself to be that.

“I think the trouble lies with the of­
ficer, not with the men. He is probab, 
ly the worst officer in Europe. And in 
the present compaign the officers seem 
to have entered Into the war half­
heartedly and entirely without en­
thusiasm. Is the system of training 
wrong? Trained under German army 
methods, there can be no doubt that 
the men are well-disciplined, but how­
ever capable an army, it can do noth­
ing unless the men show spirit and 
confidence in themselves.”

Another well-known English officer 
said:

“The German army is a parade army 
—it is a solid, well-disciplined mach­
ine, but it never takes into account the 
feelings or spirit of the men who make 
it. Under German training the live, 
plucky, fighting Turk has lost his old 
courage and enthusiasm. Mlchine-like 
methods have left him spiritless and 
discouraged. The continued reverses 
of the Turks seem to show that at 
least with them, the German army 
training, is a signal failure in actual 
warfare.”

A welj-known retired officer said: 
“As a nation we have always had a pet 
begey—the vision of some mighty for­
eign power coming to our shore and 
annihilating us and our families.”

A century ago people shuddered at 
the name of Bonaparte; he was ex­
pected in England daily, but he never 
came. Later the Rusian bogey appear­
ed. his specte was even more my­
sterious and forbidding; the Russian 
was represented to be a man good 
enough for two of any other nations, 
but the terror of him soon died.

“More recenly the Chinese bogey 
loomed up on the horizon—people 
spoke under their breath of the ‘Yel­
low Peril.’ Yet the Chinese military 
power vanished before the Japanese, 
whom we had neven heard of as sol­
diers. For a time there was no na­
tional bogey. It seems, however, that 
Britons simply must have somebody to 
be frightened at, so the Germans be­
came the fashionable spectre.”

The Cable ship Mackey-Bennett 
Capt. Lander, entered the narrows 
yesterday afternoon to lapd Mr. 
Nr yreneuf, a French expert, who was 
superintending repairs to the cable at, 
Si. Pierre. The ship then went to sea 
and operated in the vicinity of Cape 
Race.

At ten o'clock this morning she 
steamed into port again to get coal 
and water supplies and to land a 
member of her crew, wh q was serious­
ly injured and who is, now in the 
General Hospital in a precarious state. 
Capt. Lander reports that last night’s 
gale was perhaps the worst and 
roughest in his thirty years of sea­
faring experience. Shortly after nine 
o’clock last night the wind raged 
from the eastward. As the night ad­
vanced the wind blew with hurricane 
force, accompanied by a mountainous 
see. running. It was useless to at­
tempt to do any cable repairing work. 
The ship received a bad drubbing and 
sustained slight damage. About 11 
o’clock the storm was in its element 
and the cable boat, shipped several 
huge “combers,” washing' away every 
thing moveable on deck. One unu­
sually heavy sea boarded the ship on 
the starboard side removing the 
chocks from the lifeboats and smash­
ed a quantity of woodwork. At this 
juncture Henry Nairn, a seaman, who 
was engaged nearby fastening some 
ropes, was struck by the sea and 
dashed against a winch. He lay on 
the" deck for several minutes uncon­
scious. after which he was brought to 
the cabin and every attention given 
him by the Captain and officers until 
the ship reached port when the pa­
tient was placed in the ambulance 
and conveyed to Hospital.

Nairn is seriously injured and it is 
doubtful if he will recover. He has a 
leg and an arm broken, his head 
crushed, his body badly bruised, while 
his face is literally disfigured. Nearn 
is forty four years old and belongs 
to Cape Breton.

The Mackay-Bennett has moved 
over to Bow rings Soutside premises 
to he coaled and exited to get away to 
sea again to-night. x

Settlement 
Had Close Call.

With a gale of wind blqydng from 
the N.W., the residence of John 
Clarke, of Paradise, a settlement off 
the Topsail Road, took Are at 10 
o'clock last, night and the whole place 
had a narrow escape from being 
wiped out. The stove pipe running 
through the roof of the house becom­
ing overheated fired the shingles and 
in a moment the roof was ablaze. Thé, 
people assembled and formed a buck­
et Brigade and after a. stiff fight, 
quenched the blaze. The roof was 
badly damaged and had not the fire 
been discovered so quickly " and 
quenched so promptly, the whole set­
tlement would have been razed. Mr. 
Clarke’s barn at the rear, with 2 tons 
of hey in it caught fire, but the people 
quickly quenched it.

Fought Police to
The Death.

