SIR,—

The time has, I think, arrived when I ought 
to set at rest all doubt as to whether I shall claim 
exemption from the duties I have hitherto dis­
charged in connection with the public Jife of 
Newfoundland, or again place my services at the 
disposal of thevLiberal Party. As you recently 
intimated in your newspaper my resignation of 
the leadership of that party has been in the pos­
session of its Executive for more than three 
years. I would add to this information that my 
friends throughout the country were long ago 
apprised of the same, and, that after thirty odd 
years of laborious public life I considered myself 
entitled to retire from its exactions on the pres­
ent opportunity. But I have found it impossible 
to obtain their acquiescence, and I have been 
honoured by their request that I should recon­
sider my resignation of the leadership of the

Liberal Party, and once more enter the political
arena.

Before determining whether I should again 
offer to assume a charge of grave responsibility, 
and one rendered especially onerous by reason of 
the financial obligations and difficulties that face 
the country, I have reviewed, with great care, a 
number of considerations, both public and pri­
vate. The result is I have decided to respond to 
what appears to be a pretty general desire, and 
to lead a United Opposition to the polls at the 
General Election in November. This decision is 
dictated to me by my personal views as to public 
duty.

The Richmond TimesrDispatch of 

June 25. 1904. says that Capt. R. H. 
White, Mate J. L. Henry and the ne­
gro cook of the schooner Alda, swam 
ashore from the wreck of their boat 
in the middle of Mojback Bay, . pur­
sued throughout their three mile 
swim by a voracious shark which in 
its last attack lacerated the cook’s 
leg seriously.

“Only the cries of the swimmers 
tnd the desperate manner in which 
they lashed the water," says the ac­
count, “kept the savage brute at its 
distance. Sometimes It would drop 
astern and give the terrified > men 
time to catch their breaths, but the 
next moment the cruel fin would 
Yhow above water right in their 
wake.

“At last, splashing and shouting, 
they reached the breakers near the 
shore. Safety seemed to be within 
their reach. But the shark was not 
fo be cheated as easily. With a sud- 
len dart it swept down on the negro 
'nd caught him by the leg. hurting 
'iim, as he said later, ‘quite painful­
ly.’ The shark did not pursue its ad­
vantage, however, but after the sin­
gle taste headed out to sea.”
