Take Exception 
to Statements

as to Facts.
Editor Evening. Telegram:

Dear Sir,—I was much struck by a 
leter in yesterday’s morning paper, 
The Daily News, over the signature of 
Father O'Callaghan, headed “Are 
Temperance Lecturers Fanatics and 
Cranks.”

I do.not find fault just here with 
the argument of the letter, but I do 
find fault with the facta therein as 
placed before the public.

The reverend writer saya, “so Kit­
chener is a crank! the authorities in 
France and Russia and in England, 
too, are cranks, etc., etc.” Inferring 
that Kitchener and the War Office au­
thorities are prohibiting the use of 
alcoholic drinks in the army.

He goes further and eays:-
“Earl Kitchener knows something. 

He is wise, and has on his side a vast 
experience and a very successful past. 
■He knows that liquor Is ruinous. He. 
kyows that the soldier who drinks is 
incapable of the same amount of en­
durance, and is, therefore, not an as­
set-hut a hindrance, and generally a 
nuisance, and .therefore fatal to suc­
cess.. ’Tis an awfully serious matter 
to have a crank holding such an im­
portant position.”

These statements are made in the 
face of the fact that the Imperial Au­
thorities in England the other day 
stated that 150,000 gallons of rum had 
been sent to the English Army at the 
front.
A London correspondent of an Ameri­

can journal writing under date of the 
17th November on the subject of atj-; 
ation in England for the suppression 
of sprituous liquors, says:—

“One of the things that greatly irri­
tates is the way in which the pro­
visions of the recently adopted Tem­
porary Restriction act are carried out 

-by the local authorities in our big 
cities. It was passed- as a war mea­
sure, legislators being induced to be­
lieve that a condition of war would 
result in general confusion and law, 
lessness and that, therefore, oppor­
tunities for obtaining intoxicants 
should be limited to the possibly 
minimal degree. And this theory, 
principally advanced by the teetotal 
faction,, immediately dominated the 
minds of executive officials. They 
saw visions of an abandoned soldiery 
upsetting everything. The police in 
many cities seemed to be panic- 
stricken and they ordered the closing 
of public houses at actually unreason­
able hours, only to find that their 
fears were unfounded. And then the 
licensing authorities stepped in to un­
do what unbalanced policemen- had 
blunderingly done. In many cities 
the police, aside from prohibiting the 
sale of intoxicants before and after 
certain hours, also insisted upon clos­
ing altogether, a thing which they had 
no right to do and soon the mistake 
had to be acknowledged and correct­
ed. However, here were also many 
cities where the police reported that 
conditions in regard to drunkenness 
were far better than in times of peace 
and the result was that licensing ma­
gistrates» refrained from drastic ac­
tion, particularly when military com­
manders had stated that there was no 
necessity of resorting to extreme 
measures, commanders agreeing that 
their soldier® were on the best of their 
behavior and that less drunkenness 
prevailed among their men than ever 
before. They insisted that British 
soldiers knew how to behave like gen­
tlemen. In the same way the proposi­
tion to prohibit the sale of intoxicants 
to women during the war met with its 
deserved rebuke, although the pre­
tense had been that wives of soldiers 
would be apt to indulge in alcoholic 
stimulant to a greater extent in war 
than when their husbands were with 
them. An attempt to close the clubs 
has also been f rustrated by .the Home 
Secretary who, when importuned by 
the agitators, declared he was not pre­
pared to sanction such an altogether 
unwarranted measure.

It was thus that the teetotal agita­
tors, who imagined that this was their 
time to make hay while the sun shone, 
were to be disappointed. They thought 
they could seize upon conditions of 
war to have their prohibitory scheme 
go through successfully; but the sober 
sense of those directing public affairs 
became the rock upon which, the craft 
of the unscrupulous schemers was 
Wrecked. They also tried to make it 
appear that this war was a "teetotal 
war,” citing the Czar of Russia, the 
Kaiser and the French government as 
champions of Prohibition, at least as 
far as the troops of their respesctive 
countries were concerned, not to for­
get Lord Kitchener, who had exhorted 
thé soldiers of England to “abstain” 
while at the front But It was of no 
use, because the necessity of stimu­
lants became too apparent to be ig­
nored and so, one day it had to be an­
nounced that' 150,000 gallons of rum 
had/ been sent to tile army. The men 
nefded it in- the trenches. The sur­
geon» had insisted .upen having it”

