Professor Elihu Thomson, the in-
ventor of electric welding, told us re-
cently that while listening he had no-
ticed that the flashes of lightning from
a distant storm coincided with.  the
crack ‘of the atmospherics in the tele-
phones.. Just before a flash the signal
faded, but came back slowly after it.

Our increasing knowlédge of 'the
electrical structure of matter might in
time lead to the production of electric
current direct from the rays of sun.

London Letter

(By PANTQN HOUSE, for th® Cana-
diar I'ress).

LONDON, Aug. 15.—The National
Gallery is one of the half-dozen Lgn-
don sights (The others being West-
minster Abbey, St. Paul’s Cathedral,
the Tower, the British Museum and
the Houses of Parliament) which no
visitor from the Dominions can omit
from his programme with a clear con-
science, even if his interest in pic-
tures “as such” is slight. Compar-
atively few turn the corner to go in-
to the adjoming , National Portrait
Gallery, which contains a collection
of about two thcusand portraits of
people who have made their mark
in the history of England. Here we
come face to face with people hither-
to known only as names in history
books; our sovereigns since Richard
II.; other royalists, statesmen, sail-
ors, soldiers, men of letters, scien-
tists and engineers, painters, musi-
cians, actors.

The collection is always, though
slowly, growing. Quite lately a por-
trait was acquired of the Rev. George
Walker, D.D.,, a country parson o
collected his parichioners and neigh-
bors and marched them into the city
of Londonderry in time to take part
in the famous .defence of 1689, after
the garrison had been withdrawn and
the m:flitary Gcevernor had deserted
hig post. He was elected “Joint Gov+
ernor and Commissionary, with the
temporary rank of Colonel,” by the
grateful citizens. At the time he was
over seventy years of age, but the por-
trait represents him as a soldier in
the prime of life, wearing full armour
and carrying an object which appears
to be the baton of a field marshal.

FELL FROM NUT TREE AT 140.

A still more romantic personality
whose portrait has recently come into
the Gallery's possession is that of a
Countess of Desmond who dicd in 1604
having survived her husband 70 years.
This sturdy and gallant old lady could
walk ten miles a day until the week
before her death, at the reputed age
of 140. It is recorded of her that “n
the course of her long pilgrimage she
renewed her teeth twice”—an advan-
tage that may have had a favorable ef-
fect on her digestion and general
health. Had she been content to take
care of herself as young things of 70
do, she might have attained a really
ripe old age. As it was, at 140 (says
her biographer) “she needs must
climb a nut tree to gather nuts, so,
falling’down, she hurt her thigh,
which brought on a fever, and that
brought death.”

Only two imhabitants of these 1s-
lands are credited with having lived
longer than the Countess. These were
Henry Jenkins, who was 169 when he
died in 1670; and “Old Parr,” who died
in 1635, aged 152.

DICKENS TREASURE HUNT.

One of the favorite pastimes of the
Canadian in London—and there are an
unusual number this year—is to
look out places' associated either with
Dickens or with his characters. Of
these there is no lack. David Copper-
field's London rooms, for instance,
have been locatad at. No. 15, Bucking-
ham Street, Strand, and Bob Sawyer's
in Lant Street, Southwark. The jour-
ney of Mr. Squeers and Nicholas Nick-
leby on the Yorkshire coach is com-
memorated by busts of them, -with
one of their author, in Snow Hill, near
the ste of the “Saracen’s “Head,”
whence the coach started. In South-
wark Central Library is exhibited the
very copper in which Oliver Twist’s
inadequate supper of gruel was cook-
ed; at any rate, the copper came from
old St. George’s Workhouse, which is
considered to be the scene of the “ask-

People are beginning to find it is
most satisfactory to restrict themsel-
ves to one or iLwo gallerles—say the
Egyptian section—at a visit. The
London Museum, ccntained. in a big
private house, can be seen with much
less fatugue, and is especially famil-
iar with children. This collection il-
lustrates the history of’ the capital
from' the earliest times. Here are
realistic models of London, before the
fire; Old St. Paul's, with its “great
steeple, and London Bridge with its
burden of shops and houses. It holds
samples of the clothes, weapons, gar-
ments and household gear of London-
ers from the earliest t'mes. In the
costume gallery are the Coronation
robes of King George an& Queen
Mary, and of King Edward VII., and
Queen Alexandra; with several of
Queen Victoria’s gowns and the baby
clothes and queer little tartan frocks
worn by her children.

