FAIR IMPRISONED FOB BEING SOCIAL 
ISTSk—HORRIBLE CONDITIONS.

Berlin—The Socialists who are kept 
in prison at Tobolsk, Western Siberia, 
by the Soviet Government have con­
trived to send an account of their Buf­
ferings to the outer world. Ae Vor- 
warts, the organ of the German So­
cialists states, It Is a heart-rending 
document.

The prisoners state that after the 
prison on the Island of Solovetsk, In 
the White Sea, was closed 126 of them 
were sent to Tobolsk.

“We are In a prison for persons 
condemned to penal servitude,” they 
write, “where the arrangements for 
sanitary purposes poison the air, and 
the gaolers, who have been sent from 
the prisons on the Moscow Cheka, 
have instituted the severe regime 
which obtains In the inner prisons at 
Moscow.”

In an article dealing with “ad­

venturers who come to our easy 
going town, and take away some­
thing like $20,000 in a few 
months, chiefly from the people 
who can least afford to spend 
their money in that way,’’ the 
Trade Review broaches a subject 
which provides food for thought, 
and while we would distinguish 
between one class of visiting en­
tertainers and another, we agree 
in the main with our "contem­
porary’s remarks.

To a theatrical company -capa­
ble of giving performances that 
in one form or another show 
merit, whether it be of an in­
structive or of an amusing na­
ture, we would always be ready 
to extend a welcome, and to 
those persons whose stock in 
trade is genuine the door is al­
ways open. As for the others, 
who have nothing in particular 
to recommend them, and who 
come here in the hope of finding 
the people an easy mark, the 
most effective way of dealing 
with them rests with the people 
themselves. v.

Time and again the commu­
nity has been “stung” by com­
panies- or by individuals who 
have posed as the exponents of ; 
this or the champions of that, j 
or who, fearing lest Newfound- j 
'anders had not heard of the 1 
latest “sure thing,” went out of 
their way to bring the glad news, 
and to give them a chance to get 
in on the ground floor. Of course 
if such people are taken at their 
own face value, and the public 
are willing to accept them as 
philanthropists, they can only 
lay the blame to their own gul­
libility when they are induced 
to part with their money, and no 
amount of legislation will ever 
improve matters.

During recent months, how­
ever, visits have been paid by 
concerns which in the sacred 
name of charity have conducted 
shows with considerable profit 
to themselves, as well as to the 
object in whose services they 
were enlisted. A very consider­
able portion of the proceeds 
were obtained by games of 
chance—wheels of fortune and 
such like methods, and after the 
excitement of the game had 
spent itself, the people with 
empt> pockets had this to con­
sole them, that their money had 
gone partly to a worthy cause, 
and partly to enrich the strang­
ers within their gates.

It should be unnecessary to 
point out that these visitors 
have not the slightest interest 
in our charitable organizations, 
but simply use them as am ex­
cellent medium whereby they 
may secure patronage. Doubtless 
the promoters are fully aware of 
the generous spirit which exists 
in the community, and, to put 
the matter plainly, they trade on 
that spirit. Far better for our­
selves in every way if we gave 
directly to the object which 
aroused our sympathy according 
to our means, and not grudging­
ly or of necessity, rather than 
with the hope of getting some­
thing in return ; better by far'to 
dispense our charity in such a 
way as to be certain that the 
whole amount would be devoted 
to the cause for which it was in­
tended, rather than to have the 
ungratifying knowledge after-

wards that a considerable por­
tion of our money—the measure 
of our benevolence—was on its 
way out of the country in the 
pockets of a company of adven­
turers.

There are other aspects which 
should not be overlooked when 
the question of granting this 
privilege to casual visitors, or in 
fact, to anyone, is under con­
sideration. To what extent does, 
it interfere with legitimate 
trade? Local concerns, J>e they 
business houses or places of 
amusement, bear their share of 
public responsibility. They main­
tain premises, pay taxes, and 
contribute to charity, and if they 
find that the methods referred 
to work them an injury, they 
have every reason to protest.

