THE PROVINCIAL FINANCES.
We doubt if it amounts to anything of 
very satisfactory kind to discuss the 

condition of the Provincial finances in ad­
vance of an authoritative statement, laid 
before the House by the Treasurer. 
It is groping a good deal in the 
dark, and nothing definite can 
deduced from it. Suppose it was 
true, as a Victoria contemporary affirms,

’ that half of fche million dollar loan negoti­
ated by the government in the early part 
of the present year had been spent, it 
does not follow that it has not been used 
in the promotion of useful and necessary 
works. If it has been so spent in the 
opinion of the government the question 
for discussion is whether they are works 
of immediate necessity and utility. There 
may be room for a difference of opinion 
about this, but such difference crops up 
in the case of all expenditures, ami if 
unanimity of opinion were a necessity to 
public expenditure there would be none. 
Before the government is condemned it 
should be known how the money has been 
used. It was obtained for the purpose ot 
expending, and it may as well bo used in 
this way as kept lying in the bank. W l^n 
the house meets and a statement is sub­
mitted by the government of its expendi­
ture the public will be in possession 0 
the facts and can form its own opinion.

In the Pitti Palace, at Florence, is a 
table which, for originality Lb the matter 
of construction and ghastliness in concep­
tion, is probably without a rival. It was 
made by Giuseppe Sagafcti, who passed 
several years of his life in its manufacture. 
To the casual observer it gives the impres­
sion of a curious mosaic of marbles of dif 
feront shades and colors, for it looks like 
polished stone. In reality it is composed 
of human muscles and viscera. No less 
than a hundred bodies were requisitioned 
for the materia! The table is round and 
about a yard in diameter, with a pedestal 
and four daw feet, the whole being form­
ed of petrified human remains. The 
ornaments of the pedestal are made from 
the intestines, the claws with hearts, 
livers, and lungs, the natural 
color of which is preserved. The 
table-top is constructed of muscles 
artistically arranged, and it is 
bordered with upwards of a hundred eyes 
the effect of which is said to be highly 
artistic, since they retain all their lustre 
and seem to follow the observer. Sagatti 
died about fifty years ago. He obtained 
his bodies from the hospitals and indur­
ated than by impregnation with mineral 
salts. To add to the horror which such a 
piece of furniture is calculated to inspire 
in the minds of most people, the fate of 
Count Rittaboca, its last owner, may be 
related. On Christmas Eve he and his 
friends were playing cards on this table, 
when suddenly he jumped up, pale and 
agitated, overcome by the fixed gaze of 
these petrified eyes. Yielding to the sud­
den attack of violent mania, he stabbed 
himself and fell upon the table.

Thence, 
through the Florida Strait», until reach­
ing latitude 30 degrees north, the Eureka 
had a northerly current of one and a half 
knote per hour, and tbanoe to Cape Hat- 
teras she had no current at all, though 
the veeael waa in the stream. On leaving 
the stream at Hattezaa the temperature 
of the sea fell from 72 degree» to 62 de­
grees in the ship*! length. This extraor­
dinary reverrai of the meet pow­
erful of ocean currents waa dnetothe great 
aati-cyclone of high atmospheric pressure 
which waa hovering over the Atlantic 
coast. The northerly and northeasterly 
anti-cyclonic galee swept the Gulf Stream 
back upon its reservoir in the Gulf. ef 
Mexico. But the effect of these galee 
was probably limited to the surface water 
and extended bat a few fathoms down­
ward, the main body of the stream, more

m Van Horne’s Denial.
Montreal, Dec. 20.—Rumors to the 

effect that the C. P. R. was to be leased 
by the Dominion Government on a guar­
antee of three per cent, which gained such 
currency and credence yesterday, were 
given an emphatic denial to-day by Gen­
eral Manager Van Home and Sir Donald 
Smith, of the C. P. R. directors. The 
reports appear to have originated in Lon­
don for stock jobbing purposes, and were 
suggested by a phamphlet issued last 
week by a writer signing himself “Anglo- 
Canadian,” in which the step was advo­
cated. Van Home states positively that 
no such action was contemplated either by 
the government or the road, nor had the 
question of cancellation of the indemnity 
been discussed between the government 
and the company. As to what grounds 
such a statement was founded on 
Van Home had not the slightest 
idea and did not believe anyone else had. 
“I may say, however,” he added, “that 
neither the government nor anybody else 
will ever get the Canadian Pacific Railway 
on anything like a 3 per cent, basis. ” Re­
garding the reported grain blockade in 
the Northwest, Van Home said “there is 
no truth m the statement that the com­
pany has not been able to move grain 
crops up to the present time. There may 
possibly be a shortage in the elevator ca­
pacity on Thunder Bay before long and 
undoubtedly the company will have to 
build more elevators there very soon, but 
at the very worst they shall be 
off this winter than are the lines west of 
Chicago. Following the good crops, we 
are at present moving a large amount of 
export wheat over the Lake Superior re­
gion and have seven or eight trains com­
ing east every day.

