Appeal From The Cape.
Capetown, Sept. 8.—The reports of 

the raad debate at Pretoria, published 
here, have created an intense feeling, 
and the disparaging reference to Mr. 
Joseph Chamberlain and Sir Alfred Mil­
ner are resented. The feeling displayed 
by the members of the raad surprised 
those who believed that a peaceful solu­
tion would be reached, and such a solu­
tion, in the opinion of many, has been 
rendered very difficult.

In spite of the downfall of rain, 1500 
workmen assembled last night and pass­
ed a resolution imploring a prompt ter­
mination by the Imperial government of 
the tension, which “is causing grave dis­
tress, bringing the community face to 
face with bankruptcy, alienating the 
moderate element here and in the Trans­
vaal, and sapping British prestige.”

The raad further resolved to drop 
the matter of the concentration of troops 
on the border for the present until the 
government shall supply further infor­
mation to the raad, although the infor­
mation obtained is unsatisfactory. Nev­
ertheless, and with a view to the result 
of the negotiations which are pending, 
the raad declares itself determined in the 
meantime to maintain the rights and in­
dependence of the Republic.

“Queen Will Nod Permit War”
London, Sept. 8.—Mr. Montague 

White, the consul-general of the -S nth 
African Republic in London, said to a 
representative of the Associated Frees 
this evening:

"I assure you on the authority «f a 
cabinet minister that there will by no 
war with the Transvaal JLp *■ nt, -the' 
Queen will not permit W*r. t receive» 
a telegram from Pretoria to-day, assur­
ing me that the Transvaal government 
quite understands the position regarding 
the peace party in England, and is in no 
wise misled by speeches and demonstra­
tions.”

Amsterdam Sept. 8.—The members of 
the Dutch Transvaal commission have 
cabled to Queen Victoria, imploring her 
in the name of humanity and God’s 
kingdom to preserve the peace.”

According to a despatch to the Daily 
Mail from Brussels, Dr. W. J. Leyds, 
the plenipotentiary of the South African 
Republic to the European governments, 
does not believe there will be war be­
tween Great Britain and the Transvaal. 
Rut the Boers will fight to the end, he 
says, if an attempt is made on their in­
dependence.

,to the numerous In reply to the despatch of the British 
government, the Transvaal on Saturday 
handed to the British agent at Pretoria 
a response of which the following is the 
purport:

The government of the South Afri­
can Republic regret that Great Britain 
is of opinion that it is unable to accept 
the proposals made by the Transvaal 
despatches of August 19 and 21, by 
which the term for obtaining the fran­
chise was fixed at five years, and the 
representation of the Witwatererand 
district was enlarged. The government 
regrets the more inasmuch as it considers 
itself justified to deduce from the nego­
tiations previous to its former proposal 
that the latter would be accepted by the 
British government.

In these conditions the Transvaal con­
siders its proposals are annulled, and 
finds it necessary to submit-1 
volksraad and the people. IF 
of the opinion that its proposals are ex­
tremely liberal and more extensive than 
those presented by the British high com­
missioner at Bloemfontein. It is also of 
the opinion that the conditions attached 
to these proposals are reasonable.

The Transvaal never desired Great 
Britain to abandon any rights possessed 
by virtue of the London convention of 
1884, or by virtue of international law.

The Transvaal still hopes that these 
declarations will lead to a good under­
standing and solution of the existing 
difficulties. With regard to the ques­
tion of- suzerainty, t.W Transvaal gov­
ernment refers to the despatch of April 
16, 1898, and considers it unnecessary to 
repeat that despatch.

The reply then proceeds to say:
“ The Transvaal government has al­

ready made known to the British agent 
its objections to accepting the proposals 
contained in the British high commis­
sioner’s telegram of August 2, suggest­
ing the appointment of delegates to 
draw up a report on the last electoral 
law voted by the volksraad. If the one- 
sided examination referred to in the last 
British despatch should show that the 
existing electoral law can be made more 
efficacious, the Transvaal government is 
ready to make a proposal to the volks­
raad with this object. It is also dis­
posed to furnish all the information and 
enlightenment possible, blit is of opinion 
that the result of such an inquiry, so far 
as regards a useful appreciation of the 
law, will be of little value- Nevertheless 
the government is very desirous of satis­
fying Great Britain in the matter of the 
electoral law and the representation of 
the mining district.” .

The reply then refers fo Mr. Chamber­
lain’s proposals respecting a joint inquiry
and says: _ ,

“Considering that by these proposais 
Great Britain does not aim at any in­
terference in the affaire of the .Trans­
vaal, and that the action would not be 
regarded as a precedent, but has solely 
for its object to ascertain whether the 
Franchise law fulfils its purpose, the 
Transvaal will await the ulterior pro­
posals of Great Britain as to the event­
ual constitution of such a commission, 
as welt as the place and time for the 
meeting.”

o Pretoria, Sept. 5.—The volksraad -to­
day accepted Mr. Coester’s motion to fix 
the debates to grow out of the interpella­
tion of the government as to the assem­
bling of British troops along the Trans­
vaal borders for Thursday next. In 
presenting his motion Mr. Coester re­
ferred to the “ Jamieson raid and other 
outrages and mnruers committed by 
British troops ” as leading him to dis­
trust the present concentration. He de­
clared that the convention of 1884 did 
not contain the suzerainty stipulation, 
and he maintained that Mr. Chamber- 
lain had broken that convention by 
interfering in the internal affairs off the 
republic.

ELECTRIC FOG ALARM.

New Device to Be Installed at Once in 
British Columbia Waters.