SAFE BLOWER IS SHOT.
Memphis. Teun., Dec. 10.—in a police 

raid on a house in the outstairs of 
Memphis to-day. "Kinney” Bergen, be1 
lieveel to be a widely known safe blow 
or. was killed by city detectives. Frank 
Hotiuway, known to the police authori 
ties cf the middle west and south-west 
as a robber and swindler, and two 
other men and a woman were arrest­
ed.

Bergen was killed after he had made 
a spectacular escape. JTlie detectives, 
heavily armed, surrounded the house 
and captured other members of the 
party without trouble. But Bergen 
vowing he would not be taken alive, 
directed a steady fire at the police, 
drove hem back a few feet, then leap- 
cjj from a garret window. Surviving 
the 25-foot jump without apparent in­
jury. he got away. A short time after­
ward, however, he returned to the 
house. Detectives on guard surround­
ed him. and in the pistol duel that fol­
lowed, Bergen was killed.

* Made Fake Confession.
Holloway who is credited with be­

ing the leader of the “gang,” was ar­
rested in Chicago a few months ago, 
and at that time made an alleged con­
fession implicating himself in the rob­
bery of the New Westminster, B.C., 
bank, when a sum in, excess of $300.000 
was stolen. He confessed, it was said, 
to avoid being sent to Texas, where 
he was wanted for safe blowing. Hollo­
way. however, was returned to Rusk, 
Texas, and sentenced to seven years 
in the penitentiary. After his convic­
tion he pleaded illness and While on 
bin way to a hospital jumped from a 
fast moving train and escaped.

Marooned on 

Navy Island.
Niagara Falls, Ont., Dec. 11.—Af­

ter one of the most spectacular and 
hazardous rescues ever witnessed 
in this vicinity, George Durham and 
Jptm Symmes, of this city, who left 
Chippewa on a duck hunting expedi­
tion, and who were reported as hav­
ing been carried over the Horse Shoe 
Falls, Monday night, were yesterday 
afternoon rescued from Navy Island, 
where they had been compelled to 
spend the night in the open. The 
rescue was ffected by th crew of the 
stegm tug Elk, of the Internationa! 
Paper Company.

Lashed by a 75-mile-an-hour gale, 
the river was the roughest in years. 
The stream is more than two miles 
wide at the point, an dthe waves were 
piling, up five feet high when the 
steamer bearing the rescue party left 
the dock. The boat had a rough pas­
sage and narrowly escaped capsiiug 
several times. Captain Swift., the on­
ly man on the river who could he 
induced to attempe the trip, guided 
the beat along the channel between 
Navy and Buckhorn Islands.
’• It was found impossible to effect a 
landing and the fireman and a deck 
hand volunteered to take a lifeboat 
and search the island. Suffering from 
cold and hunger the men were loca­
ted and taken aboard the boat. Tne 
occupants of t ehlifeboat were drench 
ed and exhausted.

According to the story of Durham 
and his companion they did not re­
el ize that there was any. danger until 
they attempted to turn their boat yes- 
erday. It would no respond, and af­
ter many narow escapes from cap­
sizing they reached Navy island. In 
landing their boat’s bottom was 
crushed, making it useless. They 
had neither food nor fire.

About the Hermit
Dear Mr. Editor,—With very great 

interest I read "A Romance of the 
Sixties,” by Mr. J. W. Kinsella, in this 
year’s issue of the Holly Leaves Xmas 
Number. It may be of interest to your 
readers to hear something about the 
Hermit, around whom I would like 
to say Mr. Kinsella has built a very 
pretty Christmas story.

The Hermit came to St. John’s in 
the year 1857. and came across the 
ocean in one of our vessels. His name 
(as far as could be ascertained) was 
Penderton, and there were various re­
ports as to his nationality, some claim­
ing that he was an Irishman who in 
those troublesome times was forced 
to leave his native land. I do not think 
this was however the ease, as Pen­
derton had none of that gentle ac­
cent which so distinguished the Irish­
man of the 50's. The general opinion 
was that the Hermit came from the 
West of England, and there are Peu- 
dertnns living to (his day in some of 
the West Shires of the Mother Coun­
try. The Hermit lived about a quar­
ter of a mile in from Neville’s farm 
on the Topsail Road, and frequeners 
to Topsail and surrounding parts 
knew him very well. He was a most 
silent man. and yet could be judged 
to have a good education. Some per­
sons believed him to be an exiled 
nobleman, but all knew him to be a 
gentleman.