Significant News.
The news of the week is of a highly 

significant character in its relation to 
our own people. That news relates to 
five important matters : the advance of 
the British forces against the Ger­
mans; the destruction of Admiral von 
Spee’s fleet; the defeat of the sub­
marine raid in the Admiralty har­
bor at Dover; the rounding up of the 
rebels by Botha and the pacification of 
South Africa; the defeat of the Turks 
in the Persian Gulf and the surrender 
of the Turkish forces at Basra; and 
the decision in regard to the unifica­
tion of Egypt. Lord Kitchener has 
just returned from France and his 
visit marks the turning point of the 
struggle in Flanders and neighbour­
hood. just as it did on the Marne. For 
a long time the tactics of the Allies 
have allowed the Germans to break 
themselves up on the Allies lines, par­
ticularly in the case of the wild at­
tempts made under the orders of the 
Kaiser to hack a way through to Calais 
The hacking costs the German force® 
dearly, and now the tide has turned, 
and the British have made a notable 
advance on their way to Brussels^ 
Yesterday we reviewed briefly the ef­
fect of the destruction of the German 
fleet in the South Atlantic. The story 
that the German battle cruiser, Von 
der Tann, is at large in the Atlantic 
and was on her way to join Von Spee’s 
fleet should be received with reserve. 
It is highly improbable. If it is true, 
she has been marked, and means tak­
en to destroy her. The Von der Tann 
is somewhat smaller than the Goeben 
and not so well armed, though she is 
a formidable fighting machine.

The defeat of the submarine raid on 
Dover harbor shows that our watch­
men on the tower are alert, and the 
raid has been a costly one to the Ger­
mans. It has done them no good and 
cost them three of their, submarines.

Botha’s great rounding up of the re­
bels in South Africa is followed by hie 
making efforts to induce South Africa 
is restored. The Kaiser has been 
maknig efforts to induce South Africa 
to declare neutrality in reference to 
German South West Africa, but hia 
efforts are as futile as his attempt to 
rend the South African Union from 
the Empire by starting a rebellion. 
Shortly he will find South African 
troops invading German territory from 
the South and East, and Portuguese 
forces invading it from Angola in the 
north. Another highly important Item 
of news was the defeat of the Turks 
and the surrender of the Turkish for­
ces at Basra. The command of this 
place bears the same relation to the 
Turkish territory in the Valley of the 
Euphrates and the Tigris asi the com­
mand of Alexandria, Cairo and the 
delta of the Nile did to the Turkish 
territory in the valley of the Nile in 
1880.

S. U. F. Patriotic 
Meeting Crowded.

The British Hall was filled to its 
utmost capacity last night, it being 
the occasion of the second patriotic 
meeting of the series, promoted by 
St. John’s Lodge of the S.U.F. His 
Excellency the Governor and Lady 
Davidson were present. Mr. J. A. 
Clift, K.C., presided and introduced 
as the first speaker the Rt. Hon. Sir 
E. P. Morris, who gave a most.com­
prehensive exposition on the war 
situation. In his prefatory remarks 
he made some happy allusions to the 
S.U.F. It was not only yesterday 
that the German Emperor wanted 
war with England but, pointed out 
the lecturer, as far back as the Boer 
war Germany’s plans and designs 
were known, The Germans had a 
hand in sending Indians to British 
Columbia and labor disturbers to 
South Africa. It was our own faults 
if we did not know the causes of the 
war because we are advised daily 
through the press and every now and 
again by public metings. The Kaiser 
thought to take advantage of dissen­
sions in Canada about a naval con­
tribution and about the grave dispute 
in Ireland over Home, Rule. The 
Kaiser, however, got a rude awaken­
ing. Canada is united and so is Ire­
land in fighting Germany. In New­
foundland we should throw all petty 
differences aside when the question 
of defending the Empire is at stake. 
Continuing, the speaker dwelt on the 
causes that led up to the great strug­
gle and which summed up meant that 
the Kaiser sought trouble and now he 
is getting it to his heart’s content. 
It was true that some of our people 
were apathetic, due to the want of the 
enthusiasm and .patriotism in them 
not being aroused and which could 
best be done by the holding of patri­
otic meetings all over the island. 
Though the Imperial authorities have 
commended our contribution for the 
defence of the Empire, yet all young 
men who can should go forward and 
aid in the struggle.