An Author Who
Looked Ahead

JULES VERNE AND HIS ANTICIPA-
TIONS,

Pew poople are able to pack all thut
they know about a great subject into
a short article. It has come abour,
thorefore, that “Jackdaw,” in h!s pa-
per on carly enticipations of modern
scientific discoveries, omitted to men-
tion Jules Verne, and so he left & gap
for another hand to fill. -Quite a com-
fortubly large gap, too; " for Jules
Verne's mind ran much farther ahead
of his age than that:of either Leonar-
do de Vinci of the first London Lyt-
ton. 8o, first of all, a word about the
man himself.

The Simple Life.

He came of a middle-class family,
and was born at Nantes in 1828, He
was neither, as people have supposed,
a great traveller nor a learned man of
science. The steam yacht in which
the knocked about in the summer nev-
er tqok him farther from home than
the Mediterranean.

His knowlgdge of science was mere-
ly the sort of knowledge which any
man whose interests lle in that dir-
ection may pick up as he goes along.
He got most of it from the scientific
periodicals which he read in the public
Iibraries.

His original call'ng was that of a
stockbroker. His first literary am-
bition was to write the libretti of com-
ic operas; but the sucess of *Five
Weeks in a Ballroom” decided him to
quit both the Bourse and the theatra.

At the same t'me he quitted Paris,
and went to Amiens to live the simple
life; and it was doubtful whether any
novelist ever lived more simply. He
drank no wine; he smoked no tobacco;
he ate little except eggs and vege-
tables; he did his work early in the
morning, divided h‘s afternoons be-
tween the public libraries and the
borough council, and went to bed at
eight. -

The Quality of Vision.

Fortune smiled on him, but the crit-
ics did not. He was always a ‘“best
seller,” but never an Academician. The
neighbours ridiculed his -books as fit
only for school prizes. But they were
wrong.

His work did, indeed, lack both fem-
inine interest and literary finish; but
it was eminently readable; and it had

an almost uncanny instinct for the.
coming developments of sclentific in-
vention. He foregaw more clearly
than\the inventors themselves the
marvels of the age immediately ahead.

tions, and perhaps not the most fe-

markable of them. It would be a long
and weary task to dig them all out
separately from the hundred odd vol-
umes through which they are scatter-
ed; but he himself has happily provid-
ed us with a means of taking a synop-
tic view of them, by communicating to
the Amiens Academy, in 1891, a paper
entitled “A Day in the Life of an Am-
erican Journalist in 2890.”

We are still a long way, of course,
from the date to which he was look-
ing forward; but quite a number of
his prophecies are already fulfilled or
very near fulfilment.

His American journalist has amal-
gamated newspapers as we see them
being amalgamated to-day. He is ed-
iting the “BEarth Herald,” with which
are incorporated ete., etc., etec. He
lives and works in a skyscraper, in a
city of skyscrapers, three hundred
metres high, in a city in which heat
and light and power are furnished by
the white coal of a harnessed Niagara.
He receives his news by telephone
and his illustrations by telephoto. He

does not print _his paper; he broad-
casts it, his countless = subgeribers
“listening” to what he has to tell

them.

He keeps in touch with his wife,
when she goes to Paris, by means of a
telephotic mirror, which throws her
beautiful portrait on to a scrcen. It is
a coloured photograph, for Jules
Verne predicted photography in col-
curs. He arranges for publicity by
writing advertisements in the sky. He
travels either in an aerocar which is
heavier than air, or in a tube which
takes him underground.