It may also be considered 
whether such methods do not 
tend to diScourage local assist­
ance to oug various charities, 
which must eventually look to 
that source for the necessary 
revenue to maintain them,' and 
the fact must not be overlooked 
that by the amount taken out of 
the country the community is 
that much the poorer, if no pro­
portionate return has been re­
ceived for the money.''

It Is learned that a meeting of 
miners at Bell Island was held In the 
C.L.B. Armoury yesterday evening for 
the purpose of discussing the negotia­
tions pending between the Govern­
ment and Besco relative to a new con­
tract. The meeting was attended by 
about 260 men and it was decided not- 
to say aye or nay to the proposals. 
The meeting was the outcome of a 
conference between the Wabana Mine 
Workers’ Union and the • Government 
held on the 21st Inst., and in which the 
situation affecting Bell Island was 
frankly discussed by both sides. The 
Mine Workers Union were inthorlsed 
to communicate with all thef workers 
on Bell Island, unio and non-union, 
explaining the administration’s posi­
tion in the matter, pnd to secure from 
the workers a pronouncement on the 
problems Involved.

The bone of contention appears to 
be that there is no reference In the 
agreement to wages. The Government 
is anxious to have a stipulation which 
would assure better wages to the 
miners placed In the contract. Besco 
abslutely refuses to budge on this 
score, and it is probable would close 
the works were they forced. In a 
previous issue of the Telegram the 
main terms in the proposed contract 
were outlined. These Included a pro­
vision for an export tax of 10 cents 
per ton on all ore exported up to one 
million tone, and 6 cents per ton on 

f ore In excess of one million but not 
exceeding two millions. On ore ex­
ported to points within the Empire a 
rebate of 5-Lcente per ton Is to be 
given.

HOCKEY RULES AND PROBLEMS.
(By LOU B. MARSH).

The Best Rale In Hockey.
The best rule In hockey concerns 

the referee.
/ The C.A.H.A. rule says 
feree’e decision shall be 
there shall be no appeal.'

The Western Canada Pro. Hockey 
League saysf "The referee's decision 
shall be final on all matters of judg­
ment and there shall be no appeal 
upon a question of the proper inter­
pretation of the playing rules.”

The National Hockey League 'rule 
says: .‘LAll disputes during à match 
shall be decided by the referee, and 
his decision shalTbe final."

It is Just as well for everybody who 
is connected with the game to remem­
ber that the referee, under all cbdes, 
is in complete control of the game, 
players and all minor officials from 
the time the game starts until It fin­
ishes. His authority extends to the 
players In the dressing rooms, both 
before and afer a game, and between 
periods. He may even order the ex­
pulsion from the rink of spectators 
who annoy or assault the players or 
the officials or whose conduct is ob­
jectionable. The home club Is respon­
sible for the conduct of the crowd, 
and if the club cannot keep them, 
either Individually or collectively, un­
der control, the referee has the right 
to declare the game forfeited to the 
visiting team.

And what is more, the leagues will 
back him up If he has real justifica­
tion for declaring a game forfeited, 
and either expel the club.from com­
petition, or compel them to play their 
"home" games on the "visiting” club’s 
ice.

Waterloo Bridge la to he rebuilt
This decision was reached by the 

London County Council after a three 
hours’ debate and after a period of

’Star Sterling Peary and North Pole
HIS DISCOVERY fclAIM CHAL­

LENGED.STOVES
Is the North Pole still undiscovered? 

asks the London Observer. Admiral 
Peary’s claim to have “nailed the Stars 
and Stripes to the Pole” on Septem­
ber 6, 1909, has been disputed in Am­
erica on several occasions, and now in 
the New York Independent. Mr. Wil­
liam E. Shea, who is described by the 
editor as “a student of Arctic explora­
tion,” sets forth i\i an article his rea­
sons for believing that Peary did not 
reach the Pole.