8ms:—The settlers of the District of Alberni 

have assembled together in the lower public 
school-house on this the 3rd day of December, 
1887,do humbly beg to express our appreciation 
of your efforts in behalf of our interests during 
the past session of the Provincial Parliament ; 
onr appreciation of the allowances made by the 
government for the purpose of building much 
needed leads and bridges within thisdistrict; 
as also our great gratification at the establish­
ment of a monthly steamboat service between 
this place and .Victoria.

It was never-supposed or affirmed tha 
munerative steamboat business could be

in a few months, or even during the first 
year or two. To create and foster a profitable 
trade time will be required, hence our petition 
eight months ago for a subsidy.

And with respect to the comingseason, in the 
all but entire absence of a home market for 
our produce, an assurance on the part 
of the government of a continuance of 
a stated steamboat service must be given 
before the settlers can be expected to address 
themselves in earnest to the cultivation of their 
land and the raising of produce for exportation. 
While any uncertainty exists regarding a reg­
ular steamboat service many of the unmarried 
men at least, who constitute a majority of the 
settlers, will not run the risk of producing 
crops, which they feel they will not be able to 
dispose of. They will leave the district entirely 
during the summer season to find employment 
elsewhere with immediate remuneration. There 
is no use reclaiming land unless one is pre­
pared to put crops in it, and there to no use 
putting in crops unless one has a prospect 
of being able to find a market for them. While 
thus expressing our satisfaction for past Ser­

fight all through. He won first blood in 
the 11th round and gained the first knock 
down in the 18th round. In the 2nd round 
Kilrain planted a vigorous Mow on Smith’s 
stomach. Smith responded with a iharp 
blow on Jake’s forehead. Up to the lOtn 
round the advantage was all with Kilrain. 
In the 11th round, Kilrain landed a num­
ber of effective blows on Smith’s ribs and 
nose, drawing blood. A claim of blood 
for Kilrain was made and allowed. From 
the twelfth to the fifteenth round the ex­
changes were all in favor of Kilrain. 
Kilrain punished Smith severely about 
the chest. From this on Kilrain had 
everything his own way. He knocked 
Smith down repeatedly, hitting him 
whenever he pleased. Smith became 
very groggy and looked at one time 
as if he would faint from pain and 
loss of Mood.

Naegel also confessed to similar doings.
Some years ago the latter distinguished 
himself by shooting a desperate criminal 
and saved the lives of two comrades, 
and received a medal from the city 
council therefor, but lately has been in 
bad repute, and had resigned^ few week's 
ago, though his resignation waa not yet 
accepted. It was through him that the 
notorious counterfeiter, Racine, was al­
lowed to escape two years ago, and people 
are asking how many of the robberies in 
the city of late years have been committed 
by those who were paid to guard their 
interests.

The definite announcement that the 
Dominion Parliament will meet so early 
as the 31st of January for the dispatch of 
business was not unexpected. It was 
well-known that the estimates were being 
prepared, and that the heads of the 
various departments were pushing on 
their reports preliminary to the assembling 
of Her Majesty’s faithful senate and com- 

The government will meet the 
House under more favorable circumstances 
than perhaps ever before in the histoiy of 
the Dominion. In tlie first place they 

The bye-elections 
have resulted advantageously to the min­
istry, testifying in a sufficiently marked 
degree to its popularity with the elector­
ate. Then again the year has been a 
prosperous one throughout the country. 
The budget speech will disclose the fact 
that the finances of the Dominion 
are in a safe condition, notwith- 
atanding the loud Jeremiads of the Liberal 
press.

The whilom leader of the Oppo­
sition, the Hon. Edward Blake, will not 
occupy his seat during the coming session 
as he proposes extending his travels to 
Egypt and Palestine, and the public will 
look forward with much interest to his 
successor’s attitude and political conduct. 
As a he is now on trial and
will be subjected to the severest criticism, 
hardly less of his supporters than his 
opponents. Though silver-tongued and 
afiable we fear the Hon. Wilfrid Laurier 
will prove no match for the man 
against whom he is pitted, the great­
est of Canadian statesmen—the veteran 
Premier.

I INCOMPREHENSIBLE DISTANCES.
mIt is conceded that the stars are some 

distance off, so far that the human mind 
fails to get even a faint comprehension of 
flhe distance, but the astronomers are 
always giving us new figures. In one of 
the English magazines speaking of the 
star Alpha Centauri, it is said to be in 
round numbers twenty billions of miles 
off from the earth. Now, a billion means 
a million of millions, so that the distance 
of Alpha Centauri may be stated to be 
twenty millions of millions of miles.

When a 
comet is in the perihelion of its orbit it is 
comparatively near to the earth; on the 
other hand, when it is at the aphelion it 
ik remote—in many instances very remote 
from the earth. For instance, the cele­
brated comet of 1868, known as Donati’s 
comet, one of the greatest comets of

Now our typical 
railway train starting from the earth 
would not reach the aphelion of the orbit 
of Donati’s comet in less than 60,000 
years, and yet the aphelion distance of 
Donati’s comet as only one-Soven-hun- 
dredth part of the distance from the 
earth to Alpha Centauri, the nearest of 
the fixed stars. ■