From Our Own Correspondent.
Ottawa, Sept. 8.—Mr. Trudeau, a local 

electrician, and son- of the late minister 
of railways and canals, has just 
pleted a new fog alarm, which promises

The device 
is operated by a naphtha motor on the 
principle of a large electric gong with 
a megaphone sound projector, 
c.aimed that the machine costs about 
half that of the ordinary steam plant 
whistle, will be cheaper to operate, take 
up less space and give superior results. 
Local experiments are regarded as highly 
successful.

TO CHICAGO.

Iiondon, Sept. 7.—The Times prints a 
long Capetown despatch from Mr. Mon- 
eypenny, its Johannesburg correspond­
ent, describing the steps which led to his 
flight. He says:

“My escape was wholly due to the 
imbecility of the Transvaal detectives, 
for I treated all warnings with skepti­
cism until the actual arrest of Mr. Pako- 
man (editor of the Transvaal Leader). 
That seemed an indication of the policy 
of defiance, making war inevitable, and 
I had several reasons, based on four 
months’ continuous threats from every 
quarter, including State Secretary Reitz, 
for believing that, in the event of war, 
my life would be worth little if I were 
captured.”

A CHANGEABLE CABINET.

Only Three of the Eight Original Mem­
bers ftow Remain.

Of the eight men who sat down at 
President McKinley’s council table at 
the beginning of the administration only 
three remain, says a writer in Leslie’» 
Weekly. These are Secretaries Gage, 
Long and Wilson, respectively of the 
treasury, navy and agricultural depart­
ments. Secretaries Sherman and Day of 
the state department toUowed each other 
into retirement from that office, and the 
Portfolio went to Colonel Hay. Attorney- 
lieneral McKenna passed to the siroreme 
court, and Governor Griggs, of New Jer­
sey, took the vacant place. Secretary 
.Bliss, of the interior department, was- 
succeeded by Mr. Hitchcock. Postmas­
ter-General Gary gave way to Charles 
Emory Smith, one of the hardest work­
ers in the cabinet, and now General Al- 
ger has stepped out of the war office, and 
Elihue Root, at New York, has stepped 
in. All these changes have occurred in, 
less than two and a half years.

Seldom has this record been equalled. 
All the original members of Washing­
ton’s cabinet were out before the end of 
their chief’s service, but this continued 
during eight years, and the cabinet then 
had only four members—the heads of the 
state, treasury and war departments, re­
spectively, and the attorney-general. 
There was a clean sweep during Pres­
ident Adams’ four years, hut Adams had 
adopted all the members of Washington’s 
cabinet as it existed at the latter’s re­
tirement, and most of them were never 
in harmony with him. A new cabinet 
post, that of secretary of the navy, was- 
created in Adams’ terms, hut the incum­
bent disagreed with his crief, and he 
too had to go.

The only other presidents who have- 
had such sweeping changes in their cabi­
nets as have occurred in the past two- 
years were Jackson and Tyler»,
“Peggy O’Neill war” in Jackson’s case 
caused, in about two years, the retire­
ment of five out of the six members 
which the cabinet had then. On ac­
count of the bank fight, all of Tyler** 
cabinet except one, the secretary of 
state, retired in less than half a year 
after Tyler’s service began. Tyler’s en­
tire cabinet went out in a year and a- 
third, but this was because of the death- 
otf their chief. Many changes occurred 
in the Johnson and Grant cabinets, but 
not as many in the same length of time 
as in President McKinley’s.

All presidents, of course, when they en­
ter office, are anxious to retain their cab­
inets unbroken to the end of their serv­
ice. All have failed, however, in this re­
spect except one- President Pierce’s wts 
the only cabinet in American history 
which remained unbroken until the close 
of the presidential term. Three of the- 
seven members of Pierce’s council—Wil­
liam L. Marcy, secretary of state; Jef­
ferson Davis, secretary of war, and Ca­
leb Cushing, attorney-general—were men 
of marked influence and ability. John 
Quincy Adams almost egualed the 
Pierce record of a quarter of a century 
later, but be had one change in his four- 
years, that of secretary of war.

Rennes, Aug. 30.—The air of Rennes 

this creating is filled with rumors of con­
spiracies And predictions of coups, but 
nothing .precise can be obtained. Gen. 
Mercier’s attitude during the last few 
days has mystified his followers in the 
case. He is extremely clever, and the 
general feeling here is that he is prepar­
ing -something which will be revealed in 
a few days.

It is now accepted beyond question 
-that there is a serious division of opinion 
on the part of the generals. While the 
case was running smoothly against Capt. 
Dreyfus they all pulled together, but 
since the tide of evidence began to turn, 
in his favor, as was notably the case 

-during the testimony of Capt. Frey- 
staetter and Col. Cordier, which proved 
much more damaging to the general staff 
than the latter anticipated, certain divid­
ing lines have become manifest between 
the varions cliques. Gen. Roget, Major 
Lauth, Capt. Cuignet and M. Gribelin, 
the principal keeper of the archives of 
the war office, form one coterie; Gen. 
Mercier and Gen. Gonz 
and Gen. Billet and Gen. Boisdeffre 
third. According to one report the first 
two coteries intend to throw over Gen. 
De Boisdeffre, whom they feel to be fal­
tering, and declare that he is responsible 
for all the errors and illegalities of the 
court-martial of 1894, thus making him 
the scapegoat.