One little story I can give here of 
the Hermit, and which will illustrate 
how folks at that time .regarded him. 
Several gentlemen from the city were 
one Sunday afternoon playing a 
ganie of cats at Mr. Nevilles, when a 
slight argument arose over some 
point in connection with the game. 
Bluff old fellows, as they were, nei­
ther of the party could quite see how 
he was wrong, and words ran high 
when suddenly one gentleman pro­
posed. and the mysterious person 
was forthwith summoned. He instant­
ly came, was ushered into the room, 
and in a gentlemanly good humored 
way put the players right on the 
point in question, afterwards taking 

hand in the game himself. • The 
Hermit left Newfoundland in 1867 
just ten years after his coming. From. 
that time to the present he has never 
been heard of. though some say that 
ae visited the city some few years 
ago.

Such was the Hermit, what his 
story was nobody ever knew, or shall 
ever know now. 'Ere this he has 
likely gone to his great rest, and with 
him. perhaps, a romance that might 
have gladdened the hearts of a Col­
lins or a Dumas.

Heroic Rescues 
at Big Fire.

Cincinnati, Ohio' Dec. 11.—Firemen 

were to-day still playing water in th- 
smouldering ruins of the Gibson Hotel, 
the Rendigo-Lothmann departmental 
store. W. L. Douglass Shoe Co., and the 
upper ten stories of the seventeen 
story Union Trust Building, which 
were destroyed by a fire which started 
Tiist night.

Acts of Heroism.

saved them. Forty-five scrub women 
were in the Union Trust Building when 
the fire started, and over a score of 
these were actual prisoners, of the 
flames until rescuers ran the elevators 
through the smoke and fire to the 
hysterical women.

All the guests of fhe Gibson Hotel 
are believed to have escaped. They 
were notified of the fire In ample titpe 
to reach places of safety.

THEY ARE ALARMED AT MORRIS’S EXTRAVA­

GANCE—DENOUNCE GOVERNMENT FOR RE­
FUSING GENERAL ELECTIONS THIS FALL- 
WILL FIGHT TO TURN OUT PRESENT GOV­
ERNMENT.

RESOLUTIONS PASSED DECEM­
BER, 1912, BY THE SUPREME
COUNCIL OF THE F.P.U., IN SES­
SION AT BON AVISTA:
WHEREAS PETITIONS from many 

local Councils of the Fishermen’s 
Protective Union, the contents and 
form of which has received the sanc­
tion of this Supreme Council, were 
signed by thousands of our mem­
bers, and presented to the House of 
Assembly with a view to transmission 
to the proper authorities, praying for 
a General Election in the Fall of 
1912;

AND WHEREAS a representation 
was made in these petitions that 
there is at present a widespread feel­
ing of alarm in this country as re­
gards public expenditure;

AND WHEREAS the Prime Minis­
ter challenged the good faith of this 
and other representations contained 
in these petitions;

AND WHEREAS Sir Edward Mor­
ris, in the speech to which we have 
just referred, charged the President 
with writing hundreds of these peti­
tions. putting in them incorrect state­
ments, and with deceiving the people 
who signed'them;

AND WHEREAS Sir Edward Mor­
ris challenged the statement that 
there was no alarm in the country ov­
er public expenditure since he assum­
ed reins of power, declaring that the 
only alarm was in the individual who 
wrote these petitions, and charging 
the President with gulling those wl.o 
signed the petitions, and with using 
them as tools;

AND WHEREAS the Government

not only refused the respectful pray­
er of these petitions, but the Leader 
of the Govrnment treated them with 
the contempt above referred to.

Boy Crank Alter 
Woodrow Wilson.

New York, Dec. 12.—Herman Stein­
berg, a fifteen-year-old boy who is 
alleged to have decleared that he was 
going over to New Jersey to shoot Pre­
sident-elect Wilson was arrested here 
this afternoon and held without bail. A 
loaded revolver was found on him.

The youth was standing in front of a 
police station, shivering in the cold, 
when a detective questioned him.

“This is not a fit country to live in,” 
he decleared, according to the detec­
tive. “It is no place for me to work. 
I can’t go back to Russia, so I would 
rather go to jail, but I would like to 
shoot Wilson and my boss and all the 
judges first. The detective searched 
him and took the revolver away, ar­
resting him on a charge bf violating 
the Sullivan law prohibiting the carry­
ing of dangerous weapons. In court a 
fruit dealer who formerly employed the 
lad appeared as a witness to previous 
threats the boy had made to “kill Wil­
son,” which led to his discharge. In 
court the boy admitted the threat he 
had made.