Mr. Coaker followed in a lengthy 
and stirring address. In the present 
struggle we had the money and ships 
and surely it was an easy matter to 
get the men to stand behind the guns. 
Our outport young men should join 
the navy. Reference was made by 
him to the fact that some of the 
northern outports had contributed a 
fair quota and he hoped that other 
outports would follow their example, 
but a special appeal was necessary 
through patriotic meetings. Re­
garding the German tactics he spoke 
along similar lines as -the Prime 
Minister and in closing expressed the 
hope that the Government would get 
the necessary number of volunteers 
■promised the Motherland.

To the speakers a vote of thanks
was tendered by His Excellency the 
Governor and carried by acclamation. 
Musical numbers were rendered dur­
ing the evening by Rev. W. H. and 
Mrs. Thomas, Miss Edwards, Miss 
Goodland and Mr. Lloyd. Worthy of 
particular mention were the solos 
given by Rev. Mr. Thomas, who 
brought down the house, particularly 
with his own composition of “A Long 
Way to Tipperary.” The rendition of 
the National Anthem brought t.he 
evening to a close.

WELLINGTON, N. Z„ To-day.

The Governor, Newfoundland:

French Government reports pro­
gress along the heights of the Meuse 
and in the Argonne region.

Russian Government reports heavy 
fighting on the left bank of the Vis­
tula, the Ilawa-Glow-Lowicz front, in 
the region of PiotrkoCf and south of 
Cracow, the enemy achieving no suc­
cess. The Russians evacuated Lodz 
for strategic reasons.

After successful operations, result­
ing in the capture of about 200 pris­
oners and five guns, the India expedi­
tionary force has captured Kurna, 
where the late Governor of Basra sur­
rendered unconditionally with his 
troops.

Lord Rosebery’s
Warning.

The Earl of Rosebery took the chair 
at a lecture on Belgium given in the 
Parish church of Temple, a village 
near Edinburgh and close to the 
Rosebery estate. Proposing à vote 
of thanks to the lecturer, he said in 
those days it did not do to reckon 
whethe rnews is good or bad. One 
had to set one’s teeth and go through 
the day’s work, whatever news the 
morning might bring. That was the 
spirit we had to face. Never in the 
whole history of the world was there 
a more dastardly or infamous action 
than that of Prussia' in regard to Bel­
gium. There was something else that 
we might learn from this chapter of 
history besides the fact that it was 
our duty to take up arms to vindicate 
our honor and our signature' to the 
treaty which Prussia had torn up. “If 
the Prussians were ever to land on 
these shores—I draw a distinction be­
tween Prussia and Germany—the 
scenes which have been enacted 
there would also take place here. I 
will go further. They would be a 
hundred times worse, for although 
the Prussians had no. such grudge 
against Belgium when they devasta­
ted that country, they are devoured 
by a furious and insensate hatred of 
this country. Let us take this to our 
hearts, and souls, and consciences. 
It would Involve the destruction of 
our empire and of all we hold dear at 
home. They have drunk to the day of 
our humiliation for years past, and 
now that we have acted as the ob­
struction of their plan of getting to 
Paris, ravaging France, and then hav­
ing time to destroy Russia, their ha­
tred to us is one-hundred fold what 
it was. They no longer carry on war 
as they did in 1870 against France; 
they have gone down in the name of 
the culture they pretend to extol. In 
1870 I remember well, they made 
civilized war; now they make bestial 
and barbarous war. Well, if that be 
the character of the war, yt>u must 
remember that It might come here. 
There might be a raid (I do not think 
there could be much more). If there 
was a raid it would be accompanied 
by all the savagery and all the bar­
barism that the Prussians have dis­
played in Belgium. The responsibil­
ity lies on all of us to prevent that. 
We cannot all be heroes, like the 
King of the Belgians, but we can, at 
any rate, do our duty to avert from 
this country the horrors that have 
taken place in his kingdom. There is 
not an able-bodied man in this coun­
try who would not go to his grave 
with shame If he had not lifted a hand 
to prevent such a thing!”