Horrors of War,

Rumours of war reach him in his
office; but he is not alarmed. War, he
announces, is out of the question for
cogent scientific reasons; and he
asks;—

“How is war possible in the face of
all these modern inventions; these
asphyxiating/shells which can be fired
at a distance of a hundred kilometres,
these electric rays, twenty leagues
long, capable of destroying an army
corps in an instant, these projéctiles
which can be loaded with the microbes
of plague, cholera, and yellow fever?
These instruments of destruction
would wipe out a nation s a few
hours with or without the 1&ave of
The Hague Conference.” '

That was written, be it repeated, in
1891. Some of the prophecies had al-
ready been fulfilled before the proph-
et’s death—notably telephotography,
invented by Dr. Korn in 1808. Others

(Trade Review).

Common Cod Oil—There is no im-
provement in the demand whatever.
There is still considerable stocks of
oil held over in 'New York and the
New England States from last year.
Until there is a better demand we. are
likely to see lower prices.

Cod Liver 0fl—The quantity of oil
manufactured here this year has been
exceedingly small and returns during
the past month have been very disap-
pointing. The refiners still hope to
increase their make and with another
good spurt things would look bright-
er, as the quality of oil made in New-
foundland this year .is, if anything,
better than ever.

Flour—The Manitoba Free Press,
which is one of the best authorities in
Western Canada on the wheat crop,
has stated authoritatively that their
estimate of the growing spring wheat
crop is 371 millios bushels.. One
month ago the Chicago speculators
stated the crop would not be over 200
million .bushels. Quite recently .the
wheat market took a sudden bredk
when it was stated on good authority
that the Manitoba 'wheat would cer-
tainly be 300 millions. Weather con-
ditions have continuéd very favorable
and if it continuag Por another 10 days
we would not be surprised to see the

fully realized. Should it prove still
better the bumper crop of 475 million
bushels of last year may be reglized
aga’n.

Owing to the extrem-
ely high prices now demanded over
8 1-2 million bushels of Argentine
wheat has been ordered for Canada
and it could recently be purchased for
less money’ laid down in New -York
duty paid than what similar grain was
gelll)ng for in the United States. New
England towns have purchased Ar-
gentine corn from Montreal much
cheaper than it can be laid down from
Chicago. From all appearances there

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A Lesson From
Sweden

Sweden is a country which in
its climate and products bears a
striking resemblance  to New-
foundland, but unfortunately
for us the similarity ends there.
This is practically the case with
reference to its timber which
consists, as with us, for the most
part of fir and spruce, but
whereas Sweden has learned to
conserve her forests, to retain
control of a major portion of
them, and rigidly to insist upon
“the observance by everyone of
the Government's forest policy,
we have allowed our supply to be
depleted, our preserves to be en-
croached upon, and we have not
given a moment’s thought to
any deﬁnirti, plan by which our
forests might be made a con-
tinuous source of employment
and wealth. We do not even
know the extent of our timber
areas!

In Sweden a forest policy was
established in 1860, and by ex-
ténding it to take over more
forested lands annually, the
acreage of state forests was in-
creased from 1,000,000 acres in
1870 to 15,000,000 in 1915. A
Col]erre of Forestry has been
‘established and the Government
maintains a laboratory for the
study of all problems which arise
in connection with the indus-
try. There are seven schools of
fotestry and free instruction is
given in all the state colleges and
schceols.

What is the attitude in New-
foundland? The timber indus-
try is second only in importance
to the fishery, and yet we have
stiil to learn of a single school in
which forestry is a subject in-
cluded in the curriculum. We
complain because our boys are
not selected for the more im-
portant positions with the pulp
and paper companies, but al-
though the Anglo-Newfoundland
Development Company has been
established here for practically
twenty years, there are few if
any students who possess even
a rudimentary knowledge of this
important subject. In the same
way we have not considered the
fishing industry deserving of
study, and it has beenr left to
strangers to come and discover
the wealth that lies in our waters
and to inform us how best to
turn it to account.