Peary, who was accompanied on the 
last stage of the expedition by only 
Ross Marvin, who was .drowned, the 
Negro, Henson, and “a handful of un­
tutored Eskimos,” spoke of the "al­
most unimaginable unevenness and 
roughness of the surface of the Polar 
sea, and yet, Mr. Shea points out, 
Peary travelled under the handicap of 
these “unimaginable” conditions 57 
miles a day:

This (says Mr. Shea) he claimed to 
have done over a course that both he 
and Ellsworth .describe as infernal. 
Fifty-seven miles a day for eight days 
for Peary, half a mile a day for four 
days for Ellsworth. Fifty-seven miles 
a day for Peary with four men on the 
Polar ice; eight miles a day when his 
expedition (at the start) was at its 
strongest. These things require ex­
planation. Till they are cleared up 
Peary’s claim cannot be taken serious-

Here he quotes from Peary’s 
own words as wrung from him by a 
Congressional Committee in 1911, 
when Congress was considering 
whether or not to bestow honors upon 
him:

Mr. Roberts : Captain Peary, when 
you returned from your dash, the first 
people you saw were those’ of the 
ship?

Captain Peary: Yes, sir.
Mr. Roberts: You, of course, told 

them of the trip?

not go into any details in regard to 
the trip.

Mr. Roberts: Did you tell them you 
had reached the Pole?

Captain Peary: I told Captain 
Bartlett; no one else.

He gave as his opinion that the wages 
at present paid the miners represent­
ed an increase of about 100 per cent, 
over the wages paid in 1914, while at 
the same time the cost of living had 
increased by approximately 45 per 
cent., the miner should be able to live 
better than in pre-war days. But, he 
contended, conditions were atnormal 
to-day owing to irregularity of em­
ployment. He submitted'Jhat an in­
creased wage scale over the present 
scale paid could only trlng atoiit an 
improvement of existing conditions. 
Pressed by the chairman, he stated 
that he favored an increased wage 
scale irrespective of whether or not 
it would result in a decreased weekly 
earning. Elaborating this contention, 
he held that ty improved methods of 
mining, and better salesmanship, the 
Corporation could afford to pay a 
higher wage scale, arid he maintained 
that this method was preferable to 
maintaining or decreasing the pres­
ent scale.

But on two days of the' week he 
drives his little pony trap to Sandring- 
ham to attend to Kings and Princes.

For nearly 60 years he has had 
kings’ and cowmen as clients, having 
held the appointment of hairdresser 
at Sandringham for 67 years.

On November 10, 1885, he gave
King George, then Duke of York, his 
first shave, and also cut his hair. On 
January 20, 1889, he trimmed the 
Duke’s beard for the first time.

Since then many kings and princes 
have sat under the scissors or razor 
of this remarkable barber, among 
them the King of Norway, the late 
Duke of Clarence, the late Prliice 
John, the Prince of Wales, the Duke of 
York, Prince Henry, and the Crown 
Prince Olaf of Norway.

In a large album he has kept for 
more than half a century commands 
by telegram, letter apd postcard to 
cut the hair of princes. The formula

failure of brilliant schoolboys In 
after-life. This Is one of the most 
recurrent of educational problems, 
only equalled In frequency of ap­
pearance by Its converse, the dullard 
at school who afterwards becomes a 
great success.

There Is one explanation of these 
two perplexing phenomena, and that 
is that ability may be an exhaust­
ible quality. In some children it 
manifests Itself early, and ts eager­
ly expended in the breathless diges­
tion of school lessons, leaving the 
youth with a dull residuum with 
which to face life. In others it looks 
as If the mental faculties, carefully 
husbanded through adolescence, come 
to fruition late.

Andther important factor is phy­
sical development. The child with 
sound digestion and sturdy physique 
Is much more likély than the weakly 
to develop In accordance with the 
educational system.