According to another report, Gen. 
Roget, who was not implicated in 1894, 
and who fought against Dreyfus be­
cause he inherited from his predecessors 
the responsibility for so doing and placed 
over-confidence in "the accounts of the 
matter furnished him by the general 
staff, will cut himself loose from Gen. 
Mercier, Gonz and De Boisdeffre.’ This 
is a plausible hypothesis, since Roget has 
assumed throughout the role of defender 
of the army, thus making himself popu­
lar with the army and with a large sec­
tion of the nation, and he probably 
would not lose by separating himself 
from the wrong-doers of 1894, and de­
claring that his-opinion had been changed 
by the evidence -given during the present 
trial.

Still another story is that the generals 
are going to give waÿ oti the authorship 
if the bordereau, in view of the strong 
expert evidence, and admit that Ester- 
hazy wrote it; -arguing, however, that 
Dreyfus furnished the information, not 
direct to Esterhazy, but to another party. 
In this connection it was asserted this 
afternoon that Madame -Rastial, who was 
housekeeper for Col. Schwartzkoppen, 
the German military attache, in 1894, 
and who is understood to have acted as 
a French spy, has been seen in Rennes 
and will be summoned as a witness con­
cerning Schwartikoppen’s espionage sys­
tem.

All these rumors may be without foun­
dation, but in any event they are symp­
tomatic of the Teeling in Rennes that 
something is going on under the surface, 
and that the completion of the trial may 
he altered by some coup at any moment.

In the matter of evidence, to-day was 
quite a Dreyfus day, only the deposition 
of the last witness, Gen. Deloic, being 
unfavorable. The testimony of M. 
Fieot, a member of the Institute, is not 
likely, however, to serve the cause of 
the accused materially, if at all, because 
his introduction of Col. Schneider, the 
Austrian military attache, as a cham­
pion of Dreyfus, was rather calculated 
to arouse resentment and reversely to 
influence the judges, especially as it was 
followed by Gen. Roget’s tactful protest 
against Col. Schneider’s uncompliment­
ary allusions to French officers.

To-morrow’s proceedings behind closed 
doors will deal with the question whether 
Capt. Dreyfus was in a position to 
divulge the information regarding the 
artillery which was promised in the 
bordereau. The session will he very 
important and hound to have tremendous 
influence on the judges one way or the 
other, because they are all artillery offi­
cers and will he able to appreciate such 
evidence better than the cryptographic 
intricacies that have been laid before 
them by the handwriting experts. The 
Dreyfusards express confidence that, 
their artillery witnesses, Major Hare- 

: m.-inn and Major Ducros, will effectively 
satisfy the judges that Dreyfus was 
ignorant of the matters mentioned in the 
bordereau, as an artillery officer would 
not have been guilty of stating the errors 
which it contained.

The local papers publish the doubtful 
statement that M. Charles de Freycinet, 
on leaving the court room yesterday 
after his deposition, remarked to a 
friend: “I am leaving an atmosphere 
of acquittal."

GRAND FORKS.

of coal in the Boundary country, it is 
claimed, has been made, by Robert Clark, 
a well known rancher and prospector. The 
seam Is said to average 25 feet in width. 
It Is located on the Laurier mineral daim 
on the north fork of Kettle river. Jay P. 
Graves, the well known mining and smelter 
magnate, has purchased a half interest, and 
the development of the property win be 
commenced tills week.

Mr. Clark located the Lanrler seven years 
ago, and has done considerable work in 
opening np two ledges, which give good as­
says In golif and copper. He sold a half In­
terest last fall to Campbell Johnson, of 
Nelson. B. C.

For a long time past Mr. Clark has geen 
aware of the existence of a darkish slate 
«colored ledge on the Laurier, but until re­
cently never seriously considered the pos­
sibility that it might contain coaL The 
lend at various points is over 100 feet wide.

Two weeks ago he re-examined the show­
ing, and at a point where It strikes Fisher­
man creek fouad what he considers to be 
lignite coal. The pay streak or seam in the 
•cut banks of the stream is about two féet 
•wide. Tests showed that the product burn­
ed very well, and emitted a strong heat.

Medical science has taken up the food

The following despatch has been wide­
ly published in Great Britain. We do 
est know who sent it out, but this is 
ast very material.

The nullification by the Imperial gov­
ernment of the enactments of the British 
Colombia legislature against Asiatic im­
migrants has led to a very difficult situ­
ation in the province. There are over 3,- 
600 Japanese in British Colombia, and 
their numbers are increasing by several 
hundreds per month. They, together with 
Italians and Chinese, have now almost 
completely driven out the Canadians 
from lumbering and work on the rail­
roads. The feeling among Canadians 
against the Japanese is intensified by 
the latter’s request to be accorded the 
franchise, after a moderate residential 
qualification. A revolt is threatened if 
this request is granted. Some reports 
describe a sharp racial conflict as inevi­
table.

This is a gross exaggeration in many 
respects. So far as the franchise is 
concerned, we have never heard it sug­
gested that Japanese should fee allowed 
to enjoy it. No one but British sub­
jects have the right to vote in this prov­
ince. and a proposal to allow aliens of 
any race to do so, no matter how long 
they might be resident here, would not 
receive any support whatever.

Notwithstanding its falsity, the des­
patch will do a great deal of harm. Busi­
ness men from this province who have 
recently been in London, and nearly all 
operators having financial connections 
there, agree that Britieh Columbia in­
vestments are not regarded w^th favor. 
Several things have contributed to this. 
Among them were the adoption by the 
legislature, under the lead of the Semiin 
government, of the policy of repudiation, 
the needless precipitation of a labor 
question which has tied up many import­
ant mines, the evidence of socialism in 
the policy and administration of the gov­
ernment, and the loose and reckless talk 
of the ministerial press, which has taken 
care to let it be known that the min­
istry proposes to take an antagonistic at­
titude towards the investing class, such 
as the avowal by the News-Advertiser 
that its party is bent upon inaugurating 
what it calls social reforms, which are 
only a lot of ill-considered experiments 
to deceive the laboring vote until after 
a new election. Such a despatch as the 
foregoing, coming upon a nervous mar­
ket, that is nervous so far as British 
Columbia investments are concerned, is 
calculated to do an immense amount of 
harm.