Insane When He 
Killed Sears.

Yesterday afternoon, upon the re­
sumption of the hearing, the Attorney 
General addressed the Jury. At ten 
minutes to 4. the Attorney General 
having concluded his address. the 
Chief Justice began his charge. The 
charge resolved itself into two qu?s 
lions—“Did the prisoner commit the 
act, and was he at the time of com­
mitting the act in such a state of 
mind as not to know what he was 
doing?" In his charge The Chief Jus­
tice summed up the evidence and In­
structed the Jury as to the law in the 
matter. The charge of the Chief Jus­
tice was concluded at 4.20 and the 
Jury then retired to consider their 

verdict.

The following questions as sub­
mitted by Chief Justice Horwood. 
were answered thus :

Question (1)—Did the prisoner 
com mil the act charged f

The Jury—Yes.
Question (2)—If so. was he insane 

so as not to lie responsible according 
to law for his actions at the time the 
action was done?

The Jury— Yes.
THE SENTENCE.

After the verdict had been record­
ed, His Lordship the Chief Justice 
imposed sentence. The decision of 
the Court is: “Tile prisoner shall be 
kept in custody as a criminal lunatic 
at Hi- Majesty’s pleasure.”

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Smuggling of Dresses
By way of Canada, through which the

United States has been defrauded
of $1,000,000 allleged by authorities
New York, Dec. 12.—A smuggling 

conspiracy to which many of the 
largests dressing establishments 
throughout the United States are 
parties, and through which the 
United States treasury has been de­
frauded of a million dollars revenue, 
is alleged by the Federal authorities. 
The first indictment in the case was 
secured yesterday, and to-day Mrs. 
George Haldorn is held on bail for 
$5,000.

A middle-aged woman of refined 
foreign poise, proficient in five lan­
guages, was indicted on the specific 
charge of “facilitating the transpor­
tation of smuggled goods into this 
country” by way of Canada.

Customs officials described her as 
the wife of George Haldorn, a law­
yer, with offices in New York, London 
and Paris, but said she had not been 
living with her husband for some 
time. When arrested at a fashionable 
house here to-day, she was in pos­
session of 21 gowns, valued at $15,- 
000, the finest, the officials said, 
that bad been seized at this port in 
years.

Mrs. Haldorn, travelling, it is al­
leged, as Mrs. Amaldorn, Madame 
Haldane, and Madame Hubet, had 
been followed by special agents of 
the Treasury Department since early 
last August, whn she left this port 
for Europe. She was traced to Rot­
terdam. Paris, London, Liverpool 
and then to Canada, telling the Cana­
dian and Amrican customs officers 
at Quebec that she was a foreigner 
on the way to the United States and 
that her wealth of gowns was for her 
personal use as became a woman of 
her station in life. As such, a non­
resident, she was entitled to bring the 
gowns to the United States duty free.

The government alleges, however, 
that the woman was one of several 
clever agents of large dress-making 
establishments, employed to g) 
abroad every season to purchase tiie 
most expensive and latest gowns, 
posing as wealthy foreigners when 
they arrive in this country.

New York Waiters Laugh at Phila­
delphia Amazement at Such Reward.

New York. Dec. 9.—New York wait­
ers generally, and headwaiters in 
particular, are amused by the report 
from Philadelphia that the headwait- 
er of the Hotel Stafford was aston­
ished when he got a $25 tip.

These large per­
quisites are received, as a rule, from 
guests who have Deeen in the hotel 
for a length of time, and are about 
to leave, but often liberal guests of 
only a few days present the head of 
the dining room staff with as much 
as $20 or $25.”

Rcgist. the Hotel Astor and the Plaza 
it was acknowledged that $50 and 
$100 tips had beeen received on moro 
than one occasion.

Described ns most appalling in his-

London, Dec. 10—Detailed accounts 

have been wired to their respective 
governments by the German, French, 
English and Italian consuls of mas­
sacres of unarmed Moslems by the 
Balkan soldiers in the environs of 
Salonikf, says the Vienna correspond­
ent of the Daily Telegraph, who de­
scribes the horrors as the most ap­
palling of any known to history. The 
massacre, he avers, were accompan­
ied by indescribable tortures agd in­
dignities.

An undated Saloniki despatch says 
that official reports of the atrocities 
committed by the Bulgarian irregu­
lars make terrible reading.