The far Plotting
Germans.

(From the New York Post.)
Again the far-plotting Germans! 

This time in Italy. Our readers will 
recall that, early in the war, the 
French found that in their country 
German posters advertising bouillon 
were really bulletins of military In­
formation for the invader. A similar 
nefarious scheme has been discovered 
by the Italians. The acutest among 
them have been discussing mysterious 
signs, in the guise of bill-boards, 
placed near fortifications, close by 
their railway stations, and at other 
strategic points. That the thing is of 
German origin is clear, for the alleg­
ed advertiser has a German name. 
Moreover, he Is doubly under suspic­
ion, for he is offering for sale a pro­
duct little used in Italy. No wonder 
that an alarmed and patriotic Italian 
Deputy, Is about to Interpellate the 
Government regarding the business. 
As for the poster itself, we read In 
the Italian newspapers that it con­
sists of a cut of a gigantic cucumber, 
with some mysterious numbers at the 
left, and underneath the name, Heinz. 
Shades of the Fifty-seven Varieties! 
Italy all mixed up by our well- 
known mixed pickles! It seems a 
wild joke, but we assure our readers 
that it Is discussed with all serious­
ness, and a dash of apprehension, by 
at least two Italian newspapers.

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German Republic
Idea Ridiculed.

Friday, Saturday & Monday at Paris, Dec. 4.—Henry Dev ray, 
French writer and student of German 
affairs, is not among the prophets 
who predict the formation of a repub­
lic in Germany following the close Ot 
the war, provided the Allies are suc­
cessful. In an article in the Temps, 
M. Davray says he knows of no class 
in Germany which would start a ré­
bellion against the existing regime. 
He regards all the people as loyal to 
the Kaiser and the spirit of militar­
ism.

“Long before the beginning of the 
war,” says M. Davray, “the Socialists 
by their votes in the Reichstag, gave 
proof of their belief In the necessity 
of imposing upon the world the so- 
called benefits of ‘kultur’ and Ger­
manic civilization. For them, as for 
the whole German people, the Iriser 
even though defeated in this war, will 
remain supreme. They will continue 
to respect his authority and take
their orders from him.

“The formidable military organiza­
tion which the whole of Europe ad­
mires without envying, and which it 
no longer fears, has inculcated in the 
mind of every German, peasant or 
aristocrat, laborer or professor, the 
same absolute faith in the invincibil­
ity of the army, in the future su­
premacy of the fleet, in the superior­
ity of everything German, and a be­
lief in the necessity of imposing this 
superiority on the entire world.

“It is a mistake,” M. Davray con­
tinues, “to attempt to distinguish be­
tween the Kaiser and the military 
caste on the one hand and the Ger­
man people on the other. Both Class­
es are blinded by the same audacious 
dream. Throughout the empire there 
is the same insolent infatuation, the 
same medley of arrogant ambitions, 
the same crafty servility.

“To blame the Kaiser, the Crown 
Prince and the odious cast of coun­
try squires while imploring pity for 
the German people as innocent vic­
tims is to establish a dangerous and 
illusory distinction, flatly contradict­
ed by the cruelties practiced by sol­
diers as well as officers, who are per­
suaded that their mission is to exter­
minate a hated race.

“I insist on the contrary, that the 
people and its chiefs are bound to­
gether in a strict solidarity. A pep- 
pie has the rulers whom it deserves. 
The whole history of the German 
people and German institutions de­
monstrates that it is in the German 
character to submt always to brutal 
authority. The school master beats 
his pupils in inculcating the rudi­
ments of German culture", the soldier 
of whatever class submits to insults 
from his superior.'

“Those who predict a revolution in 
Germany should indicate how it is to 
be brought about. In the setting up 
of a new government a political co­
hesion such as does not exist in the 
confederation of German States is ne­
cessary. The peoples of the several 
States are much less homogehèous 
than many suppose, and the mobiliza­
tion disorganized the social democ­
racy, whose adherents submitted with 
the same docility as the most rabid 
pan-Germanists."