We grumble because of ‘the ef-
fect of circumstances. Why is it
that we do not concern ourselves
with the causes of many of our

hortcomlngs" They are not far
to seek.

Court Returns From

Hon. Justice Johnson, Dﬂ)uty Min-
ister of Justice Summers, members
of the Bar and Court officials re-
turned from the Western circuit of
the Island yesterday, and when off
Bay of Islands an American warship
and a destroyer were seen.

DISARMAMENT COMMISSION GETS
TO WORK.
GENEVA, Sept. 9.

With business like directness, the
Disarmament Commission of the Lea-
gue Assembly began this afternoon
its examination of all questions and
all materials touching the mutual plan
of guarantees and assistance between
States, and the general problem of
disarmament. The Commission de-
cided at the outset that these two
subjects could not be intelligently
treated without also discussing oblig-
atory arbitration. Hence compulsory
arbitration which now is regarded as
the main foundation stone of all pro-
jects to outlaw war becomes the in-
tegral part of the discussion of dis-
armament, the final goal of which is
the codification 6f the International
Conference at the Geneva Conference
for the reduction of armaments in all
countries. A new angle was given the
debate to-day, when the Swedish For-
eign Minister, Baron Von Wurtem-
burg, introduced a resolution in the
Assembly concerning the codification
of International law.

Food .for Microbes.

From seaweed science has enab(led
us to obtain a number of products; in-
cluding agar-agar, a jelly-like sub-
stance invaluable to the medical pro-
fession; potash; cattle food; manure;
and fibre for use in upholstery and
similar work.

Agar-agar, which is semi-transpar-
ent and shiny in appearance, is the
best-known' food for microbes, many
varieties of which thrive on it exclu-
sively. This its most important use, but
it is also employed as a curative agent
in certain kinds of wounds or injur-
ies, and experts predict that in time it
will displace many of those drugs
which, while they are valuable in dif-
ferent ways, often have baneful after-
effects. In addition, it forms a con-
stituent of jellies and soups, and is us-
ed for making moulds in plaster of
‘Paris, clarifying certain liquors, beer
| and wines among them, and for stif-
| fening the texture of silk and other

materials.

Another seaweed product is a form
of isinglass far superior to the veget-
able substance ;while photographic

| films, iodine, and algin, a particular-
| 1y sticky kind of adhesive paste, are
; being made in increasing quantities
' frcm the same source.

|  Of the many varieties of seaweed,
| that known as kelp is the most com-
1 mon and the most beneficial to man.
| Kelp is found on almost every coast,
I in stages of growth ranging from two

| or three feet in length to giant plants
| with foliage extending more than a
{ hundred feet in different directions.
| Providing it is carefully cut,-a kelp
1bed will yield three, and sometimes
ﬂ fcur, crops a year.

In the Californian industry .the
State Fish and Game Commission -has
fixed close seasons during which no
| kelp may be cut, Kelp thrives best in
| a depth of about seventy-five feet of
water, the foliage being held upright
by tiny air bulbs, one at the base of
each leaf, which ensure that it grows
towards the surface. The dense mas-
ses ‘are cut with scythe-like knives
lowered to a depth of six feet, an ap-
paratus similar to the mechanical
reaper seen on farms dragging the
seaweed on to ¢he deck of the har-
vesting ship. Thirty tons an hour can
be harvested in this way by a 'crew of
five men.

Japan’s Women Divers.

In Japan the cultivation of seaweed
is an industry of considerable anti-
quity, although it was mnot preperly
organized until recently. The Japan-
ese kelp grows at the bottom of the
gsea, and is only a few feet in length.
It 1s collected by women divers, who
go overboard with sharp knives, gat-
her a bunch of seaweed jn their arms,
cut it off with a dexterous sweep of
the knife, and return with it to the
top, making dozens of decents in the
course of a day. But in spite of these
more or less primitive methods, Japan
exports enormous quantities of agar-
agar every year, sending hundreds of
tons to America, Great Britain, and.
France, at a price ranging from £100

to £140 a ton.