It will call for no effort of the imagina­
tion to see that, when on top of this 
extraordinary despatch word goes out 
to the people of Great -Britain that a 
member of parliament, who is the son 
of the Lieutenant-Governor, has publicly 
declared his intention of resigning his 
seat, and has called upon the working­
men not to trust to the slow routine of 
political progress, but to take the law 
into their own hands and resort to acts 
of violence, the last straw may be added 
to the burden. People in this province 
do not in the remotest way connect 
the Lieutenant-Governor with his son’s

CURRENCY PROBLEMS IN

THE UNITED STATES. Badminton
«■ At the present time the people of the 

United States are deeply concerned with 
the currency problem. It presents itself 
in two phases. One is the free coinage 
question, which is still advocated by the 
majority of Democratic politicians.

The Finance Minister has 
boldly declared in his newspaper that it 
is the intention of the government to 
inaugurate social reforms. When the 
question of disallowance of the anti- 
Japanese legislation came up, the gov­
ernment did not accede to the very strong 
representations of the Imperial govern­
ment, and refused to consider the very 
adequate remedy offered, preferring to 
insist upon a demagogic assertion of 
rights which the legislature does not pos­
sess. The policy of the government 
alienated so many of its supporters that 
it finds itself in a minority in the legis­
lature, yet it is allowed to continue in 
office, and the son of the Lieutenant- 
Governor makes a violent speech exhort­
ing workingmen to rebellion. If public 
opinion in Great Britain connects the in­
stallation in office of a socialistic minis­
try by the act of the Lieutenant-Governor 
with the appeal of the Lieutenant-Gov­
ernor’s son for mob law, no one need be 
at all surprised. For ourselves, we are 
fully satisfied that no such connection ex­
ists. and we believe that no one will de­
precate more strongly his son’s extraor­
dinary attitude than will Lieutenant- 
Governor Mclnnes himself.

The Marshal started up the street for 
help, and Hamilton followed, meanwhile 
upstairs to see the attorney, Hamilton 
continuing to follow. In this building are 
several offices, including those of D. M 
Woodbury, Miss Trolson, the telephone 
agent, and Donglaatf Allmond. Allmond 
heard loud talking in the hall, and final­
ly heard some One say: “You --------- ,
if you move, I’U blow your head off!”

At this he rushed ont of his office and 
found Hamilton covering Becker with 
a revolver, the distance between the two 
being perhaps 15 feet.

Allmond advanced to within about 10 
feet of Hamilton, when the revolver 
levelled at him, and Hamilton said: 
yon move, I’ll kill you."

This situation lasted several seconds, 
when Woodbury came out of his office, 
and said: “What is this all about?” 
Hamilton told Woodbury to throw up his 
hands, punctuating his remarks by oaths.

Woodbury started to speak further 
when Hamilton swung his revolver from 
Allmond to Woodbury and fired, the dis­
tance between the two men being 18 or 
20 feet, and Woodbury fell instantly.

Allmond started forward to close on 
Hamilton, as the latter turned his revol- 

towards Woodbury, but after the 
shot was fired Hamilton quickly covered 
Allmond again.

Woodbury, who had fallen, cried: 
“Boys, I’m shot! He has killed me!”

In a few seconds Woodbury again call­
ed, and Allmond started towards him,
when Hamilton said: “You ---------  if
you move again I’ll kill you.”
' After a few seconds more, Hamilton 
glanced towards where Woodbury lay 
and Allmond jumped backward through 
a door and to an open window, where he 
called to people in the street below to 
send for a physician; that Woodbury 
was shot. *

had started to run down stairs, Becker 
following.

“If THROUGH THRESHING MACHINE

The Terrible Ending of a Farm Hand 
in Ontario.

From Liverpool Dally Post, Aug. 21.
The latest addition to the Allan fleet is 

the twin-screw steamer Bavarian, 
sel which marks in point of size, speed 
and passenger accommodation, a distinct 
advance on the shipping voyaging be­
tween Liverpool and Canada. CL 
Bavarian is 520 feet long, 60 feet beam 
and 43 feet deep, with a gross tonnage 
of 10,200. Like most modem large 
steamers, the Bavarian has one funnel— 
a huge cylindrical structure, 
masts, to which are fitted the 
necessary for working the cargo, 
after-mast is of wood, and half way up 
its height is a fixed compass, which, 
being removed from the influence of the 
vessel’s hull and other iron work, will 
at all times be absolutely reliable and 
above all suspicion. Though a big cargo 
earner, the Bavarian is essentially a 
passenger vessel. At her trials she 
averaged 17.95 knots as the mean of 
several runs over the Skelmorlie meas­
ured mile. The distance from Liverpool 
to Quebec is 2,629 miles. Thus, assum­
ing that she averaged 17 knots only, 
she would, by leaving Liverpool at 5 p. m. 
on the Thursday, be able to land her 
passengers at Quebec early on the fol­
lowing Thursday morning. At the same 
time, Messrs. Allan have never been 
advocates for record-breaking, and their 
instructions to their captains are to ran 
no risks, and subordinate everything to 
safety.

Luxurious as are the first-class quar­
ters, and in a lesser degree thè second 
also, it is in the matter of third-class 
accommodation that Messrs. Allan have 
made the most striking improvements. 
Permanent berth and dining space is 
provided for 200 passengers in commo­
dious, well-lighted, four-berthed rooms, 
while should occasion require, an ex­
tended steerage can be readily equipped, 
which will provide for 800 additional 
passengers, or 1,000 in all. The lava­
tory and bath, ordinary and shower, 
equipment leaves nothing to be desired. 
It is duplicated for male and female 
passengers, and is certainly not inferior 
to that provided but a few years back 
for first“elass passengers. A smoking- 
room is provided, the * walls being 
-panelled in pitch-pine, the tables being 
sycamore, while a similar apartment, 
styled “ reading room,” affords a wel­
come means of retirement and rest for 
“ lady thirds.” Messrs. Allan have en­
deavored in planning the Bavarian to 
secure as far as is possible accommoda­
tion which is wholly distinct for each 
of the three classes of voyagers, and 
that they have succeeded is shown by 
the fact that each class of passengers 
have their separate promenades, etc.

He quotes him 
as saying that he had always sought to 
induce foreigners in the Transvaal to un­
dertake citizenship, but that they had 
tried to get its privileges without accept­
ing its burdens. Continuing President 
Kruger says in 1881, when numbers 
could have taken burghership it they 
Chose to register as British subjects. Pro­
testing in 1895 against then being com- 
mandered for the Kaffir war, Sir Henry 
Loch, now Baron Henry Loch, who was 
governor of Cape Colony and High Com­
missioner of South Africa in 1885-93, 
represented that they did not wish to be­
come burghers, so that the raad exempted 
them.”

The correspondent adds that he also 
interviewed General Joubert, command­
er-in-chief of the Transvaal forces, and 
vice-president of the Republic, who took 
a gloomy view of the situation, express­
ing his conviction that Mr. Chamberlain 
had chosen the franchise issue, believing 
that while the Boers might concede oth­
er matters, they would stand out on 
this, and furnish the casus belli which 
Mr. Chamberlain wanted.

Adams & Burns, knowing that they had 
a very good thing In the permit, sought to 
d’spose of it on a bonus of $5 a gallon to 
licensed victuallers or others in British 
Columbia, themselves, however, to supply 
the spirits at usual wholesale rates. They 
found some little difficulty in getting their 
big bonus price of $5 a gallon, but at last 
secured this or figures approaching It from 
an enterprising Vancouver syndicate organ­
ized by Mr. William Quann. The permit 
thug realized its “Increment” of abont 
$25,000 for the lucky men interested In It, 
the Quann syndicate expecting to make 
only the further considerable business pro­
fit realisable by liquor Jobbers in the Yo- 
1 on’s land of liquor Import prohibition sub­
ject to exemption by favor. The deal with 
the syndicate was made so late in the day 
that Messrs. Adams & Burns could not get 
the liquor hither in time to ship promptly, 
so It was arranged to get the 5,000 gallons 
from Mr. Max Lelser of Victoria, who will, 
It is understood, reciprocate by obtaining 
a like quantity of liquor for his business 
purposes In due course from the Toronto 
firm. The 5,000 gallons of liquor goes 
north by the Danube to-day, representing, 
if the $25,000 of bonus on the transfer of 
the liquor permit be added, cash of about 
$54,000. The Dominion authorities not only 
gave the original permit, but on August 
31st last sanctioned the transfer of It to 
the Vancouver syndicate.

The transaction, in which the British 
Columbian participants act in the way of 
their respective businesses, sheds as re­
gards its beginning in the Yukon, a flood 
of light on the strange methods of govern­
ment that are practised In the Yukon.

Big induce­
ments were thrown out to him to go to 
Cape Nome, but he had talked toe dis­
trict over with Idaho miners—men he 
places dependence on—and was informed 
that the mining there carried on is very 
unprofitable.

“ j would want,” said Mr. Sullivan,
“ to make at least 25 cents to toe pan 
before I remained at Cape Nome. The 
season is so short that work dim only 
be carried on for a short time m the 
year. All along toe beach for miles 
you can see the one scene at Cape 
Nome- It is continuously raining, and 
men are compelled to work covered 
body, hands and feet—with rubber.

“Back a little from shore are the 
tents, and to these the weary pros­
pector goes when his day’s work is done, 
to dive beneath its meagre shelter for 
the night. There is no blaze at which 
to get warm, or perhaps dry, for fire­
wood is a luxury, and what little fuel is 
used by the large companies is obtained 
from remote places.

“As for Kotzebue Sound, everyone 
knows,” says Mr. Sullivan, “ that the 
country is no good. I was at ^ to. 
Michael when on the 3rd or 4th of last 
month the United States cutter Bear 
arrived from there with 60 of the vic­
tims of a mining craze. It was heart­
rending to see the men. I knew many 
of them before they went North, and so 
changed were they in appearance that 
I did not recognize them. They were 
suffering from scurvy and were in an 
awful condition. They are now, I un­
derstand, to be taken down Sound some- 
where ” _

Mr. ‘Sullivan brings news that one of 
the Alaska Commercial Company s 
steamers—he thinks it was the Louise— 
went ashore with two barges a short dis­
tance Up the river about the 4th of last 
month.

Her Cargo Has Doubled in Value Since
She Sailed for Victoria—An Active

Although it is non; quite four days 
since the steamer Elinu Thompson, from 
Honolulu for the Sound, reported pass­
ing an inbound ship which was taken 
to be the overdue Drumlanrig, nothing 
has since been heard that would tend to 
confirm this conjecture, although the 
wind has ever since been fair for carry­
ing inbound craft tp their destination. 
Of course the tug-boat fleet are on the 
lookout, and if so be it that it is the 
Drumlanrig at last, she will probably 
make her appearance in Esquimalt with­
in the next day or two. In connection 
with the increased interest now being 
felt in her whereabouts and her excep­
tionally long passage, it- may be noted 
that she left Liverpool originally, on the 
10th of December last, in command of 
Captain Farren, and fully manned and 
found. On February 19 she reached 
Montevideo dismantled, and receiving re­
pairs continued her voyage on May 24. 
Her cargo, which consisted largely of 
salt and tin plates, is consigned to Robert 
Ward & Co., Ltd., and presents one 
unique distinction, in that the tin plates 
have during the ship’s overdue period in­
creased in value more than 100 per cent. 
Indeed, were she to- arrive to-morrow, 
her cargo would have been so augmented 
in value through the rise in tin during her 
voyage that everybody concerned in her 
would be quite willing to forgive.

THE “PROTET” IN ’FRISCO.

Flagship of the French Pacific Squadron 
Reaches the Bay City on Her 

Long Trial Cruise,

A private telegram from San Francisco 
announces the arrival there of the sec­
ond-class French cruiser Protêt; direct 
from Callao, Peru, and on a cruise of 
Northern waters which is to extend as 
far as Esquimalt, where perhaps ten 
days will be spent. The Protêt is the 
flagship of the French Pacific squadron, 
and carries Commodore Germinet, a dis­
tinguished naval officer. His ship is a 
late addition to the French fighting force 
afloat, having been launched less than 
a year ago. The present is her first long 
cruise, and somewhat in the nature of 
an extended trial trip. So far, it is said, 
the Protêt has proved a conspicuous suc­
cess, demonstrating the practicability of 
certain new features in marine architec­
ture embodied in her construction. H.

A WRECK IN THE NORTH.

Indian Rumor Declares That Some Un­
identified Craft Has Piled on 

Moresby Rocks.

An Indian report passing current on 
the West Coast during the last few 
days, according to a wire from Alberni, 
is to the effect that some large “stick- 
ship”—or sailing vessel—is a wreck upon 
the southerly extremity of Moresby Isl­
and, the nearest neighbor of Vancouver 
Island in the Queen Charlotte group. If 
is quite possible that this may prove to 
be the famous phantom barkentine of 
which so much has been heard of late, 
although little can be learned with defin­
iteness on this score except by accident 
or Indian gossip. The scene of the al­
leged wreck is far out of the track of the 
ordinary coasting traffic, and the Willa- 
pa, which leaves to-night for the Coast, 
on this voyage goes .no further than 
Kyuquot.

On her présent West Coast voyage, on 
which she started last night, the C. P.

The day has gone by when a re- 
pntable newspaper will distort facts for 
political purposes or encourage Its corres­
pondents to supply it with untruthful 
news. A paper which desires to preserve 
its reputation cannot afford to Indulge in 
such practices. By doing so it it very 
quickly becomes discredited with the peo­
ple. It loses its Influence and very seri­
ously Injures Its business. The individual 
has too many means of setting himself 
right with the public to suffer under in­
justice at the hands of a newspaper. So, 
too, as newspapers are now conducted, a 
correspondent, especially in a restricted 
community such its Is found In British Co­
lumbia, cannot afford to acquire a reputa­
tion for mendacity.

On the other hand, politicians, who are 
looking ont for future honors ln the legisla­
tive field, very often make statements 
which they subsequently find it to their 
Interests to repudiate. In the ordinary 
coarse of conversation a man who considers 
bimseif to be ln the eye of the public will 
very often unburden himself of reflections 
on public affairs which he thoroughly be­
lieves ln, hut which when he sees ln cold 
type, frightens him beyond measure. He 
discovers .in his words, as thus set down, 
what may possibly imperil his position with 
a party with which It may be to his ad­
vantage to be on good terms, but which 
would be seriously outraged by opinions 
which he has given utterance to and which 
run counter to their interests. Under cir­
cumstances of this kind politicians very 
often have little scruple in imputing to the 
imagination or the untruthfulness of the 
reported utterances, which were made by 
them knowing the full extent of what they 
were saying. We do not by any means 
wish to be understood as saying that It is 
so in this instance, and that Mr. Macpher­
son has deliberately and unfairly repu­
diated what he did say to the reporter, 
but as the question is one between the 
truthfulness of the member and of the 
newspaper man It is a toss np, in which 
anyone knowing the character and reputa­
tion, under such circumstances, of any two 
members of these classes, would be dis­
posed to give the odds to the newspaper 
man.

The very fact that the correspondent of 
the Colonist should make a declaration, 
which is practically equal to an oath in 
court, of the truth of his report, will be 
calculated to give his side of the case 
even more weight with the general public.

AN HAWAIIAN LAND TANGLE.

■
Homestead Laws of the United States 

and Its New Colony at Variance.

Honolulu, Sept. 1.—What are known 
as the “ Oiaa Squatters ” have formed 
an association called the American 
Settlers’ Association, to make a united 
fight for the public land they have 
seized. They have published notices in 
all the papers in the islands, warning 
intending purchasers at a public sale 
advertised by the government, of their 
claims to the lands they have seized, 
and that any title derived from the 
Hawaiian government will be disputed.

The lands in question are recently sur­
veyed lands in the district of Olaa, island 
of Hawaii, intended to be opened up by 
the government to homesteaders under 
the land laws of Hawaii. The claim of 
the squatters is that by the Newlands 
resolution all the public lands of Hawaii 
became public lands of the United 
States, and cannot be disposed of except 
by act of congress.

A recent decision of Assistant Attor­
ney-General Vandeventer, rendered July 
26, is held to support this contention. 
The lands then being unoccupied gov­
ernment lands, as they claim, they have 
entered upon them as such and made 
the improvements required by the United 
States homestead laws, with the inten­
tion of completing their title as soon as 
the United States land laws are ex­
tended to the islands. The Hawaiian 
government has postponed the sale of 
the lands until it can communicate with 
the federal government.

The lands so far squatted upon com­
prise about 6,000 or 7,000 acres of very 
fertile land, worth unimproved from 
$100 to $200 an acre.

The first Labor Day celebration in the 
Hawaiian islands will be held next Mon­
day. The arrangements are for a gen­
eral holiday, especially in all the mechan­
ical industries, and a grand ball in the 
evening. The government have given 
the use of the National Guard armory 
for the ball.

From Atlln Claim, August 26.

for Atlln. The Bank of Halifax, Thos.

The R. M. S. Warrimoo, now of the 
New Zealand Shipping Company’s fleet, 
completed a very pleasant passage from 
Sydney and way ports yesterday morn­
ing, having visited on the voyage Bris­
bane. Pine Island, Suva and Honolulu. 
Her passenger list included 48 saloon and 
35 second-cabin; while her cargo of 1350 
tons measurement was made up as fol­
lows: 10,000 sacks of sugar; 32 cases 
fruit; 361 cases preserved meats; 370 
bags hides; 67 bales furs; 45 bales mar­
supial skins; 44 bales kangaroo skins; 
123 bales skins; 1 stuffed kangaroo; 5 
■bales palm nuts; 10 barrels molasses; 
1 package cigars; 100 sacks cocoanut oil; 
25 cases honey; 4 cases specimens; 100 
bunches bananas; 25 crates pines; 376 
empty kegs; 1 crate dogs; and 5 cases 
jams.

The voyage just . completed was the 
last in which the Warrimoo will call at 
the Fijian capital, the mail subsidy from 
that colony having recently been with­
drawn, and it becoming a case of no 
subsidy—no steamer. • It was also the 
last voyage on which the ship will be 
commanded by her present skipper, Capt. 
-Hays, who, on the return to Honolulu 
transfers to the Aorangi of the same line. 
Leaving Sydney on August 15, the War- 
nmoo had a somewhat rough passage to 
Brisbane, with strong southeast winds 
and a heavy sea. Thence fresh easterly 
winds and a continued heavy sea pre­
vailed to the Pines; with fine weather 
to Suva and variable winds and weather 
to the Hawaiian capital. The last stage 
of the trip was smooth and pleasant until 
the American coast was approached, 
guarded by banks of fog. Here a fleet 
of five sail craft was fallen in with— 
calm-bound—the string including it is 
understood, the Drumlanrig, the Lang- 
dale, and a sulphur-laden craft also 
bound for the Island. A bark in ballast 
was also sighted at a distance of about 
5 miles, some 150 miles west of Flat­
tery, on Thursday evening. Her sails 
were properly set, but her topmasts had 
been hauled down, presumably to keep 
her steadier. She was steering a correct 
course, and did not in the slightest re­
semble the descriptions given of that 
mysterious Flying Dutchman 
West Coast.

The fighting methods of the Boers, which 
caused the English such great loss ln 1881, 
and actually drove them from the open 
field, Js an Intelligent skirmishing. They are 
never massed, and hence field artillery Is 
powerless against them. Moreover, the 
gnnners of the enemy's artillery are rapid­
ly picked off by the excellent marksmen- 
ship of the natives. The latter know to a 
dot how to utilize the topography of the 
field to advantage, in the attack as well as 
ln the defence. At ail events, they are, in 
this regard, far superior tq the English in­
fantry. This is proved, among other things, 
by official reports of the war of 1881. At 
Lalngenek, Jan. 18, of the year named, 180 
Boers forced 1000 infantry, 200 cavalry, and 
nine guns to precipitate retreat. In the de­
cisive battle of Mount Majuba, where the 
English lost General Colley, 120 Boers 
stormed the peak, which was held by 400 
Scots and 250 marines. Unproportionately 
large were the losses of the English In that 
war. They had 1159 dead and wounded, 
while the Boers had only 113 hors de com­
bat. This Is a disproportion shown by no 
other war of modern times. Since that 
time, 1881, tactical condtlons have scarce­
ly changed. Small arms have been brought 
to greater perfection, but this counts on 
both sides.

It has already been mentioned that the 
military arrangements of 
State are similar to those 
In the former the number of whites sub­
ject to military service Is estimated at 20,- 
000. There, as well as in the sister repub­
lic, is a corps of field artillery, with thirty- 
six modern guns, stationed in a fort near 
Bloemfontein. The artillerymen enter the 
reserve after three years’ service.

ing talk in the Army barracks last 
evening on the social work of the Salva­
tionists as it is carried on at present in 
Dawson, and as it was inaugurated by 
him and others. There was a good at­
tendance at the services, and the Adjut­
ant's experiences—for he is one of the 
pioneer Salvationists of the North—were 
listened to with great interest. With 
six others, including two women, he 
tramped over the northern-trails a year 
and a half ago, taking six weeks to com­
plete a journey beset at that time with 
many difficulties. Shortly after their 
arrival at Dawson the food and shelter 
home was instituted, filling a want that 
was beginning to be very keenly felt in 
Dawson. From the time the home was 
started until last spring Adjutant McGill 
says it was as full as it could be under 
strained circumstances, 
cheap transportation facilities came into 
force in the spring there was a notice­
able diminution in the number of applica­
tions daily for food and shelter, but these 
in late months, according to what he has 
heard since leaving Dawson, are again 
on the increase. In the course of his 
address the Adjutant spoke of the 
amount of sickness and destitution, and 
of the number of deaths, saying but 
little about the fortunes being made, as 
he thought they receive all the notoriety 
necessary. Some, he says, who worked 
last winter in the wood yard of the 
Army were splendidly educated fellows, 
but penniless and in sorry circumstances, 
one particularly hard case being that of 
an Oxford man holding a B. A. degree. 
Throughout all this misery, however, 
Adjutant McGill took a pleasure in the 
work, and kept a horse to travel about 
on, though it did cost him $1,000 to feed 
it through1 last winter. He says he 
found in all the religious work of Daw­
son a unanimity seldom noted, and which 
Skagway, his most recent charge, does 
not to the same extent illustrate.

Illiterate Correspondent Worships at 
the Shrine of Rank and Deny’s 

Victoria’s Right to Think.

The Naval and Military Record, a 
well-known service journal, in its issue 
of the 24th August prints the following:

“ Since the return to England of the 
cruiser Impérieuse, some information has 
been obtained of the circumstances that 
led to the late violent ebullition of tem­
per on the part of certain people in Vic­
toria.

“ It seems that after the departure of 
the Admiral from those parts, a party 
of townspeople met to consult as to the 
programme to be carried out on the 
Queen’s Birthday, and one proposal was 
that the squadron, with, gunboats, etc.. 
should go out to sea, carry out an attack 
and land at a place called Beacon .Hill, 
embarking again at noon and landing in 
the aTtemoon at the same place for a 
full dress parade and review.

“ It is stated, however, that this 
vicinity is full of reefs and shoals, and 
fringed with a rocky shore, and the 
whole thing would have been a risky 
proceeding, not only for ships, but prob­
ably disastrous for boats, too, besides 
making it a harassing day for the men.

“ Anyhow, the proposal came to the 
Admiral’s ears, and he very prudently 
sent to the senior officer at Victoria, 
and instructed him against anything of 
the sort being undertaken.

“ On the Victorians hearing this, news­
papers were immediately inundated with 
letters hurling abuse on the Admiral's 
head, and going so far as to attribute his 
action to ‘ spite,’ a puerile action which 
Admiral Palliser seems to have been 
the most unlikely man to have indulged 
in.

“ Victorians should try to understand 
that a commander-in-chief is only re­
sponsible for his actions to the Board of 
Admiralty, consisting of distinguished 
men, of very different rank and status to 
his would-be critics in Victoria, who, 
though no doubt a worthy body, yet 
from their pursuits and occupations are 
altogether unfitted to form any opinion 
on affairs connected with the navy; and 
for them to presume to do so seems, to 
say the least, a piece of unwarranted 
assurance.

“ We understand, too, that last year 
the admiral treated the people of Vic­
toria to an excellent shamfight, winding 
up with a review, for which purpose the 
men of the fleet had to march with their 
field gnns there and back a distance of 
fourteen miles—a very hard day for offi­
cers and men—and although giving great 
pleasure to the community there, was 
anything but a holiday for those who 
provided for their amusement.

Hence, in toe case of the two states, It Is 
really a people in arms.

In the Transvaal a distinction exists be­
tween organized standing troops, volunteer 
corps, and militia. The first named soldiery 
consists chiefly of what is technically 
known as “state artillery.” According to 
the law of national defence of 1895 this 
corps is to be the nucleus of the 
strength of the republic and It has to be In 
a state of perpetual moboilzal ion. Military 
-discipline and instruction ln this-branch of 
the service must be such that the men, at 
the end of their capitulation, are able to 
serve as non-commissioned officers If neces­
sary. The corps also has such technical in­
struction that its members may be fit to 
occupy subaltern officers In the civil ser­
vice. It has thirty-two officers, eighty non­
commissioned officers and 290 men, and Is 
Intended as a sort of school battalion In the 
artillery, field telegraphy, engineer, and 
liospltal service. The corps Is commanded 
by a general, who draws the respectable 
salary of $12,500. Ranking officers are paid 
equally .well ln proportion to their com­
mand. The garrison of this corps Is ln a 
fortified camp at Pretoria, where the guns 
are also stationed—three field batteries and 
a zramger of heavy guns, mostly of the 
Krnpp pattern. There are also two bat­
teries of rapid-firing guns.

GALB ON ATLANTIC COAST.

Steamer Gaspeaia Again in Trouble— 
Commotion in the Fishing Fleets.

Halifax, Sept. 8.—(Special)—A furious 
gale has been raging on 
Seotia coast since last night, 
particularly severe in the eastern part, 
toe wind blowing violently on the Cape 
Breton shore all day.

In toe height of the storm the steamer 
Gaspesia, from St. John’s, Nfld., bound 
for New York, struck the rocks near 
Lingan, C. B., and almost immediately 
backed off in a disabled condition. The 
wind was blowing at the rate of 50 
miles and hour, and to prevent her from 
being cast ashore in her helpless condi­
tion, she was brought to anchor a quar­
ter of a mile off Glace Bay. No parti­
culars of toe mishap have yet been re­
ceived on shore. The Gaspesia was 
widely advertised last winter by her 
long imprisonment in toe See of the 
Gulf of St. Lawrence.

Over thirty vessels took shelter from 
the gale at Digby. Nearly all the fish­
ing boats anchored off Little Riyer, St 
Mary’s Bay, counting about two score 
large and small, broke from their moor-! 
jugs this morning, drifted across to the 
French shore and were badly smashed 
by the tremendous seas running.
